BALTIC PROVINCES
AT MERCY OF REDS

Mobs Shoot and Plunder as
Fugitives Flee.

Copenh ices', Jan. 9. Bernholdt. the
Danish Consul nt Riga, who" la the owner
of many ships, has arrived, here with
other fugitives aboard n Drltslh cruiser.
He said that when he left Riga last
Thursday evening the mob already had
'begun shooting and plundering. Riga,
he believed, awaited a terrible fate when

'the Bolshevlkl entered, as with the de-

parture of the Rrltlsh fleet and the last
German eoldler the Reds would be
masters of the whole town.

I Tlie situation developed with rapidity.
' On Tuesday evqnlng tho provisional Lett

Government was .tlll In existence, but
Friday It fled with the other fugitives.
The Cabinet had little authority, being
waak and Inexperienced, with no money
und no arms.

Trusting the Germans to" keep the
armlsllco conditions and fending them
to hold the Rolhevlst army In, the post-tlo- n

they held nt the armistice, the Cabl-.n- et

has only a small tstt army of volun-
teers, who ar? .badly armed. At the Jast
moment thel Cabinet' mobilized men from
10 to 35 years, but loo late.

The Germans first refused help and
later mado excuses and protested they
tiad neither arms nor troops from their
long stay In Rus'a. Tho German mill- -
tary leader at last demanded fresh
troops. Six regiments were promised,
b& they have not arrived.

( All the Baltic provinces are now nt
the mercy of .the Jlolshevlkl and this
probably will Inst until tho peace

can .make arrangements whereby. the provinces can lx saved. If not
.will spread through Poland,

thence threatening the whole of Europe.

NORWEGIAN SHIPPERS
JO GET $11.000,000

Award Is Partial Payment of
Claim on United .States.

IiNDOif. Jm. 9. Kdwnrrt N. Hurley
and R. H. Stevenn of .the American
Shipping Hoard, aftor conferences with
representatives of the. Norwegian Ship-
ping Association, have arreed 'that th4
United States ahull Immediately, pay the
Norwegian shipowners tll.000.vuo, the
amount the Norwegians actually had
Invested In contracta, material and
ahlpa when they were requisitioned by
the United .States at thu time uhu en-

tered tho war.
The matter Is left unsettled, however,

as the amount Is far below what the
Norwegians claim. Further clilmj will
be taken up In Washington. The

declared thut some concerns
faced disaster unless they obtained
funds immediately. This brought about

's decision.
Tho conferees wens unable, to agree

on a llnil settlement owing to wide
differences of opinion as to the present
market vuluo of the ships and material
taken by th Hefted Kfutes.

MEAT PROFITEERING

' FEARED BY FISHER

Council for Xivc Stock Asso-

ciation "Warns Senate Against
. Packers' Trust.

Washington, Jui. 0. An era of ex

treme 'flrpnteertnc In meat prices after
the Food Administration ceases to func
tion unless control of private cars, stock
yard and terminal refrigerating plants
la taken from the packers was predicted
to-i- v by Walter L. Fisher, counsel for
the marketing committee of tho Ameri
can Xntlonal Livestock Association, and
former Secretary of the Interior. Sir.
Fisher wns testifying before the Senate
Interstate Commerce Commission nt
hearings on the pending bill providing
for government of these marketing fa-
cilities.

"Tim wltnes-- s declared that "prices
.ixmUii bump thfl"cell!ng" and at tho same
time there would be danger of diminu-
tion of production If the Government
took n action to cuib whit he described
as a practical monopoly maintained by
the five leading packer, Stock raisers,
he said, would hasten to sell even bleed-
ing animals to get n share of the tem-
porary high 4r!ccs which the packers
would force, nnd thereby production of
I.ew animals would decrease.

Mr. Fisher urged that the stock cars,
refrigerator cars, stock yardi mid ter-
minal refrigerator plants be taken over
by the railroads, rather than by the
Government for permanent operation, aa
a moans of promoting "real competi-
tion" among the packers. If this failed,
he wouM try Government licencing of
packers, aiKl would advocate Govern-
ment ownership of packing plants only
as a last resort. "tf something ap-

proaching genuine competition" is de-

veloped among th packer', said Mr.
Fisher. stok owners Immediately would
begin to Increase their output.

Letter, Few Days Heforo His

Death, to Senator, Moses
Urged Amendment.

Sptcial HtffHitcfi to Tnr, Srx.
Wasiiinuton, Jan. 9. One of the last

acts of Theodore Hoogptelt was to urge
very earnestly the nurport of the suf-

frage amendment to the Constitution In
a letter written to Senator Mosca (N.
H.). The letter was mado public y

by tho National Woman Suffrage Asso-
ciation. This letter, written by tho
Colonel six days ago, said :

My Dear Senator Moses You know-ho-

fond I am of Cabot todgo and
I think he has done wonderful work
during the laat three month In In-

ternational matters. But It Is n mis-
fortune from tho standpoint of the
war nnd from the standpoint of party
expediency that he and Senator Wads-wort- h

of New York nnd tome of your
New England Senators should have
been so bitter about woman suffrage.

I earnestly hope you can see your
way clear to support the national
amendment. It Is coming anyhow and
It ought to come. When States like
Now York and Illinois adopt It, it can't
be called a wildcat experience. I
very earnestly novo you can see your
way clear to support the amendment.

The list shows price ranges on nine
general classified groups with a spread of
$13.85 per cwt.-t- he lowest at $6.50, and
the highest at $20.35.

To give time
for proper arrangements the date prob-
ably cannot be fixed before two or
three weks hence. February 9, how-
ever, has been suggested.

In the Senate yesterday there wai
adopted unanimously n resolution by
Senator Wadsworth of New York pro-
viding for a joint nosslon and authoris-
ing committees to make arrangements
nnd Invito tho President. Supreme Court
Justices, members of the Cabinet and
other ortlclnls to participate.
