Exploring Alr Currents,

be made from alrplanes, showhg enemy
terraln, a leak proof tank which plavad
an important part in the saving of lives
of aviators, a trench signAlling lamp, &
light slgnal capable of use In broad day-
light from a distance of elghteen miles,
a secret daylight signalling lamp with
a range of five miles, and a lamp which,
with the ald of ultra-violet light, per-
mitted secret signalllng at night.  An-
other development was the propagnnda
balloons with n range of more than 1,000
miles and A puitable landing lght for
use on aviation flelds™

Among engineering achlevements of
the EBignal Corpa Gern, Squler inld em-
phasls on the development of the radio
apparatus. The alrplane radliophone, or
wireless telephono ndapied to the ailr-
plane, had justly heen heralded, he sald,
“as one of the nwost apectacular apchieve-
ments of the whole war

"“The satisfactory performance of this
appiratus hns resulted In A new typeof
military unlt known o8 a volce-com-
miunded sgquidran,. The commander of
#n airfleet directs the moverments of the
individual units in an¥ manner desired:
the efMfectiveness of the squadron as n
military machine is thereby enorniously
invreased. The principsl use of radio
communieation made during the war
wis In sending radlo telegraph signals
from ol.arvation alrplanes for eontrol-
line artillery fire The French devel-
oped A set which consisted of several
units, making the Installation and op-
eration complicated. The Slgnal Corps
developed a welf contalned set which
has been demonstrated to be far supe-
rior to any other alrplans set
