"Yes. I shot him," was her reply, said
Mr. Weeks, to one of his questions. "He
was threatening my life for fifteen years
and I couldn't stand It any longer "

Mme. Lebaudy's fifteen-year-ol- d

daughter, Jacqueline, who Inherits much
of her mother's striking beauty, re-

mained with Mmc. Lebaudy throughout
the day. It Is the Intention of District
Attorney Weeks to have Jacqueline, who
first gave the alarm after the shooting,
tell her story before the Grand Jury to-

day or At th tame tlmo the
county authorities will endeavor to pry

One of Mme. Lebaudy' servants who
probably will be quizzed extensively to
day Is a Trench g.rl named Alice Itag- -
neut, who hrw been a cook for tr.o Le
baudys for fourteen yeans. Another Is
rn old Frenchman who worked about the
grounds. The nurse, Miss Minnie eld
ers, also will be questioned y or to-

morrow at Mlneola. It Is thought that
nn Indictment for murder will bo re-

turned against Mme. Lebaudy within the
next twenty-fou- r hours, whereupon she
will be removed as soon as possible to
the cell occupied at various times by the
women who In recent years have stirred
Nassau county when accused of two no-

torious killing; Mrs. John Longer De
Paulina and Mis. Carman.

Preparing: for 111 Army.
Within tho last few years Lebaudy

caused excitement on Long Island by
announcing to horse dealers, farmers and
others that he was anxious to buy horses

equip an "army" of cavalry which he
was about to send somewhere or other.
Somultaneously he decided also to buy
up Long Isl.ind cattle, which ho said
were to be killed to feed his "army."

Thirty Iong Inland horse traders and
others managed to sell him many anti-
quated specimens of horseflesh. Within
.1 few months ho had gathecrd so many
head horses and cat t o that the
Hempstead Jieatth authorities, had to

Last summer he arrived on n. sloop at
Hay. Cpon landing there he

went to an Oyster Bay plumber and In-

Ilreeiitly Declared Snnr.
On the complaint of Mme. Lebaudy

he was committed on October 5 last to
nn asylum at Amltyvllle, so Lawyer
Murdoch said yesterday. Three days
later, added the lawyer, he escaped but
was recaptured and sent to the asylum
at Kings Park, Long Island. Lnwyer
Murdoch theieupon secured his release
on a habeas corpus proceeding nnd Le-
baudy again, according to Murdoch, was
declared sane liy n commission before
Justice Callaghan In the Supreme Court.

Murdoch declared yesterday that he
hnd taken charge of the murdered man's
estate In this country. Including the
Lodge, which the lawyer believed to
be worth about $150,000. Mme. Le-
baudy Is said to have been living on
nn allowance or $25,000 a year, which
her husband had been ordered to pay
her.

Officers who searched the houe yes-
terday said they had found little food
or other evidence of 'the comforts
which many In the vicinity had been
led to believe would be found about the
place. Neighbors told the officers that
the Uttlo girl. Jacqueline, had been
taken away from her studies nt Brent-
wood Academy several months ngo be-

Thepo considerations are
that the amount of m'lk in .Hie market
does not warrant a higher price than has
been offered, and that the producers In all
other territories are voluntarily selling
their milk nt Ics than New York buyers
have offered.

"Wo are dally Increasing the supply
received from nnrrnal sources, as well ns
tho quantity of milk being brought In
from outside to make up tho deficiency

Care of State's Mental Defec-

tives Will Occupy Much
of Her Time.

Albant, N. V., Jan. 12. "Well, you

can say that J like my new Job very
much," said Mrs. Mary M. Lilly, tho new
Assemblywoman from the Seventh Now
York district, to a Sun mnn who wanted
to find out how tho first woman elected
to the Stato Assembly from n New York
city district was getting nlong In Uio
StMe Legislature.

No wonder she likes It, thought tho
reporter, for Mrs. Lilly had In her hand
bag $130 that had Just been given to
her by the Assembly pay clerk. Thirty
dollars of this wai mileage money that
a member of Assembly gets but onco a
year. Tho rest wns pay. nnd a hasty
calculation showed that tho Assembly
had been In session only four times In
tho ten days for which Mrs. Lilly was
being paid. It seems that mumbera of
tho Legislature get paiJ at the rate of
$10 a day for 100 days, and if tho ses-
sion drag.s along much after that time
they have to pay their own expenses,
for the pay clerk holds Ijack n part of
their $1,000 a year salary until the close
of tho last day.

Mrs. Lilly, who U a. lawyer nnd was
admitted to the bar In 1S98 after being
graduated nt the New Yolk University
Law School as Uio first woman to'' win n
full scholarship, has had a very picas-an- t

time during her public llfo In Al-

bany. Sho always has been a suffrage
advocate, taught ECtfbol In New York
for ten years, and from 1309 has been
deeply Interested In the New York city
Children's Court, In which work sho was
very active.

"All my life I have made a Ptudy of

humanity," said Mrs Lilly. "I have
watched the young and thu old to make
sure I could Judge right, and I hope to
bo of pome use when tho Legislature
takes Up the problem of caring for the
State's mental defectives. In niy wchool
and court work 1 got so I could tell
children who were weak from those with
criminal Inclinations, defectives, and
those the undercurrents get. I think
this will be one of tho leal big prob-
lems the State must face."
