LEAGUE OF NATIONS
CALLED FIRST NEED

Germany Certain to Provoke
Delay Over Peace Terms.

London, Jetn. 13. The rimes In on
editorial to-d- on the. pence confer-
ence says the magnitude, number nnd
character of the questions to be do- -
tejmlned make a hasty solution Imprac-
ticable.

"The next stage nfter the allied con-
ference ha ngrced upon tho terms ofa preliminary- peace," says, thei. Times,
"will be to present them to tlio enemy
for acceptance. , Germany may be ex-
pected to protest and haggle over them,
as she did with those of tho armistice,
but U will not t)e to her Interest to
waste much time In a vain show of
struggling against the Inevitable.

"When Oermany has agreed to and
ratified the preliminaries the Allies will
have to consider and discuss a definitepeace, and this ngnln will have to be
accepted and ratified by her. A lone;
time. It Is plain, must elapso before all
theae steps can be taken and t deflnlUvepeace finally concluded,

"The procedure regarding a league of
nations has the obvious merit of further-
ing the despatch of business This par-
ticular question Mils sd largo a placo In
the hopes of democracies that It muet
almost certainly come up for considera-
tion at once. Upon the broad principles
all the Allies and the Amorlcans nro
sxreed, and the sooner they record their
forrrlal sanction, of It the better."

The Daily .Vail, commenting on the
fact that the league of nations Is ex-
pected to have nn early place In the
rtlacusslon, says tho discussion of thepast month has carried the Idea of aleague of nations very much further.

"We have," tho Daily Mail continues,
"audi n league now In existence In the
twenty-on- e peoples who combined to
'ihako tho world safe for democracy.'
The aim of Mntosmcnshlp Is to adapt
the machinery which thta league has pro-
vided and already possesses Jo wider
needs. There Is nlmost universal agree-
ment on the desirability of that aim.

"Unless we start from that king of
leagues, or from a lasting association of
the four great Powers'Amerlca. Great
Jirltaln, France nnd Italy we shall be
unable to arrange the subordinate but
Important Individual claims of each peo-
ple In the right perspective. It must co-
ordinate the policies of various States
nnd It must also bo a
league. In absence of which Indeed no
future seftlements are possible."

LUXEMBURG RULER

IS READY TO QUIT

Present Government Issues
Appeal in Support of

Reigning Dynasty.

London, Jan. IS. The Ivuxemburg
Government has Issued a proclamation
appealing to the people against the
movement for the establishment of a re-

public and urging support to the dynasty.
theiiroclamatlon announces that Grand
Duchees Starle has declared her readi-
ness, to abdicate If her retention of the
throne would bo an obstacle to the de-

cision taken "by tho government to seek
an economic alliance with the Entente
Powers, especially France and Belgium.
Tho text of the proclamation, which waa
Issued on Friday, follows

"Fellow Citizens: A (evolutionary
movement aiming at the proclamation
of a republic nnd the downfull of the
dynasty was net afoot yiwterd.iy In the
capital. Disorder, which aro the In-

evitable consequence of thl. unhealthy
agitation, are wrlously compromising
tho nntlonnl honor nnd the Independence
of tho Grand Duchy nt the most critical
hour of Its history. The Government,
therefore, appeals to Ml citizens who
desire to safeguard these precious

to help to the utmowt In the
maintenance of law and order. This Is
more Important because tho country Is
about to make decisions of the highest
Importance which will largely affect Its
future and economic prosperity.

Alllnnoe Is flonaht.
The Government has decided to seek

nn eoonomlo alllanceU!! Entente Pow-
ers, especially France and Belgium.
Necessary negotiations will be begun
shortly. Recent events having estab-
lished the fact that the presence ot the
sovereign might, under certain circum-
stances, prove nn obstacle to tho nego-
tiations, the Grand Duchess, zealous of
her country's Interest, has declared her
readiness to renounce the throne and
Instructed tho Government to consider
measures to guarantee the Independence
of the country and the preservation of
tho dynasty.

"The Government will get In Imme-
diate touch with the Chamber of Depu-
ties with a view to discharging Its du-
ties. It Is convinced that the preserva-
tion of the dynasty constitutes jt the
present moment a necessary guarnnteo
of national autonomy nnd that It does
not represent any obstacle to the reali-
zation of the desired economic union.

Interests nf Mnfe.
"Hlghet Interests of State demand

wo should not plunge the country Into
the deadly throea of anarchy. Thl Is
also the desire of a vast majority of
our fellow citizens. Any decision rela-
tive to the dynastic quetlnn. nnd all
questions affecting the fate of the coun-
try, must bo reserved until the will of
tho people of Luxemburg is freely

through legal channels,
"Wa urgently, beg our fellow- - citizen

to be united on a basis of national
ogreemcnt so as to gle the country dig-
nity In the eye of the great friendly
powers nnd restore to It the peace and
calm which It so greatly needs."

The proclamation waa signed by
Emlle Reuter. Premier, and four other
Ministers.

NEXT MAY PREDICTED

Gen. Brancher Says Trip Is
Feasible Now.

London-- , Jan. 13. Gen. Brnncker, who

day asserted that n flight ncros the
Atlantic probably would be accomplished
In May Ho added that the trip was
feasible at the present moment, as there
worn three or four types of airplanes
available which are capable of making
the flight.

Refuse to Votn Money Blindly.
The opposition of the Republican mem-

bers. Including such lenders ns Repre-
sentatives Fesa (Ohio), Fordney
(Mich.), Olllett (Slass.), Loncworth
(Ohio), N61an (Cahl and Sfndden
(111.), represents the first public step e

part of the llotlso in their determina-
tion to call a halt on the war time
practice of blindly voting millions of
dollars nt the behest of tho President to
he used for vaguely defined purposes nnd
administered- by personal aides of tho
President In whose selection and over
whose movements Congress haa no Juris-
diction.

sum, and will desire assurnnces as to
the extent to which It may be used
either for feeding Gejtnany or to furnish
working capital for the feeding of Oer-
many. It Is tntlmatad that much of
this Information already has been
onbled by Sir. Hoover too late for tho
Information ot the Appropriations Com-
mittor of the House, but which is now
before the Senate committee.

Can In President's Cable.
Under the leadership of Chairman

Fherley most nf the Democrntlo sup-
porters In the debate took their cue from
the President's cable declaring that the
elimination of famine dangers would
