LABOR DROPS FIGHT

ON MISS PERKINS

Gov. Smith Expects Her Nom

ination With Others Will
Bo Confirmed. ,

Special Detpatch to Tnx Sew.

Albant, Jan. 16. The New York
State Federation of Labor In session
here y took no action opposing
confirmation of Oov. Smith's nomination
of Miss Frances Perkins of New York for
member of the State Industrial Com- -
mission. Instead, after the federation
ended Its meeting, the members visited
the canltol to greet Oov. Smith and
James P. Holland, president of tho fed
eration, told the Governor that labor
did not oppose Miss Perkins. The dele
gates also called on Senator J. Henry
Walters, Republican k der of the
Senate,

The 'Senate Finance Committee to
which Oov. 8mlth's nominations were
referred has not met yet and It was
stated y that the committee mlRht
not even get at the problem until after
next week. As one Republican put It,
the departments concerned are runnlnit
smoothly and there Is no cause for
haste.

C!o Smith was asked y If lie
expected the Senate to confirm his
nominees, Including MIsa Perkins, ana Ti

eald he did, When he was told that
some of the Senators were criticising the
fact that although married Miss Parker
uses her maiden name he replied :

"Well. It Is a legislator's right to
criticise. I wa a legislator once my
self and I did the same thing."

The Governor said that the only letter
or communication he lins recclvid op-

posing Miss Perkins was from the
Twenty-fourt- h Street Assnciatlon, com
posed of real etate men, who declared
their belief thnt Miss Perkins iJ not
fitted for the place to which the Gov-
ernor named her, He has had many
letters praising him for the appoint-
ment, but does not Intend to Klve them
out as yet as he wants the Semite
Finance Committee to see them llrnt if
tho committee calls for such recom
mendations.

Gov. Smith took a night off
and with his family went to a motlo t
picture show near the Executive Man-

sion. He worked until nearly midnight
last night on his correspondence, and
this morning three of Ills stenographer
were 111.

"Guess they can't stand this 10 to 10
trick," he remarked. "I get about 1,000
letters a day," he said "and I

guffs It Is because every one In tho
State who has a plan that was turned
down In the last four years wants to
take this plan up with me during the
first week of my term."

The Governor expects to be able to
announce the names of his new com-
mittee on reconstruction problems next
Monday.

"If thla committee Is to handle the
work outlined In my message It muft
get organized and be ready for business
beforo February 1," declared the Gov-
ernor. "I nm xecelvlnir many replies to
my letters to various men and women
nsklng If they want to serve on this
commission and believe I will know us
full membership by next Monday."

THEATRE MANAGERS!

FIGHT 20 CENT TAX

rinn to Bombard Congress
With Trotcsts From All

Over the Country.

APPEALS TO AUDIENCES

Morris Gest llends Committeo

of Protective Association
to Direct Drivo.

The theatre managers have organized
to make th hardest Dosslbla flrht
agnlnsthe proposed 20 per cent tax on
theatre tickets In the new revenue bill.
In the opinion of theatrical men, tho
adoption of such a tax would be a fatal
blow to business In the theatres ot tho
country. At a meeting of the United
Managers Protective Association yester-
day afternoon a committee was ap-

pointed under the leadership of Morris
Gest to take charge of active operations.
The plans for Immediate action In-

cluded speeches to be made In theatres
all over the country last night, which
wtre to place the litues before the au-

diences, and the forwarding of a peti-
tion to the conference committee of the
United States Senate and House of
Representatives.

Forty members of the Protective As-

sociation attended the meeting. All In-

terest were represented except the mo-
tion picture firms, and these were In-

vited to participate. For the first time
on record the theatrical employees com-
bined with their employers In a fight.
Frank Gllmor represented the Actors
Equity Association, Joseph M. Weber
the American Federation of Musicians
and Charles C. 8hay the International
Alliance of Theatrical Stage Employee.

In nddltlon to the petitions which tho
theatres were to send a telegram was
framed to be sent to every prominent
nctor and netress In the country asking
for a personal nppeal to the White
Home to halt tho passage of the bill.
John M. Golden sent a cablegram to
Bernard M. Baruch In Paris asking him
to intercede with tho President there.

Marc Klaw, In a speech, called atten-
tion to the fact that the Government had
shown consideration for and given help
to almost ever' other Industry In tho
country except the theatrical business.

Mr. Brady spoko of the support the
theatres had given to the Government
during the Liberty Loan and War Snv-In-

Stamp' drives and also of the char-
itable work the theatres had done, es-

pecially In helping the Red Croat.

TICKET TEST CASE
DENIED BY SWANN

Ordinance Strictly Enforced,
He Warns Dealers.

Counsel representing some of the lead-
ing dealers In theatre tickets have writ-
ten to District Attorney Swann seeking
to arrange for a test case to determine
tho validity of the ordinance curbing
ticket speculation. In a reply sent yes-terd-

no encouragement Is given by
the District Attorney to any uch plan.

The letter making the suggestion cam
from Louis Marshall. He writes saying
In part:

"I hare been retained by a number of
the leading dealers In theatre ticket to
test the validity of the ordinance recently
adopted by the Board of Aldermen with
relation to the price chargeable for auch
tickets and the licensing of dealers In
sifh tlrkets."

He goes on to say he has reached the
conclusion thnt the ordinance Is void.
He suggests a test case be arranced and
hurried through the courts so that prose-

cution of the men engaged In the busi-
ness shall In the meantime remain In
abeyance.

District Attorney Swann said that a
reply has been sent to Mr. Marshall
which pnys In substance that there will
be no test case, that as District Attorney
t o sees It as his clear duty to notify the
Police Commissioner of the existence of
the ordinance and that he has directed
that arrests be made wherever there may
be violations.

Saturday
nights are still popular with theatre-
goers.

The reapneri ranee of Mr. Locke's play
did not establish tts plaoa In the list of
classics of dramatic literature, but It
seemed to entertain the audience last
right. If the mixture of bel canto nnd
turgery may not be altogether orthodox,
the sentiment Is nevertheless correctly
aimed to hit tho popular taste : so "The
Climax" may easily win another genera-
tion of theatregoers. Miss Painter of
course .rln?s the Incidental music, which
Fcems to have been expanded for her sake
with a bauty of voice and a decree of
Bklll which none of her predecessors ever
revealed.
