mission Include that of determining
what tho State should do In regard to
military training for lu youths If the
Federal Government Is to require such
training: housing conditions In the
State; problems of taxation: bow to

tho prices of foodstuffs . public
health, and labor conditions generally.

The Governor also recommondeii that
Immediate consideration be given to tho
plati of speeding up work on public
project.

And thero will un
questionably ariso matters that nra ne
cuiiar to tho Stato and with which wo
must deal without waiting for Federal
action, or we may deem It wise to adapt
ourrolves to Federal requirements.

progrcsa in Government. lt us selto
this opportunity to do things which will

most helpful to the permanent well
being and comfort of all our citizens.

Military Trnlnlnir Inquiry.
"The commission Is hereby Instructed

conduct nn I mm nil ate n tnlnntlnn
Into the operation of tho State military
training laws, with especial rcferenco to
tho natlonnl laws for universal military
training about to bo enacted. Tho com-
mission must weigh tho facts and deter-
mine whether It will bo necessary for Iho
youth of tho Stato to undergo special
military training as a State servlca In
addition to tho national training which
Federal legislation purposes. On the
basis of such careful Investigation und,
consideration I desire tho commission to
recommend amendments that may be
needed or any other action which tho
commission may deem suitable.

"It Is Immediately necessary that th
commission examine carefully the hous
ing conditions Qf,the Stato. Thero exists
among various voluntary aironcles a
large volume of Information of tho sub-
ject of tho present conditions, and I
havo no doubt that theso agencies and
many others Interested In the housing
problem will be abla to offer construc-
tive recommendation that .will glvo ro-

ller.
"I ask tho commission to mako every

endoavor to secure tho fullest Infor-
mation and after carefully studying It
to recommend cither legislation or ex-

ecutive action. Tho war nude apparent
how fundamental adequate housing Is
In relation to labor Eupply. I am par-
ticularly anxious that we find a solu-
tion of our housing difficulties that looks
to the future and that a programme
may bo initiated that will make for tho
permanent welfare of the State.

"Ono of tho voxed problems of the
Slate which has rrfientcdly sought so-

lution has been taxation. Much special
knowledgo accumulated during the war
and also through sperm study mada
from time to time Is In existence. In
connection with the solution of the
housing problem I would ask this com-
mission to bring together Information
on taxation and to endeavor to find un
enlightened and progressive solution.

I.ovrcr Pood Price X.'rfred.

'Toot contributed to the winning cf
the wnr. New York Is a highly fertile
nnd productive State and we learned
tlurlne the war the almost Immeasurable
imssibllltles of development which ex-

ist. Food of every kind should be made
available at decreased prices. I ask the
commission to study tho food problems
of the State with a view to capitalizing
for permanent use tho lessons tho wnr
has brought home to us and Increase
tho .productive and distributive facili-
ties 'of the State. In cooperation with
tit.ifS and local agencies organized for
similar purposes.

"employment Is an Important subject
for the attention of tho commission. The
iStato needs tho services of every man
nnd woman In the- right place at the
right time. Coordination of State re-

sources with Federal, municipal and prl- -
vato resources Is most Important. Tho
commission should Immediately bo In
formed of any serious conditions of un
employment. From such knowledge ond
Information I will be able to aaviso tno
Legislature of any nctlon that may be
necessary to meet any grave emergency.

"I direct tho commission to glvo at-

tention to problems of public health.
These demand our Increasing attention.
The war has shown us much of neglect
nnd carelessness In dealing with these
matters, and I am hopeful that the com-

mission, with the assistance of the State
Department of Health, will be enabled
to provide a programme of wide vision
and fundamental usefulness. I ask tho
commission also to assist In developing
an eiTlclent method of dealing with
health emergencies.

