ARMAMENT A PROBLEM

Difficnlties of  Limitation
Cited, but Removal of Con-
seription Favored,

By the Amaocrated Presa,

Pantg, Jan. ™. The much discussed
Britlsh plan for a league of nations,
which now has been completed, ‘can he
outlined in concrete form to the people
of the United Stutes for the first time,

The following details, though unof-
clal and subject to alteration, represent
in sutistnnce the plan that will be lald
befors the Peace Conference,

The maln feature of the league pro-
vided for In the plan will be the estab-
lishment of bmachinery for handling
internntionnl disputes, Thia will be
basedd on an agreement among the
membara of the leagie not to Interfere
with the territorial Integrity of states
or to permit others to Interfére with
them.

The rendering of masistance and guld-
ance to new and undevelopad Btates to
