Skilful seed growing and careful
selection and roguelng out of variant
rpeclmcns cost time of skilled men
and a good deal of extra labor, whllo

I knew a druggist who sold garden
seed every year Ills store fronted on
tho best shopping street of the city,
and ran clear through to n street
where the country people preferred to
deal. In the front of the store he sold
seed from one of the best known seed
houses In tho North, and In their own
packets. These were all ten cents a
packet. In the rear store he sold cheap
seed, two papers for 5 cents. He told
the people plainly that he had no con-

fidence In these seed nnd advised them
to get tho best. Hut ho told mo that
nino out of ten fanners who catne for
garden seed would buy the low priced
seed.

The fact that a seed will gertnlmto
readily nnd grow is no evidence of tho
value of the crop that will be made In
fact, the poorest seed will often Brow
more rankly than seed of ear. lul
breeding and selection I have been
.uthely engngMl in the cultivation of
the soil fur more than sixty yens, and
I do jwt remrmber that I twi
eon In any sil that i

I bellee th.it the seed given M Con-
gressman to distribute ns tnlfy to tin

Mako your seed order for every
kind Of fcei'd nnd seed variety that
will bo needed during tho wholo sea
son. Most of the large seed cata-
logues are now pretty good guides for
tho growing of what they soli. Early
ordering Is niways best because tho
,tocks nre then eompleto, nnd everj
season there .Is a short crop of some
ot tho leading vegetables, nnd lato or
dors may not got filled entirely.

Whether these tiro put
Into other boxes being refilled I can-
not nay, but have my opinion on tho
subject.

Last summer I found that 1 had
omitted from my early order anyokra
seed, nnd had not enough seed of lato
rubbages. Not wlshinc to send off to
a city for two papers ot seed, I de-

termined to test the box seed. I fcot
a paper of okr.i seed marked "Per-
kins Mammoth." I have boon grow-Inf- f

this variety for several years. I
also got n paper of Drumhead cab-
bage seed. The colored pictures on
these papers were very handsome
specimens. Well, I planted tho okra
and It grew .strongly enough, and I
got pods, some short, some long', some
thick, and soma slim, nnd plants that
grew three feet tall while others grow
neven fcot or more In height, nnd
not n typical pod of I'erklns okra In
thn wholo lot.

heads. Now to a market grower that
would moan ft dead loss of the greater
part of the crop, while with me, linvlmr
plenty of good cabbage from seed I
bought from a responsible seedman.
It meant o.ily more Information ot
how jieoplo get cheated In garden seed.
My Intention In buying thn five cent
papers was to test them and to prove
what I had all along believed con-
cerning Ihls chass of seed. I could
have gotten from the same store seed
In the papers of n first clars seed
hous.0 nt 10 cents n packet, anl doubt-
less those would Imvo shown better
results. i

The dealer must have oonflJtnce in
thn Integrity twd carefulness of the
seed grower, nnd theso seed growers
are nil over the world.
