CHANGE IN BRAZIL

TO SELL MACHINERY

Opportunity to Pisposo Of

Woodworking Devices
Scorns Good.

ONLY 2 DEALEHS THE HE

Peculiar Hardness of Native
Woods Requires Special

Saws and Treatment.

The possibilities of Brazil as a mar-
ket for woodworking machinery are fast
being reeogulied by manufacturer. In
the United Statea At present there are
only two dealers In sio Paulo who epe- -

I.U.. In woodworking machinery, ar.d
of these one represents an English man-

ufacturer only. Tho other, a German
firm, represents German Interest!! exclu-
sively.

All factors point to Increased activi-
ties In Brazil's lumber trade as soon as
normal conditions aro restored. At pres-
ent the twenty-liv- e or more sawmills In
Mao Paulo nil are working only slightly
tinder normal capacities. Little new
construction Is Rolnc on, but materials
for renewals and repairs are In con-Wa-

demand, and several new wood-
working Industries are being developed.

One mill, for example, cuts lumber
utmost entirely for U" In the manufac-
ture of rice and coffee machinery. Others
nre selling Increased amounts of sawed
lumber to furnlturo factories, and not
less Important aro tho demands for
Parana pine by Brazil's new boxmaklng
Industry.

Brazil Is fast learning that It pos-
sesses suitable woods for all Its own
construction needs. Not many years ngj
Georgia pine, called "plnho de nign,"
was being Imported In shipload from j

the North. The sailing vessels that
brought It are now being used for other
purposes, and as a result only JlST.OOn
worth of Imported pine entered the
country In 1910. Imports since that
year have been still less. Tho same ten-- 1

dency Is noticeable with respect to fur- -
rdture and other manufactures of wood,
ilJilch before the war were Imported to
the vatuo of more than a million dollars
annually.

Probably no list has ever been pre-
pared that Includes nil varieties of
woods to bo found In this great area,
but an Idea can be obtained from the
fact that more than 300 species have
been recorded In the State of Sao Paulo
ulone. Other less accessible nrcas doubt-
less would show a much larger variety.

Three Important factors should be
constantly kept In mind. The first l

that, with the exception of Parana pine,
most woods In Brazil are much harder
than woods sawed In the United .States,
second, that comparatively low powcrcJ
eteam engines are used in most plants,
and, third, that tho labor emplojed Is
not highly skilled, and managers them-- 1

selves have usually had little technical
training.

The resistance of Brazilian woods and
the peculiar feats required of vertical
saws should be noted. Tho average
vertical saws cut logs up to one meter
In thickness, though 1.20 meter saws

re not uncommon nnd there Is one saw-I- n

Sao Paulo that will accommodate
loga up to 1.50 meteris in thickness.

Single surfaccrs are In u.e in a ma-
jority of mills and are criticised mostly
ae being dangerous. One single sur-fac- er

was pointed out which had a very
narrow opening over the knives and In
"which the knives were curved at tho
back. This Is being used where a large
number of boye nre being instructed in
the art of woodworking, and serious
accidents are said to be impossible.

Planers and moiders have been fold
by a long list of manufacturers, Including1
to Americans. They are mado with one
snd two knives, with or without the two
"tuplas." It Is here that the resistance
of Brazilian woods and the low powered
engines account for the greatest failures.
The speed at which a planer Is generally
run on peroba and similar woods Is only
nbout thirty-fiv- e linear feet a minute.
Jt Is understood that all American
planers are designed to do much faster
work.

Furniture maldng In Brazil is a sub-
ject that deserves special mention. It
has reached a stago where, asrde from
rot of production, Its product should
compete in the most particular of world
markets.

At the Lyceo de Artes e Officios the
Join be r used Is nil kiln dried before
working. The workshops aro equipped
with modern machinery. Including
American machines for veneering pur-
poses. The students and regular artl-Wi- s

work on the hardest and mosrt
beautiful of Brazilian woods ; they do
band carving and Inlaid work with a
wonderful degree of excellence.

