M. Plchon said there was no objection
to using the views he had expressed as
coming from him. and added that as a
former Journalist himself he desired to
aid his colleagues In every way In the
performance of their duties.

Appeal by
Tho Governments of Siberia, the Cau-

casus and the Crimea have addressed to
the Russian representatives gathered In
Paris a declaration to be presented to
the allied and associated governments.
It Is In the form of an appeal for help
and Justice.

The declaration recapitulates recent
events In Russia and sets forth that the

forces am fighting for
their country, for true liberty and for a
broad tlemocracy based on the same
principles and Ideals for which tho
Allies entered the present war.

The Bolshevlkl on the other hand are
declared to have repudiated their coon-tr- y

and established a reign of terror
with the object of extending It through-
out the world. The Bolshevlkl, the decla-
ration adds, are a small minority which
has succeeded In Imposing a tyrannical
system by violence.

The Governments In addreslng the
Allies and associated governments pay
that they are equally against past and
present autocracy and that they nro aim-
ing only to establish throughout Russln
a modern progressive anil enlightened
form of government, granting to all
racial sects cultural freedom on the
broadest lines, thus Insuring the widest
possible autonomy nnd the maintenance
ot the unity of the nation.

This declaration was agreed upon by
the three Governments before the de-

cision of the Supreme War Council con-
cerning the proposed meeting ut Princes'
Islands. It Is now being translated and
will be ready for presentation to the al-

lied and associated governments next
week.
