Xavy Daniels and by Charles B. Hughes
at the gala celebration held as an
American tribute to Italy under the

unplces of the Italy-Ameri- Society.
Mr. Hughes, who is president of the

socletv. evoked a storm of applauseSierb In their tdcturesnue gray green and
from the big audience of men and
women notable In the life, of both coun- -
tries by declaring that "had not Italy
onttred tho war liberty would hare

'been slain before America, her natural
defender, had awakened to her duty."
Secretary Daniels was equally eager U
point out, the share of Italy In the con-
flict. In particular he 'expressed th
debt of gratitude which our navy owes
to Italian naval constructors.

"I wish ," Secretary Daniels
Said, "to express the obligations which
this republic, which the people of every
nation feel particularly to the naval
constructors of Italy for the contribu-
tions they have made, which have
revolutionized naval warfare. Every
nation Is Interested deeply In the naval
vtudles. In plans and developments of

very other nation, and I wish to say
In m i that th rmn tf nur naw An nnt
look to any country for daring achieve- -

ment and new methods and Ideals more '

than they do the naval constructors of
Jtaiy.

Thanks to IVavr of Italy.
"I. wish to pay tribute to Cunlbertl.

the great Italian naval constructor, who
was responsible for the ail big gun ship,
he mother of modern dreadnoughts, and

to other daring men of vision who gave
ns the three turret ship, which America
Jiaa copied and for which it gives thanks
to the navy of Italy.

"I am sure that no gift which came
from the generous people of Italy meant
mora to our President than when Cap-
ronl gavo him the tfhlte Eagle and said,
1 give It to yon because America stands
high In the atmosphere of everything
that makes for good.' But, if we pay
tribute to Capronl and his fellows, to
Marconi and his ansoclates, to the naval
constructors who with an audacious ge-

nius have changed the method of naval
construction, what shall we say of the
daring and the audacity and the success
of the personnel of the Italian navy?

ThereJay in the safe harbor of Pola
the most magnificent dreadnought of the
Austrian navy; every barrier which na-
val Ingenuity could build about It, every
entanglement, every mine and every net
eeemed to make It as safe as If there
were no war. But there were In Italy
two naval officers. Engineer Cetl and
Lieut. Peluccl. names that will never die
In the annals of brave men. I love to
think and to think with prlde-a- nd with
aome envy because they were not Amer-
icans that in the annals of this war
and of all wars no two men ever accom-
plished more audacious deeds than these
two great naval officers.

' Plan Laid for Drare' Deed.
Tou recall the story that thrills

every red blooded man In the world
how these men constructed a tiny ship.
It was swift. It was small so small
it could not take on Its passengers: how
In the darkness of the nKjht It stole out
Iwyond the destroyers, escaping the
mines.

'These two men. In watertight uni-
forms, swam behind It and steered Ub
course until near the great monster, and
then taking out their clocked bombs
swam to the side of the ship and fas-
tened their weapons, and then when thev
were captured and taken on deck after
the time exposure had made It impossi-
ble to save the ship these two ofllcera
told the Austrian Captain what, they
had done, wMh the chivalry of brave
men not to lose any lives unnecessarily.

"It has been said that those Dualities
which we are proud to believe are
American and which distinguish us
from other nations and the composites
of the great nations of Europe which
fcave come to the New World. If this
beltrue, and If, as some claim, we owe
thlB particular quality to that nation
and this particular quality to the other
nation, I believe that the quality of in-
itiative, of daring, and audacity, which
Americans love to think Inheres In them,
was Imparted tn u by that great nation
which, since the Ceesara, has been all
powerful on the Mediterranean."

The Secretary referred with a light and
Pkimmlng touch to Italy's claims to the
Adriatic littoral, converting what might
have been an embarrassing phase of the
paace settlement into an occasion for
friendly laughter from hla Italian audi-
tors with an anecdote of President Wll-ron- 's

visit to Turin. On this occasion,
Secretary Daniels said, when Sonnlno
pressed the principle that Italy should
govern all Italian populations, the Pres-
ident answered him:

"I am very sorry that we cannot agree
for you to govern the city of New Tork,
for I am Informed It Is the largest Ital-
ian city In tho world"

JToted Italians Mend Greetings.
Besides expressions of good will from

Premier Sonnlno, Count Macohl dl Cel-ler- e.

