1171 her Imprisonment began with four
Years solitary confinement. She was re-

leased in 1896. nnd In 1901 sho visited
America. Her part In the revolution
of 1905 sent her back to Siberia.

Freed by Cxnr's Overthrow.
Freed when the Czar was overthrown

In 1917 her return to Pctrosrad was the
nMinn nf a Kvna of triumphant re
union with what were left of her old
comrades of the Socialist Revolutionary
party and the Kerenskys of the new
generation. She went to llvo at the
Winter Palace as a counsellor the new
Government. Then the counter revolu-
tion, the surrender to Germany, the day
of the Bolshevlkl. She hid for two
months In Petrograd and eight In Mos-

cow. Despatches reported her shot, but
she was unharmed. At the first oppor-
tunity she started for America, and now.
after three months on the way, she Is
here.

Russian and American friends were
at the Grand Central Station. They
were the nucleus of a crowd that swelled
until the Twentieth Century Llnjlted ar-

rived. They cheered as she camo
through the irate. They saw a short,
Btout, white haired, blue eyed old woman
with a white knitted cap over her head
and over that a shawl which wae pinned
together at her throat. She Is Rabuehka,
the beloved little grandmother to the
Russian millions.

Gori io Henry Street.
She, looks grandmotherly, except that

when she talks never of her own s.

but of the dream of a free
democracy ruined for the time being by
the Bolshevlkl her face Is sterner than
tho faces of most grandmothers ever be-

come. At the Henry Street Settlement,
where she received reporters, she re-

moved her shawl nnd cap. Then one
observed that her hair Is drawn back
tightly from a broad forehead and caught
at the back with a big brown comb.

She has a good English vocabulary,
but her accent, which teems to be French
as well as Russian, makes It rather
difficult to understand her. She sat at
n table with a sheet of paper at which
she looked constantly as If reading1, al-

though there was nothing on the paper
but a few Unco of notes. Some one
asked her If she was not tired after all
her trials and revolutionary disappoint-
ments.

Tired" she said. "I have been fight-
ing for fifty years. Why ehould 1 be
tired now?"

Condemns the nolaheTlkt,
As she talked her steel rimmed spec-

tacles, which she had put on for read-
ing ordinarily her eyes do not need
this aid slipped half way down her
nose, contributing to tho Impression of
domestic placidity which her appearance,
but not her history, gives. She spoke
first of the Bolshevlkl and of conditions
produced by their rule, which she said
America did not comprehend. Sho
wanted It understood that the Bolshe-
vlkl and the Socialist were far apart
nnd that the Soviets are not free, but
nre the creatures of the Bolshevists.
During the first revolutions the Soviet
was needed, for there was no other pos-
sible organization of the people. But
It was an organ for the moment onlv
The thing now should be a democratic
constitutional government.

The Soviets were not elected by thereople. she said. For the most part
their members were sent from Petrograd
and Moscow and were Bolshevlkl who
actcu as dictators whom no ono coJdoppose. Working men and peasants had
no uso for the Soviets: their onlv nun- -
porters were the armed group consist-
ing of Bolshevists, made tin of mvrt
without work who became Bolshevist
becauso only the Bolshovlsta can get
food.

Million Flee Fetrourrnd.
Since the revolution of 1917, Mme.

Breshkovsky said, half of Potrograd's
3,000,000 population had fled to thevillages. Millions of forged and value-
less banknotes had been Issued. Itye
bread had from 1 to 100 rublesa pound, and only the Bolshevlkl could
buy It.

'The rule of Lenlne and Trotsky has
been very bad," she said. "If you only
could see the disaster their policy hasbrought! They have destroyed Russia.
There are no factories, no schools, nocolleges. Wo even have no alphabets
(meaning primers). All culture has
been swept away. If nn editor ventures
to spell a Russian word correctly he Is
fined and Imprisoned, on suspicion ofbeing nn Intellectual."

Mme. Breshkovsky was asked whosupported the Bolshevist rule. She an-
swered: ."At the beginning It was Ger-
man agents. They got the backing of
hundreds of thousands If not millions ofIgnorant Itusslans because the Bolshe-
vlkl said they would divide all the land.
But the land was not divided, and when
the Bolshevlkl got Into power they
turned loose from the prisons alt crimi-
nals and all the pollco who had served
the Czar, experts In murder and extor-
tion, provocateurs of riots.

Schools Hmpty for a Year.
They are dolncr most of the murder-

ing you hear about. Tcache rs are smh- -
jected to an Inquisition. If they do not
swear to tho Bolshevlkl beliefs they are
thrown out and Dut In Jail or IcIMmi. k
for more than a year our schools have,
been empty no teachers, no pupils, andevery day tho condition Is becoming
worse.

"I wish many Americans could go to
Russia and see for themselves. They
would ifn a nation beggared, Most of
our leaders, the real friends of Russian
freedom, are underground."

