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NOYELLI, FAMOUS
ACTOR, DIES AT 68,

Former Comedian Won Dis-
tinction as Tragedian in
Shakespearean Roles.

HE TOURED U. 8, IN 1907

Hailed by American Critics as
Successor to Tomaso
Salvini.

Parin, Jan. 30.-—Ermet] Novelll, fa-
mous Ttallan tragedian, comedian and
manager. who toured the United Etatas
In 1807 and 1908, is dead. Ha was In
his sixty.ninth year, and since 1900 has
bean the manager of theatres In Rame.

Amerlcan eritles view the art of Er-
met! Novelll, whose repertnire ranged
all the way from playa of the typs of
“Charley's Aunt” to Othello, Hhylock
and other favorite Shakespearean roles,
and pronounced him the succesmor of
Tomaso Salvinl. Novella enjfoyed this
characterization, for |t was from Bal-
vinl and Mopalll, he sald, that he drew
hix greatest inapiration.

Even the Hirthplace of Novelll I8
shrouded in mystery, but he Is most
frequently spoken of as having been the
ron of an actor father and born In
Lucques. His father studied for the
rriesthood, butl withdrew and became
an actor, apparently without muci suc-
vess, for It appears thar when Novelll
aceepted his Arst parts at the sge of |
15 the money went to the father, who
then had descended to the role of
prompler.  His real debut In sometimes
sald to have besn made in an inglgnifi-
cvant role In an ohscure Itallan town
w.+n he was only & years of age

Had Unnsaally Long Noss.

It was not urtll he was 25—the In-
tervening years were filled with study
and Arudgerv—that Novalli's name be-
Kan to assuime any prominence on the
Ttallan stage. Then he was Known as
the wctor with the strikingly long nose
—a nowxe of much unusual size that it
wnn remarksd upon whersver hs went. |
