Washington. Feb. T. Shipping Board
officials Indicated y that absolutely
no change In the policy of refusing to
arbitrate the controversy with shipyard
strikers at Seattle would bj made. It
was said, however, that the progress of
the general etrike there was being closely
watched nnd that Chairman Hurley of
the Shipping Board, who will arrive In
New York Monday, has been fully In-
formed of the situation and the steps
taken.

board "to let tho Job stand" In those

strlko committee is arranging for
guards, and It Is expected that the
stopping of the cars will keep people
at home, A few hot headed enthusiasts
have complained that strikers only
should bo fed, nnd tho general public
lft to enduro severe discomfort. Aside
from tho Inhumanltarlan character of
such suggestions, let them get this
straight: not tho withdrawal of labor
power, but the power of the workers to
manage will win this strike.

"What does Mr, Tlez of the .Shipping
Board caro about the closing down of
Seattle's shipyards or even of all the
Industries of tho Northwest? Will It
not merely strengthen tho yards at Hog
Island In which he la mnro Interested?
When the snlpyard owners of Seattle
were on the point of agreeing with tho
workers It wan Mr. Plez who wired them
that If they so agreed ho would not let
them have steel.

"Whether this Is camouflage we have
no means of knowing, but we do know-tha-t

the great Eastern combinations ofcapitalist could afford to offer privately
to Mr. Skinner, Mr. Ames and Mr. Duthlea few millions apiece In Eastern ship-
yards stock rather than let the workers
win the closing down of Seattle's Indus-
tries.

Seen Pnbtlc Management.
"As a mere shut down will not affectthese Eastern gentlemen much, they

could let the whole Northwest gc topieces as far ns money alone Is con-
cerned, but the closing down of the

controlled Industries of Seat-
tle while tho workers organize to feed
the people, to care for the babies and thesick, to preserve order, this will movethem, for this looks too much like thotaking over of power by tho workers.Labor will not only shut down the In-
dustries, hut labor will reopen under themanagement of the appropriate tradessuch activities are needed to preserve
public health nnd public peace.

"If the strike continues labor may feel

own management, and that is why wesay that we are starting on a toad that
leads no one knows where."Organized labor tender Its servicesto help police the city.

STRIKERS DENOUNCE

I. W. W. IN PASSAIC

Woman Leads in Shouting to
Silence Radical Who Trios

to Speak.

ROUNDUP BY POLICE

Two Deportations Made as

Leaders Arc

Literature.

A police roundup yesterday of I. W. XV.

leaders In Passnte, N. J., and the de-

portation of two from the city turned
the growing strike of textile workers
from a dnnger point, the rollce now be-

lieve.
Few of the Passaic Mrlkers have

shown an Inclination to follow the rad-

ical leaders who went Into the city
Tuesday to seize the management of the
strike. A mass meeting held In the
First ward park yesterday morning gave
the I. W. W. leaders their final answer.
Ten thousand workers gathered to hear
representatives of tho United Textile
Workers of America and the American
Federation of Labor. When a delegate
of the I. W. W forced his way to the
front and attempted to speak there were
shouts of opposition, nnd Miss Lillian
Stewart, n woninn striker, shouted:

"We don't want ou I. W, W. You
robbed us of tho last stt Ike."

I, W. W. Leader Flees.
The wouldhe speaker, Adolph Lesslg,

withdrew under protest. With him went
about S00 of the spectnlors. From there
I.oslg went tn n room at 7 Dayton ave-
nue, and he had been there only about
two hours before detectives under Capt.
Benjamin Turner raided the place.

They found about 150 strikers In the
room signing I. W. W. membership
blanks and collecting radical literature
for distribution. Lessig vanished almost
at tho time the police entered. Ir
charge of the enrollments was Edward
nankin, who said he lived In New Vork,
and Samuel Kralger of New Brunswick.
N. J. Itankln was taken to the Erie sta-
tion and put on board a train In charge
of a conductor, who promised not to let
him off until they got under the Hudson
Hlve.r. Kralger was shipped back to
New Brunswick.

Police Commissioner Kehoe said that
he will deport any other I. W. XV. agi
tators who appear In Passaic on the
ground that the strikers do r.ot want
their aid. This attitude cf the workers
iw confirmed at n meting of labor dele
gate..- after the meeting In the park
failed to rea;h . decision. The latter
gathering was tn Maclac Hall.

After considerable discussion It was
voted to appoint a central committee of
strikers to form n local union to be
known as the Passaic Wool Workers
Industrial Union. The conduct of the
strike will rest In this body after ratifi-
cation by the mass of workers at an-
other public meeting to be held
Mathlas Pluhar s made temporary
chairman of the new body.

4,000 ON STRIKE AT
BRISTOL SHIPYARD

Trouble Involves Foreman'a
Membership in Union.

Philadelphia, Pa., Feb. 7. Dispute
over whether n foreman should be a
member of a labor union caused a
strike y at the Merchants' Ship-
building Corporation at Bristol, Involv-
ing about 4,000 metal workers, The
business agent of one union said an
appeal has been made to the War
Labor Board.

A statement Issued by the company
said:

"Tho corporation emphatically dis-
claims any objection to a man holding
membership In a union, but It does de-

sire to point out the Impossibility of a
foreman, who Is part of the manage-
ment of the corporation, properly rep-
resenting Its Interest when so closely
Identified with the men, who are sub-
ject to his orders."
