ltook Collectors.
The interest excited In book circles by

the recent public offerings of libraries
Is a reminder of the persistence of
attraction surrounding book collecting
nud collectors. Despite the scorn of
the utilitarian, and indeed some
svholars as well, the proces keeps
quietly ou In the midst of the mo?t
practical times the world has known.
From the days of Lucia n, with his

against "bibliomania," the
collector has had to stand helpless nnd
nnswcrless in the presence of friends
nnd family who could not or would
not understand his passion. Ancit.-i.o-

himself n great collector, under-
took once nnd for nil to silence the
critics by writing of the pleasures nnd
benefits of rare and fine editions; but
the man in the street Is always the
louder, and the old collector's voice
Is silenced now. Richard nr. Ruky,
once Chancellor of England, thought
also to ppeak n word for his books,
and wroto his "Plilloblhllon" ; but
neither has this been able to buppres.s
those who know not the passion and
Its devotion.

Many of the books lately" put on
sale have unique interest for the
student of literary ages in tbelr
distinct nnd individual gestures. So
ninny of the volumes aro early
editions of tho roistering Eliza-
bethans. F.ven the scorner, we should
think, would yield somewhat to the
spell of a library where there looked
down on him from tho shelves tho
old editions of Drwto.v, Davf.nant,
Hi.n Jonson nnd the Knrl of Stir-- i

inc. To pronounce the names merely
Is to revive In the Imagination n
"inerrle England" that was llko noth-
ing else under tho sun. Aided by
goihlc characters In red nnd black,
with woodcut Initials nnd n portrait
of the king, the Imagination fhoulil
lw able to snvor tho smack of tho
times up to the ery mug of nle nt
tho Mermaid. Wo may read of these
men In histories of English literature,
or read their works in later editions;
hut thero Is no mistaking tho added
flavor thnt comes wlili ihe Imprint
of a Imdon puhlihlicr' dated "it?."
Thnt imprint, date and old binding
nearly annihilate the centuries.

In the world of collectors first edi-

tions nre not as highly as
original manuscripts: nnd indeed the
signature and the Inky corrections on
an original go far to place tho man
at a desk before iw. Rut lo collect
about us n soclely, and lo people In
our Imagination the sireets and tav- -

ern of n sonneteering metropolis,
commend us io n dozen such first
editions as the effective thing, ,

Rook collectors nre from tho com-

mon run of men, and they do not nil
dokthelr work according to happy nnd
well directed design. Thus, It is not
always the result that an ngo 'Is so
reconstructed or it favorite group of
old writers brought nearer to hand.'
Rut even where the design Is not so
well calculated or achieved, the pas-
sion is no less rcnl nnd devoted. For
some, a degreo of antiquity is in Itself
a charm, dlfllcult perhaps of logical
explanation, but potent In tho ex-

treme, "Oh, great gain," writer Ann-iin- o

to Poguio, who had discovered
a rare copy of Qulntlllnn, "oh, unex-
pected felicity! I entreat you,' thy
l'oculo. send mo the manuscript i

soon as possible, that I may see It
before I die." And there you have
tho soul of the collector, speaking his
own langungo to ono who sympa-
thizes. It Is not n thing to he under-
stood; It Is something to accept grate-
fully for the sake of the enthusiasm
that Is in It.

Yet It Is not always that collectors
serve merely this selfish end. In-

numerable Instnnces tire of record
where valuable works have beoti
saved for tho world through patient
searches and zealous Ingathering of
bookmen. Whnt we know of Tacitus
has Us source in a single copy dis-
covered In it monastery in Westphalia
and carefully preserved. The manu-
scripts of Aoohaiit were barely saved
nt the last minute when Masson dis-

covered n mechanic nt Lyons on tho
point of converting them Into covers
for his books. A more npproxlmnte
Instance yet Is tho etory of Sir
Rohebt Cotton, who camo upon his
tailor, shears In hand, ready to cut
up an original Magna Charta with
all Its seala and signatures.

For those to whom the collector
appears an Idler, wasting his time nnd
energies, there is no mnterlal for con-

version in all this. - And Indeed your
devoted collector would not offer It
In defence. The one Plilloblhllon, lias
been written. As for the rest, the
bookmen will content themselves with
tho nnswer thnt If collecting is not
precisely a virtue, nt least .It Is like
a virtue in this: that It Is Its own
reward.

Ex.Frofeasor Ilerron.

It Is probable that Maeterlinck
has most been made "known to New
York by his play "The Rltie Rlrd" and
Its companion piece "The Retrotlial,"
and popular opinion of him here can
well bo judged by the fact that mati-
nee audiences of those ploys nre
largely children sent by parents who
may have enjoyed the writer's sym-

bolism but also saw In the plays
charming spectacles surf to delight
childhood innocence.

It might not, therefore, greatly sur
prise his mliulrers here to learn tlmt
Maetf.ri.inck for a time, even after
his own country had suffered much
from Prussian barbarities, could not,
certainly did not, denounce tho cruel-
lies as did other great nelglnn writ-
ers: until long nfier Verhaeren had
written of the Prussians: "Let us
know how to bo pitiless, that we may
have no more need for pity,"

P.ut the mystic was nt Inst aroused
from his seeming efforts. "to find ome
basis for future Intercourse nnd for
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giveness," as ono critic has described
his spiritual state, nnd In one of Ills
essays In a recently published collec-

tion Maeterlinck Earned forth with
these realistic words:

"If we do not destroy, root nnd branch,
the military power of an enemy who Is
In secret alliance with the evil Influ-once- a

of the earth Ij If wo do not, here
and now, by an Irrevocable compact,
forearm ourselves against our sense of
pity and generosity, our weakness, our
Imprudence, our future rivalries and
discords; If wo lcavo a single outtct to
the beast at bay; if, through our negli-
gence, wo give It a single hope, n. slnglo
opportunity of coming to the surface
nnd taking breath, then the vigilant

vhlch has but ono fixed Idea will
resume Its progress and pursue Its way,
dragging history .with It nnd laughing
over Its shoulder at man once more
tricked and discomfited,"

Thero Is comfort In the knowledge
thnt Maktctlinck has been elected to
tho French Academy, for thnt Is tes-
timony to his popularity In Paris,
where thero Is now a famous Ameri-
can historian whose attention may bo
drawn to the Relglan writer's sturdy
words as to whnt Prusslanlsm will do
with history if allowed too early nn
opportunity of coming to the surface
and taking breath.

for the privilege of buying our cotton.

We a.isume thnt Mc. James and
those who like him nre in favor of the
taxation of exported cotton arc fa
miliar with the fifth clause of the
ninth section of Article I. of the
United States Constitution:

When the ConfeJcrote Constitution
was framed this particular Inhibition
ns to commerce was omitted, nnd a
a matter of fact heavy export duties
were levied on "Xitton ty tbe Confeder-
ate Government, first by military
orders and afterward by statute.
