If It Is not of white,
then it must bo of tho most vivid
color known to tho dyer's art. Grass
grocn Is really beautiful, though one
mny think it Impossible until such a
skirt has Uccn seen. The georgette
skirts nro mado up with wide tucks
stitched with silk thread or hem-

stitched In placo. They aro gathered
onto the waistband and flnlshed with
wide belts, following exactly tho design
of tho skirts of that heavy satin
brought out two seasons ago.

Of course these skirts aro to be worn
on occasions when moro or less drosby
things aro demanded. Worn with them
are blouses of finest net, ot batlsto, or
of georgette. Thoy are untrlmmcd,
except for tho tucks, each at least four
Inches wide, which ornament them
from hem to waist.

The white skirts of georgetto aro
particularly lovely and are most satis-
factory, aa georgette is nover Injured
by repeated laundering, If carefully
dono. , Theso, too, follow the lines of
the colored ones. Worn with the white
skirts aro knitted sashes of heavy
Pllkcn thread, the sash going twice
around the waist and looping at the
side with fringed ends.

It Is impossible to do without sepa
rate skirts, not only as a mattor of
necessity evon for the most limited In
comes but because also of the beauty
of tho materials used this year. Of
course the heavy satins to which we
grew accustomed last year and tho
year before are much used also, and
In addition to these there Is an endless
array of delightful new fabrics to
choose from.

Satin tn Endless Creases.
Terhaps I should say satins In end

less new creaEcs, rRthor than new
fabrics, as most of tho new materials
seem to nresent a satin surface with
many variations. A now crinkly stuff
which is frosted nil over with white
dots or lines Is boing much used for
the sort of separate skirt which 1 have
been describing. If tho skirt Js made
so that the little broken lines run
around, the width of the material Is
sufficient for tho depth or lu.igth of
the skirt, and two yards Is required for
the making.

If, however, a deep hrm and a. wide
belt are required, two and a quarter
vards will bo needed. As most of
theso skirts aro gathered simply on
tho band and finished at the bottom
with a wide hm tho making is moro
or less easy. Few of tho satin fabrics
aro priced under C n yard, but their
quality of endtirnnco becomes one in
their favor and precludes thelt boing
expensive In tho long run.

Tho heavily brocaded satins aro
much In demand for this Fort of skirt
also and uu bees many mado of the

French batiste.

Whlto China silk lends Itself well ti
this typo of skirt, aa do most of th)
soft and supplo silks and satins, tut
taffeta soem entirely out of the run-
ning, though many of tho Rtnartcr ons
pleco frocks will appear later made up
In this silk. Now nnd thon one finds

black taffeta :lrt, but for thi
pretty, drcsslor things for gay mn.
menta and real summer beauty It Is
tho .whites and pale flesh tones In the.
charming satins and broendes, such as
I have noted abovo. On tho new skirt i
pockets trre loft off, thougli two
seasons ago thoy seemed to ba a di-
stinguishing feature.

Top Coats Enchanting.
Worn with these skirts aio per

fectly enchanting top coats In the
gayest colors, n3, for example, one in
tho finest silk whipcord of rcarlet with
a whlto satin lining. Its charm of cut
and lino made It a thing of rare
beauty. Another coat of equal beauty
is In Italian green taffeta unllned
nnd reproducing that bright shade of
green from the Italian flag which
gives It Its name. Of course tho other
Is called British red, for though th
British officers discarded their beauti-
ful coats long ogo, tho color still lles
nnd glows a perpetual reminder of
their aides.

The voile skirt Is also a popular
fancy, for vollo has ono charm no
other fabric oilers. It always launders
perfectly, docs not rumple and dots
not "thicken" with repeated wathinp
Of coureo theso vol(o skirts appear In
all colors and aro mado after th"
fashion of all the others with th'
tucks and deep hem and wide belt.

It Is to ho noted that the skirts of
these thinner and more supple ma

terials seem to have taken tho place
practically entirely of tho white merges

almost indlspensablo heretofore. Thee
was a time when no summer wardrobe
was complete without its whito skirt of.

borgo. of broadcloth or somo woollen
material, but tho war naturae
changed all of that, and theso hand
somo brocaded satins and tho satins o!

heaviest texturo have dono away with
tho others.

As to tho more practical skirts for
every day wear In summer timo or.',
does not seo so many of them for tha
reason that the one piece dress has eo
largely supplanted the once fashion-
able shirtwaist nnd skirt. However, a
pleasing fashion la that of making up
skirts In the bright hucd plain per-
cales, chambrays and handkerchief
linen. Organdie also is ono of the

fabrics, though, because of Its
tendency to rumple and crush, it reaily
cannot bo cla.sl(led with everyday ma-

terials. Such splendid flouncing o!
organdie, though, aro brought oui and
a skirt, yes. even a wholo dre.-- s Is si
quickly fanhloned out of them that
they will undoubtedly bo greatly in de-

mand.
To return a moment to tho everwljy

skirts, mo bright liuwl plain innt. i a i

aro preferred to all others, nnd lavender
and tho higher HiMili rul le.ul i"
favor. The greatest simplicity i pc
mltted In the making of these colore I

sklrtH, as they follow tho straight lln
described in nil tho others.
