This plant is not common in
England, but the American noodsmen
can order seeds In England for (rorden-or- s

here who deslro it. It will tako
from throo weeks to a month to obtain
the soed.

Tho (lowers in Englnnd nro white,
more or less deeply tinted with blue
or lilac. It Is the nearest to bluo In
tho daisy family.

In this country tho bluo may bo
moro or less pronounced. This can
only bo learned by testincr it and It Is
work of this kind that interests many
amateurs.

Tho leaves of tho plant nro soon
shaped, tai'rlng nt the base. Tho
plants p;row throe or four inches blub.
It mikes neat and compact tufts nnd
is very dnlnty when in bloom. It Is
especially sood for rockeries.

Tho position most suited to this
plant Is ono whero it receives a fair
amount of sun, with j?ood drainage.

All dnlsies require a fair amount of
water during tho summer months.

It is not certain that this variety
will bo hardy and somn plants should
bo wintered over In oold fnimes.

HOW TO TELL ADULTERATION
OP TEXTILES.

Cotton fibres under tho miscroscope
have a rlbbonllkn appearance, with
frequent twists and a broad flat cen-tr- al

canal: linen fibres aro round,
Jointed and heavier thnn cotton.

A simple test is to liclu the threads
with a mntrh, blow out the tlamo and
examine the burned ends. The cotton
threads will have blunt endi, while tho
'n(,n wl" bo pointed

An easy way of distinguishing be
tween the hlKhly slzod and calendered
cotton damask and truo linen damask
Is to boll a sample. After being dried
ond Ironed, If it Is cotton if will havo
a dull and somewhat fuzzy nppcarance,
whllo the lustre and smoothness ot
real linen will not be affected by the
treatment. Mercerized cotton damask
keeps more lustro than untreated cot-
ton, but les thnn linen.

Linen adulterated with cotton will
show the short fibres of the cotton with
fuiay ends, which burn quickly with a
llama. Linen threads ore strong and
when broken the thread lj straight
and the ends aro uneven. If without
starch, olive oil mokes linen trans-lucn- t,

COttnn npMiue
Wool has short fibre, kinky and

stiff. They burn slowly and give off
an unmistakable odor. To detect cot-

ton adulteration boll flvo minutes in a
S ir cent, solution of caustic potaah.
Tho wool fibres will be destroyed ond
tho cotton remain.

When tho sum Is removed from silk
produced by a silk worm tho silk
loses from 20 to SO per cent, of it- -

original weight. To makn up for this
loss In weight largo additions of
various substance which do not
clmugo tho looks, feel or structure of
the silk are often mndo. If no larger
an nmount than that of tho weight
of thn gum boiled off is tuldej it Is
considered legitimate, but much silk
is mndo which has as high as from
threo tt four times as much mineral
matter added to its original wolght
This mokes tho Mlk brittle and weak,
so that It wears out quickly. It is
easy to detormlno heavily weighted
materinl by burnlnu a small sample,
luro fills burns rapidly, smells like
wool and produces u smnll amount of
brittle curled up ash. Materinl which
Is heavily weighted will have an ash
which Is stiff und which often holds
the shnpii of tho sample.

Cotton Is frequently mixed with silk.
Such goods sold ns mixtures havo
many uses. It la easy to detect cotton
In silk by tho microscope, aa tho Ilbres
of silk aro round nnd smooth, while
tho cotton fibres nro ribbon liko and
fuzzy.

Silk may lo tested with caustic
potash In (ho miiuu manner as wool.
The silk fibres will bo destroyed lfs
rapidly than wool.
