The revenne measure agresed upon
by the Congress conferonce commit
toe fixes the (axes ot only to be
eollected now for the culendar year
of 1018, hut to be collected twelve
months from now for the ealendor
year ‘of 1019, To take care of the
Government’s expendilures during the
next flscal yeur, hegluning with July
1, 1019, the measure provides for
£4.000,000,000 of revenue,  This s
elght times the expenditures which
the Government wns making for all
purposes only o fow years hefore the
war. Nevertheless, In voting the tax-
athon mensure memnbers of the Honse
expressed the foar that between JJuly
1. W10, and June 3, 16520, the Gov-
erpment ot peace would need not u
mere four billlous, but all of ten bill
fons of dollars,

The way It ls going now the tiov-
erament may do n great deal worse
than to overspend the four billlons 9y
two and a half times. It looks as If,
with n free reln, it might overspend
it three times, possibly four times.

8o fur there has been no 1limit
on the Washington Administration’s
game of pourlng billlons wind Wilions
of dollars into this, thnt and the other
thing, «ome of It sheer idioey, Hitle of
It an imperative necessity,  There
has been no it on farther obligating
the United States Tredsury by prom-
feé nnid contract (o the reckless enter-
prise of pouring hilllons and hilllons
of dollurs more into other schemes
comeelved but not yot executed,

Eatlng up a beggarly four illlons of
dollars is not much of a feat for pub.
He squinderers with o programme of
a biilion for the foitoers, u bWilllon fo
the railroadsa, o hlitlon or perbaps two
billlons for ships a couple of billlons
for the army nud navy, and nobody
krows how muny hundreds of millions
or billlons for Insurance, pensions, or
other rellef of our soldiers and their
depeudent s,

Meanwhile, of course, there are the
ordinary expendliiures of government.
These, swith the tribes of officebolders
which Lave been wilded to the pay-
rolls, will never eomwe down to & nor-
mal level without a despemite firug-
gle. There ave (he hread llne funds
the peace leagues obligationg and ull
the rew.

There 15 no pos<ihle hope of cutting
off the hillions of threatenad expendi-
tures which will bankrup the Goy-
ernment unless they are stopped by a
Cowgress whileh refuses to appropriate
and by an Administration which re
fuses to squanider. The new Congross,
which will be the only approprinting
power, after March 4, should never
t'omh o provide woneys fto go on
with the present Administration’s
squander progrumme.  Then, when
the next natlinnl  election  comes
around, the American people must
make kure of choking off the exemi-
tive squander by putting out the ex-
ecntive =quanderers.

Americas Purpose In the War, an
Stated by Frofessor Herron.

One of the two men dhosen by
President Wison to parley at Prin-
kipo with the representatives of Lex-
e and Trovexy undertook about
elghteen months ago to tell the Social-
Ists of Europe why Amerlea had en-
tered the war, Professor Hernox,
then as now a resldent of Genoeva,
wrote to the Tridbune of thnt clty amd
nlso to the (fiornale d'Italia of Rome,
In June and July of 1017, that Presi-
dent Witsox had “gulded the natlon
into an understanding of the mean-
ing of the war and Into nn aceep-
tnnce of world responsIbility™ in order
to crente a world stnte embracing all
natlons, This I8 a sample of Hes-
pox's apocalyptic slush:

“Thus America travellsd the road to
Damasous and saw a great light. She
enters now upon the war with & pur
pose And In a spirit that parhaps never
hitherto inspired a warring nation, T.
her it s Indeod a holy war. From the
Atlantle to the Pacific, the uatlon In
pomsessed by the purpodg to ‘inake the
world safe for democracy'—to create, in
fact, a world state embracing all na-
tlonm. . .

“We are not alone In the siruggle
and the hope for which America has
drawn the consecrated sword. Invieibly
but appreciably procesding In our midst,
white horsed and well weaponed there,
dead to egolem from the world's foun-
dation and therefore predestined to vie-
tory, are the hos:s and the Leadership
no pluuetnn’ powers or crealures oan
withetand, They hold In thelr hoearts
the meaning of these days, and upon
them are tha war's Iast issues, the
earth’s Ineffable ends, . . .

“The peace that procecdeth from a
worlded good will, the Justice that In-
hereth in mutual love only, the freedom
thiat Ia naught other than ohedlence to
that love,—these are approaching, are
Inevitable, The Kingdom of heaven Is
at hand."”

How & Government Expert Exposed
a Ralted Peruvian Mine,

of the world to protect s cltizens
from cheats and swindlerg.  large ex-
pensa and  Infinite trouble are often
involyed In these endeavors (o safe-
guard the pesople from the promotera of
fraudulent schemes. When connected
#*ith the Post OMece Department the |
investigaiion of a specially Interesting
caso of gold mine swindle took me to
a jittle known reglon of Boulh America.
The fraud given to me for Investigation
was a particularly well known chase,
having already reaclicd suer propartinne
that the lnnocent public had been
nented out of soma $400,000 From
the first 1 felt surs that the gold mine
was a fake, for un examining the pro.
moters’ literature | discovered that por
tinne of it were copled verbatim from
P'rescott's "Conquest of Peru'

When near Llata, the mining engineer
and I walked down four milea to the
Cglguis bridge anid examined several
playnpa for evidence of test pits sajd to
have been dug by one of the promuters on
his original exploration trip. We found
numerous traces of thess and noted
their loeation und conditlion on  our
map  The next day tents were erecied
at the bridge. the goid rocker put to-
gether, a dozen native workmen efi-
gaged, and a pit dug to the depth of
tern feet. The engineer was satisfisd
from (he appearance of the moll that
there Was 10 coatse guld there, and we
had not Intended to pan the conden-
trates from the rocker; bhut an Indian,
n former employesa of the men who
tind owned and explored the mine, had
grabbied & pan, flled 1t with the con-
centrates, and procesded to wash it
in the river. When the panning was
finlshed five good slzed gold colors were
found and we knew at once that the con-
centriates hud been salted

In order to get rid of the Indian who
was suspected of salting I crossed the
Culquis bridge with him to examine the
west wide of the river for several miles
On returning T was informed by the en-
gineer and guide that ffteen tests had
been taken {rom the pit sunk the day
before, and that the concentratea had
been patined without gettlng o single
gold color., 1 then had a sesnion with
tha Indian  and accused hilm of having
put gold In tha pan the previous day.
Ha denled thls, but admitted that he
had some gold with him. This gold
lie wna induced to give me, and 1 kept
It for evidence The Indian spoke
Epanish, and a written siatement was
pecurad from him coneerning his cun-
