Paris, Feb. 11. Behind the great
aerman b,uff ard ,he rcporU thnt
,nany stm , a formidable military
power and "must not be pushed too
far," the purpose of which is to pro-

cure easier terms of peace, looms the
figure of Count Johann von Bemstorff,
who is working In tho same devious
ways that he did when he was tho
German Ambassador at Washington.
He fast la becoming one of the most
Influential men In Germany, pulling
the strings of tho show In which pup-pot- s

dressed In German uniforms move
back and forth as he directs.

Some reports received here recently
assert that Chancellor Kbert virtually

a dummy put up by Bemstorff, who
planned the speech that tho Chancel-

lor delivered at the opening of the
national assembly at Weimar.

The Germans count upon Bern- -

storffs skill in diplomacy, especiauj
his knowledge of the United States
and his familiarity with the mental
processes of President Wilson, which
he trained while in Washington, to
play the Americans against the bthcr
Allien and thereby obtain a milder
peace.

FraternWutlon Propaganda.
Information from Germany Indicates

Independents Lose Bitter Fight
to Abolish Ail Secret

Diplomacy.

DERNBURG BACKS CLAUSE

Word "Empire" Excoriated,
but Cry of "Peace and Bread"

Curbs Wrangle.

IONdon, Feb. 11. A German wire
less despatch recording the election of
Hcrr Ebcrt describes his post as "pro-

visional State President." It. adds
that there were fifty-on- e abstentions
from voting. Phlllpp Scheldemann
and Mathlas Erzberger each polled one
vote.

After the election Dr. Kdouard Da5
In a speech said tho empire for the
first time hod a chief who, by virtue
of his election, was empowered to speak
and act In the name of the German
people. The mouthpiece which spoke
by inherited right had disappeared and
In his place stood a leader chosen by
tho people.

It was mainly due to Herr Ebert,
the speaker continued, that the revolu
tion In Germany had not followed the

vTmpl of Ruisla, leading to bloody
chaos and complete dlsROlutlon of right
.md order. The German pcoplo would
have confidence In Herr Ebert's skill,
activity and firmness to protect their
new freedom from ever' danger, either
from the Left or the Right.

The majority SoclallBts applauded
this atatement, but the Independent So
Clxllsts expressed dissent.

Herr Ebert In his speech accepting
the Prealdency declared that hln pur
poee would be Impartially to dispense
luntlce without favor or prejudice.

SECRET TREATIES
ARE DENOUNCED

Call In Made for Germany to
Set an Example.
'y M Atoctnte4 Vrttt.

Weimar, Feb. 10 (delayed). The Na
tlor.al Assembly unanimously adopted a
provisional constitution at 6 o'clock this
evening after a three hour wrangle be-

tween the Independent Socialists, on one
hand, and all the rest of the House on
the other, over one single point the
question of secret agreements.

Although the Independents lost In
their contention that Germane should
pave the way for the entire world In
going definitely on record In favor of
open diplomacy agreements, they rose
belatedly to make the acceptance of
the constitution as a whole unanimous
despite the inclusion of the clause they
had opposed.

Pln.n to ICnd Secret Pnete.
This paragraph a part of the sixth

clause of the constitution reads as or-
iginally conceived and now accepted.

"Aa soon as the German empire Is
represented In the League of Nations,
with the aim to excludVsecret ngreement
alt agreements with the nations allied
In the league must have the acquiescence
of the National Assembly and the Stato
Commission,"

The state commission corresponds to
the Federal Council, or second chamber.

Tho Independents sought to have this
clause altered so that Germany might un-
equivocally go on record as legally bound
to enter Into no secret agreements re-

gardless of what other States may do In
he future. The flulit In the Assembly on

this point raged during both second and
third readings, led by Dr. Hugo Haasc
and Dr. Cohn for the Independents and
Herr Landsberg, Dr. Dernburg nnd Count
von Brockdorft-Rantza- u for the Govern-
ment and other parties.

