“It Is no good 1n us and Balglum—not
the money avallabla to buy that rolling
stock,” sald Mr. Rathbome.

The Chairman: “in fact T doubt very
much _whether tha bill itself would per-
mit that, becauss the language of the
bill s not to permit us to sell articles
we already have over thers and take
bonds for them."

Mr. Rathbone: ‘““Then thare ars of
courss A number of commodities here
which are Government owned and for
which It has no use ™

Mr. Sloan: "But that 18 & Governs
ment function rather than the bullding
up of commerce so far am private In-
dividuals ars concerned. The large fea-
ture of this bill Is to btulld up private

commerce Instead of the Government
adjusting ita affalrs "
Mr. Rathlone: "It in the polley of

the Becretary of the Treasury that so
far an ponsible, even if this avthority Ia
granted, tha various forsign nations will
be asked to finance their requiremants
through private channels. They have
been asked nlready to do that, and 1o &
certain extent that has bean done. But
during the transition period, before our
Investors could be educated to take the
foreign Investments, the slack has to be
carried to some extent by our banks, by
our exporting concerns, geliing avcom-
modations through the banks, and still
thers will be something left, an far an
wa can judge, that the Government will
have to carry. The propoaition really, s
I mea it, in the question of whether wa
want to continue to sell abroad Wa
cannot sl them without extending
rredita, and If we do not extend credits
the Inevitabla effect has got 1o be that
our goods Are rot golng abroad In any
where near the volume they have in the
past.

Line of Distinction.

Mr. Moore: "1 wouid llke to distin-
Euish bhetween the Government control
plan——I think I am speaking advissdly
before using that term—proposed hy this
bill and the plan hitherto prevalling of
establishing credits, that they are not to
ha estahlished as they wers hitherin
through banking houses.'"

Mr. Rathbone; “Oh, no: thia does not
contempiate any different plan, so far
aa forelgn loans are concerned. Thin
bill extends the time for the making of
the loans and the purpose for which the
loans are 1o be made. Tn selling rall-
way material or In selling cotton you
can hardly say now that would be In
ald of the prosecution of the war or for
tha national security mnd dafance now.
Wo are limited in making advances to
aid In the prosecution of tha war or for
the natdemal security and defence, and
that Is the reason we Inserted the pro-
wirlan we might make loans to promote
forelgn commerce.™

WastingTon, Feb, 17.--Muoch interest
was aroused to-day in navy clircles over
the news that Secrelary Danlels intends
to vislt England soon and bea the re-
ciplent of special honors bestowed upon
him by the Hritish Cosernment. Jt Is
underatond that royalty will entertain
Mr. Danlels and that King George may
hnlght him #o that he will return as “Sir
Joaephus. "

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OWEN FINDS BREST
CONDITIONS SERIOUS

Senator Retarns From Study
of Embarkation Camps
in France.

QUICK ACTION IS NEEDED

Convalescents Fspecially Suf-
fer From Overcrowding
and Lack of Care.

Hitherto most of the complaints of un-
sanitary conditions mt Hrest, the chief
debarkation polnt for American sol-
Alers In France, have been anonymous
hecause they have coma from doughooys,
who did net want thair numes mentioned,

tearing they might be disciplined. Bomse
of tha complainants wers suspected at
first of being mera growlers but It was
Inter apparent that Brest has been in
preity bad shapa and that the soldlers,
especially the convalescent and 111, have
undergona much suffering that sheull
have been guarded agalnst. That ia the
opinion of United States Senator Robert
L. Owen of Oklahoma and his wife, in
yesterday on the steamship Rotterdam,
wha have besn making a study of the
American dsbarkation camps and who
hava no reason to hs anonymous,

Senator Owen said ha was dlsinelined
te put any blame on the ofMeers at Brest,
an they wera doing thelr best In the
circumstances to remedy the bad con-
ditions,

“Climatically,” the Senator mald,
“Hreat has been very bad recently. 1
roticed that tha chisf diMculties weare
the crowding of soldiers and a shortage
of ships to take them away, Some of
the men are suffering from malancholis,
due in part to homesickness,

*“Whila 1 was there ona despondent
Major ecommitted sulcide. T talked with
the dfMcers and men and they admitt~*
that the place had been crowded b°
causs of the ¢xpectation of getting more
ships to take the soldiers home.

Wild to RNeturn o Ameriea,

*“The proper thing to dn, it seems 0
me, |8 not o allow a congestion At
Rrest, to Keep aonly as many men there
ns can bn comfortably iaken care of.
The men are wild to return to America*

Mra. Owen, who spoke in an indignant
tone and was much affected, Interrupted
her husband to say :

“Rrest o a horrible place, not At for
eattle to ive In. 1 have seen men stand-
ing In line in pouring rain and ankle
deep in mud walting for their food. One
of the troubles aver thers is the ordering
of men from place to place while some
of them are not In At condition to travel
Any one who advocates a ecorrection of
the conditions at Erest is doing &
charitable and Christlan work. Thay
told us when we were there (U was better
than it was before we came. If that Ia
so, (304 help those wio wera there when
it was nt its worst.*

Thy Senator indorsed him wife's re.
marka, adding that he wantad to siay
longer and investigate at Rreat, but de-
clded that It wae his duty to conis homa
Immediately and repert what he had
peen to Washington.

Will Urxe Immediate Action.

“The first thing T am going to do,” he
sald, “after I arriva In Washington is to
gn to Becretary Raker and tell him of
the conditions In Beest and the attitude
of our soldiers on coming home, 1 will
take up the matter with the Military
Affalrs Committre of the Eenate and 1
will recommend that the men of the
Asnerican Expeditionary Fuaree (T
brought homa as soon as possible It is
imperative that they should return, and
when they do wa ahould care for them
and give them every assistance por=ajhle

"We should arganize n hurenu (o ob-
tain joba for soidiers so a® 1o restors
them awiftly to clvil life. The jovern-
ment ghould sapply the men with r\md_-'
pending the time they get hack 1o work,
We might use pome of them In bettering |
the ecandition of roads. The men who,
fought our battles should be happily em- I
ployed.”

In the case of this divislon In the Ar-
gonne battles Gov. Allsen declared the
casyaltion in alx days Aghting amounted
to about 7,000 men, of which 1,711 wers
kilied in action.

Supplics Inadeguate for RAattle.

Due largely to poor siaff preparation
and ineMclency In the serwice of sup-
plles according 1o Gov., Allen's siate-
ment thess pointa stood out in the bat-
tle :
