The determination of Washington to
make America a free place for a free
people Is the theme of Percy Mackaye's

dramatic action" entitled "Washing
ton," which had Its first presentation last
night. In a French adaptation at the
Theatre du Vleur Colombler. Mr. Mac- -
kaye emphasized Washington s apprecia
tion of the aid and friendship of France
as a vital factor In saving the United
Stntes at the darkest hour of Revo-
lution. w

In order to Introduce Into the enter
tainment a Fontaine's comedy "La
Coupe Enchantec," Mr. Mackaye wrote

new prologue In which two marines
who had fought at Chateau Thierry, the
birthplace of La Fontaine, meet In a
theatre where they have come to appear
as entertainers. One of the marines
has seen the spirit of La Fontaine and
the other the spirit of Washington.
Then follows the French play.

The second part of tho performance
reveals the Interior of Washington's tent
during the winter nt Valloy Forge. Be-
sides thn. American commander the char-
acters that appear are La Fayette,
11 aron ron flfruben. Count Pulatki, .Alex-
ander Hamilton, Thomas Paine and the
ragged Continental soldiers. Jacques
Copeau, who had the role of Wathing-io- n,

evidently had made a careful study
of his subject.

The theatre was well filled with an
audience that apparently was keenly
curious about the play, both ns a novelty
and on the score of Its dramatic merits.
It was mainly as a novelty that It In-

terested, being a pageant of a sort per-
fectly suitable to dignified and reverent
anniversary celebrations. There were
Impassioned nights of rhetoric, and other
telling details, and the performance as
a whole was spirited and sincere.

PROKOFIEFF GIVES

RECITAL IN AEOLIAN

Russian Composer Exhibits
Power of Bold and Fearless

Youth at Piano.

Sergei Prokofieff, the Russian com-
poser and pianist, who Is now enjoying
a season of peace and security In this
hospitable country. Rave a recital yester-
day afternoon In Aeolian Hall. It was
not the first opportunity to study the art
of this young Vulcan of tho piano, and It
probably will r.ot be the last His pro-
gramme was by himself, Scriabln and
Tschalkowsky.

Mr. rrokoflerf played his own fourth
sonata, said to be in C minor, his
"Visions Fuglttfs," a set of ten mnla-tur- e

tone poems (vers llbre) : three short
places by Rcrlabin. and Tschalkowsky's
G major sonata, or tne last namro,
work nothing need now be said. Possibly
Mr. Prokofieff put It In on his pro-
gramme to show how antiquated It had
become. The Scriabln pieces were links
in the chain that led backward from
the player's own type of muslo to that
of Peter Ilyltch.

At the present moment tho musical
visions of Mr. Prokofieff may all be fugi-

tive. It Is too soon to determine. There
are elements of strength In his composi-
tions, and his piano technic Is appalling,
nut his sonata, heard yesterday, was
filled with bitterness, except In tho slow
movement, which wept melllfluously for
the scarified wounds of th first move-

ment. The finale was one terrifying
thunder ot tone.'

And yet there was a power In It all,
the nower of bold and fearless youth.
What will happen to Mr. Prokofieff's
muslo If he becomes conservative with
years no man can tell. Will anything be
left? The ten little pieces must have
been shorthand reports of the utterances
nf h slnrlne birds of Russia, although
we thought we, recognised the call --of
our-p- veery, our ArKansas King Dim.
and familiar performance of the red
headed wood pecker on the bark of the
irreen annle tree.
The Scriabln compositions were very
hnrt and very musical, albeit their tex

ture was barely heavier than that of our
local salon piece. Mr. Prokolleff did not
treat the piano as mercilessly yesterday
as he did at his last previous recital.
He used the heavy hand at times, but In
the Scriabln music, as wen as in ma
slow movement of his own sonata, he
showed that he had some appreciation of
fluent melody and of the singing tone.
Hut the staccato touch appeals to him
very strongly. He has an Interesting
personality, ana ne manes music wnicn
gives Joy to some and provokes anger In
others.

tures by Members of
Old School.

$1,050 TAID FOR M'CORD

Wyont's "Mountain Stream"
Brings $1,200 Knocdler's

Gets Quaint Painting.

The sale of "Hudson Hlver" pictures
last night In the galleries ot the Ameri-
can Art Association was a decided suc-
cess. The crowd was not large, but It
was distinctly Interested, and what Is
more, bid emphatically for the things It
wanted. So much so that a record was
established. A picture by George H.
McCord brought $1,060, which Is the best
this artist has done at an auction.

The pictures came from the estates ot
the late Miss Mary E. Garrett of Balti-
more and of the late Robert- - M. Oly-pha-

and as many of tho works were
by painters who are no longer In the
height of fashion, there was some con-
jecture as to the prices they would bring.
The result provea either that there Is a
large class of picture lovers that are In-
dependent of fashion, or that the patri-
otic devotion to the native landscape,
which seemed to suffer an eclipse some
years ago, has been reawakened by the
war.

