FORTIFY FOR BATTLE

Councils Demand Withdrawal
of Ebcrt Forces Suppress

Newspapers.

Copenhagen, Feb. IS. A general
strike lias been .declared throughout
the Ruhr Industrial district along the
Rhine. Spartacans have occupied
Bochum, Ilnmborn and a number of
other places, according to a report
from Berlin.

The Spartacans are reported to be
fortifying tho waterworks and electric
power houses at Dusseldorf, Muhlheim
and Ilnmborn, and are preparing to re-

sist the Government troops now being
sent Into the district. The

leaders havo given orders
that no coal requisitioned by the Gov-

ernment bo delivered.

Newspapers Suppressed.
Despatches from Berlin eay the Spar-

tacans have stopped all work In the
newspaper ofllces aj Muhlheim and by
force kept the newspaper staffs from
going to tlie offices.

sign under protest.

The Berlin papers generally come to
th' same conclusion, except the Conser-
vative organs, such as the Krens Zrlfitiip
and tho Alpemrlne Zltmp, which de-

clare that the Government should have
refused to sign the terms, thus forcing
the Allies .to take the responsibility for a
renewal of military operations.
