result In the face of any vital emergency
affecting the Independence or eafety of
a high spirited people such as ours.
Thero should bo n common sense plan
among nil the grgat military Powers for
a reduction and' limitation of armament,
hut this plan should be specifically
worked out In advance of ILi accept-
ance and should bo submitted to the
Government and people of the United
mates ror tnelr approval or rejection,
and when approved there should be an
express reservation of the right of the
people of the United States to abrogate
the agreement upon due notice and
proper procedure. Tills blind commit-
ment of the people to submit their
future to the decision of a tribunal In
which tho United States Is only one voice
In a multitude would be a betrayal ot
me trust ond heritage of the nation."

Senator Polndexter unfavorably criti-
cised the article requiring arbitration
of .any form of dispute, noting that there
was uncertainty nnd conflict In the pro-
visions upon this matter. He asked
If the American people In a great and
vital emergency were ready to surrender
their power of ultimate decision nnd
give over In advance their freedom of
action In the defence of the nation.
Thel people would be false to Cleveland
and Ttoosevelt and Washington and Mon
roe, Senator Polndexter said, were they
blindly to subscribe to any such con-
tract. Ha asked If the League of Na-
tions could bring to Ituesla. nnd
said that even now, while talking of
perpetual peace our voice Is drowned
In the clamor of wnr.

Attacks Article X.
He strongly attacked Article X.. which

binds the United States to undertake
to "preserve as against external ag-
gressions the territorial Integrity and
existing political Independence In all
states, members of tho league," saying
that under this obligation the United
States .assumes the protection of every
nation which shall become a member
of the league. "No" such colossal burden
or entangling alliance was ever before
conceived In the world," tho Senator
said. "Instead of being an Instrument of
peace It Is the fertile seed of war, the
dragon's teeth from which, when sown,
armed soldiers will spring."

Ho objected to Article XII.. which
places upon the United States the guar-
dianship, with the other members of the
league, of certain colonies and terrltorleM.
And he said that the expense, labor
and sacrifice of life which will bo tna
direct result of such an obligation on
the part, of the United States am be-

yond calculation.
There was n indirect evil which he

foresaw In the assumption by the United
States of a despotism which, however
benevolen'. was nevertheless a, despot-Is- m

undermining the principles of local
government and nationality and substi-
tuting for these the principle of despotic
Internationalism.

What the outcome would be no man
could tell, but It would mean, he.sald,
the end and obsequies of American de-

termination and control of this hemi-
sphere In other words the death of the
Monroe Doctrine.

"Its application, construction and ex-

istence," he. said, "would then be de-

pendent upon the mercy of the very
nations against whose interests It was
promulgated. Its fate can easily be
foreseen." lie said the United States
would be compelled to surrender Its
power to protect Its citizens In Mexico,
for example, and he asked:

"If wo desire perpetual peace In
America do we need a League of "Na-

tions- to enforce It? Have we not al-

ready in the Union of States a league
of nations amply able to guarantee such
peace In the 'western world as our people

, may deem wlse.and Just?
"mere are some prices mat are too

j high to be paid even for peace. The
national liberty of action U the most
essential attribute of national sover-- J
clgnty."

People Mast lie Warned.
All this would be surrendered by the

constitution of the Leaguo of 'Nations,
and the destinies of the American
lieople would be taken from their own
control and placed In the league. It
cannot be done, at least In silence. It
must be known, ajifl the American
people must be advised of this proposed
surrender of their liberties.

Have the American people come to
the point where we must submit our
fate to the charity or good will or be-

nevolence of an alien power? Under-standlng- ly

our people will not so do It.
and if they do so It cannot be binding
upon their children, tnese cniinren,
when emergencies arise, will repudiate
the surrender of their liberties and as-
sert their ancient rights even at the
price of war. This Is inevitable, and
the, viae of such an obligation Is that
It leads to repudiation, to dishonor and
to war even though it is done In. the
name of high Idenls and fierpetual and
universal peace."

The Senator's mnln constitutional ar
gument was as follows:

The Government or the United Htates
has no constitutional power to make a
treaty transferring any of its sovereign
powers to an alien tribunal. JCo treaty
which taices, rrom tne various Depart-
ments of tho American Government, es-
tablished by the Constitution, the Juris-
diction therein conferred and transfers
it to an extraconsltutlonal body, and
particularly to an alien body, and par-
ticularly an alien body composed of for-
eign sovereign nations, is valid.

"Chief Justice Taney, In deciding the
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case of Doe et si. v. Braden, 16 Howard
633-85- said: The treaty Is therefore a
law made by "the proper authority and
the courts of Justice have no right to
annul or disregard any of Its provisions
uritess they violate the Constitution ot
the United States.'

"Here Is a clear Implication that
courts have the power to annul any
.treaty which violates the Constitution of
the United States. The same views were
expressed by Justice Swayne In the case
of the Cherokee tobacco, 11 Wallace,
616, where he said: "It need hardly be
said that a treaty cannot change tho
Constitution or be held valid It It bo in
Violation of that Instrument,'

Hound by Const Itnt Ion,
"Also Justice Field expressed his

views to tho fame effect In the care of
Geofroy v. Illggs, 133 U. 8., 255. where
he 'declared,' as stated by II. Duller,
Treaty .Making Power,' page 392, 'that
while the treaty ninklng power of the
United States extended to all proper
subjects of negotiation nnd Is In terms
unlimited, except by thoso restraints
which are found In the Instrument Itself
against the action of the Government, or
of Its departments, or from those aris-
ing from the nature of the Government
Itself, nnd that of the States, It would
not be contended that It extends so far
as to authorize what the Constitution-forbids- ,

or a change In the character of
the Government, or In that of one of the
States.' As stated by Prof. Woolsey:
The treaty making power must be ex-

ercised for the purpose of preserving na-
tional life, nnd not for destroying It.'"

