An American Justified.

Had the world remalined at peace
and the normal courde of men's oc
cupations been undisturbed by the
cataclysmic outburst of feroclous am-
bition ahd greed that has devastuted
many of Its most beautiful and Inter-
esting districts, his countrymen and
his udmirers In forelgn lands would
have celebrated the centennial of
Jasmes Russprt LoweLr's birth as the
anniversary of a lterary artist of
recognized abllity, a reporter of con-
temporary Incldents of Insight and
sagaclty, a receptive and judiclous
student of the past. The tributes to
his genius would have been Interest-
Ing and enlivefiing.

But the circumstances surrounding
the observances now In progress are
such that pelther the form nor the
manner In which Lowere-gnve expres-
slon to his thoughts and impressions
tnkes first place In the publie mind,
The substance of his message makes
the primary appeal to his countrymen ;
the lesson he continually and fervently
returned to engrosses their attention
to the subordination If not to the ex.
cluslon of the less vital matter of Its
adornment and outward garb.

As if Influenced by the fact his natal
day was the anniversary of that on
which Geomee WasHINGTON was born,
Lowerr was preeminently the protag-
onist of American democracy, of hu-
man equality, of the doctrines that
inspired the Declaration of Indepen-
dence and produced the Constitution.

Conditlons at Brest.

General Pemsiixa's report to the
War Department on the conditions at
Hrest should go a long way toward

If Brest were to be judged by the
storles recently told, before Congress
committees and elsewhere, our eol-
dlers in France were subjected in
pefice to horrors worse than those of
war. Yet we have the assupance of
the commander In chief, who has per-
sonally Inspected the camp within the
last month, that the geperal camp
conditions and the method of handling
troops at Brest are good, The fact
thnt the death rate in the camp s
lower than it wos in the earller
months of the winter certainly shows
thnt there has been uo recent collapse
in the sanitary system.

Brest |s not an ideal camp, belng
undeninbly 8 muddy region, but Its
convenlence to shipping made its use
neécossary. It Is probable that our
soldlers have undergone great discom-
fort there; but the difference between
discomfort and death |s of course Im-
measurable.
