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Cheaper Bread Abroad Than Here.

If a private corporation had In its
grip all tho country's wheat, and If
there was more of tho wheat than
could possibly be used, what should
the people think of that corporation
if, In finite of such a glut of wheat,
It made them pay famine prices for
their bread? What should the people
want to do to that grasping private
corporation?

In this country there are some
bushels of wheat. Tho United

States Grain Administration holds
more than 150,000,000 bushels of It
The rest Is nt the flour mills, in the
groin terminate and elevators and on
tho farms. But, except for such
wheat no can bo exported, the Gov
ernment Is the potential owner of all
the wheat because the Government Is
pledged to buy on the basis of $2.20
a bushel every bushel of wheat that
comes from tho farms. Any exces
sive prlco that the public Is compelled
to pay for Its bread, therefore, is
gouged out of the public. In fact, by
the United States Government

Between now and the time when the
lDlOwheatcrop begins to como inthcro
Is no chance that tho existing 450,

000,000 bushels of wheat can be dis
posed of either to domestic or to for
eign consumers. A home consumption
of 50,000,000 bushels a month would
bo unusually large. But If tho Amer-

ican people did consume 60,000,000
bushels a month between now and the
first day of next July, when there will
bo hundreds of millions of bushels of
the new crop in sight and on the way
to market even such liberal consumpi
tlon would take care of only 200,000,-00- 0

bushels of the 430,000,000 bushels
which tho Government holds or muse
take when It Is offered to It.

If this country could export be-

tween now and the first day of July
en average of 25,000,000 bushels of
wheat a month It would be doing
wonders, because Australia and the
Argentine are both exporting their
surplus wheat at export prices far be
low even our $2.20 farm price. But
if we did manage, between now and
tho first day of July, to ship 100,000,-- !
000 bushels of wheat out of the coun-
try, there would btlll be left on tho
hands of the Government more than
160,000,000 bushels.

There 6eeiM little doubt in truth,
that the wheat carry-ove- r will be near-
er 200,000,000 bushels than 150,000,-00- 0

bushels. And right on top of that
unless .blizzards blast and droughts
wither the unexampled new crop of
1010, there will come to market surely
another billion bushels, perhaps a bill-

ion and a quarter of bushels. Then
there will be on this side of the water
such a surplus of wheat as the world
never called for In peace or In war.

Yet because the Government under
its pro ml so to the farmers, must pay
for every bushel of It $2.20, It hi still
proposed In the name of the Govern
ment that the American people, burled
under wheat, shall be compelled to
buy their hread on the old basis of
$2.26 for wheat. When tho Govern-
ment should release the overabundant
whfatto the consuming public under
Uie taw or supply ami ueraana, so mat
the people might have cheap broad, It
is still proposed in the name of the
Government that the American loaf
hall remain a famlno loaf.

If the United States Government
persists In this determination to make
the American people pay more for
their brosd than tho rest of th world
will pay for Its bread, what must it
expect the peoplo will think of It?
What must It expect tho people will
want to do to It?

Wero
such a contention to be admitted tho
whole scheme of government by law
would be upset. Under such o ridicu-
lous conception of responsibility be-fo- ro

tho law no system of government
could endure.

George Washington's Immortal
Blcssage to Americans of All Times.

Never in the history of the United
States has the warning agalnot en-

tangling foreign alliances uttered by
George Washington on September

1700, applied moro exactly to tho
situation of tho nation than It does

tho one hundred and clghty-scv-ent- h

anniversary of his birth, which
wo celebrate y with augmented
respect for his foresight and increased
reverence for his moral greatness.

The passages Ajx, the Farowcll Ad
dress setting forth tho doctrine of
Independent and untrammelled action
Washington urged his countrymen to
adopt are brief, but pregnant with
wisdom :

"It we remain ons peoplo, under an
efficient government, the period is not
far oil when wa may defy material in- -

Jury from external annoyance; when
we may take auch an attitude as will
cause the neutrality we may at any
time resolve upon to be scrupulously re-

spected; when belligerent nations, un-

der the impossibility of making acquisi-

tions upon us, will not lightly hazard
the giving us provocation ; when we may
choose peace or war, as our Interest,
guided by Justice, shall counsel.

"Why forego the advantages of so

peculiar a situation? Why quit our own

to stand upon foreign ground T Why,
by Intorweavlng our destiny with that
of any part of Europe, entangle our
peace and prosperity In the tolls of
European ambition, rlvalshlp, Interest,
humor or caprice?

