Furpiture and Hangings of
Great Historle Value Are
Now on View,

ITALIAN RELICS SHOWN

Exhibit Consists of Kountze
and Stillman Colleetions
—Panels by Romano.

Thes rare furniture and hangings from
the estaten of the late Augusus Kountae
and the Iate James Btiliman, now on
view In the galleries of the American
Art Arsociation preparatory to the sale
on March 1, form a most imposing dis-
play. They are truly regalIn’ dspect and
if the full history of the pleces wera
known It would doubfieas be seen they
had more than once, been !n the pos-
seamion of princes A

Many of the gilt, bronze and marble
consols seem Lo call for palace walln as
backgrounds, but Tortunataly there now
seem to b a8 mAany pelaces In New
York as elzewnare, so the ohjecta will
not have to retravel the acean to sscurs
an atmoaphers. But the featurs of the
pollection seems to he the number of
important tapestrien There are not only
many figurs and verdure hangings, but
& number of saion sata of furniture
cuthloned In old tapestry.

The sef of four allegorical tapestriss
dating from the Alxteenth century Iltal-
lan ranfixsance were dasigned, 1t s sald,
by no lees an wrtlat than Glullo Romano.
The execution ia atteibuted ‘to the Flem-
Ikl master weaves Nlcolas and Jolin
Karcher, who worked under ducal pa-
tronage In Italy.

One shows the "Festival of tha Vin-
fagn," two of the hangings [Hustrate
hunting scenes, and the remalning tapos-
try celebrates “Harvesting. The com-
positionn contaln many fAgures, drawn’
decoratiVely and quaintly, and the colors
have besn moftened by time intdo agree-
able harmonies.

Other tapestries includs Flemish
weaves of tha elghteenth century, one of
which has for a subject ““The Mortunas
Teller,” ‘and there Is a group of iInter-
esting verdure tapesiry pane's. One of
the salon sulta has Aubusson tapestry
coverings on the sofa and chalrs, the
frames belng fAnished In soft French
gray. The ohalrs are finely dealgned
and the tapesiry subjects are after the
famous mamters,

A walnut armeralr of sixteenth cen-
tury Florentine work has a tapestry back
with a deaign of & goat's head. It came
trom the Stefano Pardinoe collsction. A
fine wrought Iron NAftesnth century fire
screen and an early bronzs door knocker
also came from the Bardino sale.

An unusual number of white bearskin
ruge are part of the display, as well ar
u remarkable clock. The ciock is of
oak, very tall, with indicators that indl-
cate much more than the mere time, and
has a handsome case. ‘This |s richly
carved with a crucifixion In desp rellef
upor: the main panel. It eames from
England, the works bearing the date
1645,

DIES AT AGE OF 87

Pioneer Woman Physician Iad
Long Career of Marked
Eccentricities,

WORE MEN'S ATTIRE AT 16

Got Medal for Heroism in Civil
War—Not Liked by
Suffragists.

Lonely In her life and lonely in her
death wan Dr, Mary Walkor, who passed
away Friday night at Bunker HIll, near
Oswogo, N. Y. st the age of 87. Dr,
Walker, who was injured in a fall on the
Capllol steps In Washington two years
Ago, returned to her home on Bunker
HIlIl with her bodily health much weak-
ened, but her wallant spirit was net

broken, and to nelghvors who wanted to
help her In taking care of her lionuss she
she always sald “No.” It was sy rpring
thut whe returned, drepplog oyt fAnally
for good and sl from the publle wMairs
In which she had so long taken her own
plcturesgue. eccentric part.

For & tImo she stuck it out alone, but
the town authorites, troubled over her
econdition, porsuaded her to g0 to the
United Htates General Hospital at Fort
Ontario. But she wapnted Lo go homs,
and after sevornd weaks, as sho up-
parently Improved, she was allowed 1o
leave the hospital. The Improvement
dld not Just.  Aa the end drew near she
agreed 1o ko refoge Ih the home of &
nolghbor, and it wans there that shie died
Bhe will be buried in ()swego, where in
1832 she waa born.

It is unfortunate that this unusual
character, who was a ploncer womin
physiclan of no mean abiiity, who did
splendid work In the civil war as & nurse
and surgeon—so good that Congress
gave to her a gpecinl medal In recog-
nition—and who gave her Ume and
strengih without stint to advance the
cause of woman, Is remembered, prob-
ably always will be remembered as long
an her memory lives at all, by the fact
that she wore men's clothes. The
trousers, frook coat. starched shirt and
collar and high silk heat in which she
choee to attire her ilttla body effectu.
slly overshadow all the work she ever
did.

Done Troasers When a Girl,

Her reasons for donning man's at-
tire were simple anough. Sha gave them
onee years axo {n an intarview in which
tre also related the abuse her independ-
enca hrought upen her, Her reasons
were hyglenlc, springing from tha con-
viction, which her work as a doctor had
planted in her mind, that woman's dress
had brought upon the gex untold weak-
nessen, dooming many women to 1ife-
Tong invalidism,

She was Jist a girl of 18 when #he
made her radical decislon, but not all
at once di] she go Into trousers uncon-
cemled and upashamed. Sho experi-
ment with short skirts, with long fap-
ping coats and other davices to hide her
pants. At last she threw off all dia.
guisss nnd adopted the conventlonal gen-
tlemen's dress

The fight she had to make was not
enry. Not oniy glid strecl boys rotten
egx her, but her own mex, or most of
it, wams horrified. Women made faces
At her in the street. Onoe a woman in
New York oity st a bif dog on the
Ii(tia doctor, but the woman's hushand,
much disturbed by hian wife's action,
pald Dr. Walker for the Injury the dog's
testh did to her kid glove

Several times policemen arrestad hep
for ‘masquernding in men‘s clothes'--
ones in Chieago—but she had a good
Aefénce. Congress lteelf had passed a
