"I am Interested if. I can in bringing
together the various phrases und clauses
of this proposed constitution of a League
of Nations and of exposing- to view the
real meaning of. tho document. It Is the
most remarkably obscure Instrument I
have ever read. 1 think any man might
say that ho oan put this Instrument Into
perfectly clear and lucid expression In
one-fift- h of the words. It Is because of
this remarkable construction and ob-
scurity that It Is necessary to ask you
to follow with great care and at a
painful waste of time the lancuago of
this deed of power.

Calls It n Surrender.
Two 'or three propositions I wish to

law down and then I shall come to an
analysis ot the document Itself. Bhall
we surrender with tho pen what Wash-
ington gained by his sword? Shall wo
repudiate the nationalism under which
we havo become the first people of the
earth' for the doubtful experiment of In-

ternationalism? Shall wo make our Gov-
ernment of the people, by' the people and
for tho people a government partly by
the people and partly by kings and
emperors?

"The answer to these questions is In-

volved In the acceptance or rejection of
the present constitution of the League of
Nations. The hour1 la big with the fate
of the world. The consequences flowing
from the steps threatened to be taken
must Inevitably affect all peoples, na-
tions and tongues of. the living. A sit-
uation so projected demands the atten-
tion of every loyal cltlxen of tho re-

public."
When the United-State- s entered the

war, Senator Reed said; It was a com-
plete sovereign nation acknowledging no
master and arbiter of Its own destiny.
He continued :

"A victor In tho war, shall she never
theless emerge a mere constuent state of
a league dominated by European mon-
archies and Aslatlo despots? Shall her
nationalism bo stricken down and for

an Internationalism? Shall
our independent democracy come under
tho control either in wholo or In part of
foreign monarch or of foreign l?

f --

Affirms Earlier Objections.
"A few weeks ago. I ventured to state

in a speech that the proposed league
would (a) abrogate the Monroe Doc-

trine, (b) surrender In part our sover-
eignty, (c) Involve us In tho conflicts of
the world, (d) compel us to contribute
to an International force which might In
certain emergencies be used agatrurt us.
(e) submit matters vital, to the United
States to.' a tribunal the majority of
which would be composed of foreigners.

"At once there arose an Indignant
protest. Members of tfongress and many
Important members of the press insisted
that the attack upon the league was
prejudicial and unfair because the plan
of no such league was In contemplation.

"I now affirm and shall undertake to
show that the text of the leaguo con-

stitution as submitted embraces every
evil I predicted and that It carries us
Into many other Iniquities to which I
shall call attention.

Control nests Wills' Foreigners.
"In order to understand the questions

Involved It Is necessary to study the
composition of the League of Nations.
That study, which will speedily demon-
strate five things, I am anklng the Sen-
ate now to hold this In their minds as
we proceed:

First, that the control of the league
from the first inevtlably will be Irt
European and Asiatic .nations having
many interests In common and who
may have 'common antagonisms
ugalnst ua

Second, the British Empire In all
probability will constltuto the con-
trolling Influence of tho league.

Third, If at any time Great Britain
shall lose control, the Germanic powera
will be likely to succeed to her posl- -
tlon of dominance.

Fourth, there is in the background
the menace of world Bolshevism. In-
deed that monster Is the most earnest
advocate of internationalism. Its
fangs are plainly visible In the con-
stitution of the league.

Fifth, whoever controls tho league
will control the world. The composi-
tion of the league members of the
league are known as the high contract-
ing parties; at present these are, so
far as disclosed, Great Britain, France,
Italy, Japan and the United States.
H la provided that they may also In-

clude (a) other etates permitted to
sign when the league is formed, a list
of these states being made up; (b)
those names thus In a secret protocol
aa states to be Invited what these
states aro we are not advised; (c)
any self governing countries Inclu-

ding get. the language dominions and
colonies that may be admitted by a
two-thir- vote.

lint One Vote for America,
Heading from the leaguo constitution

Senator Heed ald :

" "Tho action of tho members is to be
ltlfcrtJl1 through a body composed of
lel,at,'. of members. Each mini- -

j ber has but one vote, but may hav e three
delegates." So let me pause to mark It.

"T.le United Stales of America will
have one vote and only one vote In i

thlx league. The smallest nation ad-
mitted and the smallest independent
colony admitted will have a vote equal

America.
"1 come now to discuss the question

of who wllj control this league. At
present It Is composed of tho known
signatories. They are tho British Em-plr- e,

an empire; Italy, a monarchy;
.'nT, , a inmry nilifi. potior ; France,
a republic; the United States, a republic.
Thus the league will be composed of
three monarchtos and two republics.
Who will control It, I ask again?

