So Declares Downs, Ohicngoan

Who Purchases European
Picturo Eights.

A world's heavyweight championship
battle In a bout limited to eight rounds,
upsetting all titular traditions, may be
the medium or settling tne question oi
supremacy between Jese Wlllard and
Jack Dempsey. Furthermore, the ring
may be pitched on the reddisn ciay so
plentiful In the State of New Jersey.

This opinion was yesterday expressed:
by I 8. Downe of Chicago, who has
Just purchased the European moving
picture rights for the battle for 120,000.
Mr. Downs arrived In this city yester-
day and engaged an agent to go to
Europe and make arrangements for the
exhibition of the films.

Mr. Downs stated that under the eon- -
tract which he and Rlckard signed the
bout must not be limited to less than
eight rounds. This Is the limit per-
mitted by the New Jersey boxing law.

Downs said he had excellent reason
to believe that Rlckard had practically
decided to stage the bout In New Jersey,
the chief Yeason being that the contest
would then draw on the great centres
of population In the East.

It was pointed out to Downs that Jonn
a. flmlth, chairman of the New Jersey
Boxing Commission, had announced
some time ago that he waa opposed to
the wlllard-Dempse- y buttle being rougnt
In that State and that the commission
would not Issue a sanction for such a
bout Downs declared that Rlckard and
Smith had since been In frequent com'
muntcatlon and that the New Jersey
Commissioner had changed his views on
the eubject. Downs admitted that his
statement was not official, but Intimated
that he received his Impressions during
a conference with Rlckard In Chicago
when the picture contracts were signed.

So far as the exact location of the
battleground was concerned Downs had
no Information, but as Rlckard has
stated that he would build, an open air
arena It Is probable a tract of ground
ctoso to Weehawken would be selected.

It has bean asserted that a bill In
creasing tho rounds to twelve and pro
viding for decisions will ne mtroaucea
as an amendment to the present Jer
sey boxing law, and If this wero put
through before the present session ends
It would pave the way, for tne Dig pout.

Taken In connection with Rlckard'a
recent declaration that the bout would
be staged In the East the statements, of
Downs are rather slgnincant.

COMMISSION TRUCE

Herrmann to Remain Chair-

man Until Baltimore Caso

Is Settled.

The new conspiracy suit of the' Balll

more Federal League directors against
organised baseball, which comes up in

the Supreme Court of the District of
Columbia In Washington on March 10
has brought about a truce In the Ka- -
tlonal Commission situation. As a re-

sult Garry Herrmann, the present chair
man, Is likely to remain Indefinitely.

John Heydler, president of the Na-

tional League, said yesterday that the
Joint committee which has the selection
of a commission chairman In charge never
held a meeting, and that there la lltue
likelihood of any such meeting being held
In the noar future.

"The question of selecting a new
chairman of the National Commission Is
entirely up to this committee," said
Heydler, "and I have kept my hands off.
I believe that also has been Johnson's
attitude. But I do not think anything
will be done, on the commission matter
until the end of the Federal League suit

"The suit Is lodged against the Na
tional Commission, the major leaguo club
presidents and Gllmore and Sinclair, fors
merly of the Federal Loaguc. As Mr.
Herrmann wai chairman of the commis-
sion when the peace treaty with the Fed-
eral League was signed and Is likely to
flirurs .quite prominently In the trial it
would not b advisable to change the
chairman Juat now."

There also la a belief In some baseball
circles that It might prejudice the case
were a new chairman selncted after the
caee had come up for trial. Herrmann
was the leading witness for organized
baseball In the Federal League's anti-
trust suit, heard before Judge Kenesaw
Mountain Landts In Chicago In 1115.

By the time the Baltimore Fed
eral suit Is over tho baseball season will
be only a few days away, nnd If Herr-
mann continues to fill the office of com
mission chairman whfcn the Boason opens
it in a certainty he will hang on for
another year.

Prrrltr Means Bnalness.
Poll rerrltt's declaration that ho will

be unable to pparo tho tlmo to play
with the Olants next reason owing to
an oil strike near his ranch In Louisiana
seems to have more behind It than the
usual baeebnlt holdout yarn of the late
winter.
