Likely to Unuse Quarrels.

"In this Araft prepared for a con-
. miteton of n league of Nationa
whish Is now hefare the world there
ia hardly a clauss about tha inter-
pretation of which men do not al-
roady AMTer, Aa [t stands there Ix
sertous danger that the very na-
tiona which stgn the constitution of
the leagus will guarrel abont the
meaning of the various articles be.
fore A Lwelvemonth haw passad. It
sooms to have been wvery hastily
drafted, and tha result is crudeness
and loosensas of expresalon, unin-
tentionnl 1 hope.
*The atgrestion thut we can anfely
becausa we can always violate
or abrogate s falal not only to any
lengue but to peace |tself. You can-
not found world peace upon the cyn-
feal ‘sernp of paper’ doctrine wo dear
o Germany., To whatever instru-
ment the United States sets hand i1t
must carty out the provisions of
that instrument to the last jot and
tittle, fulfil it absolutely both in let-
ter and in spirit.. I this is pot done
the Instrument will hecome n source
of controversy lustead of agreement,
of dissension [natead of harmeny.
This Is all the more emsential bes
enuse It Ia evident, although not ex-
Iy wtated, that this leagus Is
tended to be Indissoluble, €or there
I8 no provision for its termination
or for the withdrawal of any signs-
tory.

"We are left ta Infer that any na-
tlon withdrawing from the league
axposcs 1teslf to penalties, and prob-
ably 1o war. Therefors befors wa
Fatify the terms and the langusge In
which the terms are stated must be
&8 exact and ne precise, am frea
from mny possibility of confileting
Interpretations, as It s possible to
mike them, The explanation or In-
terpretation of any of thess doubt-
ful passnges In not sutfolent If made
by one man whether that man la
the Presulent of the United States
or a Senator or nny ane slss. Thesa
questions and doubis munst be an-
awered and removed by the instru-
ment [tself,

Washington's Poliey Abandoued.

"We abandon entirely by the pro-
posed constitutian the policy lald
down by Washington in his Fare-
well Address and the Monros Doc-
trine. 1t s worse than idle, it in not
honest, to evade or deny thin fact,
and every falr minded supporter of
this draft plan for & lengues admiits it,

“I know that some of the ardent
advocates of the plan submitted to
us regard any suggestion of the im-
Pportance of the Washingtun policy
an foolish and irrelovant Perhaps
it I, Terhaps the time has come
when the policies of Washington
should be abandoned ; but If wé are
to cast them aelde I think that at
least it whould be done respectfully
And with a senko of gratitude to the
Ereat man who formulated them.
‘For nearly o esntury and a quarter
the policies Iald down In the Fare-
wall Address haves bean followed and
adherad to by the Government of
the United Btates and by the Amer|-
can people. [ doubt If any purely
poiitical declarntion has ever besn
observed by any people for so long
& Ume

"The prineclples of tha Fareowell
Address in rogard to our forelgn
relations have been sustained and
Acted upon by the Amarican psopls
down to the present moment. Wash-
Ington deciared against permanent
alliances. Ha did not closs the door
on temporary alllnnces for particu-
lar purposes. COur entry Into the
Ereat war juar elosed was entirely
n accord with and violated in ne
reapect the polley lald down by
Washington. When we went to war
with Germany wa mads no treaties
with the nations engaged In the war
against the fderman CGoavernment.

“The Presldent was so careful in
this direction that he Ald permit
himself ever to refor 1o the natlons
by whosa pide we fought as ‘ul-
Ues.' hut alwaya ar ‘notlons asso-
elnted with us In the war' The
attiwwde recommendsd by Washing-
ton waa scerupulously  maintainad
even under the pressure of the groeat
eonflict. Now, In the twinkling of
an eye, wille pusaion and emotion
relgn, the Washington policy is to
be entirely lald aside and we pra to
enfer upon a permanent and indis-
moiuhle alllance That which wea
refuse tn dn In war we are to do In
peace deliberately, conlly and with
nn wiur exigency. Let us not overs
look the profound gravity of this
e,

