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TONS OF FRESH FISH

ON WAY TO N. Y.

Stcum Trawler Albatross,
First of New Service, Duo

Hero

Officers of the East Coast Fisheries
Company, a Down East concern with an
office at 120 Broadway, received here

'yesterday a wireless message from Capt,
Potcr Tobln of Newfoundland, skipper
of the steam trawler Albatroos, reading:
"Good catch ; headed In."

The message, nont by the trawler's
own wireless man from tho Grand
Banks,' waa Capt Peter's way of saying
to hli bossea that the hold of the A-
lbatross was chock a block with fresh
cod, halibut and haddock, and that he
waa steering tho stralghtet possible
course from tho celebrated fishing
grounds to deliver his cargo at the
Beekman street pier in tho East Itlvcr.
If nil goes well tho skipper will arrive

morning; thus marking the es-

tablishment of a steam trawler fresh fish
service to this port, a proposed Inno-
vation that already hns caused deep,
almost sea deep. Interest among the
wholesale fish dealers at Fulton Market

It Is tho purpose of Uio East Coast
Fisheries Company to land a steam
trawler, with something like 25C.000
pounds of cod, halibut and haddock In
New York city once n week. As the
company Is known as nn "Independent"
In opposition to certain consolidated
fisheries companies whose headquarters
are in Boston, the home of tho "sacred
cod," It Is certain a great deal of In-

terest will be manifested in tho ven-
ture by eaters of fish, who prefer tho
freshly caught rather than tho frozen
kind.

The plan has the approval of Dr. Hugh
M. Smith, United States Commissioner
of Fisheries, who has long contended
that fresh fish veseels should land at
least parts of their cargoes 1n this city
before discharging their entire catches
at Boston. Although fully 30 per cent
of all cod. halibut and haddock Is dis-
tributed through Now York, practically
all of tho fish now are unloaded at Bos-
ton, Gloucester, Portland and other New
England ports and shipped overland to
this city.

Lower Coat to Consumers.
Ono of the Inevitable result that must

follow weekly deliveries of large cargoes
of fresh fish In this market' It is said.
will be a reduction In tho cost to tho
consumer. It la not likely that tho re-

duction will be great at first, but all fish
dealers bellovo It Is certain that prices
will havo to como down If tho supply of
fresh fish ctralght from the Great Banks
Is kept up. Furthermore, they declare
that If consumers once get In tho habit
of eating fresh fiMi. they will demand
fresh fish and will get what they want.

It was largely duo to the Food Ad-

ministration's efforts to encourage the
eating of frosh fish and the Govern-
ment's programme of backing the fish-
eries companies In developing the tre
mendous food resources of tho ocean
that the steam trawler service to this
city was decided upon.

The East Coast Fisheries Company
now has three steam trawlers and Is
building seven more. Each trawler has
a crew of twenty-flv- o men nnd does the
work of six old fashioned fishing steam
ships and 150 men In exactly one-thir- d

or tne timo. A. trawler takes about a
day and a half for a trip to tho Grand
Banks, tho nearest part of which Is
about 180 miles east of Boston or Ports-
mouth. It steams over the shoals, drag-
ging Its balloon shaped 160x132 foot net
and makes a haul once an hour, bringing
to the surface anywhere from three to
ten tons of cod. haddock and halibut at
a clip. All the hauling Is done by ma-
chinery. The fish nre Iced and stored In
the hold. A day and n half are spent as
a rule In fishing trawlers work In
storms as well as fair weather and the
run back to Boston, Gloucester or Port-
land takes another day and a half.
Thus a round trip requires about four
and a half days.

Trawlers are equipped with plants for
tho conversion of cod liver Into oil. A
world's record was made by the East
Coast Fisheries Company's steam
trawler Kingfisher when she landed
1,037,000 pounds of fish In thirty days.

I.onnr n II 1st British Industry.
Steam trawlers have been used In

European waters twenty-fiv- e years, but
fishermen here did not take to them until
about five years ago. There aro now
fifteen Eteam trawlers In American
WBters. Prior to the war there were at
least 10.000 of these craft on tho other
side.

As fish eaters Americans do not com-
pare, for Instnnce, with the English,
whose annual per capita consumption of
fish is said to be 120 pounds, an against
twenty pounds In this country. The
total value of fish produced In the United
States, Including was placed
at 1100.OCO.000, against $700,000,000 on
the other Bide.

Of all the large fish catching grounds
available to American fishermen the
Grand Banks, covering an area of 69,000
square mile, nro acknowledged to be the
greatest and richest fishing waters In the
world for cod, haddock and halibut
Trawlers work on the shoals of tho
"banks" where tho water Is from BO to
100 feot deep. If ono could slip oft the
shoals he would drop possibly a mile.
As a mother cod la given credit for 3,000
offspring that reach maturity fisher-
men never express surprise that tho cod
family doesn't run out

SETTLEMENTS JOIN

TO EXTEND EFFORTS

United Neighborhood House-Wit-

31 Members Formed
by Sociril Workers.

The formation of the United Neighbor-
hood Houso of New York, composed of
thirty-on- e settlement housos, with offices
at 280 Madison avenue, was announced
yesterday after a conference of social
workers and civic lenders In tho Hotel
Pennsylvania. Tho federation is to en-

large the scope of settlement work, with
special reference to the Immigrant prob-
lem.

Id tho discussion Prof. Edward Stclner
of tho Unlscrslty of. Iowa said :

"If thcro Is Bolshevism In the air It Is
because this vast number of people are
feeling for the first tlriio the limitations
under which they live. Everywhere I
go there le hysteria for Americanization
through tho English language. This bill
In Congress providing lor tho deporta-
tion of foreigners If they do not learn
English within five years Is foolish.

"I believe In teaching English, but
not under compulsion of law or public
Bentlmcnt You cannot oaslmllato a
people by forco."

Henry W. Taft presiding at a lunch
con after the conference, said:

"It Is the duty of Americans to teach
the Immigrants that civil liberty only
can be Imposed by reatrnlnt upon Indl
vldunl conduct The danger from propa
gandlsts la In their taking advantage of
the Ignorance of foreigners. Tho dan-
ger from our foreign population Is largely
overestimated, providing we d our part
and we cannot bo aloof.

George Gordon Battle, Prof. Franklin
H. Glddlngs and Allen T. Burns alo
spoke of the work to be accomplished
hy the federation. Mr. Burns eald that
tho theory of tho melting pot has
been nt last overturned as "destroying
Individuality."

The other speakers urged cooperation
of every eoclal organization In the work
to ho done. Miss Lillian Wold of the
Henry street settlement called nttentlon
to the devotion of the children of the
Immigrants In going to war.

The temporary officers of the federa-
tion are Mrs. V. O. Slmkhovitch. Mrs.
Oeorgo Crane, Mrs. Max Morgenthau,
Mrs. Cyrus Sulzberger. Mrs. Henry Da-
vison and Mrs. Alexander Blng. Tho
conference was presided over by Judge
Thomas C T. Craln.

Mrs. Slmkhovitch, after dwelling on
the Increased Importance of settlement
work to handle tho social problem grow-
ing out of the war. Introduced a resolu-
tion for a national convention of Fettle-me- nt

workers, which was adopted.
