HIGH LIGHTS AND SHADOWS
"IN ALL SPHERES OF SPORT

ENATOR GIBBS sends us an invitation to attend a hearing on his
boxing bill before the Judiclary Commiltes at Albany on March 11
and mays that within a few days he will submit his measure in its

amended form. 'This does not mean that the Benator will insist that the
bill remain as it stands. The hearing ls to be held for a double purpose,
first to give the opponents of boxing, as well as its sponsors, & chance to
alr thelr views, and secondly to give friends of boxing an eopportunity ta
point out pasible errors in the Cibba bill and llkely improvements, The
8S&nator wants It known that he 18 open to reason and that his only motive
is the legallzation of a great sport and Its clevation beyond the plane under
which |t was carrled on under the Frawlsy law. Wa understand that
the Benintor secks a law that will discourage the reentry into the sport
of those who were responsible for the sad state Into which boxing fell
under the old law. He wants a law labslled “Polson for Crooks,” and
when it is passsd he wants the Governor to appoint some man who will
seo that sugar is not substituted for the polson.

Benator Gibbs an well as others have asked us to suggest conditions
under which we would counsel the revival of legalised boxing here. To
our way of thinking the new law should be as simpls as possible in ita
wording and should consist of as fow clauses as possible, 1f we have an
honest and capable commissioner he will neod only a few clauses under
which to administer the sport. If we have a dishonest and incapable com-
missioner not all the clauses In the archives at Albany will keep boxing
stralght. The law ia only a minor consideration. The man at the top
ocan make a joke of the greatest law concelved, so it will bs striotly up
to Gov. Bmith to ses that the right kind of a commissioner is appointed
We want & man who could command $10,000 a year In any Iindustrial
undertaking and it would be wise for Benator Gibbs to change his bill
to provide for that salary,

How We Would Frame s Boxing Imw.

Brisfly stated we would frame a boxing law along thess lines:

1. T'walva round bouts to a decision; decision to be given by referee
and two judges.

2. Boxing clubs shall bs conducted only in bulldings and outdoor arenas
glven over entirely to boxing and other athletlo purposss; no wooden
buildings or stands to be permitted.

3. Commission to consist of only ons man; he Is to namas fve resident
deputies in various sections of the Stata, all to be salaried.

4. Clubs in first class citles to furnish a bond for $20,000 and In
other cities for $10,000.

B. Referes and judges shall have the power to withhold payment to
boxers pending trial before ths commissioner; the commimsionar shall have
power to fine and suspend boxers and clubs, or to forfeit purses and turn
them Into the State treasury or into the Red Cross or a lke fund.

6. Btate tax to be 10 per cent.; taxes on ons show must be pald ¥
full bafore another is held by any club,

7. Promoters coming Into the Btate to hold just ons or two big bouts
to be kept from operating.

It will devolve on the commission to pass {ta own rules reganrding the
strict llcensing of referses, judges, Inspectors and examining physiclans,
the question of the composition of boxing programmes and other matters
coming under the heading of technical rather than legal. We wotild place
no limit on the prices to bo eharged. It hus been suggested to revive boxing
under a local optlon law, similar to that which promises to be passed for
