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than n score of States give the
animal protection, and among fur

bearers In the United States the
skunk s second In Importance. The
muskrat alone exceeds It In total

viulue of fur produced.

Under the stimulus of high prices
there Is nlways danger that trappers
will deplete the trapping grounds and
permanently decrease the number of
fur bearing animals, but the campnlgn
of education In conserving wild life
will produce an enlightensd publle
opinion which will eventunlly protect
the fur benrers.

Bitter Frult of Mad Dreams.

Could the American people want
any better testimony regarding the
purpose and the effect of the pro-
posed League of Nations than the
calls nand appeals of all the foreign
races and peoples that we come Into
it on terms they indorse; than thelr
common feir that we will not come
fnto It because of what It will cost
us and do to us?

If the League of Natlons, In the
amazing form It is offered to us, were
as much for our good as for the good
of nll the nations and tribes of Eu-
rope, Asin and Africa, bankrupt In
man power, bankrupt In money, bank-
rupt In prospects, ls there n chance
that they wonld Implore us, as they
do Implore us, to contribute our
power, our wenlth, our soversignty,
our destiny to thelr needs and uses?
Is there a chance that If Instead of
being the one great asset of the
league we were a liability they would
beseech us to come In? 1Is It o cer-
tainty that-they would let us come in?

Think of the plan published In
a Parls newspaper Iast week and
brought to us by the cable, to have
a pooling of the funds of the peoples
to pay pensions to the sufferers from
the war! Iu brief, the suggestion s
that there shonld be a yearly dls-
bursement, as the League of Natlons'
firet budget, of some $120,000,000. Of
this amount the United Stutes would
be expecied to sopply 88 per cent.,
or some $115,000,000; Great Dritain,
P per cent, or some $28.000,000;
France, 5 per cent,, or some $16,000,-
000 ; Ttaly, the same amount, with the
rest divided among Japan aud the
smnller nations.

The distribution suggested would
be $160000,000 a year to France:
$7R,000,000 n year to Great Britaln,
$30,000,000 a year to Italy, and $15
000,000 to the United States!

Of course thls Is plaln lunacy. The
Amerlean people wonld obliterate
auy home Government of thelrs that
ever daredl even whisper such a pro-
posal as a right and function of the
lesgue. The most vislonary of our
own league representatives ln I'arls
eonld not fall to comprehend this
fact. The wlldest dreamer that hangs
on the outskirts of our vislonary dele-
gates could at least sense the polit)-
cal dauger of trying to lay stuch a
matter before the Amerlean people.
Of course nothing will ever Le done
by anybody with snch an sstounding,
such an fnsufferable scheme. Never-
theless, at that, the proposal of the
Paris newspaper I8 merely the In-
evitable result of the league vapor-
Ings to which our own officinl dele-
gntes have glven countenance, of
which, Indeed, ther have been the
Inspiration,

The Impmctieal. emotional, hysterl
eénl stufl that has been talked nbroad
in our name, that hns been  set
a-wing for flights as far as among
the naked tribes of Africa and the
almleas nomads of the deserts of
Asla, has all started allke at the very
fountainhend of our own delegation
In Paris. Our league propagandn. he-
ginnlog as a dream merely lmpoasible
or sllly, was flashed wmnround and
aronnd the earth, becoming a dellrium
wild, preposterous, monstrous.

1t Is lpconcelvable that the Amer!-
ecan people would ever go crazy over
the dreams and vislons in this pro-
posed League of Nutlons. Butl it In
not hard to understand how the
world slck and ignorant, the needy
and distressed, even those who were
heroes on the hattlefleld bhut are
children when listening to the falry
story, conld go quite mad over the
things that the American people
seemin] to offer them—the treasure,
the bounty, the Indulgence—when na
great man went back and forth among
the peoples of Europe telling them
what Amerlea could do, was deter-
mined to do, would never glve over
Insisting upon dolng, to make all
men free, to make all men Joyous—
to create a heaven on earth for all
mankind.

