Concerning the reglon along the west
bank of tha Rhina the present tandency
is toward the same form of “sterilima-
tion” which would render this impotent
for German milltary usos without giving
it a definite political siatus toward
either side. This probably would be
accomplished by the same means as In
the Baar region by making the Inhabl-
tants |Independent of conscription or
military service Lo elther side and with-
out legislative ropresentation except
some local form of self-administration.

This, on broad lines, Is the presant
pinn, whicli, however, Is only tentative
pending Anal action by the councll of
the great Powers,

The plans relative to other frontiers,
including thosa of the new Czecho-
Slovakin, Rumania, Serbin and Ureece,
and to the sxpectad achulsition in Thrace
wnd Asia-Minor, are also nearing com-
pletion, so that new Europe will begin
to take quite a definite form within a
wenk.

WOODS T0 GET JOBS
FOR EX-SOLDIERS

Former Police Commissioner Is
Made Special Assistant to
Secretary Baker.

NATIONWIDE CAMPAIGN

Will Decentralize Work and
Utilize Local Agencies
Wherever Possible.

WasniNaToN, March 2. —With the ap-
pointment to-day of Arthur Woods, for-
mer Polloe Commimsioner of New York
city, as a special assistant to Secretary |
Baker, the War Department embarked
upon a natlonwide campaign to obtlain
smployment for discharged soldlers

Mr. Woods will serve as the War Deo-
partment representative In the confer-
encen with the Department of Labor and
the Counell of Natlonal Defence, ns well
a8 with other agencles of the Goverrn-
maent which are seeking to restors
rormal conditions of employment for
both soldiers and the civillans who came
Into ths Government service during the
war.

The Labor Department's employment
mervice covers the entire feld of Govern-
ment employees who are returning to
clvil life and for whom work must be
found. The War Departmant will direct
its attention only to alding In ebtalning
employment for discha~ged soldiers,

Mr. Woods plans to caganize for this
purposs the chambara of o8, com-
marcial clubs, Btate publlic works oMcinle
and all aimilar agencies Interested In
the subject. It may be, It was sald to-
day, that the machinery of the mselective
service system can be found umeful In
returning the troops to eivil 1ife.

It was explained that Mr. Woods's
efforts would be toward decentralization
of the resmployment problem of the
army to the greatest possible extent, his
purposs belng to create and bring Inte
operating relationahip agencies in
community which will search local flelds
for jobs Into which the soldiers from
sach looality can be fitted as moon as
they leave the army. The central head-
quarters will be Mr, Woods's office In
the War Department.,

Arthur HL. Woods's chlef axperience aa
an executlve and adminlatrator has
been as Pollce Commissioner. After
being graduated from Harvard (n the
class of 1892, he passed a year at the
Unlversity of Berlin, later serving as a
master at the Groton School, Qrotom,
Mans. He accompanied Willlam H.
Taft to the Philippines when the latter
wan Becretary of War.

Mr. Wooda was a reporter on the
staff of Tue Evenina-8un In 1907, when
in the spring of that year he made a
trip to England to study police condl-
tions as secretary of the Cltizens Com-
mittes on Pollce. On July 24, 1907
Geon. Bingham, then at the head of the
Police Department, named Mr. Woods
as Fourth Deputy Commiasoner In
charge of the detective dlvision,

Mr, Woods advocated many Improve-
ments for the handling of the police ait-
uation in the eity, serving as Fourth
Deputy through the remainder of Mayor
MeClellan's administration. On April 8,
1914, Mayor Mitchel announced his ap-
pointment as Commissioner to succeed
Douglas I. MoKay.

The Pollce Department is credited
with having reached 1ts highest degree
of sfMiclency under Commissioner Wooda
He handled the difficult aituation grow-
Ing out of the war with frmness and
tact, and his administration won the
confidence and esteem of oltizens gen-
erally. He retalned ofice until the ad-
vent of Mayor Hylan,

ous apprehension.

All the spesakers advocated immediats
action by State, county and clty govern-
ments to promots road bullding and
other public works, thus furnishing a
buffer resorvoir of smployment during

the period when soldiers are being dia-
charged and war Industries ares convert-

Most States mlready have adopted
programmas of road bullding. it ap-;
peared, but meveral Governors reported
they had 4 Meulty In convinclng loeal
nuthorities and private Industries to go
ahead with Improvements now without
awniting an expected reduction in wages
and material costs.

Presldent's Address.
