committees of the T. M. C. A. War Work
Council and keenly Interested In Its

. development he .went to Franca as a
I member of a committee of all the war

work organizations to coordinate the
work of the agencies serving our troops.

' In regard to the criticism of the
1 T. M. C. A. Mr. Schlff said:
I "We must not overlook the fact that

now Is the time of faultfinding, that our
men are returning home dissatisfied with

1 many things and that criticism Is the
i natural reaction after the etraln of war.

In a certain way much of the complaint
about the Y. M. A. C. Is In Itself a com-
pliment. Our troops have become so ao- -
customed to the service It render that

v they take It for granted when they re- -
celve It and complain when It Is absent

I Of course the Y. SI. C. A. has made mis
takes and some serious ones at that, but
under the conditions under which It has
had to work It would be surprising If
this were not the case.

Faced Many Difficulties,
"Nobody who has not been there can

li me aimcuities wltn which 'It
had to contend. Take the problem

or transportation alone. When I was
In Coblenz early In January 100 car-
loads of supplier were on the road be-
tween Paris and Cobleni and none had
arrived. As a result the shelves of the
T. JT C. A. were bare. I can well under-
stand how the average soldier should
have felt about this nnd blamed the
Y. M. C. A. Even I, who knew the sit-
uation, thought It must be due to mis-
management until on my return Journey
I found that on the fastest passenger
trsln ntrin to th eonee'tion of traffic.
It took me fourteen hours to go from
Metz to Toul, a distance of about fifty
mtlm.

'The Y. M. C. A. has made Its mis-
takes, Its organization has been faulty
In many respects; It has perhaps been
too ambitious, too grasping of oppor-
tunities when It was not In a position
to do them Justice; but I return from a
close study of Its work convinced of the
magnitude of Its real accomplishments.
Tho service It has rendered so far out-
weighs Its failures that there Is no ques-
tion In my mind as to what the verdict
will be when the full record comes to be
written.- -

George W. Wlekersham, former Attorney-G-

eneral, also a passenger, said of
the Peace Conference that Its most dis-
appointing feature was the delay In set-
tling peace terms with Germny, and
that It was Imperative that these should
be settled Immediately. In regard to a
League of Nations he said he was In-
clined to think that the allied countries
believe that through Mr. Wilson's pres-
ence and influence the leasue will be rati-
fied. He said there Is a feeling that as
America did so much In winning the war
It has committed Itself to securing peace.
He said France Is uneasy about Ger-
many, and England has her economic
troubles labor and demobilization, for
Instance. These things are giving those
in responsimiity a good deal of trouble,
he said.

Wilfred Mella of Philadelphia, a pri-

(Texas and Oklahoma National Guard)
and the Eghty-firs- t (North and South
Carolina, Florida and Porto Rico Na
tional Army) and the Eighty-eight- h

Gen. Pershing has forwarded a chart
showing the schedule prepared on Feb
ruary 24 for the return of the other
divisions. The substance of the chart
haB already been published showing the
divisions assigned to return during
March, April, May and June.

Return of Troops.
The table shows that of the forty-tw- o

divisions which formed Gen. Penflilnr
forces when the armistice was signed
five full divisions the Fortieth, Forty-f-

irst, Eighty-thir- d, D ghty-seven- th and
Ninety-secon-d and a part of the Eighth
Regulars have returned home or were
on their way back, while seven divisions
have been skeletonized tne Tnirty-nra- t,

SHIP DUE THURSDAY NOON

Old First Fiold Artillery, New

York Guard, Also to
Bo Honored.

Wireless Information was received at
the office ot the Mayor's welcoming com.
mlttee yesterday afternoon that the Le-

viathan, with the headquarters depart-
ment and 9,000 other officers and men of
the Twenty-sevent- h Division will reach
Hoboken at approximately noon Thurs
day, and that If the big ship continues
her present speed the fleet of welcome
will start down the bay at 8 o'clock
Thursday morning. Members of the
Mayor's committee have been advised to
hold themselves In readiness at tne Bat
tery landing at that hour.

The wife of Gen. O'Ryan, together
with his mother and the four children,
will go down the harbor to meet his ship
on board the police boat Patrol, on
which will also be a number of city
notables, as well as State Senators and
Assemblymen. According to reports the
Leviathan wilt not anchor at Quaran
tine, but pause long enough to take on
board the party from the port of em-
barkation, and will then continue up the
bay to Pier 4, Hoboken, where she win
dock. The troops on board will be trans-
ferred Immediately to ferryboats and
sent to Camps Merrltt and Mills.

Debarkation Will Bo Hurried.
It was officially announced by Col. J.

Leslie Klncald, In command of the
Twenty-seventh- 's advance party, that
the Immediate transfer of the Levia-
than's passengers to ferryboats would
preclude' the possibility of friends and
relatives seeing their returning loved
ones at the shlpslde. Ho stated, however,
that every effort would be made by tho
debarkation officials to expedite the de-

barkation so that the soldiers would be
restored early to the arms of their
friends, sweethearts and families.

SOLDIERS ABROAD

TO LEARN FARMING

$60,000 Exhibit Will Include
Soil Samples From Every

U. S. County.

A $60,000 farming exhibit is being
shipped this week to France by the War
Work Council of the Young Men's Chris
tian Association to be used for the In
structlon of thousands of soldiers In the
American Expeditionary Force who
want to return to the farms when their
regiments are demobilized. The exhibit
was assembled by the United States
Department of Agriculture at the request
of the War Department

It Includes ramples of soil from every
county of tho United States, dairy uten-
sils, egg testers, cereal and corn samples,
Insectlc'des and fungicides, and other
material sufficient to fill five cars.

With this material will go to France
four Government experts to supervise
the setting up of the exhibit nnd to pre-
pare for tho work of instruction Ir,
Franco. These experts will remain with
the Expeditionary Forco four months to
teach men a&slgned. from the army so
that the work of Instruction can continue
as long an the American troops are
held overseas. A. A. Ormsby of the De-
partment of Agriculture In In charge of
the exh'blt. It Is announced that the ship-
ment of this mater's! Is the result of a
demand amojjr the flghtlns men overseas
for" Instruction ri agricult lira. Dr. Ken-yo- n

L. Butter-field- , president of the
Massachusetts Agricultural College and
a member of tho Y. M. C. A. Army Edu-
cation Commission, has estimated that
one-four- of the men In the American
Expeditionary Force came from the
farms of America and that a similar
proportion of them want to return to the
farms.

On Its arrival In France the exhibit
will be divided Into four parts, loaded on
trucks and moved from camp to camp
for demonstration.

'The Government will nay the salaries
of Its experts and the Y. M. C. A. will
pay their expenses. It Is expected thnt
the military author'tles will assign sev-- 1

eral hundred Instructors from the army
to use tnis cxnioit in agricultural educa
tion. It Is announced thnt tho Y, M. C.
A. sent to France In January more than
3700,000 worth of text books, part of
which bear upon courses of agriculture
and that these courses aro open to all the
troops.

The samples of so'l aro Intended to
enable the soldier to discover how best
to utilise the farm lands of his homo
town. The bureau of plant Industry has
contributed exhibits showing how to
fiitht Insect pests and fungous diseases ot
plant I'fe, and the bureau of animal
Industry has contributed model farm
buildings, dairy and poultry barns and
silos.
