i MAY BE SOCIALIZED

Par Benching Labor Legisla-

tion Hendy to Present
1 to Assembly.

COAL WILL GO TO NATION

Independent Socialists Aro Ac-

cused of Causing In-

ternal Strife.

WrtMAK, March 3 (delayed. After

many weeki work the Oovn-nmen- t Is al-

most ready to present to the National
Assembly drastic and far reaching labor
legislation, which Is said to exceed any-
thing demanded even by the Independent
Socialists. The Government also will
present measures for the socialization ot
all the mines of Germany and the taking
over of the coal syndicate by the nation.

The Socialists have presented a bill
providing that the property necessary to
the maintenance and exploitation of the
wealth ot the soli shall belong only to
the Government. Another bill demands
that tho Government arrange for the
transfer of mines and publlo power
plants from private to common owner-
ship and the appointment of Industrial
councils consisting of workmen for the
control and operation ot these properties.

Independents Fade Away.
Oovemment circles are said to be con-

siderably exercised over the fact, which
Is dally becoming more noticeable, thai
neany tne entire independent socialist
delegation In the National Assembly has
Tmnlsbed during these days of strikes,
uprisings and .attempts to cut off Weimar
from the rest of Germany. To-da- for
Instance, there were only two Independ-
ent 6oclallsts present at the Assembly
session, Herr Conn and Herr Hencke.
On Saturday there had been four Inde-
pendents present In the body and on Fri-
day flve such members.

The Independent delegation has been
steadily dwindling since the beginning
t the Halle and Lelpslc. troubles.
The semi-offici- al Government organ

611 attention to the Interesting fact
that the old Reichstag practice of de-
ducting from the salary of each dele-
gate for each day on which he absented
himself has been discontinued, eo that
the seventeen Independent Socialists are
receiving their full allotment of 1215
each, month. They arc probably travel-
ling about, says the Government jour-
nal, stirring up disorder and trouble on
the money which the Government Is
payinx them.

Qnlck Action Desired.
The National Assembly probably will

vote .itself this week In permanent ses-
sion so as to be able to assemble Imme-
diately when desired. This action !

proposed In view of the limited armi-
stice, capable of being terminated on
short notice, making It desirable for the
Assembly to be able to reach the neces-
sary decisions quickly. The plans for
this action may prevent the short ad-
journment which It was expected would
be taken the middle of thin week.

Weimar continues to be heavily
guarded by troops. Tho contingent has
been Increased and light artillery added
to its equipment. Machine guns now
adorn buildings In strategic localities,
notably the provisional telegraph head-
quarters where all the Assembly des-
patches are filed and which commands a
large square and half a dozen streets.

POLISH POGBOMS DISCUSSED.

IMlsndshl and Paderrwakl Quoted
as Talcing Anti-Je- w Stand.

London, March 4. The Zionist bu-
reau here has received from tho Zionist
bureau In Copenhagen the following
message :

"A Jewish deputation (In War-
saw) has Interrogated Gen. rilsud-sk- l

and Premier Paderewskl on the
subject of pogroms. Gen. Pllsudskl
said tho feeling toward the Jews
was much worse than was demon-
strated by the pogroms at Lemberg
and Klelce, but he could not stop
the free utterance of opinions In a
free State. He stated that the Jews
were hostile to Poland. ,

"Asked what the proofs of this
were, ho replied there were none,
hut that this was the general feel-
ing.

"Premier Paderewskl said ho dis-
approved of pogroms, but he refused
to do anything against them. He
declined to grant any subvention of
Jewish schools."

According to Toncacrtt the majority
the worklngmen In the metal trades

and railway workers favor general
stoppage of work. The same paper says,
however, that there Is every assurance
that the Government will able to
prevent breaking out disorders In
Berlin and to keep the strike within
ordered limits. Vortroerfs asserts that
Russian money playing large role
In the present agitation.

Some 300 business ana professional
men and officers In the city, mostly ad-
herents of the old order, held meeting

Weimar, March 3 (delayed). A state-

ment Issued by the "Cltlsens Committee
of Weimar" declares that It Is not Im-

possible that the general political strike
may extend to Weimar. It says that
ether cities had shown that the only
effective counter method against such a
strike Is a counter movement by the en-

tire citizenship. It appeals to all citi-
zens, therefore, to answer a call for a
strike In case a general strike la an-
nounced by the working classes.

TREATED FREE.

Hospital Care Provided for Reoe
currenoe of Disease.

Washington, March 4. Soldiers hon-
orably discharged since October 0, 1017,
for disability Incurred In line of duty
and who again become Incapacitated be-

cause of such disability are entitled to
free hospital care under the provisions
of the war Insurance act.

The War Department In making this
announcement y explained that In
emergency cases the chief medical ad-
viser ot the war risk bureau should be
Informed by telorraph. Army hospitals
have been placed at the disposal of the
bureau for free treatment of discharged
soldiers entitled to such attention.

