gAN FRANCISCO. March 6.
An 'embargo on freight be-

tween Pacific coast points and
New York, Brooklyn, Long Island
and Jersey City has been de-
clared

by the United States Rail-
road Administration, according
to advices received here fa-da- y.

Congested freight conditions at
the New York terminals owing to
the strike of harbor workers is
responsible for the order, it was
said.

Responsibility for tho complete tie-u- p

of the port of New Tork waa placed
t tho door 'of the United States Gov-

ernment yesterday by the boat' owners
of New York, whose, craft lay Idle at
tho piers of Manhattan, Brooklyn and
tho Jersey shore.

There is not tho slightest hope of
further mediation of tho differences be-

tween the boat owners and the strikers,
the reason being simple; an award was
asked by tho strikers from the Na-
tional War Labor Board In January.
It was given, tho boat owners accepted
It, but now the strikers won't recognlwj
It. Owners of lighters, tugs, barges
and all craft In New Tork harbor are
unanimously determined, to reject any
offer of another arbitration. The effort
of James L-- Hughes,-conciliato- r from
tho United States Department of La-
bor, to bring about a compromise is
futile ro far as the boat owners one
concerned.

Heads of tho Railroad Administra-
tion In this city made several attempts
jesterday to try to bring the boat
owners to reason, but had to be cau-
tious In making any offers for substi-
tutes for tho Macy award, because
changing that award might be consid-
ered an Insult to the President and the
National War Labor Board, which ar-
bitrated the strike at Mr. Wilson's own
cabled behest.

nallroads Are Helpless.
While all the railroads are affected by

the strike, Individually nono can try to
operate boats because they are under
Federal control. The New Jersey Cen-
tral obtained etrlke breakers yesterday,
and was about to start boats across
the river to Jersey City when the Rail-roa- d

Administration discovered It and
Immediately ordered that road to stop
operating boats at once.

The secret of discovery of a new
law of nature which ho has harnessed
to add the perfecting touches to wire-
less and which will mean, enthusiasts
assert, that in but a short time
human voice will span tho globe by
wireless telephony, was disclosed last
night by Roy A. Weagant of the Mar-
coni laboratories before a gathering of
scientists In the auditorium of New
York Klectrlcal Society.

The unveiling of his mystery con-
verted Weagant's most vigorous
sceptic, Prof. Michael I. Pupin, head'
of department of clectromcchantcs
of Columbia, who. after having ex-
pressed doubt over proclaimed dis-
covery, last night nrose from tho Elec-
trical Society audience and
that the wireless wizard's find was to
oo nailed with delight by electrical
sclentlsts.

fore ho left tho United States that
tho people of the United States are be-
hind the Leaguo of Nations has made
perfectly rigid tho general determina-
tion of Republican Senators and some
of the Democrats to go out to tho coun-
try and tell the people Just what the
Brltlsh-Wllso- leaguo would do sur-
render American sovereignty for hybrid
internationalism and bring the United
States to Uie level of a mere vassal In
an alien congregation of nations.

The President's statement caused
mingled amazement, amusement and
disgust. Senators were at a loss to
understand on what the President
based his remarkable assertion.

To say that tho President whs tak-
ing a great deal for granted was put-
ting It mildly, these Senators said, re-

calling thut tho last time the people
of tho nation had a chnnce to express
their opinions at the polls last No-

vember Woodrow Wilson and his
policies and Ideas were burled under
an adverse majority of votes amount-
ing to 1,317.000.
