Hy the Assoclated Prose,
Conizwe, March § (dslayed) —All In-
debtadness contracted by Americans
within the occcupled territories of Ger-
many will be pald Immediately. Author-
fzation to this affect was obtained by
the Third Army to-day and from this
date on the Americans will pay thelr
way as they go. The money to pay the
back bills and the bills of the future will
be requisitionsd from Berlin, the army
thus relleving the civilians of the ooccu-
pied territory from taking the chances of
collecting from the German flovernment

When the Americans eventually start
homeward not one pfennig will ba
owing to civillans who have clalms for
servioes rendered or for billets in hotals
or houses or claims of any other kind in
conmection with the upkeep of the United
Btates troopa mso far as the army
records are conosrned Before the de-
parture of the forcea the commanders of
the warlous units will confer with the
Burgomasters of the reapsctiva citles and
villagea In the distriot and as a final
formality will recelvs from the Burgo-
masters recslpta In full, showing all
debln clenred up under this plan

The disturbances in Berlin and other
parts of unoccupled Germany have re-
suited In such an increass In the num-
ber of civilans eager to reach the
bridgehend area, where conditions are
more normal, that the Amerioan forces
of occupation have been compeiled to
take steps to prevent Germans from all
parts of ths country overrunning the oc-

Within the Ilast few days, minoe the
strike Legan in Herlin, the number of
applicants desiring to reach Coblens or
other parta of the American district has
more than doubled ths number of the
pravious woek.
