Renting or Having Craft
Commandeered.

TROOPSHIPS GET1 COAL

Merchant Vessels Also May

Be Able to Fill Bunkers
and Get Away.

HARBOR MEN ARE ANGRY

Towing1 Interests Resent Ac-

tion of Government in Tnk-- i

nig Hand in Strike.

The Federal Government made an-

other step toward ending tho harbor
strike yesterday when It leased twelve
tugboats from their owners for the
purpose of coaling- troopships and other
Government vessels, and nt tho saino
Uracgavo boat owners their choice of
supplying the Government wjth boats
manned by union crews, chartering
their boats bare of crews or having
them commandeered. It Is expected
that this move will enable tho mcr-cha- nt

ships which have been unable to
obtain bunker coal to proceed with
their coaling, and at the same time It
probably will eliminate any possibility
of a coal famine In New York city.

Several of the largest ocean liners
have been held up for several days be-

cause of the strike and the consequent
Inability of procure coal, and some
have had to go to Halifax for enough
coal to make the transatlantic voyage.
Under the arrangement made yester-
day by the Government all of them
will be able to get coal, but will have
to depart in ballast, because under pre-

vailing conditions they can get only
such cargo as may be landed at their
sides from railroads cars or other
equipment of the Railroad Administra-
tion..

Placed Before Cabinet.
It was Intimated last night that the

Intervention tho Government wlll.n ot.
stop at commandeering boats for Gov-

ernment work, and In some quarters It
wa believed that other measures are
being planned to end the strike. James
L. Hughes, Federal Mediator, returned
yesterday from Washington, where he
jut the harbor strike situation before
tha Cabinet, and made the following
statement:

The humiliation of his "coercion"
will be offset somewhat by the fact that
ho will receive $132 a day for tho use
ot his twelve boats, while those of his
brother owners aro tied up In Idleness.

Secretary of tho Navy Dunlets yester-
day directed that no navj tugs be used
to tow barges under contract to supply
coal for the Interborough or the Consol-
idation Coal Company.

The threat of a tleup of tho city's
transportation system on account of a
coal shortage resulting from the harbor
strike turned out yesterday to bo Just
"one of those things," In the classic
phrase of Kdltor-Preslde- nt "Tay Pay"
Shonts of tho Interborough.

When he heurd of the threat yesterday
ho wrote out a piece for tho newspapers
to tho effect that there was no chance
of a transportation tleup on account
of a lack of' coal brought about by the
strike because (1) the Interborough had
a comfortable reserve supply on hand
and (2) the strike was not now Inter-
fering with resular deliveries of addi-
tional supplies.

MORTIMER

FREED JURY

Found Not Guilty of

in Running'
Down Two Men.

VERDICT AFTER 10 HOURS

Young Woman Swerved ller
Car in Effort to Avoid Col-

lision With Truck.

A verdict of not guilty was returned
ot 10:45 last night by a Jury in the
Queens County Supremo Court, which
for nearly a week had boon listening to
evidence in the trial of Miss Edith Mor-

timer of Whcatlcy Hills, L. I., who was
indicted for second degree manslaugh-
ter after her automobllo ran down and
killed two men recently In Broadway,
Flushing.

Tho Jury was out for ten hours nnd
a halt. Miss Mortimer's parents were
in court with her when the result of

the trial was announced. She stood up
calmly and looked at tho Jurors, smil-

ing for the first timo pince tho trial be-

gan.
"I feel that a great load has been

dropped from my shoulders," she said
as she left the court room with her
parents and entered an nutomoblle for
tho trip back to Wheatley Hills. She
was accompanied from tho court room
also by a group of women friends who
had remained with her through the
long wait for tho verdict.

Mies Mortimer grew pale as the Jurors

ported that food conditions In Germany
and Austria wero now at tho lowest
point and that starvation conditions were
already apparent. This Is particularly
true In the remoter parts.

By tho latter part of March tho whole
of tho enemy countries will receive sup-
plies, and these will continue to go for-
ward until tho next harvest. In London
there la belief that conditions In Ger-
many are exaggerated and many believe
these reports are facilitated by tho Gov-

ernment of Germany, which is anxious
to impress tho Allies with their des-
perate plight and thus force revlctual-lln- g

on easy terms.
The British Government, however, ob-

tained reliable rtjKjrts, and the real con-

dition Is known to bo bad. Both Great
Britain and France ohject to tho pay-

ment for food in German goods und pre-

fer to have coal, and this will be sup-

plied In aulllotent quantities to meet Im-

mediate needs. Hitherto the llbert Gov-
ernment has balked over the terms of
payment, and particularly over tho ques-
tion of giving up ships. But thero can
ho no sham now. Either food must bo
supplied or the country turned over to
the terrorists, and they know It.
