Ilntnnlcnl Cinrdeua Join in Metro-pollt- nn

Museum Bhow.
Tho most recent activity of the Metro-

politan Museum of Art In Us campaign
to unlto art and Industry Is an alliance
with tho Now York Botanical Gardens In
an exhibition meant to call Increased
ntlentlott upon tho part of designers to
the possibilities of floral ornament.

There was opened yesterday In Class
Room 1J of tho museum n, combined ex-

hibition of claselc floral ornament juxta-
posed with tho roal flowers, and authori-
ties from the Botanical Gardens were on
hand to speak of the floral resources of
the city that nre available for designs.
There were pnlmej In abundance on dis-
play, the antique papyrus, lilies, Irises,
roses, hyacinths and mnny other plants
Known to ancients and moderns nllke.

Dr. W. A. Murrlll, assistant director of i
tho Kardens, has obtained leave of ab- -
senco from his duties there and will re-

main In charge of the Metropolitan ex-

hibition until lis close, on April 20. At
the opening-- view he gave n llttlo talk on
fungi, which he thought designers could
study to advantage both for form f.nd
color.
