The attitude of Senator Lodce and his
thtrty-si- x colleagues in the United States
Senate In opposition to' the League of
Nations covenant aa advocated by Presi-
dent Wilson, was indorsed by the

affairs, of which Jamea J.I. Beck
Is chairman, waa adopted. It carried
with It a request to the president to calla special session or Congress at once and
ended with thla declaration of position:

'Tho Republican Club of the city of
New York Indorses the general project
of a more effective union among the na-
tions for the preservation of peace, a
project for which the Republican party
and this club have consistently stood In
tho past, and for that reason Indorses
the action of Republican members of the
Scnato and pointing out to the membersof the Peace Conference now sit-
ting In Parts, In ample time for
consideration and action by said
conference the views of such Sen-
ators that In the Interests of nt

peace and general disarma-
ment 'the proposed constitution of the
League of Nations In the form now pro-Dos-

to the PeACA PnnfrAnoA i All Id nnl
be accepted by the' United States,' but
siiuuiu do amenaea 10 meet me 'grave ob-
jections which have been pointed out on
the floor of the Senate."

Only One Dissenter.
William ir. Harris, a lawyer, offered

the only dissenting note to the adoption
pi me report, tin urged that the Sena-
tors bo asked to come toccther and for.
mulate pome definite principles to take
tho place of the features to which they
object. His proposition met with no
support, however.

"Our report," said Mr. Beck, "clearly
pets forth tho attitude of the Republican
party, it lnuorscn tho general propoal
t on of a League of Nations. Put oncosts
the covenant as It la being pressed for
adoption by President Wilson.

"Wo would be remiss as Republicans
If we did not go on record aa supporting
me sianu or me tnirty-seve- n Senators.
So, come what may. If any attempt Is
maue to cram down the throats of this
nation. If It shall happen that the Presi
dent with lila enormous power as chief
peace commissioner of this nation shall
Jam Into the peace treaty this ill consld
ered constitution, let It be known that
we stand by the thirty-seve- n Senators.'

The remarks of Mr. Beck and other

speakers were greeted with applause. It
wan directed that copies of the report
hould be sent to the American Peace

Commissioners and to tho members of
the Senate.

Thompson Charges Attempt
to Prejudice Public.

In a resolution that an attempt Is being
made to prejudice the public against
Government and municipal control of
public utilities by the deliberate acts of
railroad, telegraph and telephone off-
icials In conducting a "system of petty.
annoying and unncessary practices" In
the service. He asked for an Investlga.

The resolution, which will be consld'
ered declares that these util-
ities are actually operated by the same
personal organizations that obtained be
fore the Government assumed general
control, and continues:

"It is uncertain whether the policy of
cumulative annoyance and lnconven
lence Is caused by a desire on the part
of the private operators to fool the pub
lice and make them think these practices
are toe result ot Government control
and thus educate the public to oppose
Government control and municipal own
ership."

Gov. Smith's bills giving legislative sane
tlon to the appointment of his recon
struction commission, and the approprla
tlon of 160,000 for Its expenses, were.
defeated In both branches of the Lerfs
lature The Senate voted 5 to
IS against It, The measure was lost In
the Assembly by 81 to 42. Republicans
were solid in their opposition.

After the vote had been taken Gov.
Smith declared that the work of the
Reconstruction Commission would con
tinue.

"Who will put up the money for It?'
he was asked.

"I don't know, but I am told the mem
bors of the commission themselves are
ontrlbutlng toward Its support," he an

swered.
On motion of John J. Boylan, the act

ing Democratic leader, the Senato took
up the Governor's recommendation for
transferring the duties of the State Nar-
cotic Commission to the Health Depart-
ment and abolishing the former body. It
was defeated. 13 to 12, by a strictly
party voto. Similar action Is expected in
the Assembly

An Indication ot what the Republicans
aim to do during the reconstruction
period was seen to-d- when tho Senate
War Committee, of which J. Henry
Walters, tho Republican leader, la chair-
man, made a favorable report on the
Lutsk bill permitting counties, cities,
towns and vlllnges to create industrial
aid committees to serve with or without
pay. They would be empowered to seek
employment for persons out of work and
to furnish fuel, food and clothing to the
unemployed.

