Mr. Wilson*s Open Diplomacy and
the Paris Censors Gag.

In the Unlted States American sen-
timent agalnst Mr., Wrsox's League
of Nations rises untll it begins to run
& tidal wave.

In Parls lnformation abont what 1s
taking place over here Is suppressed.
* The French newspapers are gagged
by the censor. The publie men who
know the truth and would tell it are
excluded from the league dlscussions.
If they insist upon declaring them-
selves with Informal speech thelr
words are smothered by the Peace
Conference's blanket as “unofficlal.”

All the while Mr. Wisox In his
officlal position towers above the Con-
ference circle at Parls and declares
that the American people are over-
whelmingly behind him.

One need not belleve that the
French press, forum and speech are
throttled by the Parls censor at the
Instigation of Mr. Wirsoxn to give
color to his claim of volelng unanl-
mous American opinion. The French
censor Is adept enough without any-
body's help. The French Interest In
striving to get the Unlted States to
pack the Old World's load Is too ob-
vious {o require & deeper motive. The
European Interest in the same game
is llkewlse too evldent to call for ex-
planation as to why other delegntes
do mnot demand that In France the
gag be torn out of the mouth of the
public prints and free speech be un-
throttled,

Mr. Wisox, It 1s true, la committed
unqualifiedly to Open Diplomacy : It Is
one of the cardinal commandments of
his fourteen points. Mr. Wnson, It
is true, could fittingly ask that the
American view ghould be revealed to
the French Conference, to the French
nation, to the Powers of Europe rep-
resented In the Conference. Mr.
Wirsox, It ls true, might well de-
mand that all the Amerlean facts,
whether they were for his posltlon
or against his position, be frankly
presenied to the delegntes and freely
discussed by all.

But weé are bound to say that If
Mr. Wirsox Is so Infatuated with his
‘own League of Natlons project that
lig can sdd up and Mert thneesC
Amerlean people are overwhelmingly
behind him when thelr protests are
like the roar of Nlagara, we can com-
prehend how the same Infatuation
could lead him, when the volee of
eriticism In Parls was a8 sllent as the
grave, to assume that the French
press was not muzzled and French
speach not gagged.

Nor 15 It to be weerlooked that If
Mr. Wirson does not eare In hils own
country what the Amerlean people
think and say about his league, what
tha United Staies Senate thinks and
says about his league, he would not
be likely In Paris to care what any-
body there thought or sald about his
league when ha wus delermined, In
uny event, to have his own way.

Nevertheless, make such ullowanee
ng we may for the banishment of Mr,
Wirsox's Open Diplomaecy from the
Peace Conference of all places on
earth, or for his Indifference to the
convictions and scruples of anybody
else when they run counter to his own
will, the fact remnins that Mr, Wit-
sox"is Inststing that the delegated in
Paris shall glve him to bring hi.me
and submit to the United States Hen-
ute expetly the form oo learue to
which millions of Awerlcan elflzens
object ond which the U dtel States
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Senate has warned him It eannot and
will not accept,

The fnct remains that when the
Senate, whose treaty making power
hus the last word in this matter, le
Ignored aml defled In the Parls nego-
tiations, it 1s Mr. Wrrsox and nobody
élse who not only mokes for the de-
feat of his lengue project, but, so far
as concerns this natlon, alse endan-
gers the peace treaty ltself.

The fact remains that If Mr. Wn-
sox brings back to this country his
lengue inseparably jolned with the
peace treaty It will be the duty of the

{ United States Senate to send the un-

Ameriean creation back to Its makers
in Burope. And if the Senate In the
performance of its obligation to its
private consclence and to its publie
honor does that very thing to the
peace treaty and to Mr. Wimmson's
league together the American peo-
ple will triumphantly vindicate every
member who so votes.

Bulld the Vehicular Tunmel to
New Jersey Now.

Three tlmes In the last fAftesn
montha the Imperntlve need for a
vahicular tunnel connecting New York
city with the malnland In New Jer-
ey has been demonstrated.

In the winter of 1917-18 this clty
wns isolated from the source of Its
coal supply by natural conditlons
which may be repeated next year or
any year thereafter,

In Januvary of this year a harbor
strike reduced the transportation fa-
cllities between New York and New
Jersey to the Hudson tubes, the Pann-
sylvimia Rallroad tunnel and one
ferry. These are utterly inadequate
to meet the normal, everyday de-
mands for intercommunication be-
tween this town and the west bank
of the Hudson

Agnin this month a strike has oc-
curred, which reduced the coal sup-
ply In New York city to a guantity
Insufficlent to assure the uninter-
rupted operation of the publie utill-
ties, whose managers were obliged to
warn the Inhabltants that unless re-
llef was obtalned the subways, the
elevated rallroads and the surface car
lines serving 5,500,000 persons would
have to stop running.

Thess are three warnings we ocan-
not afford to ignore. The comfort, the
business, the health of the clty have
thrice been Imperilled. They would
be completely safeguarded by the
opening of a vehlcular tunnel. Such
a tunnel I1s practicable. It I1s de-
manded by public sentiment. Plans
for Its construction are already well
advanced. The States of New Jersey
and New York have agreed on the
genern]l scheme for Its management.
Yet at the last moment a mysterious
obstacle has been Interposed to delay
the work.

Moreover, the boring of this tun-
nel now would provide jobs for many
men at a time when jobs are needed,
and not only give us a publlc !m-
provement essential to the welfare of
the communities it would joln to-
gether, but would help to solve the
iabor problem. The New York-New
Jersey vehicular tunnel should be
bullt at once, and whoever secks to
postpona It does an {1l act for the
milllons of men and women concerned.

Acconding to the World “the fiylng
end of the service is to be compietely
subordinated,” and Brigadler-General
Winuiamn Mircnernr, who succeeded
Major-Genernl Kexty as dlrector of
miltary aeronauties, s rated as third
nesistant executive (i the new sclieme,
while “no assignment at all has been
mude as chlef of alr service tealning.”

Tihe Waorld does not attempt to ex-
ploin why the fiying end of the alr
service Is to be completely subordinat-
ed, or why no asslgnment has been
muade as chlef of alr service traluing.
It muy be assumed that If flying Is
hereafter to be relegated to n piace of
Hitle Importance, no chlef of alr ser.

Com
tainly his work would he n waste of
time and effort. But If fiying 18 to
be subordinated what 16 the use of
lmalntnlning auy alr gerviee at all?

The Admialstration denles that It Is

As
the veterans of the civil war doml-
nated the public affalra of the United
States for a generation after the fight-
ing stopped, we may look forward to
a simllar period of power for the sur
vivors of the great war; and all
Americans may well hope that under
thelr rule the natlon will grow In
wealth and power as it did under the
rule of their daddles.

Colonel Harvey's Service to Ameriea.

crushing in Its exposure of the fal-
Incles which underlle and vitiate the
document Mr. Wirsox to-day says we
must accept to control our forelgn re-
Iations for all time to come.
