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COURT TO HALT
BONE DRY LAW

Action Aimed to Involve
U. 8, Officers Who En.
foroe Prohibition.

WANT PERCENTAGE RULE

Beeking of Injunction in Ad-
vance of Proceedings Is
Unusual Featare.

A new move was made yesterday by
the brewars In the fight to save light
bears, whan the Jacodb Hoffmann Brew-
ing Company, Ina., instituted injunction
procesdings In the Federal Distriet Court
agninst Mark Himmer, as Internal Reve-
nus Collector for the Third New York
District, and Franols O. Caffer, ns
United Stales Attormey for the South-
ern District of New York, to restrain
them from carrying out ths bone dry
prohibition rider of November 21, 1918,
An extraordinary featurs of the sult 1s
that It seekm an Injunction in advance
and In anticipation of any attempt by
the Government agents to enforce the
law,

This action la m test sult challenging
the constitutionality of this statute, In
which featurs It resembles the sult in-
rtituted on Baturday in the Fedoral court
by Joseph E. Everard, a minority stock-
holder, against the board of directors of
the James BEverard Hrewerliea Corpora-
tion, with tha aim of restraining them
in thelr decinion to ceass brewing after
June 30, as directed by law.

Parposeas of Actlon.

But the two maln purposes of the
prement proceeding, which distinguish it
from that sult, are first, to Involve di-
rectly in litigation the officera of the
Government charged with putting Inte
effect the bone dry provision, and sec-
ondly, to obtain a court ruling on what
percentage of alecoholle contqnt makes &
bevernge intoxlcating,

In the Everard case the Government
was not involved, and thea contention
that beer with 2% percentage of alcohol
was permimslible was brought in only as
a eecondary matter. In this case the
burden of the complaint is focussad upon
it, In bolh oases tha compiainants are
represented by the same counsel, headed
by Elthu Root and Willlam D. Guthrie.

This case Is looked upon s an out-
growth of the opinjon they gave 1o the
lLager Heer Brewera Board of Trade on

Monday. In this the special counsal
deciared that Daniel ., Roper, Com-
miasloner of Internad FRevenue, had no

legal authority for fixing the non-intoxi-
oating limit of bevernges nt one-half of
1 per cent. of alcohol and advised injunc-
tlon proceedings to prevent tha prohihi-
tion Inw from being interpreted in this
waY

The action begun vesterday I8 called
a friendly suit; n# the office of the
internal revenus collector Is represented
as anxious to obtaln a decision from the
bench on the limit. of non-intoxleanis
before delermining on Ita future course.
Most of the brewers, pending this de-
eision, are holding up their preparations
to go ahead with the production of 2%
per cent. beer, folloWing the Root-Guth-
rie opinlon, though the Jacoh Ruppert
Brewing Company Is said 1o be already
in & poaition to market this product

The United Bimtes Brewers Associa-
tlon in sanding out copiss of the Root-
Guthrie opinlon made ra general recom-
mendatlon, simply leaving it to the In-
dividual judgment of thelr membera as
to how they should mct on It. It was
the unofficial conviction of some of the
legal representatives of the brewers that
they would have 1o start separate ac-
tlons at law and would not ba allowed
10 join as complainants in the present
cass in the event that they decided to
fight out the issus In court.

The papars filled yesterday ars in ths
naturs of a bill In equity, signed and
attested by Willlam Hoffmann as presl-
dent of the complaining company. Elihu
Root, Willlam D. Guthrie and Willlam
1. Marbury are counsel for the com-
plainant. The bill reciies the following
preliminary facts:

The company was Incorporated in
1887, succeeding the brewing businean
eatablished In 1867 by Jacob Hoffmann,
All Ita ofMcers and directors are cltizsens
of this Bate,

Busineas Plans Outlined,

1t hasg outstanding capital stock of
$400,000 in 400 ahares of $1.000 euch,
Ita business in the manufacture and sale
of beers and other mait liquors prior
to January 1. 1818, mmounted to $1,300,-
000 A venr. The company owns four
parcels of real estate in the clty, which
are ured for lta brewery business and
hava an aggregate assessed valuation
of $411,000. 1Its plant and other per-

monal property have a present book
value In exceas of §350,000,

During ths Iast three years It has
wold ita wares to 255 customers each
year and during that period It sold
the following number of barrels: 1In

1916 171,792, 152,990 In 1817 and 121.-
830 in'191 1t employs more than sev-
enty men, with a total monthly payroil
of 210,000, The nverage net profits
during the threa vyear perlod were ap-
proximately $51,000 per annum.

The bill doss not call Into question
the Eighteenth Amendment to the Con-
atitution.

Intent of Act Shown,

“Complainant la advised by counsel,
and thersfors avers that according to
the true Iintent and meaning of said act
of Congress of November 21, 1018, tha
mapufacture and sale of non-intoxicmt-
ing beers or other non-intoxicating malt
liquor for Beverags purposes wers nol
#nd are not prehibited thereby and that
the bears or malt liquor now produced,
manufactured and sold by complainant
are not Intoxicating as matter of fact
and were not mnd ars not therefore
within the Intent, scope and purview of
enld act of Congress.

staff of skilled and trained employees
by frightening them Into quitting Its
employ to avoid prosecution and possible
punishment, the destruction of its busl-
ness, the loas of (te customers, and the
depreclation, If not destruction, of Its
good will and property, all Lo the Irrep-
arable damage of the complainant and
Itn mtockholders, and which said injury
and damnge would be Incapabls of nd-
measurement and adjudication In an ac-
tion at law.

“Complainant further allegas that in
order to earry on s business of brew-
Ing beer, whether intoxicating or not, it
Is necessary and essential for it to pur-
chase and make provision for largs
quantities of materials, suppliea and
labor asyeral months prior to ths com-
mencemesnt of brewing or manufacturing
operations; that unless complainant can
immediately procure from this honorable
eourt rellef in the premises, no such pur-
chases and provision can reasonably or
safely ba made by it: that thars will ba
In that event a cemation of business for
an indefinite and probably considerable
period of Limie on its part: that such a
cesmation of business will involve Ir-
reparable Injury and damage to it and
itm stockholders, in that 1t will destroy
the good will of the business, cause the
loss of large and indeterminable profits
and disorganize {ts businesa and staft of
skilled employees. and tend to the disal-
pation and lons of its trads and custom-
ern and the depreciation in value of its
plant and property.”

Hut
because of the extensive interests in-
voived in the attempt of the Internal
Revenus Bureau to restrict non-intoxi-
cating beverages It was maintained that
this exireme procedure was justified In
law,

Company Makes Mild Beer.

The Hoffman company, it was sald,
has bean making mild beer since the 2
per cent, mtandard was set, except during
December and January, when brewing,
even of non-intoxicanta, was prohibited.
With the lifting of the ban on “near
teer' by the Presidential proclamation
of January 30 [t resumed manufacture, |
reducing the alcohol In its product before
sale to less than one-half per cent., un-

der the regulations now Iin force
Willlam H. Anderson, head of the
Anti-Baloon League, sald he had noj

statement to muke excapt that the hrew. |
ers wers doing what the league desired |
by obtalning a court judgment on the
matter and erystallising public sentiment |
agrinst themaelveas. Rebert G. Davey,
State counsel for the league, declared the
league would make an attempt 1o inter-
vene in thie litigation by applying for
the privilege of “amicus curie,” or
“friend of the court."”

Thin privilege, while aligning them
with neither the complainant nor the de-
fendant would enable them to Introduce
briefs into the litigation as an interesied
party.

Federal Big Stick Ralsed,
