Mexico and Costa Rica
were nbsent, for the simple reason
that they had not been invited.

Mexico will be invited some day to
enter the league, but she is n rank
outsider now, being a probationer,
among the nations.

fraining carefully from indicating
what satisfaction would be accorded.

Munr Change SoirBested.
The meeting yesterday was ar-

ranged by Col. House and apparently

big Powers and eight for the smaller
Powers.

Switzerland thought that sover-

eignty was worth fighting for and
presented a new clause, which her

Tills and
other suggestions the court received,
promising to look them over. All tho
neutrals were given to understand
that the covenant must bo completed

If possible and too many
suggestions would interfere with that
programme.

Paris, March 21. After a conference
at the residence of tho British Premier,
David Lloyd George, yesterday after-
noon, at which Oen.

The direct clash of views In this case
Is between President Wilson, who ad-
mittedly Is dominating tho conference,
and Premier Orlando, who asserts that
right and Justice and the principle of

are so unquestionably
on Italy's side In this case that to yield
would be indefensible to the Italian peo-
ple and to the people of Plume who are
appealing to Join Italy.

Something of a sensation has been
caused In diplomatic circles by hints
that Italy If she withdraws from the
conference will Issue a statement setting
forth the reason why she understands
Flume is being withheld. This reason,
which the Italians contend has been
fostered by secret diplomacy In Paris, Is
described as connected with the same
reasons which held the United States
back fronu declaring war on Austria-Hunga- ry

for months, and which was re-

sponsible for Article X of the Presi-
dent's fourteen points, which la as fol-

lows:
"The peoples of Austria-Hungar-

whose place among the nations we
wish to see safeguarded and assured,
should be accorded the freest oppor-
tunity of autonomous development."

Seret Interests at Work.
There would appear to be no connec-

tion between this article and the situa-
tion as it exists y, but the Italians
assert that the samo powerful secret
Interests which were working ngatnst
Italy at that time are still at work.
They say this work has found a fertile
field because of the secrecy of the star
chamber proceedings in Paris. They
regard the time as having come to force
tho issue regardless of consequences and
to ascertain whether the President's
announced principles are to prevail.

Naturally the Italian viewpoint must
bn considered in the. light of the stress
under which Italy Is now laboring. But
tho fear here Is that the Impasse may
result not only in Italy's withdrawal,
but a diplomatic conflagration in Paris
which will damage beyond repair any
hope of conciliation between American
and Italian delegates and thereby nul-
lify all the constructive work achieved
through the unity of the "big five"
Powers Intrusted with the making of
peace.

Italy Firm in lta Stand.
There Is no room for doubt that

President Wilson sincerely believes that
he Is Justified in not allowing Flumo to
Italy, but the reason for this is not
given, and this, with tho Becrecy of the
proceedings, has added fuel to the fire.
No one here ran imagine Italy taking
such a momentous step as officially
threatening to withdraw from the' con-- "

ference unless the Italians sincerely be-

lieve that It is Justified in the move.
In other words if It were a question of
compromise or a matter about which
diverging views might In Italy's esti-
mation consistently be held Italy never
would go to this extreme, diplomats say.
Consequently the Italians must feel that
something Is very wrong fundamentally
with the proceedings.

The Italians state their case simply.
they say, was one

of the fundamental principles of Presi-
dent Wilson's fourteen points and there-
fore a cornerstone on which peace was
based.

ITALY'S FIRM STAND
REPORTED TO POWERS
Col. House Proposes Compro-
mise in Hope of Harmony.

the conference unless Fiumo la nsslgned
to Italy contemporaneously with the
conclusion of peace.

Col. K. M. House of the American
mission promised Premier Orlando to
present within a few days a project con-
cerning the Itallan-Jugo-fil- frontier,
which he hopes will settle the dispute
satisfactorily.

The decision of the Italian delegation,
as reported from Paris, apparently
brings to a head the bitter controversy
between Italy and the new Jugo-Sla- v

stole over the disposition of land along
the Adriatic, formerly belonging to the
Austro-Hungarla- n Empire, which both
natlonaltles claim.

