PLAYING IS BRILLIANT

ftabaml Reaches Umvontcd
Level of Warmth in Itc'ad--

ing Enssian Number.

The, last matinee of the Boston Sym-
phony Orchestra, which took, placo, yes-

terday afternoon in Carnegie Hall, in-

vited the serious consideration of the.
Inner circle of rriUslo lovers. The. pro-
gramme presented two compositions of.
the loftiest type, namely the1 second of
Bacn's Brandenburg concertos and the
organ symphony of Salnt-Saen- s. Neither,
Is heard frequently enough to sate' .the
BDDetlie' of' the auditor not InrrnnnnHv
yearning for'thi stinging,' excitements of
monermsm.

Bach's Brandenburg concertos were
called by the composer "concerts aveo
plusleuni Instruments," which, accord
ing to the present notion of a concerto,"
Is a misnomer. We expect In a con-
certo to hear one' celebrated soloist .who
Khali reveal all his powers' of virtuosity.
In a concerto grosso there Is a small
gToup of solo'' Instruments not neces
sarily In the' hands of famous players.,
In Bach's day the music was the things

Tho second Brandenburg concerto.1
which Is In P major, calls, for a' con-
certino (as the little solo'grdup was1
named) of violin, flute, oboe and trum-
pet. Even this was not all that the com-
poser needed, since In the slow middle
movement he abandons the blatant'
trumpet and wrote for a quartet con-ilstl-

of violin, flute, oboe nnd 'cello,'
supported by a harpsichord.

The 'whole work Is noteworthy for 'Its
clearness and richness. The andarito Is
especially beautiful, while the two al
legrl are filled with' vivacity and color.
Tha finalo Is a fugue for the concertino!
tupported by the, bass and discreetly acj
companled by the tuttl, .which Is 'Acre,
ns in tho other movements, the string
orchestra. Mr. Rabaud presented the
composition In Its original form," which
retained the formidable trumpet p'art.
The harpsichordist, occupied his ancient
post .of Importance In the centro of
affairs. The whole offering was Interest-
ing and refreshing., The solo players
wtrq, (Messrs. Pradkln, violin ; Laurent,
flute; Longy, oboe, and Helm, trumpet.

Was Eccentric Brfore Death,

Mrs. Esther Brill,' widow of Leon Brill,
who died February 28 leaving an estate
of about $5,000, opposed the probating
of his will before Surrogate Cohalan yes.
terday after learning that only S25 had
been bequeathed to her. The remainder
of the property was left to Mr. and Mrs.
Beniamln Neustadter, Ida Ste n and
Mary Imberman. Mrs. Brill told the
court she had been happily married for
twelve years when a few months before
his death her husband became' eccentric.
She called In a policeman one day when
her husband attacked her, she said, and
he was sent to Bellevue Hospital for
pbservatlon. She thought his displeasure
at her action might havo caused him to
disinherit her.

est wortan resident ' of Westchester
county, who would have celebrated her
103d birthday 'had she lived another
month, died of old age yesterday In her
home at 145 Rallne avenue, Yonkers.
Sho was born In New London, N. H.. a
daughter of Anthony- Colby, a one time
Governor and the civil war. Adjutant-Gener- al

of the Granite. Stat.
Her father wm an Intimate friend of

Daniel Webster and her family settled
In New Hampshire In 16J0. She was
the widow of James B. Colgate, a finan-

cier, and with hlra she gave such support
to Madison University at Hamilton, is.
Y., that Its name, In recognition, was
changed to Colgate, University.

Mrs. Colgate, who h'aa been a leader In
tho religious and philanthropic ' life of
Yonkers, retained her full mental vigor
almost up to tho time of her death, al-

though she has been In feeble health for
several years. She was an accomplished
artist, and the walls of her home were
hung .with the products of her brush.

In 1827 Mrs. Colgate then unmarried
founded Colby Academy, which still

exists In New London. In 18B1 she be-

came Mr. Colgate's wife He was the
head of the New York banking firm of
Trevor Colgate, now James B. Colgate
A Co. r Mr. Colgate was also founder
and for along time president. of the Gold
Exchange, the gold board of civil war
days.

Mr. and Mrs. Colgate founded and
built the, Warburton Avenue Baptist
Church In Yonkers. the largest church In
;Weatchester county; the Messiah Bapi
tlst Church of Yonkers and the woman's
Christian Temperance Union there. She
was treasurer of the Lincoln Hospital ot
Yonkers. and for forty years preceding
her death she was president or me
Woman's Baptist Foreign Missionary So
ciety of the Bouthern New York' Associa
tion.

She leaves a son, James Colby Col
gate, the present head of the banking
firm, and a daughter. Miss Mary Col
gate.