"Should any great labor crisis arise,
duo to the period of readjustment, al-

though I hope that the productivity of
the State will not bo Interfered with In
anv such way, 1 ask tho commission to
find the best mothod of dealing effec-

tively with such an emergency.
"I commit to the commission for their

serious consideration tho Federal Gov-

ernment proposal ns embodied In what
i. ,,r.Tvn n th "soldiers' settlement net
1 also ask Immediate consideration of
the suggestion of tno Mxreiary ni
i,nr that necessary public works be
(needed up to meet unemployment con

flnSlcd 'inthorderif
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their Importance to tho whole commu-
nity.

"Moro than nil I enjoin upon the com-missi-

such speed as may be consistent
with thoroughness, In order that situa
tions demanding immediate roller, oe
remedied u soon as possible."

"This remarkable situation created by
Mr. Hoover while he was In chargo of
tho Food Administration carries Us own
lesson as to tho wisdom of the economic
methods adopted by the Government
during the war.

"According to figures submitted tr the
Senttn tho American Government Is
likely to be responsible for tl,!50,T00,000
worth of wheat at the guaranteed price,
nnd It may h that If v. heat keeps lolng
down by reason of foreign compct.tlon
which is coming Into thi world market
tho price may go still further down

"Wo are to expend this $100,00'I,000
for purposes which to my mind have In
no way been made clear, except tho time
worn argument that they nro required
on account of tho war. I think the Gov
ernments might bo relieved very con
slstently and properly of the enormous
stores vhlch they are compelled to take
Into their hands."

Hoover's Nationality.
There followed a digression In which

tho question of Mr. Hoovers national
Ity often discussed In tho Senate was
again obtruded and colloquy between
Senators Penrose and Martin followed.

Senator Penrose asked Senator Martin
If he knew "whether Mr Hoover Is an
American citizen and had over voted
In this country In bis life."

"I do not propose to be drawn Into
such nn Irrelevant discussion as that.
replied Mr. Martin. "I do not know
nnvthlnc about Mr. Hoover's cltlzonshlp,
I havo no doubt that ho Is citizen of
America but I havo not been detec-
tive upon his tracks."

"He abused tho kU offlco which he
holds by advising the American people
to support tho Democratic party in the
last election and In that way, in my
opinion, Insulted every Republican In
tho country," continued Senator Pen-
rose. "I do not believe he Is a citizen
of the United States. Ho has spent
the greater part of his life In England,
Maybo he wns born thero.

"It Is bad enough to havo man
called on to administer the enormous
funds which he has already adminis-
tered who has taken no oath of office
and whose allegiance even Is In doubt
In the opinion of many. Thero Is no
doubt as to whether he Is not at bot-
tom an Englishman and not an Ameri-
can."

Assembly to Vote Thursday,
but Senate May Delay

Until Next Week.

But It
looked ns though tho Assem-
bly might ndopt tho resolution on that
day, hut nctlon would bo postponed In
the Senate until next Monday night or
Tuesday.

Committee Meet w,

Senator Frederic M. Davenport, chair-
man of tho Senato Taxation Committee,
nnd Assemblyman Louis M. Martin of
Oneida, chairman of the Assembly
Judiciary Committee, probably will call
meetings of their committees Wednes-
day morning before the sessions In
either house to act on the ratification
resolution. They bellevo their commit-tet- s

will bo too tired after the four
hour hearing to sit for a com
mittee meeting.

Speaker Sweet believes the Assembly
will pass the resolution Thursday. When
It la reported Wednesday by the Judici-
ary Committee it will cither bo mado a
special order for second and third read-
ing the next day or a motion will be
made to suspend tho rules Thursday so
as to permit final passage of the resolu-
tion in tho lower house.

Senator Georgo F. Thompson, who
leads the dry fight In the Senate, ex-

pects there will be a Republican Senate
caucus Wednesday or Thursday on the
ratification resolution. A big majority
of the Republican Senators favor It, but
not enough would "vote for It to Insuro
Its passago unless bound by the action
of a caucus.