Most other furniture factories In Sao
Paulo do work according to special In-

structions. They are splendid Imitators
sjid also often have originality In

Box making is an Industry that has
recently come Into belnj. Parana pine
in being used chiefly, and boxes are
rodevfor every conceivable need. Most
of thera are nailed by hand. Dovetail-In- s

machines are uncommon. It Is said
lhat tho machines and tho boxes are
too expensive. One maker would bo
Interested in an automatic box nailing
rhschlne, and If this is a success other
orders might follow.

A Imported sawmill maohlnes are
utmost without exception English or
German It will bo necessary to mako
only one comparison. English machlneB
hava been Installed ever since tho be-

ginning- of tho woodworking Industry In
Brazil. They have a reputation for
weight and durability.

EngllBh representatives do not as a
rule carry largo stocks of machines or
of parts on hand, and In many instances
Installations have been mado by the mill
owners themselves. The prices of Eng-

lish machines wero often double tho cost
of alrallar machines from Germany. So
uniformity seems to have existed as
regards the extending of credit to the
purchasers. German mado sawmill ma-

chinery on tho whole Is said to be much
lighter than English, but they have
proved satisfactory to the Brazilian.

A gToup of manufacturers, each a spe-

cialist In his own Held, could accom-
plish a great deal and In tho beginning
it a relatively small cost to each manu-

facturer. Tho expenses of an expert to
fce sent to Brazil can be met without
perfecting any kind of nn organization.
Thereafter. If reports warrant, a

selling organization can be ef-

fected both at home and abroad.
Jt 1 probable that such an expert can

tlnd that In reality only a small assort-
ment of machlnos is actually needed.
JEach manufacturer can thereofier per-jfe-

perhaps two machines specially
to meet competition. The re-

minder of the taak would then be a
matter of Cat accounting outsldo of the
factory. Costs should be figured on

very machine until that machine Is ac-

tually placed and running, Hucli con-

siderations as the question of having ma.
chines and parts always on hand should
not be lost sight of.

Betides special machines, factory In- -

stallatlons nnd service to customers tho
American cuaranty mlpht prove very ef-

fective. Willi these combined selling
features, backed by a group of the right
kind of manufacturers and supported by
the American capacity for Invention, the
United States could then compete with
the world.

For several reasons the present Is on
especially desirable time to Investigate
and make a beginning. As has been
stated, the mills are all working and
supplies of Imported machinery are
largely exhausted. Competition from
Kuropo has been at a standstill becnuse
of freight rates and embargoes. There
Is considerable demand for accessories,
nnd the market Is on tho whole without
supplies.

If shipments aro mads dealers should
bo governed by the following rules,
which arc nil worth remembering:

(1) Documents must accompany
goods or arrive at their destination be-

fore tho merchandlsa they cover, other-
wise costly fines are likely to be In-

curred.
(I) Consular Invoices must be made

out In quadruplicate and should contain
the same marks as tho caws.

(3) Storage charges on merchandise
In Brazilian custom houses double each
month.

(4) Date drafts are more for the sell

ceptanco of drafts. This Is not applic-
able to other countries where goods must
bo declared within a given number of
days,

(u) Date drafts should be dated as
nearly as possible with the time the
merchandise Is embarked at the port of
shipment.

) Prices c. I. f. fiantos or Tllo de
Janeiro are always preferred by the
' uyer, nnd quotations should be so made
unless frelsrht fluctuations are too much
of a hazard.

(7) Correspondence and catalogues
should be In the Portuguese If possible.

WARNING TO BRITONS

IN SOUTH AMERICA

LoildOU alld River Tlttto Bttllk

Tells of Measures Need- -

ed to Hold Trade.

In Its report showing a record volume
of business the London and Blver Plate
Hank announces a dividend of J2.S0 a
share, and In Its remarks to shareholders
makes some points revealing to Ameri-
can exporters the fight they will have to
wage to get and hold South American
market." That the Londoners realize
conditions Is seen In the following part
of the annual statement:

"Keen anxiety Is manifested smnnc
the British communities of tie jnom
republics, from t'io siv- -t merchant
houses to the smallest traders, to de-

velop British commerce. These com-

munities are not animated by self inter- -

est onlv : thev realize, as we do at home.
that the prosperity of Britain depends
moro than ever on Its overseas trade
and that this trade must be largely In-

creased If our war debts are to he satis
factorily met and wages maintained at
a suitable level.