Italian Ambassador to the United
fitatee, and Gen. Diaz of the Italian
nrmy, Mr. Hughes reat this cablegram
from Paris nent by President Wilson :

"It Is with special pleasure, that I
nvall myself of this opportunity to send
a greeting to the Italy-Ameri- Society
gathered to commemorate the deeds of
valor of the Italian army and the Impo-
rtant role which It has played In the
final success. The cordial and (spontane-
ous welcome given me by the Italian na-
tion three weeks ago touched me pro-
foundly and I am sure I rightly inter-
pret it aa a. manifestation of sympathy
from the Italian people to the people of
the United States."

Address by Justice Ilnghea.
"It was the high privilege of each of

the Allies," mid Justice Hughes, "tn
meet one or more critical tests, and vic-
tory leaves us united In an abiding
nense of mutual obligation. 'France
snatched victory from the grasp of the
lnrushlng hordes at the battle of the
JMarne. Great Britain maintained the
British tradition In the swamps about
Ypres. Again, Italy saved the cause of
liberty by entering the war, thus de- -,

featlng the subtle Intrigues of the
enemy. The Italy of Cavour and Maz-al- nl

and Garibaldi took her natural
place with the Allies against the Ger-
many of Bismarck ajid Hlfidenburg and
the Kaiser.

"In another decisive moment Italy
held her line at the Plave. It remained
for the United States, after the countless
and exhausting sacrifices of the Allies,
to give the essential assistance, nnd thua
tn the last great crisis the final blow
was struck which forced the enemy to
an uncondltonal surrender.

"No nation eave France was exposed

J
to greater danger than that which Italy
faced In making her decision. The sacri-
fices demanded of her people were In-

calculable. But tho heart of Italy was
sound and the' people of Italy, Instinct
with the spirit of freedom, demanded
the opportunity to make these sacrifices
that her noblest aspirations might be
satisfied.

Italy Fought in V. .1. Itsnka,
"We have a deep appreciation of our

community of Interest In the future.
In it true sense Ital fought In the
ranks of the United States. Our cltl-ten- s

of Italian birth or descent yield
to nono in their partlotlsm nnd in their
contribution to our national life.

"Wo greet Uo new Italy emerging
from the war. We greet not simply tho
Italy of great Generals, not simply the

. Italy of statesmen the Italy o Orlando

"We are looking Jo the Italy of Per-
rons or l'lrelll, of Capronl or Marconi,
as tho Italy bearing the blessings of
Invention, of efficiency and of successful
organlcatlon.

In the thousandfold actlv
lttea back of her nrmy and navy, has
won nn unsurpassed distinction which
we greatcfully acknowledge."

Representative Florello II. La (luardla
received the heartiest ovation of the af--
ternoon as he stepped forward to spjak
In the uniform of a Major In th. United
Slates Army. The audience, which was
made colorful by groups of Italians offl- -

blue uniforms many of them known to
La (Suardla In hlo flying operations on
the Italian front rose and cheered for
several mlnutet as Justice Hughes Intro.
duccd tho man whom he called "doml-natlngl- y

representative."

La nnardla Sera Dophr IntrlKjie.
Major La Quardla, besides giving a

picture of Italy's courage during the
dark days of the retreat to the Piave.
launched nn attack on the attempts lu
Stir up (lis ens Ion between Italy and tl.o
Jugo-Slav- a as German piopngardu to
create disaffection among the Allies at
the peace table.

"A great deal lias been sa'd these
days," he safaT" "about the
treaty of London, or ngreimcnl of Lon-
don. Let me make It clear As I un- -

.derstand Italy. Italy wants no land, but
I,Blv wants the liberation of those pour
oppressed people who have been s jffer- -
Ing for centuries.