Under their direction
the Zemstvos were elected by the people
una ijwtjsro. kwju inwB. .iiey riK"- -
eously decided to keep up the war with
Germany and called Into being a con-
stituent assembly that really was rep-
resentative and would have given the
people all the land needed for their own
uso If the Bolshevlkl had not Interfered.

Incited by the Germans
"Bolshevik propaganda," she said,

"really began before Kerensky became
.head of tho Government. Unquestlon- -
ably It wis financed In Germany. Tho
revolution In Petrograd In June. 1917,
was incited by Germans. German
agents went around telling tho people,
Tou are betrayed. You nover will get
the land. You will have to take It your-
selves." The Bolshevlkl preyed on the
fear and Impatience of tho Russians
due to the slowness of the constitu-
tional Government. Hired Inciters ran
all over the land. They were nble to
get food nnd rlothcs from Germany for
themselves and their dupes, while the
bourgeois went half naked and starving.

The German prisoners released In
Russia are helping the Bolshevlkl now.
There are 'war fronts' all over Russia;
there Is fighting all the time. The
Chinese who came to work on our rail-
roads have been put Into Russian
uniforms. The amalgam Is spreading
oer Russia. The people are tired and
don't know what to do after two years
of war and then two years of civil war.
They were betrayed nnd now they are
abashed. The password of the Bol-
shevlkl Is This will be permitted." Take
oath that you nre a Bolshevist and any-
thing 'Is permitted" robbery, murder,
anything. There Is no morality. Every
day something new Is "permitted." and
wherever you find a Bovlet you nnd Ger-
man propagandists. A conspicuous one
Is Gen. Muclbach."

All llaiila Is Corrupted.t

Mme. Breshkovsky was asked what
could be dono to help Russia. She re-

plied:
"We have four million orphans. They

must be educated, otherwise the land
will be filled with little criminals. I
am ashamed to say It, but In the last
two years Russia has been corrupted.
It began at the war front and with the
use of German money. Not all our Gen
erals were corrupted, but even If there
was only one In 1.000 that was enough
for all. The soldiers were paid with
forged money manufactured In IIpalo
and Dresden.

"'My only desire la that my people
should be honest and clever enough to
take care of themselves. You ask me
If I favor Intervention. I reply that
any help la welcome If It Is unselfish
and Is given for the establishment, step
by step, of a true democracy, which Is
the highest Ideal of Soclallms. If you
are thinking of your own benefit we will
not have you.

"The first thing I ask Is that you
understand Russia, Then your Red
Cross and Y. M. C. A. and Y. W. C. A.
and other good societies can send people
over to help with education. Wo need
thousands and thousands of alphabets
(primers) and millions of books. We
want you to be patient with us. We
shall not always be In disorder.

Bolshevism la Destructive,
"In some ways I think Russia has

a more beautiful future than any other
people. Above all "realize that Bol-
shevism and Socialism are not the same
thing. They are very different, and are
now struggling together In Russia. Bol-
shevism Is only destructive. Socialism
Is only for the slow building of free-
dom and a democratic government under
which we can educate our people."

"Why do the Bolshevlkl remain In
power so long If they nre so bad?"
queried a seeker of light.

"The Czars," Babushka blazed, "were
In power hundreds of years. Is fif-
teen months so long? In the beginning
the Bolshevlkl took all the ammunition
and arms and disarmed all the people
who disagreed with them. That Is the
reason. Ah for me, I am a Socialist and
a revolutionist until my last breath. The
Bolshevlkl will be overthrown and we'll
have freedom again. All my life I have
said only one thing 'If you would help,
teach and fight, fight and teach.' I say
It now."

A friend of Babushka told her she was
tired, nnd the Grandmother of the Revo-
lution rose as If her long Journey had
really fatigued her. But when a movie
man waylaid her she shrugged her
shoulders and said : "If It will help Bus.
sla," and marched briskly out to the
stops of tho settlement houeo to face
the lens.

JShe said she would stay In New York
until New York knew "the truth about
Russia." Site will speak In Carnegie
llall on the evening of February 10 at
a meeting sponsored by the Civic Forum
and the Friends of Russian Freedom.

HONORED AT DINNER

Greek Envoy Hopes for Amer
ican College ut Foot of

Acropolis.

WANTS U. S. IDEALISM

Diplomnt Reviews Noble Pnrt
His Country Took in

the "Vnr.

A sense of the debt which the wholo
civilized world and particularly that
part of it triumphant in tho war Just
ending owes to Greece and tho ideals
of Greek civilization was expressed last ,

night by all the speakers at a dinner
to Georgo Roussos, Envoy Extraordi-
nary and Minister Plenipotentiary of

Greece in the United States, who leaves
to Join Premier Venlzelos at tho Peace
Conferenco In Farls. The dinner was
held at Sherry's.

The speakers were Nicholas Murray
Butler, president of Columbia Univer
sity; Marcel Knecht of the French High
Commission. Alfred Marling, president
of the New York State Chamber or
Commerce; Job E. Hedges and Mr.
Rousgos himself. The dlnnor was given
by a group of the friends Mr. Roussoh
has made during his eighteen months ot J

diplomatic service In this country. Ho
was for more than a quarter of a cen-
tury a leader of tho International bar
In Ugypt, where he became a closo
friend of the late Earl Kitchener.