Argument by Drrntinrg,
Dr. Dernburg, In supporting the clause

as It was finally adopted, said that It
was Impossible for Germany to hope to
make agreements with other nations If
they adhered to secret methods while
Germany, by Its own constitution, was In
duty bound to publish all the terms In

detail.
Dr. Una bo replied that one of the

great objects of the revolution had been
the elimination of secrecy. He contended
that Germany could well afford to lead
the way to peace by the path of open-
ness, no matter what others dtd, and as
an evidence of the sincerity and genu-

ineness of her reTorm.
Count von Brockdorff-Rantza- u as-

sured Dr. Haase that he would never
make a secret treaty or agreement, but
Dr. Haass replied that there was no as-
surance how long he would be In power.
He ridiculed Dr. Dernburg's assertions.

As a consequence of the controversy
the House showed excitement for the
first time since the opening of the As-

sembly. ,
Session la Tedious.

The session was a tedious one except
for the fact that It brought out the first
exhibition of differences of opinion. The

I second reading of the provisional constl
tutlon came up for debate and It was
the only business of the day. For the
first hour and a half the members de
bated, championing the measure or of
ferlng minor objections.

Herr Labe, Majority Socialist; Herr
von Prager, Democrat; Herr Delbrueck,
Conservative; Herr Helm, Centrist, and
others spoke In favor of the constitu-
tion. The Independents at first raised
objection only to the frequent use of the
word "empire" In the document and

Proposal Made to Limit Armis

tice Conditions to Ten
Day Periods.

PLAN TO TIGHTEN GRIP

New Terms Will Be Offered to

Germany as Need

Arises.

Kv tli Afodatti Prut.
Paris. Feb. 11. A proposal to change

the allied armistice policy nnd greatly
shorten the armistice periods Is un-

derstood to be before the Supreme War
Council. This proposal calls for the
limiting of the armistice periods to
about ten days, at the end of which
time new terms would be imposed
on Germany.

The sentiment is expressed by many
in attendance on the Peace Conference
that this would give the Allies a better
hold on the situation and enable them
to meet the constantly changing condi-

tions. No Intimation Is given as to tho
attitude of the Supreme War Council In
the matter.

To Prepare Nerr Conditions.
In view'of the complexity and diversity

of the problems raised by th armistice,
ays a Havaa. report, the Supreme War

Council has appointed a committee of
eight members to which will be Intrusted
the-ta- of studying these questions.
The council, therefore, has postponed for
a few days the adoption of conditions to
be Imposed upon Germany so as to be
better prepared as to means for Insuring
their execution.

The report proparcd In 1916 by Ger-

man Main Headquarters to show how
Germany would benefit from the de-

struction of certain Industries In France
contained 4SI pages, according to tho
htatemcnt made to the Supremo War
Council at IW meeting Monday by Louis
Klotz, the French Minister of Finance.
Material for tho report was collected by
200 experts who were released from mili
tary duties for tho purpose.

Where German Wonld Profit.
A full review Is made of every French

indubtry Including spinning, dyeing, pot-
tery, chomlcnls, sugar, browing, min-
ing, leather, milling, clothing and rope
making. The report says that all these
Industries "offer excellent openings for
German traders In Hplte of a somewhat
hostile feeling."

As the French metal Industry In the
occupied region had been "suppressed"
and was without nupplles of raw ma
terial, which the occupied regions could
not produce, Iho report says that It was
possible for German traders "to sub
stitute yourselves in thin now market."

Hegarolng mo iTencn sugar industry
the German headquarters pamphlet says :

"HuslnesM relations with Germany are
euro to continue because the French
sugar Industry cannot do without Ger-
man beet seed without damaging Itself,
and it must also buy largequantitlcs of
German coal, the French coal mines
having suffered severely."

In 1W Inventory of the ruin caused In
the weaving plantn of northern France
the report says :

"Considerable quantities of raw mate
rial, manufactured goods, thread on bob-
bins and warps have been sent to Ger-
many. In Sedan all the plants have been
destroyed, Tho machinery has been
taken away and the buildings Ho open
to tho winds like scrap Iron. There Is
nn enormously Important opening there
for German constructors."

FRENCH RELEASING TROOPS.

No Suspension of Demobilization
Dne to German nnmors.

but Is proceeding on schedule, according
to a statemont made to the Associated
Press y by a French official.

WILSON SOUGHT

AS ARBITRATOR

Jugo-Slav- s Ask Him to Act
in Dispute With

Italy.