The leading price of the evening was
$1,200, paid by Mrs. George- U. Kellogg
for Alexander II. Wyant'et "Mountain
Stream."

PAXTON'S PICTURES SHOWN.

Bold Color Scheme" Characterise
Ills Works.

William McGregor Paxton Is showing
a group of his most recent paintings In
the new FoJsom Galleries and tho gray
hangings of fie room throw the brilliant
colors of this artist's palette Into tho
nignest reiier. The search for more snd
more color has led Mr. Paxton. as It did
George Luks, to the macaws and two of
his canvasses are devoted to the lauda-
tion of this extraordinary fowl.

From the masaw It was but a step to
tho Chinese embroidered jacket and
Mr. Paxton Induced his model to take
It. In one of the series of Chinese robe
pictures It would seem as If the painter
had gone) as far ns It Is necessary to
go In the way of search for color
schemes and might confidently be ex-
pected after this to go In more and more
for soul study and less for Its outer
wrappings.

In this picture the Chinese robe has
been draped In the background. It Is
true, but there Is plenty In front of It
Including a remarkably prepossessing
young woman, who Is clad In a citron
yellow frock with a vividly green hat
upon which are some equally brilliant
red cherries. Also she grasps a bouquet
of violets. As the young woman standi
In front of a mirror the reflection In It
of the lemon yellows, nlle greens, crim-
son lakes, purples, &c can be better
Imagined than described. But no April
Issue ot any of our popular magazines
has ever been more dazzling than this
composition.

More pleasing to perlous thinkers are
two smaller works. "Tho Listener" and
"The Tologram." done In a quieter style.
Both are Interiors. The first shows a
young woman by a window playing a
guitar, while a friend listens by the
door. Both In this picture and In the
other. In which a young woman gets
traclc news by telegram, the accessories
am well handled. Mr. Taxton's talent
seems to bo for these rather Dutch ef-

fects, but It can be understood that the
macaws and Chinese robes are neces-
sary If one would attract the eye In th
academical exhibitions, and Mr. Pax ten
has ambitions In those dlrecHons.

WILFRID LAURIER

DIES OF PARALYSIS

Canada's "Grand Old Mnn"

Was Premier of Dominion
' Fifteen Years.

HE LED LIBERAL PARTY

Noted for His Eloquonco in

English and French Tougucs

Reciprocity Advocate.

Ottawa. Feb. 17. Sir Wilfrid Laurler.
former Premier of Canada, died of

paralysis this afternoon. He was stricken
at his lioftie here on Sunday.

The body of Sir Wilfrid will He In

state In tho House of Commons from
Thursday until Saturday, according to
tentatlvo plans for tho funeral an-

nounced On Saturday morn-

ing the casket will be taken to Sacred
Heart Church, where maos will be cele-

brated by Archbishop Mathle of Reglna.

Sir "Wilfrid's Career.
Sir Wilfrid Laurler, Premier of Can-

ada from 1896 to 1911 and leader of the
Liberal party for thirty-tw- o years, was
one of the most striking figures In the
Dominion's political history. For years
he was referred to affectionately as
"Canada's Orand Old Man." Because
he was a French Canadian and a Roman
Catholic his steady rise to Influence and
power was considered a most unusual
accomplishment His service In state-cra- ft

was continuous or forty-eig-

years. Sir Wllfria persaps was better
known In this country than most Cana-
dian statesmen owing to his champion-
ship of reciprocity between tho United
States and Canada.

The former Premier was knighted In
1S97 when he went to England to join In
the celebration of Queen Victoria's dia-

mond jubilee. Many honors were show-

ered upon him during that visit. The
Universities of Oxford and Cambridge
gave him the degree of D. C L. and
France made him a grand officer of the
Legion of Honor.

Sir Wilfrid was born at St. Lin, Prov-
ince of Quebec, Nov. 20. 1141. He spent
seven years In academic training at
L'Assomptlon College, beginning early a
study of the English language, and took
a course of law at McGUl University. He
wan admitted to the bar In 1S64 and
began to practise In Montreal, but later
opened a law oftlce at Arthabaska.

Elected lo Qnebeo Legislature.
At the age of 30 (1871) he was elected

to the Provincial Legislature of Quebec,
winning his seat for Arthabaska from
an English Conservative. That he was a
born orator was made manifest In his
first speech as a legislator. It was said
of that address, which was delivered In
French, that "It brought' down the
house.'' In 1874 he resigned his seat to
enter Federal politics as a member ot
the House of Commons, first for Artha-
baska and then for Drammond. His first
address in the House of Commons was
delivered In the purest of English with
an eloquence that afterward assured him
a big audience every time it became
known he was going to apeak.