The Senator looked over the world and
saw Internationalism moving at tho top
and nt the bottom toward the same end,
despotic control. He warned against
this spirit and develoi snent and saw the

of Nations as an enlargement of
tho conception. Ho closed with this
statement of belief that the seeds of
future war are perceptlblo In ths cove
nant:

"Under the provisions of Article XVI,
ot the proposed constitution, upon any
refusal on the part of the United States,
as a member of the proposed league, to
comply with the covenants of compulsory
arbitration of all matters, as set forth
tn Article XII., It 'shall thereby Ipso
facto be deemed to have committed an
act of war against all the other members
of the league, which hereby undertakes
Immediately to subject It to the sever-
ance of all trade or official relations, the
prohibition of all Intercourse- - between
other nationals and theinatlonats of the
covenant breaking state, and the pre
vention of all financial, commercial, or
personal Intercourse between the na
tlonals of the covenant breaking state
and the nationals of any other state.
whether a member of the league or not"

Would Surrender Independence.
"In other words, once we have entered

Into this fatal covenant, our failure to
obey the decrees of the league, or of
tribunals constituted under ths terms ot
Its constitution, automatically makes us
Into a state of war with all the other
nations composing the league. And this
Is the frightful compact we are asked
to make, to surrender our desttntes to
the league, with the awful penalty of
Immediate war upon us by all the com-
bined nations composing Its membership,
should we decline In any respect to obey
the decrees of the league, however de-

structive they may be of our happiness.
"This Is the substitute we are asked

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to make for the peaceful and happy state
Under which we have lived during the
greater part of our national career In
peace and amity with the world. Wo
have had but few wars and have avoided
war by avoiding the causes of war. We
are now asked to avoid war by multi-
plying Immeasurably the cause of war
and by surrendering to a heterogeneous
league of diverse 'races bur 'sovereign
rights and privileges. '

"By such a course the' Independence
which was preserved by the patriotism
of our people and the heroism of our
soldiers In the fighting wjijch, has Just
been concluded, will be surrendered, and
tho guarantees of penco which victory
has afforded us will be mortgaged lo
every nation In the world'.

"If this constitution Is ratified with-
out being submitted to the American
people In a political campaign where It
shall have, bevn tnade.au lw? APd.npon
which they will have had an opportunity
to render Judgment In n'ri election thon

In America: will have
disappeared. We are facing an abyss
and tho American people should not bo
led Into It blindfolded."

"Monstrous," flnys Fess.
"Monstrous" and "preposterous" were

the terms applied to the proposed league
by Ilvprcsentatlce Fess (Ohio), nn ac
knowledge authority on International law
and one of the Republican leaders In the
House. '

"The proposal Is fraight with grave
danger," said Mr. Fess. "The United
States Is to become an integral part of
a leaguo whoso legislative-bod- y v' oele-gat-

Is undetermined In number and
voting power.

Article provides each member has
but out vote. Article VII. provides the
method of Joining tho league, ond ex-

tends tho privilege to
countries, Including dominions nnd colo-
nics. This will give tho United King-
dom nt least five times tho voting poner
In the body of delegates that Is per-
mitted to the United States.

"The decisions of each body, delegates
or executive council are by a majority
vote, so that In all cases the findings of
tho council will be determined by five
members. In other words, any five of
tho nine voting together can bind the
United States without its consent to any
matter falling within the province of the
league.

"To be specific: Article XIX author
izes the league to vest mandatory author- -
It- - and select the nation to exercise It
over ruch countries recently under othet
sovereignties and which are not yet re
garded sufficiently stable to maintain
stable This article per-
mits by a vote of the league the neces-
sity of the United States to undertake
the maintenance of law and order In
Armenia, for example, or a country In
Africa. No matter what may be the wish
of our own people to avoid mixing in the
tangle of Uuropean or Asiatic polttlcs
any five of the nine can fix such respon-
sibility upon us.

"Any group of Ave of the nine can fix
the character of our defensive pro-
gramme, as the question of the size of
armament, large or small, or any mem-
ber of the league Is' apt to be put to this
vote by Aiticle VII.

"While the preamble or covenant arti-
cle pretends to limit the subject of con-
sideration to war It must extend without
limit, as It embraces what may be con-
sidered as causes of war, to be deter

"This nation should never under any
circumstances' surrender Its sovereignty
on any questions which pertain to Its
future welfare to a vote ot a league
made up of an Indeterminate number of
countries whose major Interests cannot
bo expected to be Identical with our
own.

No Porrer to Enforce Chances.
Mr. Teas declared lhat once the

United States had agreed to the proposed
leaguo It would not have the power to
compel changes In the constitution for

"Article XXVI purports to provide for
amendment of tho league," he said,
"but, of course, no amendments In the
Interests of tho Unlte'd States will Ukoly
ever be made, as It requires tho vote
of nil the nine States which are rep-
resented In the council, and then the
ratification of three-fourt- of the States
represented In the body of delegates.