"It is our true policy to steer clear
of permanent alliances with any por
tion of the foreign world, so far,
mean, as wo are now at liberty to do

it ; for let me not beeunderstood as capa
ble of patronizing Infidelity to existing
engagements. I hold the maxim no less
applicable to public than to private af
fairs that honesty is alwaya the beat
policy. I repeat, therefore, let those en- - I

gagements be observed In their genuine
sense. Dut In my opinion It Is unneces-
sary and would be unwise to extend
them.

"Taking care always to keep our-

selves by suitable establishments on a
respectable defensive posture, we may
safely trust to temporary alliances for
extraordinary emergencies."

It Is of peculiar Importance at this
critical period that the circumstances
under which Washington formulated
this policy of self-relian-

should not be forgotten. Ho was
declining to be President for a third
term; his second term had been
marked by violent dissensions pro-

duced In tho young republic by Eu--

opean politics.
The French Revolution, the French

war with Great Britain, had put the
United States to a severe test Wash-
ington had lived up to his principle
of no entangling alliances, amid great
popnlar turmoil. A strong faction
here would have Joined the French
gainst the English. GrNCT, the rep

resentative of the French Repub
lic, counted on public opinion so
confidently he defied Washington's
proclamation of neutrality. Jacobin
clubs abounded, virulent here as their
prototypes were In France. The
United States was embroiled from
north to south over Issues of foreign
politics; its statesmen were divided,
its future endangered. Washington
administered the Government through
a period In which domestic concerns
wero frequently ovorshadowed by for-

eign affairs, and at times the very
life of tho Infant democracy seemed
nt stake.

Why the Farmer Objects to Day
light Saving.

The farmer works from un to sun
even when he uses a tractor, and his
day's work Is laid out on n schedule
n.l.tf.li nrnvlflae that fnllra otinll
regulate their by the clock time
to which everybody Is accustomed,
When daylight saving was Introduced
Inst March the farmer found himself
an hour behind in the morning, with
no opportunity to make it up.

After the clocks had been eet ahead
the farmer who took a load of vege-
tables to market had to start an hour

earlier than his habit was, because
his customers, adjusting themselves
to the new time, were on hand earlier.
But tho farmer bad been getting up
at daybreak or before, anyway, and
tho oxtra hour of daylight after noon
was of no real advantago to him.

Similarly, when tho railroads con-

formed to tho new time, tho farmers
Who shipped produce on morning
trains had to get to tho freight sta-

tions an hour earlier than before.
Under ordinary conditions many of
them had to leave their farms beforo It
the sun was up, and tho chango In
tlmo put nn ndded burden of early
rising on them.

Such changes in life on tho farm, It A

Is asserted, put back the routine of
tummor work considerably. Tho In-

terference with the normal course of
performance of dally duties Is repre-
sented as having caused Inconveni-
ence to all farmers and real hardship
to many. Consequently, tho farmers
aro opposed to another chango in clock
time, and tho Senate Committee on
Agriculturo and Forestry has ndded
an amendment to tho agricultural ap-

propriation hill which would repeal a
the daylight saving act.

Daylight saving proved popular in
cities and larger towns last year, and
effected a worth while suvlng in fuel
and In transportation. It gave a great
many persons employed In factories
and offices opportunity to work war
gardens. It provided time for numer
ous games of golf that might not have
been played except for setting the
hands of the clock ahead. It Is be
yond doubt, however, that most Amer
icans looked on it as a war measure,
and if the farmers' complaints against
It are well founded they deserve a re
spectful hearing.

Return to the Convention Bystemt

The New York Republican County
Committee voted four to ono at Its
February meeting in favor of aban
doning tho system of direct nomina
tion for party candidates and return
lng to tho convention system.

While this political body was tak-
ing this action, tho Association of the
Bar of tho City of New Tork, on or-

ganization ns n as can
easily be conceived, recorded Itself In
favor of the same reform, so far ns
candidates to be voted for by nil the
electors of the Stato and for Judi-
cial offlce are concerned.

Thus two important and representa-
tive societies, whose members are
peculiarly qualified to pass Judgment
on the effectiveness of law's regulat-
ing the selection of candldntes for
office, simultaneously recorded them-
selves against direct nominations and
for conventions. The political work-
ers In the County Committee and tho
legal authorities In the Bar Associa-
tion, experienced In the practical
workings of tho primary law at the
polls and In the courts, oppose Its re-

tention and unlto In the demand for
Its repeal.

They express the conviction of every
man who has Intelligently observed
the operation of the direct nomina-

tion system. They record the senti-
ment of every individual who has
watched It demoralize parties and foil
the will of the enrolled voters. Their
voices should be heard and heeded by
the lawmakers at Albany nnd by Gov
ernor Smith, who assorts that giving
the people the simple, workablo means
of naming their candidates for office
Is n matter of comparatively small
consequence In the settlement of
State affairs.