"It must not be forgotten that Franco
Is under Immeasurable pbllgatlons to
Great Britain of money and of grati-
tude. She U always bound to rely upon
Great Britain for assistance for ship-
ping money and protection. The British
Empire holds the ky to the Medltcr
r'anrean. The Mediterranean Is vital to

i . ...
I r ranee, upon me army ami navy or me

British Empire France Is and always
must be dependent against the great
Germanic people.

Menace of 3,000 Years,
"This menace has been present for

2,000 years. Tho soil of Alsace-Lorrain- e

was watered with the blood of contend- - '

ing Gaul and Teuton before Christ was
born; and every century since the red'
stain has been renewed. France knows
that a combination between Germanic '
powers and tho British Empire would
mean her annihilation. She Vlso knows
that cannot be prevented by the United
States of America. Italy amj France
are so similarly situated for the pur-
poses of this argumeht that what has I

been said of one may be applied to the '

other. Great Britain. France and Italy'
are bound together by geographical con- - J

tlnulty and by many common Interests
In which tho United States Is not con- -'

cerned and which may even bo an-- 1

tagonlstlc to us. . ' --- ,

Four Aliens Against One,

"It appears that If the original organ-
ization of tho leaguo is limited to the
five known members, namely, tho British
Empire, France, Italy, Japan and the
United States, In any controversy thero
will be tho vote of four aliens against
the single voto ot the United States.
Clearly tho United States is from the
first at a disadvantage.

"What nations aro named In tho secret
protocol na eligible we do not know.
Neither do wo know whether any or all
of those named In tho sqcret protocol
will Join tho league. We do know and
get this, pleaee that at' any time by a
two-thir- vote any State or dominion
or colony can be admitted, and when
they are admitted they shall each have
one vote, each having a vote equal to
that of the United" States"

Turning to the question- of colonies
which could be admitted to tho league
and have a Aill vpfe. equal, to that of the
United States, Senator Reed read from
the league constitution as follows.'

"'Section 7. Admission to . the league
shall be limited to fully
countries. Including the dominions and
colonies.' "

This, Mr. Iteed said, would make eligi-
ble Canada, Australia, 'New Zealand and
tho Union ot South Africa, all British
colonies. Their admission to the league
would givo Oreat Britain alone five Votes
to America's one.

At this point Senator Gore (Okla.)
pointed out that Australia has. fewer
people than the State of New Tork by
2,000,000.

There Is no reason that Egypt, Persia
and India canaot have votes nlao as
British colonies Mr, Heed
said, nnd contlnped:

"The foregoing commentaries make It
plain that the league as orlgtnally or-
ganized will (a) bo In all probability
dominated by Great Britain; (b) this"
primary control will enable her to main-
tain her control by regulation of new
membership : (c) .her right to vote her
colonies and dominions gives her an Im-

mense adv&ntago; (d) from the first and
at' all times European and Asiatic-Influence-

'will predominate over the United
States: (e) assuming that no general
revolution takes place In the Immediate
future It Is clear that from Its Incep-
tion monarchies will largely outnumber
tho republics.- If, however, the Bolshe-
vists and Socialists and internationalists
shall succeed In raining control of a
large number of countries then that In- -.

fluence may become predominant and the
league be brought within Its complete
control or the Influences referred to may
combine with "despotic Towers as the
Bolshevists of Russia with Germany
against us', hgalnst our allies and' thjs
work Irrevocable havoc."

Must Consider Ten'tons, '

Mr. Reed pointed out that any coun-
try of Europe which may be admitted to
the league, no matter how small

could offset the vote of the
United States.

"Now follow this." said Senator Reed.
"Germany and Austria cannot be forever
apart from this league; 'nor Russia, un-
less we are to have a league that will
compose one half the World and allow
another leaguo to he formed that will
compose tho other half and then the two
leagues fight It put for supremacy and
thus Insure another world war. So we
must consider thorn. If Germany and
Austria and Russia are admitted as they
ultimately must be. then each of 'these
countries will cast a vote equal td that
of the United States, indeed the four
kingdoms of the German empire and the
live kingdoms of the Austro'-Hungari-

empire all undoubtedly could qualify.
"The one great country on the western'

hemisphere whlchC might, have natural
geographical and economic- - interests
with us la a part pf the British Empire.