Must

PRut If we put aalde forover tha
Washington policy in regard Lo our
forelgn relatlons, we must nlways
rememnber that 1t carries with 1t the
corolinry known as the Monroe Doo-
trine I'nder the terms of this
leogue draft reported by the coms-
mittes ta the Peace TConference the
Manroe Doctrine disappeara. It has
been our cherished gulde and guard
for nearly a century., ‘The Monros
Docirina is basad on the principle of
welf-preserviation It Involves hut
one essentlal proposition—that the
American should be separated from
the interforence of Furope and that
American guestions in sll parts of
this hemisphere should be settled by
Amerirana alone. T have wean It
sald that the Monron Doctrine i
Prosaryi «F Articia 10 that wa
do not abandon the Monros Doctrines,
we morely extend {t to all the world,
How any one can say this passes my
ecmprehension

*The Monroe Dactrine axists nolely
for the protection of the American
Remlsphere, and to that hemisphers
1t was limited. 1f you extand It to
all the world It ceases ta exlst, he-
eruse It rests on nothing but the dif-
ferentintion of the American hemi-
sphera from the reat of tha world.
Under this draft of the statutes of
tha l.eague of Natlona Amerioan
questions and European questions
and Anlan and African queations nre
all allke put within the control and
Jurisdiction of tha laagus.

“Burops will have the right te
take part In the settlement of all
Amaerican questions, and we of
caurse shall have the right to take
part In the settlement of all ques-
tlons In Burope and Asian and Af-
rvita. Furops and Asia are to Laks
part in policing the Amerlcan contl-
nont and the Panama Canal, and In
relurn we are to have by way of
compensation the right to police the
Balkans and Ansia Minor when we
are asked to do mo,

“Parhape the time han coms when
1t s necessary to do this, but |t la a
wery grava step, and T wish now
morely to point out that the Ameari-
ean psaple ought never to abandon
the Washingten policy and the Mans-
roe Doctrine without belng=perfectly
eartain that they earnastly wish to
do o, Bwnding always Nrmiy hy
these great policies, we hava thriven
and prospersd mpd have done more
te preserve the world's peace than
any natlon, league or allimnce that
aver exieted,

#Vary complete prool must be of-

Fallow Monree Doctrine,

fered of the superiority of any néw
system beforn we reject the policles
of Washington and Monros, which
hinve heen In all forelgn relations
the palindium of the republle
Within the memory of thosa to
whom I now apeak the Manrph Doc-
trine ptopped the Incurmlons of Fne-
Innd the tarritory of Veneruela
and settied the boundary question
Nually by arbitration. Under the
Manroe Doctrine .we arrested the
attempt of Germany to take Ven-
:’uuolnu territory on another ovca-
on,

“In these two instances the doe-
trine was enforced, by a Democratic
President and by a Republican Fres-
ident, and thoy waere supported in
a0 doing by all the peopla of the
United Btates without regard to
party. 1 mentlon thasa casen morely
to show that we are mot cutting
away from the body politic dead
Hmba, But that we are abandoning
two pardinal principles of Amaerican
government., which, until the presen-
tation of this draft the econ-
stitution of the Laague of Nations,
wera A8 vital as on the day when
Wnahington addressed the pwople of
the United States for the last time
or when President Monros an-
nounced hia poliey tn the world.
What has happened aince Notember
11, 1818, to make them no suddenly
valualess, to cause them to bo re-
garded as injurlous obetacies to be
cart out upon the dust heaps of
history ?

"Two other general propositions
and 1 shall proceed to examine these
league articles in detall. In articls
10 we, in common, of courss, with
the other signatories and membera
of the projectad league, guarantes
tha territorinl integrity and the po-
litical Independence of every mem-
ber of the lengus. That means that
wa ultimately guarantes the inde-
pendence and the boundarien, as now
sattled “or as they may he sattled
by the treaty with Germuany. of
avery natlon on sarth, I1f the tnltad
Htales agrees to guaranties of that
#ort we must maintain them. The
word of the TUnited Staten, her
promise to guarantes the independ-
énce and the boundaries of any
oountry, is just as pacred as her
honor—far more important than the
maintenance of every fAnancial
pledge, which the pecple of this
country would never consent to
break.