For centurles Chinn looked down
upon Japan as only a semli-civilized
and a popll nation. New Japan she
conglderad a concelted young upstart.
Her disdnin amounted to lhsult, when
the onee Island hormits turned thelr
faces away from China and the grave
yards that had so long dominated her
culture and looked to the west, Ja.
pen wae all the more denounced as
traltor to Asla when she sought not
ouly a new clvilization but the world's
brotherhood, Sending her gons by the
thousands to America and Europe,
the invited out, In a refluent stream,
hundreds of experts In every line
of human achlevement; the Unlted
States be!ng the most favored nation
and the American contingent the Inrg-
est In & peaceful army of intellectual
Invasion. In a word, Japan led the
vin In the awnkening of Asin. Bhe
met the Impending clash of the Ocel-
dental advancs more than half way.
What promised to be a collision be-
came n new resultant of forees, hardly
matched In the world's history.

As showing the depth and intensity
of thelr adaptive conversion, the Jap-
nnese scholars virtuslly transformed
thelir language. Out of the Inexhaust-
Ible thesaurus of the Chinese charac-
ters they eolned new ldeographlc com-
binatlons to meet the needs of the
new mind. To-day It Is actually pos-
sihle to take n copy of Tue Suxw,
which dally pletures the world In
print. and to reproduce In Japanese,
even to delleate shndes of meaning,
every news item, editorial article or
report of learned socletles. More
than once hns this test been made.
As an aslde to this nssertion, it may
he remarked that though the Japa-
nese language as spoken by the wom-
en seems a sllvery cnscade of vowels
and ligulds, while from the mascu-
line tongue drop narsh sounds, this
I« no sex question or purposed vooal
rivalry., Men make use of the new-
fangled terms more numerously. The
feminine volea I8 the vehlcle of the
pure aml muslieal vernacular of old
Japan. Chinese editors and authors,
who once scorned these useful verbal
devices made In Japan, now use them
dally.

We eannot here even epitomize the
progress of Japan, which went on
steadlly while In Chinese documents
the Mlikado's subjects were styled
barbarians, While the Chinese fought
among themselves, the lslanders
studied natlona! development. Yet all
the material triumphs from the day
Commodore Praey showed his rall-
wny and telegraph at Yokohama In
1853 until the year 1010 are what
our older thinkers would style “sec-
ond causes.” Back of nll things seen
or felt 's& phllosophy—the gulde of
iife and Interpreter of things. To put
Inth n sentence whole libraries printed
on both sides of the Yellow Sen, the
theory of lifa and thought taught in
Nippon since A. . 1600 has been the
renl creator of the new Japan. Long|
ugo rejected In China, this philosophy
found a congenlal home In Japan. It
was there developed, making a ready
weleome to the ollve branch proffered
by our President Fursore China
Is still In the fetters of the Confucloy
philosophy, which, In all its ramifica-
tions, Is bpsed solely on anclent nu !
thorlty., “Gashimu saith it" may l.el
good scripture, but the Amerlean peo-!

When, however,
after thg treaties by Japan, Chinn and
the United States that recognized the
soverclgnty of Cored and the Ll-Tto
conventlon, China clalmed Corea as
her vaseal, by which act all the
treaty natlons were Insulted, Japan
went to war,

Apnrt from Japan's “paramount In-
terests” In enstern Asxin, recognlzed
by the Unlted States, Great Britaln
nnd other natlons, certain facts are
ontstanding. Flrst, nothing In Jn-
pan's polley, be !t right or wrong, dif-
fera from that of England, Fraoce,
Germany or Huasia, durlng the past
centuries. Second, Japan's supreme
purpose, underlylng her every act,
even her Joining the Allles in Siberin,
is to keep open the trade routes to
Europe—a policy definltely formulated
after the war with Russla. Third
the determination, at all hazards nnd
with all her resources, that Chinn
#hall not be conguered or overawed
by any forelgn Power; for this the
Japanese will fight. Fourth, that her
people shall liave equal Influence and
her Interests in China shall be equally
safeguarded with those of any other
nation. Fifth, Japan's beMef that
racinl diserimiontion against Aslatics
must be neutralized in diplomacy.

In a word, while It eannot be de-
nled that the attltude of Japan to.
ward China =cems, on the surface,
domineering, her policy—whether for
the weal ar woe of Octidentals—Is
more constructive than destructive or
hostlle to the Interests of Clina, There
are those now born who may yet see
In the kaleldoscope of the future the
Chinese of the new mind who, look-
Ing In perspective, may -l gratl-
tude to Japan. It s nol wore of a
moral impossibility than s the Brit-
Ish-American entente of 1017, as com-
pared with the sltnation in 1776,