DANIELS SEES DIFFICULTIES.

Navy Chief Peart "Workers May
Have to Be Dismissed.

Washington, March 4. Secretary
Daniels said that tho failure of
Congress to pass the annual navy ap-
propriation bill and the general defi-
ciency measure made "a hard task much
harder."

"It embarrasses us much, very much,"
declared the Secretary.

Failure of the deficiency bill, the Sec-
retary said, was the most serious blow
to tho Department, as It would have
made available money needed In the
next few months. Without this money
It might be necessary to dismiss many
employees, the Secretary added.

BS,B30 on Sick List Overseas.
Washington. March 4. On Febru

ary 13 statistics made public to-d- by
the War Department showed there were
32,539 sick and Injured soldiers remain-
ing oerseas. Of these 19,966 were
listed as suffering from Injury and 62,-67- 3

from disease This was a reduc
tion of about 60 per cent as compared
with the figures November 14.

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FIGHTING RENEWED

IN NORTH RUSSIA

BolBhoviki Push Offensive
Against Allies 160 Miles

From ArchangcL

By tht Atnortated Prm.
Archanqil, March 3 (delayed), The

Bolshevlkl continue to push their offen-

sive against tho American and nll'cd
troops on tho front 160 miles south of
Archangel. According to reports re-

ceived at headquarters here this morning
the Allies have evacuated the village of
Vevstevskawa.

The Allies, however, still hold their
position at Vlstavka and the villages of
Maxlmovskaya and Kltsa.

The Uolshovlkl were reported yester-
day to be moving a considerable force
along the road from Tarahovo In the
Kadlth sector toward Maxlmovskaya nnd
last night the BoUhevlk artillery bom-

barded Vlstavka heavily.
The Americans evacuated Vevslevs-kaw- a

yesterday after the block houses
had been set on fire. Airplane observers
reported that tho town was still burning
last night

In the meantime the Bolshevlkl con-
tinue to shell the allied positions at
Tulgas on the Dvlna. The allied guns
are roplylng vigorously. The enemy ap-
parently la attempting to drive the
Americans from L'nt Vaga and cut off the
column along the Dvlna, which Is thirty
miles south of the confluence of tho Vaga
with the Dvlna. Since early In February
the enemy has been --eorganlxlng behind
the lines and bringing up new guns. The
columns on both the Vaga and tho Dvlna
are outnumbered at least three to one
and the Bolshevlkl have a great superi-
ority In guns.

There la now twelve hours of daylight
each day In 'northern Itusala and the
woather Is Improving, favoring fighting
operations.

The renewal of the Bolshevik offensive
began on Sunday after the enemy had
been Inactive for about three weeks.
Following a twenty-fou-r hour bombard-- ,
ment. to whkh the American guns re-

plied vigorously, the Bolshevlkl launched
a strong Infantry attack against the
American positions on the Vagi River
Sunday afternoon. Heavy fighting re-

sulted.
In the meantime the Bolshevlkl also

were moving considerable forces on the
Dvlna. An Amerlcna patrol on Sunday
encountered , superior numbers of the
enemy In the woods near Tulgas nnd
the patrol was engaged several minutes
In a brief but hot action, during which
the Americans lost five men killed. The
American position on the railway was
bombarded for on hour on the same day
with little damage. The American light
and heavy artillery replied. The air-
plane observers reported considerable
activity at this time behind the enemy
lines.

FAILS TO CUT PRICE

Retailers Chnrgo Three Times

What Food Costs
Thorn.

The steam trawler Albatross, which
arrived here on Monday with 300,000
pounds of fresh cod and haddock, will
go to Communlpaw this morning for
coal. As soon as her bunkers aro filled
she will start for the Atlantic fishing
banks for another catch, which eho will
deliver at Boston. The next load of
fresh fish to bo brought here by the
East Coast Fisheries Company will ar-
rive on the Albatross's sister trawler
Fish Hawk, dUo to arrive Monday at the
Beekman street pier, north of Fulton
Market.

Officials of tho company said the entire
cargo was disposed of to tho wholesale
trade In Jig time. There was more or
less grumbling In the Boston fish mar-
ket because New York buyers elected
to buy perfectly fresh fish In New York
direct from tho fishing grounds Instead
of putting their orders through Boston
In the usual way and waiting for tho fish
to come to New York by train.

Despite the fact that wholesalers were
able to buy fresh steak cod at from 8
to 10 cents on Monday retailers were
still charging consumers 25 cents a
pound yesterday. Haddock for which
wholesalers paid the producers 5 to 3
cents were quoted on some retail stands
nt 18 cents. Dr. Jonathan C. Day, Pub-
llo Market Commissioner, announced
yesterday that there Is no reason why j

consumers shouldn't get cod and had-
dock from S to '7 cents a pound cheaper i

than they paid last week.