ENRIGIIT SENDS DEFENCE

Commissioner Explains Much,

but Is Forgotful About
"Honest Dan" Costigan.

At the same time that Alderman Will
Ham P. Qulnn was making a bitter at-

tack on tho administration of the Pollca
Department at the meeting of the Hoard
of Aldermen vesterday a communication
was received from Commissioner En- -

rieht nnswerlna- - some of the questions
raised by Alderman Bruce M. Falconer
a week ago, deprecating such attacks
and Intimating that there were serious
times ahoad for peace officers in this
"country.

Alderman Qulnn talking on a motion
to discharge the commltteo from con-

sideration of his six weeks old resolu-
tion for an Aldermanlo Investigation of
tho Tollce DeDartment asserted:

"You may do- - as you like with my
motion, but I assuri you that If It Is
not taken up here It will be taken up In
Albanv."

Despite this warning the Democrats
burled tho motion by a vote ot l lo is
and the proposition for an Investigation
will continue to, sleep In committee.

"The Pollre Department has Just
passed a most critical period," wrote
Commissioner Enrlght In an effort to
head off further criticism, "and notwith
standing the statements of cheap noto
rletv seekers It has endeavored to per
form Its functions and Its duties with
dignity and credit,

"We are confronted with serious con.
dltlons which are likely to become more
serious as the days go by. and It Is
not to the best Interests ot the city or
of the nation to weaken confidence In
this splendid organization, particularly
when the motives behind these criticisms
are purely political or personal and In
nowise constructive or tor the publlo
good."

Dodsrrs Dnn Coatlffan Case.
Although the Commissioner asserted

that any official of the city "and in.
deed most any responsible person can
receive any proper Information which he
may deslro regarding tho administration
of tho Police Department," ho refrained
from making any referenco to the Inquiry
of Alderman Falconer regarding the rea
sons for the demotion of Inspector Hon
est Dan" Costigan.

Regarding the appropriation In the
1919 budget to pay for special patrol
men who were all dismissed before Jan
uary 1, tho Commissioner explained that
last year the men had to be paid from
special bonds to the amount ot more
than $1,000,000 because no provision had
been made for the payment In the 1918
budget. Ho had expected to finance the

specials In 1919 the samo way, but
the Budget Committee of tho Board of
Estimate had atked him to include the
money In his regular budget, which
he had done to the extent of 1439,784.

After the armistice was signed, the
Commissioner said. It was not known for
some time Just what the conditions
would be. Anyway he was out of town
for about three weeks when the Board of
Aldermen . was considering the budget
The Inference was that had he been here
he might have asked for the rescinding
of the appropriation, as ir was decided
to release all the "specials" before Jan
uary 1, The fund, tho Commissioner
aald, was Intact and could be used for
any purpose the Board of Estimate saw
tit.

As for the complaint of Alderman
Falconer that the Police Department held
up the Issuance of plBtol permits, while
the Hoard of Aldermen was considering
in ordinance Increasing tho fee, Commis-
sioner Enrlght explained that the 1918
permits were extended and that as soon
as it xvna learned that there would be
delay In tho board on the matter new
permits were Issued on the understand-
ing that any Increase In the fee should
be made up later.

RIOTERS AND POLICE
IN PISTOL BATTLE

Lawrence ' Strikers Riot- -
Many Are Arrested.

Lawt.excb, Masa., March 18. Violent
encounters bstwecn policemen and tex.
tile strikers and strike sympathizers,
which started y when the police
broke up a parade, were resumed to
night. The disturbances were the most
serious etnee the operatives went on
strike six weeks ago.