Jmro-Slnv- s Insistent.
Italy's claims originally Included vir-

tually the entire Dalmatlon coast, with
Trle3t cnWIume, yr'- - latter city Is
the sepond principal seaport on the east-
ern side of the Adriatic. Recent reports
have been that the Italian representa-
tives were manlfestli.g a disposition to
make important concessions regarding
the land along the Dalmatian coast, pro-
vided that the' city and harbor of Flume
remained to Italy. The Jugo-Slav- s,

however, have been Insistent that this
port be allotted to them, asserting that
It is essentially a Croatian city and
necessary to the new Jugo-Bla- v state ns
affording tho only feasible suitable sea
outlet for her commerce.

On the other hand there has been no
disposition on the part of Italy to yield
her point so far ns Flume was con-
cerned. Her attitude was officially
stated by Premier Orlando In Addressing
the Italian Chamber of Deputies on
March 1, when he said that while Italy
remained "faithful to the spirit of con-
ciliation which Inspired the treaty upon
which Italy entered the war," that did
not mean that she could "remain Insen.
rthle to the appeal reaching her from
the Italian town on the Gulf of Quar-rer- o

Foreign Minister Count von
rtantzau's secret consultation with the
Independent socialists has given rise
to a rumor of some sort of combination
In formation With the Count Rantiau
and Herren Haase and Bernstein In the
Cabinet.

Vorxcacrtt Is authorised to deny this.
Tho combination seems unlikely as the

minority socialists are now known to
have made common cause with the
Spartacana, aiming at a proletariat dic-
tatorship and preparing by strikes and
revolts for the recognition of authority
by tho Workmen's and Soldiers' Councils
and the foundation of a republic as In
Russia.

The former Prussian Minister, Herr
Strobel, formally accuses the Indepen-
dent Socialist 'party with being In league
with Bolshevism in Russia, aiming at
Introducing their sinister regime in Ger-
many by giving the Soldiers' and Work-
men's Councils supreme authority. This
Herr Haase and his party do not deny,
although the leader of the Independents
would leave Parliament some vestige of
power, granting It a parallel existence
with the councils, but subordinate to
these.

Meanwhile the Government Is endeav-
oring to conciliate public opinion by
announcing Important flnanclnl decisions
in view of meeting the tremendous finan-

cial strain laid on the country. There
will be heavy, permanent taxes on cap-It- ar

and incomes and 'on all increments
of wealth.

These will be very heavy, but will
not be allowed to reach the limits of

or be disguised as a means
of confiscating private property or
capital.

For the protection of property and tho
maintenance of public order, a special
republican guard will be formed, com-
posed of volunteers of all classes work-
men, peasants, students and professional
men oerving a given term. '

The Communistic regime now in force
in Munich Is said to be causing a
scpnratlstlc movement In some partJ of
Bavaria. According to the Vim er

Bavarian Swabla is demanding
to be detached and to bo Joined to other
portions of the old Bwablan Duchy
under Wurtemberg, the plea being
that the present Bavarian Government
Is leading the country into bankruptcy
and ruin.

Paiiis, Starch 21. The fog of uncer-
tainty still hangs over the Peace Con-

ference. It Is Imposslblo to give a clear
picture of the chaos.

Tho Council of Ten does not seem to
havo imade up its mind on a number of
Important principles. Each Power ap-

pointed its experts on ths various com-

missions and when those commissions
make their reports It happens every now
and again that their conclusions are not
accepted by the council and that they
are Instructed to modify their findings
in a certain sense

All this results In the losa of valuable
tlmo. If the Council of Ten has pre-
conceived notions as to the Polish boun-
daries, for instance, It might Just as
well state them in terms of reference to
the commission appointed to deal with
that question.

Thero la' much dissatisfaction ex-

pressed by the French press as to the
course of events and above all with the
delay In obtaining the disarmament of
Germany, That, to French minds, la
the all Important matter of the moment
and tho sooner It can be achieved the
better It will be.

The next point of vital Interest to the
French Is the measures of control which
are to be adopted to make It absolutely
Impossible for Germany In the next
few years to build up a "hush" army
and "hush" stocks of war material. In
this respect the final conditions as
adopted by tho Council will meet with
some criticism.

It had been hoped that tho Council
of Ten would be able to srfcle the fron-
tiers of the Pollnh corridor nlong the
Vistula to the sea and so get one step
further toward giving Poland the com-
munications which It so badly needed
with the rest of Europe. Unfortunately
this was not the case.