It Is of tho utmost Importance that
our merchants, bankers, manufacturers
and ship owners should strain every
nerve to extend our commercial Interests
abroad, and nowhere let our competitors
steal a march on us where It can be
avoided.

More Consuls Are Called For.
"Our International trade would be

materially assisted by a further develop-
ment In the appointment of Consuls-Gener- al

or Consuls and by a wider crea-
tion of commercial attaches at our lega-
tions. Men for all these posts should be
ttultably trained, Including a thorough
knowledge of the language of the coun-
try In which they urn to reside, and
they should be adequately paid for the
maintenance of their positions. They
should not be frequently changed, for
otherwleo the benefits which can nlone
arise from local experience are lost "

Speaking of some matters connected
with South American countries in which
the bank's branches are established the
report says :

"Owing to abnormal conditions brought
about by tho war difficulties have been
more than usually present.

"Argentina as a food producer con-
tinues to expand, Last season's wheat
crop was abovo tho average, but only
one-ha- lf of the exportable eurpluB has
been sent out because of the shortage of
tonnage. Our manager at Buenos Ayres
estimates th surpluses of the coming
crops as follows: Wheat, 2,87.1,000 tons;llnd, son.OQO tons, nnd nat. 650,000
tons.

nitr Drop In Discount nates.
"From a banking point of vlow condi-

tions In the Argentine have not been al-
together satisfactory during the period
under notice. Tho plethora of money
brought discount rates down to an un-
precedented level and the margin of
profit has been very small. On tho other
hand our deposits continue to Increase.,
which would be entirely a matter of
satisfaction wero It not that wo have
been obliged to keep unnecessarily large
reserves owing to want of employment
of money. Labor troubles were preva-
lent, chiefly In connection with tho rail-
ways. Tho Argentine Government, ac-
cording to tradition, has faithfully com-
plied with the services of Its debts."

Brazil, the report Bays, promises to
a most Important supplier of meat

to European and other countries. Other
points mado are:

"Brazil, notwithstanding shipping dif-
ficulties of various kinds, has experienced
prosperity owing to enhanced prices ob-

tained from Its produce and the manu-
facturers of the country havo nlso en-
joyed good times. The balanco of trnds
In favor of Brazil, although not so great
ns In former yours. Is still satisfactory.
Eovere frosts have done great damnge
to the coffee plantations some estlmntfs
placing the loss ns high as one-thir- d of
the plants. Anyway, It Is expected that
tho crop during Jhe next two or three
years will be much reduced. Tho frozen
meat trade Is assuming large propor-
tions."

Prosperity In Uruirnay,
Uruguay, It in said, has erpe.rlenoed

an era of prosperity attributable In the
main to the high prices paid for ta
products and tho balanco of trado in
favor of the country Is considerable.

Chile, too, hns passed through favor-
able times, according to what has come
from tho bank's agents nt Valparaiso
nnd other places. Nitrate production In
Chile was iFtlmulnted by tho constant de-

mands of the Allies and the (prices paid
left gooa pronts. iron, copper nnd wool
have been exported on a large scale by
Chile, while the coreal crops have been
mainly consumed In Chile Itself, except a
limited export of wheat and flour to
Peru and Central America. As to finan-
cial conditions In Chile the bank's state,
ment says-

"There has been n serious drop In
Anticipations of reace and a

resumption of pre-wa- r conditions may
bo offered as an example, for tho bal-
ance of trade In favor of Chile, which
has obtained during tho war, Is likely to
bo materially reversed when Imports be-

gin to trow."

GREAT TRADE WAR

DUE, SAYS GONZALES

Banks Needed In Financing
Manufacturers' Interests in

Foreign Lands.