"We, perhaps, In our busy lives in
this country, get contused wltli the
conflicting claims of the people of the
Balkans. A good many of my friends
and my colleagues find It difficult to
distinguish between the Ciecho-Slova-

and Jugo-Slav- s. There Is this great
difference, that the Cxecho-Slav- s fought
with us and the Jugo-Slav- s against us.

"In 1848. when Hungary put up a
gallant fight to liberate herself from
the oppression of Austria and Austria
was licked, it was the Russian and
the Croatian went to the aid of
the Hapsburgs and subdued Hungary.
In 187S, when Itussla compromised with
Austria-Hungar- y and called upon iu
Croattans to stand by, Croatia then
again lined up with the Hapsburgs.

Sees Ilnpsbarg Politics.
"And Isn't it significant, nnd Isn't It

typical that now, when the claims of
Italy have not t been published, when
there seems to be no real conflict of
class, we hear a cry come from where?
from the Croattans and Da)matlons
that Italy wants to suppress them.
My friends, it is nothing but the old
Hapsburg politics at work again.

"Hut ,1 want to make thl" clear
that Italy Is desirous of befriending
ana nciping Uie newly organized Jugo-
slav Confederation. Why, it was Italy
that received them In Rome In 1918.
It was Italy that first recognized the
aspirations of tho Jugo-Slav- At .that
conference, which was addressed by
Orlando, the Prime Minister, there were
representatives from Rumania, Serbia,
Montenegro and Croatia and Dalmat'lH.

"Vou will And there will be very
little conflict 'over the Adriatic ques-
tions. It Is Just a last feeble attempt
to create differences and hatred among
the people of the Allies."

DRY CITY, SATISFIED

Gloomy Forebodings of Army

of Cronkcrs Fail to

Materialize..
POOHHOUSE LOSES TRADE

Only Half tho Usual Number
of "Customers" Restau-

rants Increase.

Petroit, Jan. 26. While unsettled
and abnormal conditions due to tho
rapid change from peace to war and
back to peace again make It difficult ac- -

tcurately to determine the exact effect of
prohibition on Detroit, largest "dry" city
In the United States, It Is safe to say
that senltrnent here 1, overwhelmingly
In favor of itlie new editions.

All of the bugaboos of tho "wets."
shouted from every platform and ros- -
iquur muiimk tuv iiul i.iiiit'i.ft" "inwii
preceded Detroit s entry Into the . dry
column, nave ianeu to materialize, mm
as far aa the average man can see De- -
trolt Is hustling along as busily as ever, ,

as prosperously ns ever and apparently
not mlaslng old John Barleycorn to any
marked degree.

Detroit's big breweries are turning
out soft drinks and hundreds of former
saloons are selling them, with Ice cream,
soda, candy and cigars, nnd doing a
prosperous business.

Chain grocery stores, meat markets,
Jewelry shops and haberdasheries slid
quietly Into many of the valuable prop-
erties formerly leased for saloon pur-
poses, and many of tho properties have
been turned Into cafeterias and serve-sel- f

lunch rooms, some of them with a min-
imum of alteration, and many of them
being operated by the same men who
used to hold the liquor license.

Lunch Itooma Spring Up.
Detroit y has more of these little

lunch rooms than ever before In Its his-
tory, and evidence that they are pros-
pering Is best shown by the fact that
one may travel In any direction and see
dozens of new restaurants opening.

One explanation by a restaurant man
Is that the former "thirsty" ones nre
taking food Instead of liquor now In
frequent doses, and where they wore
wont to satisfy a craving with a drink
of liquor many of them now stroll Into
some quick lunch for coffee and pie or
a light lunch.

Hotels are doing a capacity business,
and have been. There was no slump
when tho dry law took effect. Hotel bar-
rooms have been turned Into
lunch rooms, coffee rooms or moderate
priced cafeterias, run by the hotel In
addition to the regular dining room and
well patronized by both men and women.

The rollicking cabaret has lost Its
hectic frivolity, but Is still a big feature
of most of the high class hotel dining
rooms, and the after theatre supper Is
about as much of an Institution as ever,
though Its devo.ees spend far lees for
the entertainment than In the days of the
bubble water.

However, as the wine bill Is shortened
'the food check is increased, and there is
not as large a loss or income to tne notei
cafe as might be expected.