Dr. Butler acted es toastmaster nnd
Introduced tho various speakers. Ho was
th first to strike tho keynote the obli-

gation of all the ages to Greece and
said that the whole purpose of the din-

ner was that those gathered about Mr.
Roussos might express to him the regard
this country has for so distinguished a
representative of so distinguished a
reople.

Tribute to Sir. Ilonssos.
He paid, tribute to Mr. Roussos's work

In the United States, to his capahlo
handling of the foreign nffalrs of tho
nation ho represented and expressed tho
assurance that Mr. Roussos would carry
back to his people a full comprehension
of what tho American people nre doing
and will do ifor Greece In tho work of
the world's reconstruction.

Dr. Butler said ono of the permanent
results of Mr. Roussos's stay In this
country, taken with the great world alli-
ance which has brought Greece and the
United States together in the lists
against the common enemy, will be' the
establishment of a permanent under-
standing between the Hellenic peoples
and our own.

The same thought wan expressed by
Mr. Marling and Mr. Hedges In speeches
which followed that of Mr. Rouos. M
Roussos, reviewing the activities which
have occupied him while In this country,
said: "I perceived thnt certain preju-
dices against Greece and against certain
of her civilians resident In this country
stood In t,he way of tho perfect under-
standing between our two nations, which
to a great extent it was my mlwlon to
bring about. This prejudice I sought to
remove and found the task not difficult.

Truth TrlllnR Tollcy.
"It has been a policy ot Venlzelos to

speak tho truth always, hence I never
to acknowledge tho defects of

our national character. During centur-
ies of martyrdom we have seen Greece
employing every energy and resource In
conserving her race and religion.

"'In the last great crisis Greece nave
the world a new, a btrong proof of her
sense of honor as a people. When called
upon to choose between a peace of dis-

honor and war with all its horrors, the
Greek people, through their regular elec-

tion, according to her constitution,
voted outright for war.

"When the desire thus expressed was
wllfullv' misunderstood by a sovereign
who believed in absolutism, Greece re-

volted against the tyrant. It called
upon Its people, whose families and for-

tunes lay at the mercy of Constantino,
and demanded that tho Greeks desert
their all, follow their leader to Salonica,
and assume the burden of sacrifice not
In a spirit of egotism, but In order to
wipe out tho stain which tho policy of
Constantlnu had Imposed on tho na-

tional honor.
"They entered the war In order to keep

the engagement which they had entered
Into w th Serbia, their gallant any.

"Freed from the pro.Oerman King, tho
Greek people in Its entirety aligned Itself
on the side of honor, which iiemanrtefl
of the Individual Greek that he sacrifice
himself for tho honor of the nation.

Froof ot Greeks' Honesty.
"When we see a people that Is so at-

tached to Its ideals and so proud of its
good name frankly recognizing Its
faults and showing that It is endeavoring
to rid Itself of theso faults, we havo
clear proof that It Is an honest srople
and worthy of such consideration as may-
be bestowed upon It.

"Let me say now, with hostilities over,
that we seek tho benefit of American
activity nnd enterprise so that we may
more rapidly exploit the vast riches of
the Orient, that we may capture and
place at the free service of mankind
those natural forces which y are
being wasted.

"Above all It is your moral support
of which we are In need, and wo hope
to see In the, future at the foot of tho
Acropolis an American college which
shall bring to us American ways of
thinking, which shall teach us an Amer
ican Idealism, and which will so happily
combine with patriotism that Instruc-
tion which America Is able to glvo In so
large a measure."

The debt of Frarco to Greece, ancient
and modern, was acknowledged by
Marcel Knecht, when ho wild:

"I wish to tell you how the republic
of Franco has always loved and ad-

mired Greece, becauso Grecco has al-
ways suffered and because it has al-
ways been valiant and sovereign.
Greece has helped to curse the tyrant
which has been crushed by tho Allies.
France admires that spirit, nnd realizes
how well Venlzelos reckoned when he
knew that he could rely upon Franco
and ultimately upon the United States
to bring about the overthrow of tho
monarchtsm which threatened Greece.
England, Franco, Grecco and the United
States, wo have been altogether In one
Idealism.

"France realized the mettle of the.
Greek soldlera who arrayed themselves
with her and her cause, und you Ameri-
cans havo seen In your armies tho dark
browed men whom you knew tn civil
life only as emigrants from the Aosoap.
Now they havo como back to you, citi-
zens not only of the great republlo of
liberty, b--it citizens more than ever of
tho ereat republlo of the United States."

Mr. Hedies'a nemarks.
Mr, Hedge's speech. In a lighter vein

than that of the eiioakers who had pre-
ceded him. carried, as the others had,
full measure for iipprcclitlon to all that
Grree meant In tho civilization of this
world.