ASIA MINOR NEW ISSUE

Territorial Question There Di-

rectly Involves Interests
of Greece.

Ily the Attociattd Prem,
Paris, Feb. 11. President Wilson re-

ceived a note signed by N. R.
Pachltch, the former Serbian Pre-
mier; M. Trumbltch, president of the
Jugo-Sla- v committer In Pari", and
Dr. M. R, VeanKch, Serbian Minister
to France, the three Jugo-Sla- v dele-

gates to the Pence Conference, ask-
ing him to act as arbitrator In their
differences with Italy regarding the
frontier along Istrla and the Adriatic.
This is In consequence of the Presi-
dent's last interview on this question
with M. Trumbltch and Premier Or-
lando of Italy. M. Trumbltch claimed
nil of Istrla, Flume and Dalmatio.

President Wilson expressed to Premier
Orlando the opinion that on agreement
might bo reached giving to the Jugo-
slav's the eastern part of th peninsula
of Istrla, Dalmatla, and by making
Flume a free city. Premier Orlando an-

swered that Italy could not possibly re-

nounce Its claims to Flume without the
risk of grave trouble.

President Wilson, not wishing the
Peace Conference to be confronted with
the necessity ot making a dwrlslon that I

might deeply wound either side. sug -
gested that tho Italians and the Jugo
Slavs discuss their differences, and if
they could not agree that they should
submit the disputed points to arbitration.

Premier Orlando answered that ho
thought arbitration was the proper thing
before the war, but not after the long
conflict that had ended with the defeat
of the enemy and the occupation of the
territories claimed. He adUed that he
would consider the suggestion and dis-
cus's It with his colleagues on the Italian
delegation.

No decision Is expected from the Ital-
ians until after President Wilson re-

turns from America, as Premier Or-

lando, Baron Salandm and Slgnor Har-zll-al

are leaving for Italy Thursda to
attend the reopening of Parliament.

Meanwhile, another Italian territorial
question has arisen. Italy, at the sug-
gestion of England and In accord with
France, has decided to occupy with mili-
tary forces Adalia and Konleh In the
vilayet of Konleh, In Asia Minor, south
of the territory claimed by Greece, hav-
ing Smyrna as Its centre. Tho Greek
Premier, M. Venlzelos, also looks with
favor upon the presence of the Italians
in Asia Minor on condition that tho
Islands of Dodecane&us (Sporades) be
transferred to Greece, excepting perhaps
Stnmpalia, the smallest of the group,
which Italy may keep as a naval station,

Two Italian divisions have been or-

dered to Rhodes to join another division
already there, and the whole force v. Ill
crosa to Adalia as soon as the formali
ties with Great Hrltaln aro completed.

Italian troops arf to occupy Baku
and Hatoum. on the Black Sea. also.
Italy wilt ask for a concession of the
mines of Haracleum, the largest In the
Near East, located In the Vilayet of
Costamunl. on the Black Sea. which arei
now exploited by French, Russian and
German companies

The occupation of these points was
susgested In order that Italy should be
Interested In a mandate In Asia Minor.

FRENCH DEATH RATE
FAR EXCEEDS BIRTHS

Total Is 883,160 in 4 Years,
Excluding War Losses.

By tin Auociatrd Frest,

Paris. Feb. 11. France's civilian
population In four years has decreased
by considerably more, than three-quarte-

of a million, without Including the
deaths In occupied northern France, or
the losses due directly to the war

Ofllclal statistics ahow that In 1913
the births outnumbered the deaths by
17,000, But this slight execs disap-
peared In the following yenr, since which
time the deaths have outnumbered the
births In 11)14 by more than 50,000, nnd
In 1915. 1910 and 1917 by nearly 300,000
In each year. The total excess of deaths
over births for these four years Is given
as 883,lfi0.

Births, which "umbered approximately
(100,000 In 1913 dropped to 315,000 In
1916 and J4J.O00 In 1917. while the
deaths Increased, but not In comparable
proportions, so that the total decrease
In population, wns due to the great
diminution In births, and not to any
great Increase In deaths.

The statistics cover seventy-seve- n de- -

Dartments. excluding eleven Invaded de
partments and not Including 1,100,000
persons killed In the war.