Toward the end of 1877 he was taken
Into the Mackenzie Cabinet as Minister
of Inland Revenue. Ills constituents,
however, refused him a reelection In
187S, but almost Immediately a wit wos
found for him as a member for tha
Eastern Division of Quebec.

The Conservative victory of 1878 con-
signed him to the Opposition. He re-

mained eighteen years in the Opposition,
nine as a private and nine as a leader,
succeeding Eduard Blake as leader In
1587. He met the exacting demands that
were made upon him In a manner that
added to hla popularity as the years
nent on. He was a skilled parlia-
mentarian and was possessed ot great
courage. His remarkable eloquence, either
in the French or English, contributed
largely to his succesr.

Got Protestant "npport.
In 189S the question of separate

schools became a troublesome Issue In
tho Manitoba elections. Laurler, al-
though a Catholic, had opposed the forc
ing ot separate schools on Manitoba and
the Catholic Bishops of Quebec directed
Catholics to vote against him. The
Protestants of tho province admired the
courage he had shown and rallied to
hta support with the result that his
position was sustained.

Notable achievements of the Laurler
regime were the granting of preferential
tariff on British products, autonomy to
the provinces ot Saskatchewan and Al-

berta, tho participation of Canada with
the British forces In the South African
war and the Inauguration of tho Grand
Trunk Pacific transcontinental railroad
scheme.

He was a delegate to Washington In
the interests of better relations between
Canada and the ' United States. On
August 23, 1398, lie was a member of
the Joint high commission which sat at
Quebeo to discuss questions Jointly af-
fecting Canada, Great Britain and the
United States.

Member of Privy Connelly

Sir Wilfrid took part In Queen Vic-
toria's diamond jubilee In 1897. He at-
tended the coronation of King Edward
In 1902 and that of King George In
1911. He represented Canada at the
Colonial Trade Conferences In London In
1902, 1907 and 1911. It was on

of his participation In the great
diamond Jubilee in 1897 that he was
made a member of the Imperial Privy
Council and was knighted (G. C. M. O.).

The chief Issue of the elections of 1911
was trade reciprocity with the United
States, which was urged by the Liberal
Government Sir Wilfrid was so strongly
committed to the policy of reciprocity
that he mode a visit to Washington In
the hope of furthering his cause. The
Liberals were defeated, but Sir Wilfrid
himself, whose personal popularity with
the people still continued, was reelected.
He was succeeded ns Premier by Sir
Robert Borden, who still holds office, and
the resumed his old post as
leader of the Liberal minority.

In a speech before the National Lib
eral leaders In 1912 Sir Wilfrid reiter
ated his belief In trade reciprocity with
the United States and spoke bitterly In
regard to Taft's allegation
that reciprocity would have made Can-
ada an adjunct of the United States. He
declared with much vehemence that his
friend, Theodora Roosevelt, did not share
Mr. Taft's Idea and said his reading of
history showed that where two nations
engage In profitable Interchange ot trade
they become more friendly and more re
spectful to each other.

Sir Wilfrid lost political Influence
rapidly In 1917 when he opposed the
Government s policy of conscription, sir
Robert Borden said the con-
scription act was a military measure
which called the sons of the rich as well
as the sons of the poor to the colors. He
Insisted that voluntary enlistment had
failed.

Sir Wilfrid's Viewpoint.
Sir Wilfrid maintained that the policy

of conscription merely conscripted hu-
man life and did not attempt to conscript
wealth, resources or the services of the
people other than those who come within
the age limit prescribed for military ser
vice. He declared that If the Liberals
were returned nothing would be done
about conscription unless the people first
had a chance to vote upon It at a refer
endum election. At the general election
In December, 1917. the Unionists had a
majority of fifty or more over the old
Liberals.

During the months Immediately pre
ceding this election Sir Wilfrid lost
some prestige, even among his Liberal
friends, by refusing to enter a coalition
Government under Sir Robert for the pe-

riod of the war. This coalition Govern-
ment was formed on October 12, and five
Liberals took places In the Cabinet

When conscription finally became a
law Sir Wilfrid gave up his fight against
It and called upon the men In his party
loyally to support the Government In
carrying out the law. At the opening
of Parliament In March last he made
a speech In reply to an address by the
Governor-Gener- of Canada In which
he pledged the .undivided support ot the
Opposition to tne Government m car
rying on the war to a glorious finish.

Sir Wilfrid was a tall man of hand-
some presence and a strongly Intellectual
face. He was a great student, an In
dustrious reader and was noted for his
general good humor. He was greatly
liked because he was always willing, no
matter where or when, to give anybody
a hearing.

He had a keen admiration for tho
United States and did not hesitate to
say so.

Sir Wilfrid married Zoe Iifontatne,
daughter of G, N.' R. Lafontalno of
Montreal, In 1888.

He served through the South
African war and later was In command
of various regiments In England.

He was the author of n number of
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books and contributed frequently to jour-
nals and reviews.