The Cardinal's Jubilee,

It Is nearly fifty years since the
groat Vatlcnn Council brought to
gether seven hundred or more mem
bers of the Roman Catholic hierarchy.
Tho youngest of them was the Bishop
of North Carolina, James Gibbons,
who on Thursday recalled to his hear
ers, at tho celebration of his golden
episcopal Jublleo, that of all that gath
erlng ho alone survives.

Massachu-
setts retains competent and satisfac-
tory legislators In her service; the
old Bay Stato voters are not fickle in
their attachment to the men they se-

lect for public service, Mr. Giixsjrr1
has had thirteen continuous terms, a
record equalled only by. that of Rep-

resentative Coopeb of Wisconsin. Un-

cle Joe Cannon of Illinois has had
twenty-on- e terms, but his legislative
career, which began with tho Forty-thir- d

Congress, has been Interrupted
twice, ho having failed of election to
both tho Fifty-secon- d and tho Sixty-thir- d

Congresses.
From the beginning of his member

ship Mr. Giixett has devoted espe-

cial study to the work of tho Appro-
priations Committee, of which bo is
the ranking minority member In tho
Sixty-fift- h Congress. Unfortunately
the title of this committee docs not
exactly define tho scopo of Its activi
ties. All of tho appropriation bills
do not come before It. They arc scat
tered among a dozen committees. But
no faithful member of tho Commit
tee on Appropriations can fall In the
performance of his duties to acquire

vast fund of Information on the
financial condition nnd needs of tho
nation. Mr. GrmcTT has been faith-
ful In his committee work, no will
take the Speaker's chair with wide
knowledge of the abuses that mark
too many appropriation measures,
thorough comprehension of the means
by which raids on the Treasury are
made possible, and a reputation for
disinterested zeal In the taxpayers'
behalf.

tlcal nation, and If he had lived some
time In France, as I have, he would
realize the nightmare of a sudden ag1
gressloa under which they have lived
for the last fifty years, and would un-

derstand their desire for some protec-
tion more solid than a "scrap of paper."

I venture to offer a suggestion which
would probably meet the French views
without arousing opposition either here
or abroad.

Let the signatories of the League of
Nations each send a military contingent
to a training camp to bo established
along the left bank of the Rhine or some
part of It situated In tho devastated
regions of France. Let these be re-

placed from time to time, say every year,
so that practically the whole armies

till maintained by the various signato-
ries would pass through this camp peri
odically. This wotfld cost no more than
ending an equal number of American

troops to Honolulu or the Philippines;
or English troops to India, or French
troops to Morocco.

The men of tho various contingents
would fraternize and learn to under-
stand each other, especially If Olympic
games, rifle matches, c were encour-
aged. It would make for efficiency and
smartness, as no ons contingent would
like to be considered Inferior to another.
The officers would exchange Ideas on the
latest wrinkles in methods and tactics,
whllo tha commanders would learn to
handle large bodies of troops, as some
arrangement could probably be made
whereby each General commanding ma
noeuvred tha whole mass from time to
time. The French hesitation would be
overcome, because there would always
be near the frontier a very considerable
body of trained troops ready to move
on twenty-fou- r hours notice from their
home Governments I In case of sudden
aggression,

Meanwhile, the establishment of such
a camp would Involve tho Individual
spending of quits a considerable sum of
money, which would go far toward help
lng the reconstruction of the devastated
regions of France. And lost but not
least, there could be no question of run-
ning foul of the Constitution.

Why Substitute the German for the
Paris Standard?

To tub Editor or Tub Sun air: In
Tub Son of February 13 a correspondent
who signs himself merely "E" calls at-

tention to the unfortunate situation In
this country whereby a certain group of
musicians havo undertaken to discredit
the best recognized standard pitch,
namely, the international pitch with A"

at 435 vibrations, and substitute for this
a slightly higher pitch with A' at 40
vibrations.

As no good argument has been ad-

vanced for discarding the International
pitch, the use of which has been steadily
Increasing since Its establishment at
Paris In 1859, I have come to the

that the effort to give prominence
to a pitch slightly higher than the
standard la being carried on by those
who have either selfishly or Ignorantly
allowed themselves to depart from the
recognized standard- - Itather than ac-

knowledge their error nnd back up, they
liave Eoucht to discredit the interna- -

tkuial pitch to Justify the construction
of Instruments or performances at
hlaher than the recomlzed standard.