"I come now to the question of the
Jurisdiction of the league and I asnert
that Its powers aro almost unlimited.
Every nation entering the league yields
to its arbltralment and decision all con-

troversies with other countries even
though they Involve the national honor
and national life. There Is no exception,"

Senator Reed" "then quoted frbm the
league constitution to fhow the enormou
and practically unlimited powers of the
executive council. He also read the pro-

vision which would give the executive
council power to make plans for reduc-
tion of armaments. Thus, he Continued.
If the United States' entered the league
It would 'loso its right to determine the
size of Us own ermy and navy and place
that right in the hands of the league
controlled by Europeans and Asiatics.

Entering the league. Mr. Reed said.
Is abdication of American rights and
American property. It will permit the
aliens to limit the size of the American
army and navy, to regulate the manu-
facture of American guns and ammuni-
tion for the American' Government, and
oven the amount which private citizens
may make. He then said:

"Since they have limited our arms.
our right to make tJiem, the size of opr
armies and our navies let us see what
else they aro empowered to do. Notice
the language or Articles a. anu :

" 'Article , X The high contracting
parties undertake to respect and reserve
as agalnHt external argre'sslon the terri-
torial Integrity and existing political In-

dependence of all States members of
tho league. In case of any such aggres-
sion "

Cite Case off Ireland,
"I psuso nt that. It makes us agree

to Fpend our arms and our money to
protect the borders and sustain the
Government of every nation on this
earth, whether It be despotic or not, from
all outside attack, which means also that
If any nation should go to the. rescue
of any part of a people rising In rebel-lio- n

to gain their liberty that would be
un outside attack.

"Suppose that Ireland were to rebel
and that some outside help were to be
aaofc 'r Irelu It Jjr" W mi
duty In guaranteeing Gre.1t Britain

"Any Threat Or Danger."
"I read from article 10," he continued.

"And notice the language: 'In case' ofany such aggression or in case of any
threat or danger of such aggression the
executlvo council shall advlso upon tho
means by which tho obligation shall be
fulfilled.'

"Any .threat or danger! Why, sirs, a
cloud of dispute as big aa a man's handmay rise In the' political horizon and
that could be construed Into a threat

A dispute with Mexico over on
oil territory, a dispute with reference to
the stealing of American cattle; a dls--
pute with referenco to shooting across
the lino all these would be threats of
danger .and Instantly this body of non,
English speaking foreigners living. 8,000
miles from here could assume Jurisdic-
tion and could advise upon the means by
which the high contracting parties willpreserve the territorial and political In-
dependence of Mexico.

In Hands of a Fey Men.
"I read Article XI. 5 'Any war or

threat of war, whether immediately af-
fecting any of the high contracting
parties or not, Is hereby declared a mat-
ter of concern to the league and thehigh contracting parties reserve theright: to take any action that may be
deemed wise and effectual to safeguard
the peace of nations.'

"What I Do you say this league Is to
Interfere- - with matters outside Its own
members and that do net concern its
own mombers? It la unbelievable that
bo monstrous a thing as that should
be proposed; yet It inhere nlalnlv writ
ten down. Even Tafl ought to bo made
,u ru n every aay to nts audiences,
It means that these eight or nine men
who constitute this council may take
whatever action they see fit.

Forbidden Declare "Wr.
now to another phase. Theright to declaro war Is taken from the

American Congress and placed In the
executive council, which Is eight to one
composed of foreigners: Broadly speak-
ing every question or any question
arising anywhere in the world that may
provoke disputes or may' cause a war
comes within tho Jurisdiction of this
board of nine en. but among other
things the Monroo Doctrine, border s,

the right of aliens to enter and
remain In tho United States, privileges
of aliens while eo remaining, the rights

by the league Itself.

"That is the leafue. It seta up'a Juris-
diction and right to settle every con-
troversy which may arise. Including- - the
right to pass upon all questions which
It may think may lead to war. It la a
Jurisdiction as broad as the world.

Slight Even Control Truffle.
"It Is entirely conceivable that such

a tribunal might conclude' that a simple-tarif- f
levied upon importations might be-- (

come "a cause of war- - and assume the
rlgtft'To command a' State' to not levy a
tariff duty. The' pains and' penalties for

are that It shall be deemed,
to have committed an act ot'war against
atl the Other members of the league.

"In the case aforesaid every member
of the league is at once Ipso facto nt war
with the' states falling to obey the order
of the league. All trade or financial re
lations are to be Immediately severed.
All Intercourse' oetween citizens .of the
offending nation and citizens of all other .

nations are to be suspended. Our
armies are levied by orders of the ex-

ecutive council.
'Tha covenant binds us to go. to the

support of any member of the league
with ships and arms. We further agree I

to ici ine armca xorcea ot any or me
high contracting bodies who are co-
operating to protect the covenant to pass
across our territory.