Ne Limili to the Possibilliles,

“l do noyL now say tha time has
not come when, in the Interest of
future pesce, the American psopla
may not declde that we ought to
suarantee the territorial Integrity
of the far Nung Hritish Empire. in-
cluding her self-governing dominlona
and colonies, of the Balkan Btates,
of China, or Japan, or of the French,
Itallan, and Portugusse colonies In
Afriea ; but 1 do sugmest that it ia
A very grave, a very perilous prom-
ise to make, because there |s but one
way by which such gusTantess, If
aver invoked, can bo maintained,
and that way In the Way of force—
whether military or cconomic force
it matters not

“If we guaranies any country on
the earth, no matter how small or
how large, In its Indepeandence or |'a
boundaries, that guarantae we must
maintain at any cost when our word
is once given, and we must be in
constant possession of fleeta and
armisa capable of enforcing these
guarantees at o moment's notles,

"“Thers I8 no necd of nrpuing
whether there fn to Lo compulsive
force behind this league. It L& there
In Articlie X, absolutely and entirely
by the mere fact of these guaran-
taen. The ranks of the armies and
the fleels of tho navy mads neces-
sary by such ple@gea are to be fllled
and manned by the sons, husbands

und  brothers of the peaple of
America,

I wish them oaralully to con-
#ider, therefore, whether they are

willing 1o have the youth of Amer-
ien ordarad to war Ly other natlons
without regard to what they or thels
representatives desire, 1 would have
them detsemine aftee much reflee-
tion whether they are willing to
have the United Btatea forced Into
war by other natlons apalpst her
own wlll.

“I hope they will
conslder this promise before they
maka It-—becauss when It s once
made 1t cannot be broken—and Ask
themaelves whetlier thal s (Md bes:
way of ussurihe perfast pence
tiwoughout the future years A
world's peaco which requires at the
oulse! prepuarmations for war—for
wnr, elthee economie or military—
It order to malntaln that peace
presents questions and awalkens
thoughts which certainly ough! tn bhe
sobegly und discrestly conmldered.

Immigration Question Invelved.

“The eecond menaral prapesltion
to which 1 would call attention s
this: We now In this draft bhind oyr-
selves to submit every porsible inter.
nationu!l dispute or differsnce elither
to the league court or tu the con-
trol of the executive councll of the
league. That (nciudes immigration,
n very live question. Are we ready
1o give to other natlons the power
to may who shalll come into the
'nited States und become oltimenn
of tho Republic? If we ars ready
to do thie, we ara prepared 1o part
with the most precious of soverelgn
rights. that which guards our ex-
istonce and our choracter am a na-
tion

“Are we ready to leava It to
other natlons to determine whetler
we ahall admit to the UTnited States
n food of Japaness, Chiness anid
Hindu labor? If we acospt this
plun for o lesgue this in precisely
what wa promiss 1o do rm wa
prepared to AT League Bf Ni-
tions, In which the United States
linn only one vole, open our doors
it they sea fit to any and all Im-
migration from all parta of the
world?

“Mr. Taft has announced that the
question of lmmigration will go ke-
fora tha international vribunal, and
Aays now that all organized labor in
for the league. If American inbor
favors putting the restriction of Im-
migration In the control of ather na-
tions  they must have radically
changed thelr minds and abandoned
thalr most cherished polloy.

“We are asked also to give up In
part our soversignty and our in-
drFmdlnr‘o and subject our own
will to the will of other nationm, 1f
thera in a majority agalnm aur de-
wires. We are asked, therefore, In
n large and important degres to
substitute internationalism for na-
1tonidism and nno Intarnational state
fer pare  Americanism.  Certainiy
ruch things as thesa deserva re.
fection, discussion and earnest
thought,"

Clauses Feviewed Im Detsil.