Shots were fired at policemen from
tenement houses while they were strug
gling with leaders ot the parade this
forenoon and the police ex.
changed ahota with occupants ot a house
who made an effort to prevent them from
arresting a disturber. There were two
other conflicts In which 'no shots were
fired.

Twenty-on- e men arrested during tho
early rioting were held under $500 bonds
each on charges of Inciting to riot.
Four men arrested because ot
disturbances will bo arraigned

The police used their clubs freely to-

day after the disturbers had thrown
stones and bottles and there were sev-
eral hand-to-han- d combats. Many of
the men who were arremeu naa oruises
and cuts treated before being locked up.

The most serious outbreak
occurred In an alleyway, a man threw
a stone at Patrolman Charles Wadlln.
When Wadlln and Patrolman John

tried to arrest the man they were
surrounded by strike sympathizers.
Shots were iflred at the patrolmen from
a tenement house and the officers fired
Into windows of a house from which
they thought tho bullets came.

A detail of patrolmen rescued Wadlln
and DIneen, who said they had been
roughly handled by the crowds. Clubs,
stones and bottles were used In the mix-u- p.

The police succeeded In arresting
four men and driving oft the others.

A fight occurred in another section
when Polish operatives who had been
attending a strikers' meeting Jeered at
policemen ns they camo out of tho hall.
Again clubs, stones and bottles were
called Into play, but no arrests were
made.

HARBOR MEN STAY

ON TROOPSHIP TOGS

Ono Fhaso of Striko of Boat
men Settled by Govern-

ment Action.

All but two of the fourteen Govern
ment tug crews which announced Mon
day night that they would quit bepause
the private owners of the boata had
declined to pay them more than the
old wage scale, remained at work yes
terday. Seven of them stated that they
would stay on th'e Job Indefinitely.-- '

Paul Bonynge, counsel for the private
owners, said that they had refused to
pay the Railroad Administration scale
on the boats chartered to the Govern-
ment because by so doing they would
have been put In the position of yield-
ing to the demands of the strikers. He
said that the Government had offered
to distribute bonuses to these men, but
that the private owners had rejected the
proposal,

J. J. Kelly, proprietor of the B. Mac
lain Transportation Company, au
nounced that he had chartered ten boats
to the Government on a bare boat baela,
This arrangement will allow the Govern.
ment to pay Its own wage scale to
crews, which will be furnished by the
Marine Anrillatlon, and avert tho noKst
blllty ot delay to troopships on account
or a lack of coaling facilities. Mr.
Kelly said that the fees he Is to receive
for the uso of his boats would bo do
nated to the boat owners' fund for light,
lng the strike.

No progress was made yesterday to.
ward a settlement of the strike by com.
promise. Both the strikers and the
private owners Insisted that they would
not compromise the question ot the eight
nour day.

"I understand," said Mr. Bonynge, the
coat owners- - counsel, "that Mr. Dela
huijty and Capt, Maher have announced
that I am to be eliminated from further
participation In tho harbor strike con
troverey. I am willing to retire as far
into oblivion and obscurity as these
gentlemen are willing to accompany me.
1 do not work upon a tugboat and neither
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do they. If they will yield their places
to a committee ot practical men who
work on the boats I will agree to step
down also. The private owners will al-
ways be glad to meet and confer with a
committee of bona fldo employees, but
they have had quite enough of meetings
with agitators."

Grievances of the men employed on
the Government boats. Including com-
plaints that Itallroad Administration
managers have been discriminating
against union workers, will be heard to-

day at a conterence between the strfke
commltteo of the Marine Affiliation and
representatives of the Government
agencies Interested In the harbor

JERSEY TROLLEYS RESUME.

People ITappy to Get Dry IUdes In
atead of Wet Walk.

Traffic on trolley llnee of the Publlo
Service system In northern New Jersey
was resumed at 4 A. M. yesterday In