The Council examined tho conclusions
of the Polish commission, hut did not en-
tirely approve them and the commis-
sion was Instructed to present a fresh
report. The belt of territory which It
was proposed to give Poland has been
based on the two railway lines which
connect D.milg with Poland, one run-
ning to Thorn and tho other to Olava.
They provide communication with the
sen respectively for Posen and Warsaw,
which are the chief towns of the new
Polish state.

Accordingly, the commission had
thoupht It wise to Include both lines
within the Tollsh frontiers. Such a step
would bring thn German population In-
cluded in Po'and to Bbout 1,800.000, nnd
It was apparently due to this fact that
some members of the Council took ex-
ception. Hence there will be further
delay before the Poles know where their
country begins and where It end.

POLITICS BACK OF
SAILORS' ATTITUDE

Government Determined to
Employ Force if Necessary.

Berlin, March 20 (delayed). The

refusal of the Hamburg seamen to oper-
ate ships requisitioned by the Entente
nations was Inspired more by politics
and economic conditions than by patriot-Is-

the seamen's union being dominated
by radical Spartacans who see a chance
to embarrass the Government, according
to information reaching the correspond
ent from official sources.

These union leaders are able to swing
a majority or the men to tflelr view by
representing that under the terms of the
agreement with the Entente the crewa
of German ships would be thrown out of
employment The Government Is reluc
tant to employ force, but Is resolved
that the agreement shall be carried out
and will take the needful measures. It
was declared

Phillip Helnskim. director of tho
North German Lloyd steamship line,
said to-d- that he was greatly con
cerned at the Incident. He asserted that
the leaders of the seamen had launched
the movement as an attempt to extort
better wages without intending to shrp-wrec- k

the food agreement, but that
their followers had become so unruly
that It was doubtful whether It would
be possible to apply the brakes and
bring about the departure of the ships.

The German steamships Burcermels- -
der von Helle and Burgermelster Schroe-dt- r,

which were scheduled to sail on
March 18 In accordance with the agree
ment reacnei at Brussels between Ger
man and Interallied food commissions,
have been prevented from leaving Ham
burg owing to a resolution passed by
seamen there refusing to operate ships
demanded by the entente nations.

Some newspapers protest against the
resolution and say it reDresents the will
oTTP "small i,"lfc..iUniaTT(l!tion" aTTaTi
that It Is strongly disfavored by other
seamen's associations. The Hamburg
section of tne transport workers union
has lodged a protest against the action
of the seamen.

IIamhuko, March 19 (delayed). At a
mass meeting at seamen held y the
following resolution was passed :

'To-day- 's mass meeting of seamen
of all descriptions refuses to par-
ticipate In the delivery of German
merchant ships demanded by tho
Entente and declares It to bo the
duty of all seamen and laborers to
refuse to carry out work on those
ships."

Small French and Russian
Garrison Retires After

Sharp Battle.

U. S. MEN CHECK ATTACK

Thaw Helps Bolshoviki, but
Efforts Arc Mado to Speed

Up Allied Fleet.

Tho Bolshevlkl have begun a new of-

fensive In tho territory between the Vo-

logda Railway and tho Onega River. A

column of approximately D0O to 800 Bol-

shevlkl on March 18 advanced up the
road from tho .vlclhlty of Plosetskala and
attacked a small French and Russian
garrison at tho village of Bolshola
Ozera on the line of communications be-

tween the allied Vologda Railway and
Onera sectors, and nbout fifteen miles
west of Odoxerskala.

From accounts reaching allied head-
quarters the llttlo garrison fought
bravely. At last reports the enemy
held Bolshola Ozera.

V. 8. Troops Detent Itrd.
Patrol activity has Increased consider-

ably along the Vologda railway and on
the bvlna front On both sectors the
Bolshevlkl have been defeated by the
American and allied troops.

A small Bolshevik raiding raxty, mak-
ing Its way over the enow, supprlsed an
allied artillery position In the forests
near the Vologda railway. After con-
siderable fighting In the darkness the
raiders were repulsed, leaving a number
of dead behind.

Following up last Friday's success on
the Dvlna, when the Americans and
Rumlana repulsed a raid against the
allied lines of communication, an Amer-
ican patrol y encountered a Bolshe-
vik patrol In a wood. Several Bolshevlkl
were killed and the others In the party
were made prisoner.