CREDIT NOT CHANGED

International Business Is Hys-

terical at Present, Cuban

Declares.

Special Corrttpondtnct to Tim Scv.
Boston, Jan. tfi. Vicente Gonzales.

Cuban ngent of tho Mercantile Bank of
tho Americas, In n speech Friday be-

fore tho Hound Table here declared that
International trado y Is hysterical,
If not In a chaos, unsettled and uncer-

tain In all directions, and that It can bo

directed properly only If manufacturers,
exporters, rhlppsrs and bankers all co-

operate and act In perfect harmony.
Some of the points made by Mr. Gon-

zales are as follows: "A great trade war
is In sight, a struggle for the world'
commerce, a. sharo of which belongs le-

gitimately to us.
"Banks aro needed y more than

ever in f.nanclng and caring for the
manufacturers' Interests In foreign coun-

tries. They should assist manufactur-
ers, both In the matter of credit and In

that of exchange. The main service Is

not what banks can do here for manu-

facturers, but what they can do at the
other end."

Discussing the service regarding credit
and exchange In detail, Mr. Gonzales
said In part :

"Credit. In the abstract, has been changed
the risk Is the same. Men who were

good before the war have been Just as
good during these unfortunate four years
and will continue the samo. But the
granting and mobilizing of credit as the
world may need It and as other coun-

tries may grant it is a matter of crc.it
concern. It Is the turnover of credit
that concerns manufacturers to com-

pete with other countries and keep at
the same time within domestic condl-ton- s

as they are.

Banks Fnce 111k Tnslf.
"iinnVs ordinarily are supposed to do

no more than present drafts for accept-

ance and for payment and to receive the
monev if the drawee Is willing and able
tn an,j tncn remit proceeds. This Is

not enough. It Is not nan enouBii;
banks should use their Judgmont in re-

leasing or uot shipping papers; they
should think nnd feel for tho customer
nnd protect him as far ns possible. They
should think of the man thousands of
miles away and Advise him at least, or
consult him what to do In every emer- -

gency.
"Bnnks collections to their

correspondents should request them to
protect the Roods and the shipper at all
ovents. cablimr for orders when necen-sar-

regardless of whether the drafts
have been purchased or not. They should
keep their clients posted as to the fate
nf their rnllectlons. advise them' when
paid or when not paid, cabling: when
deemed convenient. They should In-

struct their correspondents to act as
owners in all cases of accident to tho
goods, to Insure them nnd store them
properlv and to dispose of them if neces-

sary In' proper time, without unduly sac-

rificing them: ln one word, taking care
of the unfortunate man so far away and
who cannot act for himself.

"Another point Is tho proper selection
of clients nnd tho proper limitation of
their credit. The desire to Increase
business should not lead manufacturers
tr, nverdn it. Credit 13 sometimes a
very danperous factor In trade. Many
buvers are encoumned to buy moro than
they can turn over because of extraor-
dinary facilities offered. Many a snles
manager nnd salesman, proud of the
never ceaslnB Increase of their business,
disregard sometimes tho possible dif-

ficulties ln whkh their principals may be
Involved.

"I questioned many times the advisa-
bility of eovernlng credit extension to
buyers by what they are considered
'good for.' Manufacturers should havo
tn mind, first of all, "how much they can
carry the account for.' A Rood buyer Is

not only tho man of means and the
honest man. Ability, good Judgment. Is
nlso a factor ln considering credit, and
no good buyer will over bo induced to

buv anv more than he can handle. This
may be, however, more than what the
manufacturer can afford to grant. Kvery
business has Ita natural limitations and
every manufacturer should first ascer-

tain how far ho can go, considering not
only how much accommodation he can
get but also how much ho can carry
himself without accommodation.

Mintt to Credit Action.
"It is unwise to depend exclusively on

the credit a manufacturer can obtain;
that Is, on what his bank will discount
for htm. Ho should be able to carry a
portion of all his forelun accounts.
When he knows how much he can grant
ho shoyld dlvldo this amount among tho
different countries ln which he deals and
.distribute the amount allotted to each
among tho different customern In propor-
tion to their volume of trade.