Fewr Poorhonie Inmates
War industries have, of course, proved

a big Btlmulus to prosperity In Detroit,
but when it Is also considered that the
war took 70,000 m"n from Detroit,
thousands of them being from the class
of young men who earned good piy and
spent It freely on entertainment, the
difficulty In accurately estimating the
real significance of any condition In
Detroit Is readily apparent.

As to the economic effect of prohibi-
tion one showing allows of only one
conclusion. The Wayne county poor-hous- e

at Elolee had only 622 Inmates
during tho last year as against 1 127
the year before. And out of the 622
there Is hardly a man who Is able to

ork steadily. The old time "regulars"
who used to spend a large part of every
year In the "pogey" while liquor was
easily obtainable are now at work and
are proving uood steady workmen, ac-
cording to officials at the county house.

The family parties, strictly speaking,
are a new institution. During the "wet"
season It wns the man or the man and
his wife who frequented night restau-
rants Now it Is the man nnd wife and
the children. This jlvas especlallv tru
during the New Year eve's festivities,
for the parents could and did bring the
young folk to celebrate the birth of the
present year, where in years past they
hesitated and finally decided the annual
affair was no place for children of tender
years.

Detroit generally Is well satisfied with
wearing the honors of being tho largest
"dry" city on earth.

COMPLETE TRAIN INfi

"Fifth Class of Officers Will
Bo' Graduated Next

Friday.

SHOW HIGH STANDARD

2,700 Men Have Taken In ten
sivo Course at Annapolis

Academy.

, I- a,.Annapolis Md., Jan. ".it..present class of reservo officers the
.fifth completes.lt course at tho Naval
Academy, which will be next Friday,
that Institution will have given special
training to Just 1,760 young men to fit
them for the holding of temporary com
missions In the navy during the.
emergency connected with the entrance
of the United States Into the war. This
is only a few hundred less than the
..iiwib iiuiliui v natal linnet o )mui .u
tho war. This class will be the last
group nssemoiea, unuer present conai- - ,

tlons, for special training at the
ncademy.

Not only have these young men per
formed tho duties assigned to them in
nearly every branch of the service and
of every kind that falla to the lot of
a naval officer, but they have done It
In a manner which has called for the
commendation of the officers of the
regular service with whom they have
been in contsct. Th reports nro all to
the effect that a high standard of eff-
iciency his been hown. The work of
tho Naval Academy In preparing there
young men for usefulness during the
present time Is one of the greatest
achievements In the history of the In-

stitution.
The first class'of reserve officers was

assembled at the Naval Academy on
July 5, 1917. and 132 completed the
fifteen weeks course of training. On
hundred and eighty of these were fitted
toV perform duty as deck officers and
twelve as engineer officers. The next
class. Consisting of 295 deck officers and
fifteen engineer officers, began Its work
on October 11, 1917. The course lasted
fifteen weeks, and shortly after a class
of 128 electrical engineers was asem-ble- d

for a shorter course.

nig- Class In 1018.
The third class began Its work on

February 11, 1918. There were 437
young men who were being fitted to per-
form duty ns officers and nineteen
as engineers. A special group of twenty
officers of the Aviation Intelligence
branch also took a short course at this
time.

The work reached Its climax during
the summer of 1918. The fifteen weeks
course was completed hy 49R deck offi-
cers and 198 engineer officers. Two
classes of pay officer', one numbering
198 and the other 200, were conducted
through a course lasting six weeks each,
while a special engineering class num-
bering s!xty-sl- received certain finish-
ing touches.

In addition to tho 332 members of the
fifth class who will complete their course
next Friday, sixteen assistant naval con-
structors will complete a shorter course
about the same time, and the number Is
completed by a group of twent-nln- c

civil engineers nnd nine aviation Intelli-
gence officers who hnve recently finished
their work at the Academy.