Though I have heard some musicians'
of German predilections attempt to
Justify the A 440 as having been estab
lished In Germany some years prior to
the Paris diapason normal of 1859
later known as the International I can
not find that the Schclbler, Stuttgart or
German pitch of 440 ever had any ap
preciable following In Germany. PTOb

ably this was because the figure was
advocated not by a group of musicians
but by a society of physicists. Making
reference nt this time to the Stuttgart
A at 440 Is merely hauling out some-

thing which had been long forgotten be-

cause It gives' a plausible argument.
As the present situation la unfortu-

nate and In many ways detrimental to
the advancement of music In this coun-

try, an honest effort should be made to
clarify It before It becomes worse. I
believe this can beat be done by a cam-

paign of education, and If your corre-
spondent "E" or any others are Inter-
ested In working toward this end, I
suggest that they make themselves, as
well as their opinions, known. It is
equally Important to hear from those
who feel that there Is Justification for
departing from the standard A 435 If
they can give any clear nrgument for
the action of the Federation, which went
on record as against the established
standard.

ENFORCING PROHIBITION.

Fear That Some Advocates of Dry-ne- ts

May Balk.

According to tha press of Delaware,
tha measure was ominously received by
the "dry" brethren of tha House and
their suDDorters throughout tha State.
Even Uia Anti-Salo- League, which is
supposed to be the one implacable ene
my of booze In all Its forms, objected
to tha drastlo features of Mr. Klalr's
suggested law. The predicament of
these drya, who probably were worried
over having their cellars raided, caused
hilarity In the camp of the wets. The
objections of the prohibitionists carried
the day. however, and Mr. Klalr. al
though a prohibitionist himself, capitu-
lated to the calamitous howls of tho dry
forces.

As coming events cast their shadows
before. It can safely be predicted that
the Blue Hen Stato will not give abso
lute concurrent action nor shall It make
appropriate legislation within the mean
ing of tho Eighteenth Amendment. Tho
action of the Delaware prohibitionists,
and they are not dissimilar to prohibi-
tionists the country over, may show
that the Eighteenth Amendment, over
which tho drya made such Jubilation,
may not be such a fearful thing after
all.

CROPSEY HALTS BIG'

CITY STOCK ISSUE

Citizens Union Gots Injunc-
tion Against Hylan

CRAIG PLANS TO APPEAL

Court Rules Legal Acta of Pre
vious Officials May Not Bo

Overturned.

"Tha Illegality of tho proposed act
seems so clear that It Is tha duty of tha
court to grant the Injunction sought,"
wrote Justice Cropsey In tho Brooklyn
Supremo Court yesterday In granting
tha restraining order asked by tha Citi-

zens Union to prevent the Hylan admin-

istration from issuing $4,500,000 in cor-

porate stock to pay past expenses of tha
Public Service. Commission.

Tha city will take an appeal, as tha
administration wishes to put 13,500,000
of itie money raised by tha bond Issue
IttM the general fund for the reduction
of taxation. It calls It "refunding" of
expenses that havo been met by' revenue
bonds already paid out of budget charges.- -

The other 11,000,000 It Is proposed to use
to pay oft revenue bonds still outstand
ing.

Tha claim la mada br tho cltr of
ficials that under tha dual subway con
tracts no moneys can be placed to its con
struction account by the city unless they
have been raised by corporate stock.
Justice Cropsey punctures this contention
and declares that It Is a matter or Judg-
ment with an administration whether it
Issues corporate stock or special revenue
bonds.

However, the Justice holds that it Is
not permissible that one administration
should overturn an absolutely legal act
of another. In regard to the (1,500,000
tor "refunding" purposes Justice Crop
sey says:

"The city has no general power In tha
absence of express statute Uau

stock or bonds to reimburse Its
treasury for payments made from it
Now a new administration seeks to up
set and undo alt that has been done by
prior administrations.

"To permit such a course to be fol
lowed would work havoc. It would make
conditions chaotic. There would be no
finality In nny action, for each succeed
lng administration would undo what any
of Its predecessors had done, or could
even reverse Itself. When an admlnls
tratlon or one of Us boards or depart
ments has lawfully adopted a policy or
has 'resolved to proceed In a certain way,
and the action or policy has been carried
out, It cannot be rescinded or changed
through a different policy or action that
originally might have been valid."

The plea that a prior administration
once "refunded oxpensos or the public
Service Commission by an Issue of cor
porate stock for the general fund has no
bearing on the case.

In regard to the proposal to use SI
000,000 of the new corporate stock to
replace revonue bonds Justice Cropsey
points to tho city's statement that such
a transaction Is necessary because cor
porate stock should have been Issued In
the first place.

'But, as has been shown. Justice
Cropsey adds, "the Issue of special reve
nue bonds was not Illegal. It was one
of the two authorized methods of paying
thpse expenses, nnd there" Is no provision
of law for l8sulnr special revenue bonds
pending1 an Issue of corporate stock.

The charter expressly provides for tho
Issuance of corporate stock notes In an
ticipation of or pending the Issuance of
corporate stock.