Retorts to Tnft Criticism,
"Any denial that these various obliga-

tions, stipulations and surrenders taken
together do not amount to a transfer of
many of the great sovereign powers of
the United States to a league controlled
aid dominated by foreigners Is ridiculous
and dishonest, William 1L Taft to the
contrary notwithstanding.

"I pause to remark that at a tlmo like
I this when we are being told that the sun
of tho millennium Is bursting full orbed
above the horuon and lta gentle light la
driving out the monsters of selfishness,
anger and war It is singularly discon-
certing to find the chief apostle of the

Albakt, Feb. 22. The Anti-Saloo- n

League made publlo ht the pro-
gramme of Its two day convention In
Albany next week preceding the legis-
lative hearings on the prohibition en-

forcement measures that have boen pro-

posed. William H. Anderson, superin-

tendent of the leaguo, has prepared
pamphlets urging tho necessity of a
monster publlo demonstration to save
the diya tluJ fruits ot their victory In
getting prohibition ratified ! the New
York Legislature.

Tho pamphlets declare that the wets
are "flooding tho whole State with
money at the present time" and that "a
propaganda the like of whloh has never
been seen before is being promoted by

brewers, labor agitators,
hotel associations and kindred organiza-
tions" to procure the passage of a bill
declaring beer and wines

thereby nullifying tho constitutional
amendment as' far as the Stato Is con-

cerned.
Dlscnsaes Threatened Strike.

Mr. Anderson points out that the labor
union heads are agitating for a nation-
wide strike on July 1 to protest against
prohibition, and says that while labor
unions, as a rule, have not taken a
stand against prohibition, "there are cer-
tain officials of labor organizations upon
whom the liquor traffic has a very strong
grip." He rays tiilo Is especially true In
New Tork State.

"For example." says Mr. Anderson.
"the president of the New Tork State
body is a former brewery worker. The
treasurer is president of the Bartenders
Union, and some other officials boar the
stamp of the liquor traftlc upon them In
such a way" that we may feel sure that
the wets are merely using their agents
In labor circles to stir up trouble."

Mr. Anderson says tho liquor trust !
'wrote the laws for apprehending and

punishing those who were rot licensud to
deal In liquors. Including the search and
seizure provisions, and says the people
l.r.vo a right to go Just as far to protect
their Interests as the liquor trust went j

to protect Its Interest against Illicit bus-- i
Iness. by Including these i.earch and ,

seizure provisions .In 'the prohibition
enforcement laws. I

ROOSEVELT RISES

AS IDOL OF POLICE

Lieutenants of Benevolent As-

sociation Honor Him' nt
Annual Dinner.

PUT BESIDE WASHINGTON

Job Hedges Calls Him Man of
Near Jricnds and Hard

Enemies.

Tho annual dinner of the Pollco Lieu-

tenants Benevolent Association at tho
Waldorf-Astori- a last night was a Roose-
velt dinner. The picture of Roosevelt,
who 'was onco a Police Commissioner of
New York, was on the front of the pro-
gramme besldo that ot George Wash-
ington, his head In ban relief was on
the medallions given n souvenirs and
the principal speech, that of Job Hedges,
was devoted solely to him.

"Roosevelt had nearer friends and
harder enemies than any man ever had
In this country," mid Mr. Hedges. "Ho
was never monotonous. His great
achtovemcnt lay In making tho Ameri-
can people think.

"Roosevelt was an Inspiration. When
we think of him we must plcturo-h- . com-
posite of American manhood. In spite
of the great station to which ho attained,
he remained natural. Ho never posed.
Ho knew how to enjoy himself. He told
the reporters nfter 'he had loft Washing-
ton at the end of his term that he had a
bully time. Tho word Is not one usually
uttered by a man retiring from the
Presidency. It was part of the supreme
attraction of Roosevelt that hr could do
the unusual and retain respect With
him familiarity did not breed contempt.

"Roosevelt was the only man I can
think of who could, as a Police Com-
missioner, preside at a boxing contest
under the Horton law and, with entire
consistency, preach In a pulpit on the
following Sunday.

"It was sad that he should havo been
taken In tho plenitude of his powers and
activities In connection with the grent
war. Ho was great In thla war, not be-

cause he was always Id tho forefront of
discussion, with his words quoted
throughout the world, hut because he
had a breadth of vision that enabled
him to see three years ahead what was
gDlng to happen. The groundwork of
the Impelling force that urged him on
was a vision that took In all classes of
people.

"Ho was a wonderful phrase maker. I
think the war called forth his best ef-
fort In this line. He first used the term
100 per cent. American. It waa a phrase