Turning to the guestlon whether the
produce
harmony or controversy Senator Lodge
He

sald
"Nothing #0 far as the rreation
of offices |n concerned Is omitiad In
Artiele I, but nothing 15 sald about
how the delegates shall ha chomen.
‘I'hin is leit to earh nation 10 deter-
mine, but T venture with all respact
to sugRest the delagntes raprasenting
thie United Suaies ought to ha pa-
imctad by the people of the United
Fuates or appointad e Ambassndors

and Conwuls are appelnted. ‘They

should naver bs nllowed to be Irre-
rponeibla personal agents

“Article 111, provides that each
high contracting party will have
one vote, On the well settled prin-
ciple of International law that na.
tlonal sovereiguly is equal to every
other national sovatrelgnty the United
Stutes will have ane vote and mo
will Siam. Articls TIL s of the
grentest possible Importance, for It
deals with the executive counoll,
which shall consint of the United
Btatea, British Emplire, France, taly
and Japan, together with the repre«
sontatives of four othsr member
States. What other Btates shall be
selected has not yet besn dlsclosed.

“1 mesume nnd I think I have the
right to nasume on the bhest author-
Ity that there Ia no Intentlon of mwak-
Ing Germany ong of tha four addi-
tional membera. 1 think it s probe
abls Gearmany will have a period of
probation before sha in even ad-
miftted (o the league, and that seema
to me to be aminently wine,

‘*The provislon that Invitat'ons
mhall be ment to every Iower to at-
tend the meetings at which matters
affecting Ita Interest ape discussed
and that no decislon will be taken
unless such Powers ars Invited, looks
to having the executivg colinell con-
sider the affairs of every country in
the world, whather league membern
or not.”

Gilves England Five Votes,

Sanator Lodge surveyed the fourth,
fifth and sixth articles of the covenant
in brief and then turned to Article VIL

He suid;

"Undar Articls 7, covaring admin.
alon to the league, the assenc of not
Iexs than two-thirda of the States
reprasanted in the body of delegntes
In necesanry, and the mambership Is
limited to ‘fully self-governing coun=
tries, including dominlons and ecol-
onlea” The inclusion of dominions
and colonies, of course, covers the
four great self-governing dominions
of Great Britaln. 1 have no fault to
find with the arrangement. Cansda,
New Zoaland, South Africa and Aus-
tralla are far more worthy and more
valuable members of a League of
Nations than some which 1 think
will find thelr way Into the body.
But the fact remalns that In the
body of dolegates England has five
voles to one vote of any othek coun=-
Lry

“*The next parngraph says that no
stata should be admitted to the
leagun unless It is able to give ‘ef-
fect!ve guarantess of Its sincers In-
tention to observe its international
obligntions.’ 1 do not want to ssem
hypercritical, but I think that in a
dactiment of this kind ws should
know a littls better what an effec~
tive guarantsa of Its sincara inten-
tion is. T merely throw this out as
one of the points which it seemn to
me ought to be made clear. Lat us
know what it means, How ars we
fo test the sincerity of the intan-
tion? How are we to get a guaran-
tea for the sincerity of the intentlon
in advance?

"We now come to Article VIIL,
which refers to dinarmament, ons of
the most Important questions In the
constitution, with the purposa of
which everybody must be In keenest
sympathy,

“It's very importance makes It
necessary in my opinion to express
what s to be done with ths utmost
clearness. It must be consistent with
the ‘snforcement by common actlon
of international abligation’

“Thera is an absolutely binding
provision In the words, and these
limits when adopted shall not bs ex-
ceeded without the permdssion of the
executive council Adopted by
whom? The natural infereance ia,
sdopted by the raveral Governmenita,
If you trace L back through the
wording of the previous paragraphs,

Should Be Drafted Clearly.,

“Ought not an lustrument of thia
vital character to be drafted with
the ordinary care which a elerk
gives In drafting a clouge for a Sen-
ate commities? COught I not to bhe
siated clearly thus, ‘adopled by tha
weveral Governments” asd  then
there can be no question that each
Government can declde upon the
programme [teell and Its own share
bafore it Is put In a poaltion where
it can never execrcd that programmea
without tha permisslon af ihe exec-
uglve councll, T assume, without the
majority of the executlve council,
‘That Is another thing which sppear-
ently it has not been thought worth
while to state, but 1 do not think
that ¥ou ean be too clear when you
are exncting from uations thess
greal promive. and laylng upen
them thesa heavy bturdens.