Open lllvrr Help the Iteds.
As the winter has been unusually mild

in north Russia It is expected that within
a month the thaws will come nnd make
extensive land fighting Impracticable.
Thn Bolshevlkl will hove a big advan-
tage when the rivers open. The Dvlna
and Vaga rlvena will be navigable near
the fighting front before the Dvlna Is
opened further north around Archangel.
This condition would permit the Bol
shevik gunboats, which havo spent the
winter at Krasnnborsk and Kotlas, to
reach the vicinity of Beresnlkl before
the allied river flotilla can kteam Houth-wur- d

to meet them.
Efforts are being made, however, to

speed up the arrival of the allied fleet
In the fighting rone In order to confine
the Bolshevik advantage to the shortest
time possible.

Now n liner Aanlnat Time.
In the meantime, as long as the pres-

ent cold weather continue. It Is a race
against time to move over the snow be
fore tho thaw comes sufficient big guns
and ammunition to hold the enemy boats
In check until the allied vessels can
move southward.

In thl work the allied transport ser-
vice. Is performing a stupendous task In
spite of the shortage of hay and eats,
which has weakened the horses for the
long hauls over the snow and added
greatly to the difficulties of the situation.

The Gorman steam
ships Cleveland, Patricia and Cap Fin
lsterc, which arc to be handed over to
the United States, have left Germany
for British ports, beginning the move-
ment to place German ships under allied
control. The German crews will be re-
placed by Americans In the British
ports. The vessels then. It is expected,
will come to French ports to take Anier
lean troops to the United States. They
will return with food for Germany.

The first food for Germany under the
agreement reached in Brussels last week
will come from England. It Is undr-stoo- d

that vessels are now being loaded
and probably will reach German ports

n a week. Although the food sup
ply of jlnglanifiaS been ritalntaineb
largely by America, the conservation
methods there havo worked so well that
there Is available a considerable, quan-
tity of iMcon and many tons of buans.
Bacon and beans will form the first lot
of food to reach the Germans,

The Germans have begun the move-
ment of gold to Brussels, where they
agreed to deposit It as collateral for the
food. The Hamburg Seamen's Union,
after a discussion with the ship owners
and the Hamburg Senate, has agreed
that half of tho crews on ships transport
ing rooa 10 uermany should bo re
cruited from the union, provldod that
the transport union recruited the other
half, a Central News despatch from
Amsterdam says.

The seamen decided that they would
not man snips carrying Entente troops.

Ten German submarines, which are to
bo delivered to the Entente Powers, have
left Hamburg, according to n despatch
received here,

FOCH SAYS SPIRIT

WON HIS VICTORIES

Allied Military Chief Gives

Credit to His Soldiers for
Crushing: Germany.

Paiiis, March 21. Marshal Foch was
reminded to-d- that March 21 was the
anniversary of tho beginning of the
great German offersive toward Amiens
and was asked by Jules Sauerweln of
the Matin to explain by what methods
the Marshal had turned the offensive
Into a German defeat. Th allied
Generalissimo replied:

"You ask mo to tell you much In a
few words. Victories are won by
science, that Is true, but also by faith.
When one has faith one does not retire ;

one stops the enemy where one finds
him.

"Vou tell me that I gavo victory to
France. Jt was our admirable soldiers
who gave It. I have but ono merit, that
of never despairing."

The writer asked the Marshal If his
strategic science was a doctrlno that
could be taught or if It was rather not
that faculty "to divine and Improvise
called genius."

'"Strategic science," said Marshal
Foch, "can be acquired, but It Is not a
group of formulas or a set of principles.
It Is a knowledge which the chief must
make part of himself so that It will
guide ail his decisions.

"This mental discipline can be gained
by a study of history and by a study
of concrete examples. It must leave the
mind of the commander o open that he
acts on nccurate information and not on
preconceived Ideas and hypotheses. Hut
the most brilliant qualities of Intelli-
gence arc nothing without tho will to
victory.

"The battle won la the battle In which
one refuses to admit oneaelf beaten,
because the army is io tho chief what
the sword Is to thu soldier. Its value
lies in the hand that wields It.

UKRANIANS ENTER
CITY OF LEMBURG

Troops Break Defence After
Five Days Battle.

Warsaw, March 20 (delayed). The

Ukrainian troops besieging LcnVburg
have entered that city after fivo days
of hard fighting, according to an official
statement issued Tho resistance
of the Polish reenforcements sent to the
aid of tho beleaguered city was broken
by the Ukrainians, the statement ndds.

A document seised 1y tho Poles
showed that a reward of 4,000 crowns
and five arpents (about iHe acres) of
land hnd been promised to every
Ukrainian soldier entering l.cnVburg.