"Sticking Inflexibly to this rule, man-
ufacturers will llnd banks more wllllng
to assist them. Banks' assistance Is

more 'comfortable' when given without
limitation : manufacturers would feel
Kreatlv encouraged It they could discount
evury cent they exportcu. uut tins is...u.tiu. ...v.... ....j
draft or account unpaid would fall back
on them for tho full valuo without warn-
ing and perhaps at a very Inopportune
moment.

"I have always found It much moro
convenient, both to manufacturers and
to banks, to arrange for advance of a
certain percentatte of all their forelfcn
credits, maintaining a current account of
advances against collections ooverlng
say SO per cent of nil. Manufacturers
who cannot carry 20 per cent, of their
foreign accounts without discounting
take great risks in going Into the foreign
business nt all.

"Many accidents happen which delay
at least the payment of foreign accounts;.
Loss In transit, calling for claims against
Insurance, never or very seldom settled
within a few days, will make a draft un-
collectible, giving the holding bank the
right of demanding Immediate refund.
Tho same applies to an unpaid draft be-

cause of tholcath ot the buyer while
goods were on tho road. The demand
for refund may come at a moment when
tho manufacturer cannot meet the pay-
ment without great Inconvenience,

Rxptinwre la Problem.
"All thin can be avoided If hanking

credit has been obtained without speclflo
redress to any ono given collateral. If
one bill Is not collected others will be and
the margin of 20 per cent allowed on
all will cover all such contingencies,

"UM'hnngo Is a great problem
The war upset tho powerful ,and. yet dell-cat- o

machinery on which International
exchange was cnrrled on, and he value

of money In our country as compared to
that of nil others has been left entirely
to the adjustment of trade balances and
whatever artificial means havo been de-

vised nnd put In operation for the main-
tenance of more or less reasonable rates.
And yet exchango Is one of the most
important factors In foreign trade as It
serves to mako prices.

"There Is no advantage for us in see-
ing our dollar quoted at a premium any-
where. Tho higher the value of the
dollar In terms of another country's
money, the more expensive our goods be-

come. It Is no advantage to any coun-
try to quota our dollar at a discount
because trade Is not one sided, and by
having a premium hero on that coun-
try's money Its goods becoino here
more expensive and compote unfavorably
with other goods coming from other
countries whose money Ischeapor here.

"It Is to every country's advantage to
maintain the parity of Ita money with
all others, and I hope that we will soon
be able to achlevo this result. But In
the meantime trade must go on and we
must adjust our business to conditions
aa they arc. Banks keeping In touch
with exchange conditions everywhere at
all times are In a position to assist
manufacturers, advising them as to the
best means of protecting themselves
against exchango fluctuations nnd'
sgalnst special conditions arising there-
from.

"They can advise manufacturers when
to quoto and sell In dollars and when In
foreign money, how to draw or other-
wise dispose of proceeds of their ship-
ments ; and while this advlco may not
change conditions It may serve to direct
competition and cover against possible
contingencies.

'As an Illustration as to how ex
chango can affect competition It Is
enough to mention the value of tho
British pound. While It Is Intrinsically
worth f4.8G2-3- , It 13 quoted at say
H."6, a discount of approximately
per cent. It takes 2 '4 per cent, less of
any other country's money to buy 1

than It takes to buy $4. 6 In com-

Huenos Ayres, a wooden ship of about
200 tons displacement began to leak
badly and It was found on Investiga-
tion the wooden ribs had rotted
away three feet on each sldo of

tho wooden skin kept bottom from
collapsing.

Owing to Its condition the boat could
not bo docked by means of a
the only method nvallable at tho time,
on account of ribs being unsblo to
stand the weight.

ribs. these lines tho repairs were
oarrled out, tho falsa

Business of tho U. S. Should
Bo "Well Backed by Bepro-sentativ- es

Abroad.

LANSING ATTACKS FLAWS

South Americans Draw Unfa-

vorable Conclusions From
Our Dereliction.