It has been pointed out that tho na-

tion is indebted to the Naval Academy
not only for the fact that It has met
the present need In such a splendid way

tho training of these temporary of-

ficers being only one 'phase nf.lts work
but because there will be nearly 2,800
young men who will return to civil Ilfo
with a better understanding of the navy.
Its work and Its spirit, and will be able
to represent It properly to the nation
and who will be competent to return to
the service for any emergency which
might occur within the next generation.

Otnrrr Who "Won Crrdlt.
The whole work of tho special Inten

sive training of these temporary officers
has been under the genernl supervision
nf Rear Admiral Edward W. Eberle,
superintendent of the academy. The di
rect control has been with the com-
mandant of midshipmen, a position oc-
cupied by Capt. M Nulton until
a few months ago, when ho was suc-
ceeded by Capt. William II. .Standley.

Commander O E. Smith was the first
officer charged with the administration,
discipline nnd training of the' reserve
officers, and continued In charge with
the first two clauses. He was assisted
by Commanders Arthur W. Sears nnd
George C Pegram. Commander

assisted by Lieutenant-Commande- r

J. P. Miller, had tho direction of the
third and fourth classes, and Lieutenant-Command- er

Miller, assisted by Lieut.
R. J. Carstarphcn, is directing the work
of the present class. These are the
nfnr to whom the 'credit of this Impor.
tant and successful work is due.

HANG RIOT INCITERS.
DECLARES MARSHALL

Church Rally Applauds At'
tack on Bolshevism in U. S.

Baltimore, Jan. 26,
Mnrshall, In an address at the Presby-
terian rally horo said that Bol-

shevism and all It represented mus; be
suppressed In this country, and those
leadera who were Instrumental In trying
to precipitate riot aird bloodshed should
bo hanged.

The great congfregatlon of Presbyte-
rians vigorously applauded tho

declaration. Mr. Marshall's
'address was devoted to reconstruction
problems, nnd hn assailed those who
would overthrow the institutions of the
Government. He was Introduced by
United ftntcs Senator Franco of Mary-
land.

After referring to tho work now being
dono with the hope of rehabilitating the
world, ho paid that he, like all others,
honed tho millennium wan nojr wnd that
never again would men be called upon
tn offer their lives on tho altar of mili
tarism and autocracy. Business men,
manufacturers and others aro fearful of
an upheaval in this country. Of this, he
said, he had no fear. The American
wouid continue to make money, it being
Inherent in him to do ho.

Continuing. Mr. Marshall said: "I
want to make ono political statement.
I havo always been opposed to granting
special privileges to a class, and for that
reason I wns down on a protective, tariff.
You must get it out of your head that
you aro entitled to more than your
neighbor has.''

LONG ISLAND DUCKS

Growers Kxpect 900,000. or 50

Per Cent. More Than
1010 Output.

The output of Long Island ducks prom-

ises to be from 40 to 50 per cent, greater
In 1919 than In 191!. If this Is real-
ised there will he from 840.OOO to 900,000
ducks this year as agalnt ftpi.000 In
1918. one of the most discouraging
years the Long Island duck growers
have ever experienced. Last var's out-
put showed a decrease of 400.000 from
th figures of 1917, when approximately

'1 000.000 ducks were raised.
Fifteen duck growers on the Isl.tnd

went out of business In the past year and
many others cut their flocks to a min-
imum. Feed was very high, Th.i Food
Administration regulations worked
against tho growers. They were able to
buy their regular feeds at about 40 a
ton, but thev were compelled o tak
equal quantities of substitutes, nnd the
substitutes cost twice as much.

Now growers are getting as many oges
as they can for their Incubators and ate
doing their level best to increase their
flocks becaii conditions aro becoming
such that they find It profitable to do
bulness.

When the wheat (lour regulations
were removed the bakers of this rJty nnd
elsewhere found themselves in posses-
sion of vast quantities of flour suhst.-tute- s

which they had hpen obliged .oyv with nhiy- - flour on a fifty-fift- y hash
These stocks Included large amounts of
corn meal. The bakers have had this
corn meal In their hands so long thnt
much of it Is getting mouldy and the
weevil Is getting Into It. Thev are now
selling this corn meal to tho duck grow-
ers nt greatly reduced rates and the
growers arc gobbling up all they can for
their ducks to gobble