“The clause In the constitution
having reference o private enter-
prises engaging In the production of
war munitions |s mere advice 1o bs
Inid before the body of delegstes,
but It is not explained how far the
ads ice goes,

““The high contracting parties,’
the last paragraph says, ‘undertake
in no way to conceal from each other
the condition of such of thelr Indus-
tries an are eapnhile of belng adapted
to warlike purposcs or the sceale of
thelr armaments,”

“An admirable praposition, Thers
weema ta e no method expressedl
here by which they can be com-
pelied to give that Information ex.
cept by saying that If they do not
do It they fall In a moural obliga-
Lion

“Article 1X. mays: ‘A prrimanesnt
commisnbon shinll ba constituted ta
ndvise the leagnue on the executton of
the proviskons of Artiele VIIT and on
miiltary and naval questions gen-
ornliv.” A very useful body, bt
conetituted by whom? There I8 not
one a)llable o whow, When you get

Guarantees Mast Be Fualfilled,

“When one nation guaraniess ths
politionl Independetcs and the ter-
ritorial Integrity of apother you
must maintain that guaraniee In the
last remort by the exercise nf the
force of the natlon. If we were to
guarantes the political Independeancs
and territorial Integrity of Mexico
or Guatemala or any of thass states
we should have to stand behind them
with our armiea and our flests when
the pguarantes was invaked, and
Inere in no escaps from that obliga
tion. These piain words demand |t

“I am not now arguing wheather
we should or should not give the
guarantee, but I beg my fellow
countrymen fo oonmder well beforo
they give this promise whioh extends
to avery state on the face of the
earth,

“It Is no reply to the point about
{mmigration to say that (f you fol-
low it through all the windings of
the provislora hers you will find it
raaches & polnt where the league
could do nothing about migration
into the United Htates tnless [t was
unanimous, and It s very unlikely
they: would &ver be unanimeus.
Granted, Fut the posldbility Is thers,

"I do not think we sbould laave
to the Isagus any question as to im-
migratian, because Immigration iles
Al the very root of natlppal sharao-
ter and economy, We @8 not want a
parrow alley of escape from the
Jurisdiotion of the ln;ua; We waul

“Buppome we had a Mexioan rald
neross our border and Mexiso does
not happen te be n member of the
loague? That 1 think would be a
little hard on the paople who live
on the horder. 1 do not think even
being & member of the league I8
Koing to alter the Mexlcan charncter
materially, although it may,

“I do not think It |s hypeareriti-
elnm to suggost that when n mandn-
tory ls to be electad to take charge
of the fortunes of another state
thera should be svme provislon for
the salection of the mandatory and
it should be made clear whether the
nation so selected s bound,

“Muonlly the Benate will obsdrve
that there la no provimon for with-
drawal, and an Indlssoluble treaty
withaut the right of withdrawnl Ia
very unusuali 1f You Jenve m orun-
try—1 am not speaking merely of
the United States—tled hard and
fast so that they cannot get out of
thin league without tearing every-
thing to plecen by denouncing It or
by mbrogsting it, you create a sit-
uation which in my mind does not
promote the peace of nations buot
the very reverse.

"When the United States enters
inte an Indlasoluble permanent al-
liance there ought to be, as 1 have
mld, no uncertainties in the terms
of the agreement. 1 earnestly de-
rire to do everything that can be
done {o mecure the pance of the
world, but these articles am they
stand In this proposed constitution
feem to give m rich promise of being
fertile In producing controversies
and misunderstandings. They also
mako some demands which 1 do not
belleve any nation would submit
to in & timo of elresa.