Paws, March 21. Heports from
Odensa as to the situation In that part
of the Ukraine are conflicting. Gen.
Franchet d'Kspcrey, tho ullled com-
mander in chief, In the nrar Hast, was
expected at Odessa Thursday, nnd It Is
believed that Important decisions were
awaiting his arrival.

The
Harbor Strike

KlBBBSlVaBBBBM

New York, March 22 nd
To Our Customers:

YoU' have suffered so much inconvenience and loss
in consequence of the present harbor strike that an
explanation of our position seems due you. The
details of the controversy are probably sufficiently

v familiar to you tp render any extended statement of
them unnecessary.

) After the demands of our men had been agitated
for some six weeks, President Wilson, early in Jan-
uary, cabled the National War Labor Board to in-

tervene and said :

"I am sure that the War and Navy Departments, the
Shipping Board and the Railroad Administration and
any other Government agencies interested in the con-

troversy will use all the power which they possess to make
your findings effective."

In response to this direction, the War and Navy
Departments, the Shipping Board and the Railroad
Administration submitted to the jurisdiction of the
National War Labor Board and agreed to be bound by
its award. The Board thereupon proceeded to try
the case and some 2100 pages of testimony were
taken. The deliberations of the Board resulted in
the so-cail- Macy Award.

The private boat owners were prepared and offered
to adopt and abide by the Macy Award. The several
departments of the U. S. Government which were
committed to that award proceeded at once, and
without any attempt at explanation or justification
of their course, to set it at naught. The solemn
promise of the President of the United States that the
arbitration of the National War Labor Board would
be upheld still remains unfulfilled.

Our Principles
We are holding our ground, single handed and

alone, for the maintenance of these principles:
FIRST: Touphold thecontention that in arbitra-

tion award is not a mere scrap of paper, to be lightly
thrown aside for political or other purposes.

SECOND: To maintain port charges at such a
level that the supremacy of New York will not be
destroyed by the diversion of her commerce elsewhere.

THIRD: To establish with our employees a per-
manent board, with equal representation to employer
and employee, to do away with future controversies
of similar character.

Our Unity
At the outset of this controversy, 233 concerns,

owning or operating practically all of the privately
held marine harbor equipment in this port, deter-
mined to resist to the uttermost the demand for a
fictitious eight-hou- r day a demand declared im-

practicable in the operation of harbor equipment by
Umpire Macy and by the National War Labor Board.
Since the Government's surrender to the demands of
the strikers, four of our former associates, controlling
less than 1 of the privately owned floating equip-
ment in this harbor, have acceded to the union
demands. The remaining 229 concerns, owning
more than 99, are determined to resist to the end.

Our Plan
Repeated overtures have been made to our men.

We have offered them an immediate and substantial
wage increase. We have offered to make such read-
justment of their hours of service and working con-

ditions as the commerce of the port would permit.
We have invited them to join with us in the creation
of a joint board, on a fifty-fift- y basis, to settle all
present and future disputes. Individually the men
acknowledge the fairness of these proposals and state
that they desire to accept them, but that their union
leaders will not permit them to do so. We have now
waited for more than two weeks for our men to see tho
light of reason and to abandon incompetent leader-
ship. The commerce of the port cannot watt longer
upon their decision. From this time forward our
efforts will bo fully in manning and
operating the largest possible number of vessels. At
the outset, our efforts will be directed primarily at
the movement of coal and foodstuffs. They will be
expanded as rapidly as conditions will permit, in
order that other urgent business demands may be
met. We are confiderif thaCTTie scope and efficiency
of the service will increase from day to day.

Our Reward
A fight for principle is usually costly and thankless.

We would have been glad to avoid it if that had been
possible. Now that we are committed to it, it is
gratifying to feel that our course has commanded
your commendation and approval. In these trying
days we are heartened by the ringing words on this
situation addressed to Washington by your Mer-
chants' Association: y.

"By whomever sanctioned, such condonement of the
violation of an arbitrator's award is reprehentible; it ii
doubly harmful when sanctioned by Governmental au-

thority, for it is then tantamount to notice that the
Government will not enforce the obligations of good faith,
but on the contrary will reward the delinquents by
conceding their demand. It is obvious that such a peti-
tion, taken by the highest Governmental officials, must
have a and exceedingly harmful effect."