The great Increase In the number of
persons In tho United .States who are
Interested ln foreign trade has changed
tho nation's potential altitude toward Its
m.t. nbmnd. BOCOrd- -I

lng to Harry I.awton. nsslstant treas-

urer of the Guaranty Trust Company of
Xery York and manager of the overseas
servlco of that company.

"American Isolation, so long cher-

ished, has gone, apparently forever,"
said Mr. Lawton. "Our minds hare
been forced Into the consideration of
foreign countries and their problems.
We know now for the first time that our
own welfare depends largely upon our
foreign relations the wclfaro of our
people, our business men and our work-

ers.
"This new status forces us to exam-

ine with renewed care the means we

have for expressing our point of view
abroad and for visibly Impressing our
standing ns a nation upon those coun-

tries with which we shall so frequently
deal. It Is Important, therefore, that
every branch of our Government repre-

sentation abroad should be commensu-

rate with our standing ln world affairs
snd commensurate with the new duties
that will dovolve upon us with the sign-

ing and operation of tho covenants and
treaties that are apparently about to
bring Into existence the League
of Nations!

Onr Ilacknard Consnlnr System.
"Our diplomatic and consular service

Is not yet so generously supported as tn
porno other countries. There are doubt-
less adequate reasons for this, but the
fact remains that even our amoassaaors
have been underpaid, and have often
been forced Into makeshifts to malntuln
their dignity and that of their Govern-
ment under the critical eyes of foreign
observers.

"Thus It Is small wonder that In
South America particularly, whero a
certain degreo of outward expression of
n nation's opulence Is considered neces-
sary us a part of tho ofllclal Ufa of Its
representatives, unfavorable conclusions
have been drawn s to our Government
and our people.

"It may not he advisable, or maybe
we aro not ready to go so far as some
other countries in appropriating Ubernl
sums for expenditure In this field, hut It
would seem that public eentlment in tho
United States would in tlmo becomo in-

sistent that our foreign servlco should
not be out of keeping with our wealth
and our avowed purpose to serve the
world to the limit of our capacity.

"Our consular servlco hae improved
greatly during the last everal adminis-
trations. It is now much more efficient,
but It Is not yet adoijuatety etaftod to
meet the necessities of the tremendous
expansion of our foreign trade that has
already be?un.

"It hns always been dlnVulr for legis-
lators, who reflect as a rule tho average
sentiment nf the communitlHS behind
them, to appreciate the Importanco of
the consular service to tho country ns a
whole. The day of political preferment
ln tilling places In tho consular service
Is over.

Stlninlnteil liy Merit Sjstcm.
"The merit system has given a new

stimulus tn tho young men who havo en- -

tered tho sorUce, and the growtn o: our
foreign trado nnd the greater number of
.,ersons enttaged In It havo .created an
intelligent body of public ovinlon which
has Insisted upon certain minimum
standards. Hut there Is still opportu-
nity for strengthening this branch of the
Government by establishing adequate
quarters, by raising the salary lists to a
point whleh w!)l attract tho best type of
experienced men and by making the
chances of promotion liberal enough to
render the service attractive an a life
career.

"Secretary Lansing, who has devoted
his career to the diplomatic service, sees
tho Importance of such notion. The
present legislative bill carries
increased appropriations for the con-

sular service. The bill should therefore
meet with tho approval of every business
man Interested tn foreign trade.

"The Department of Commerce also

"Active citnmerclal organizations
have nlwayH shown a great Interest In
theso subject'. Tho number of these
organizations Is now largely Increased.
They represent a conslderabel body of
publlo opinion, and they also represent
tho energetla pioneers In ii field whose
future Importance to nil our people enn-ji-

bo overestimated.
"Tho Influence of theso forward look-In- ?

business men will undoubtedly be a
strong factor In the support of measures
which will Incroase our opportunities for
service abroid and furthering prosperity
nt home. It Is only by uninterrupted
support that Congress can be Impressed
with the high plnce the eubrect occu-
pies In tho minds of forward looking
business men