“Therefore thin machinery would
not promote the peace of the world,
but would have a directly oppo-
#ita effect. It would tend to in-
crease the subjects of misunder-
sanding and disputs nmong the na-
tions. Is It not possibla to drafl «
hatter, mora expliclt, less dangerous
scheme than the one here and now
presented? Burely we are not to e
shut up to this as the last and only
word to take or leave,

Can Save Monroe Doctrine,

“If it 1= smald that you can pre-
serve the Monroe Doctrine by ex-
tending i, which appears to me
clearly to mean Ita destruction and
to be & contradiction In terms, then
let us put three lines into the draft
for the league which wiil preserve
the Moniroe Doctrine beyond any
poraibility of doubt or guestion. It
is canlly done. Lot us also have, if
we enter the ledgue, a compinte sx-
clusion from the league's jurindic-
tion of such questlons ss are (n-
volved in immlgration and the right
of each country to say who shall
coma within ity borders and bocome
citisens. This and certaln other
quastions vital to natlonal exist-
ence ought to be exempted from any
control by the league or its ofMclals
by u very few wards, such as can
ba found In the arbitration treutiss
of 1507,

"Thera should bs some definits
provision for peaceful withdrawal
from the league of any nation which
desirea to withdraw,

“Lastly, let us have n definita
statement In the conatitution of the
league an to whether the league is
to have an international foree of itn
own or Is to have the power to sum-
mon the armed forces of the different
memhbarn of tha leagus. Lat It ba
mated in plain langunge whether the
‘meanures,” tha ‘recommendations,’
or tha suggestions aof the exsoutive
councll are to be binding upon the
mwombera of the leagus and are to
eamipel them to do what the leagus
delogates and the executive council
determines to be necensary

O the question of the nse of
force wa should uet procecd (1 the
dark If those who support thas
league decline tn make such simple
mlatements am these, 1t (s impon-
siilm tn avold the econclusion that
they nre seeking to do by Ihdirestion
and the use of nehuloun phrases
what they are not willing to do di-
rectly, and” nothing could be more
fatal to the preservation of the
world's peace than this, for every
exerciae of power by the exerutive
councll which the signatories 1o the
leagus might falrly conslder tn ba
doubtful would lead to vers perlions
controversies and to menacing dis-
monaionm

Might Be Better Constltution,

“I'nless some bettepr constiiution

for o league than this can be drawn
it seermm 1o me, after such examinm-
tion as | have heen able 1o glve, that
the world's peaca wotld be much

better, much mora surely promoted,
Ly allowing the 'nited States to go
on under the Monroe Doctrine. res
eponklble for the peace of this hems-
isphere without any danger of ool-
lision with Eugrope an to questions
nmong the Yarious Amsrican Stutes,
and If a ieague |s desired it mizht be
made up by the European nations
whoan interants gre chilefly concerned
nnd with wlileh tha T'nited Stites
conld cooperate fully and st any
thiue whendever cooperaton wna
needed

*1I msuppiea I ehall make mvselfl
the publect of derislon for guoting
from the Farewsll Address, Lut it
stikies 0 momentous Lruth so nd-
mirably that 1 cannot refrain from
fpunting it, for T think it ought to
e borne in mind, Washington nase:

It aleg must be remembared that
if the Imltad States enters any
Ieamun of nations It does mo for the
Henefit of the world st large and not
for Ite own benefit.

We have no houndaries to
rectifly, no scheman, and no deslres
for ths acquisition or conquest of
territory, We Have In the maln Kept
the peaces In the Ameriean hemis-
phers. The 8tatea of Bouth America
have grown constantly mors sable
ard revoelutions have well nigh dls-
appeared In the States south of those
bordaring on this CCaribbean,

*No one queations that the 1'nited
Statow 1s able to pravent any conflicts
in the Ameriean hamisphere which
would Involve the world In any way
or he more than passing difMculties
which in most cases could be settled
by arbiteation, 1€ we join a league,
therefore, It must be with a view to
malntaining peace In FEurope, where
ull the grealest wars have originated
and where thera {8 always danger of
war, and in Asla, whare serlous cone
fMlots may arise At any moment.

Whaolly for Henefit of Others.

“If we Join u lengue, of course wa
have In mind the danger of Euro-
Paan confliiote springing up in such a
way an lo Involve us in the defence
of clvilisation, na has just happensd
in the war with Germany, Hut puch
wars as that are, fortunataly, rare;

Wo ure all
mriving for a almilar result; but to
maka any real advances loward the
future preservation of the world's
peace will take time, care and long
conalderation. Wa cannot rench our
objects by womething hastlly con-
eiructed In a few weekn In Parls, in
tho midst of the excitement of n
war not yet snded.
