EXPLAINS SOCIAL UNREST

Stubborn Employers Mostly to
Blame,:He Says; to Op-
pose Gougers.

Amerion’s greatest labor unlon organ-
featlon, the Amerfean Federation of
Yabor, with 2,000,000 members, is pre-
paring to stamp out the little flames of
Bolaheviem springing up here and there,
and espocially in the big cities through-
out tha country.

Hugh Frayne, general organiser of the
‘A. I, of L. and its princioal leader after
Bamue] c \pers, the pr fdent, outlined
to Tum Sux yesterday the purposs and
programmse resclved upon by labor union
commanders that are Americans first.
This campaign contemplates war to the
knife against Bolshevism, ¥. W, W. agl-
tation, anmrchy and radieal sociallsm-—
againat all of the forces of disorder in

motion toward revolution.

Tactics to be used againet thesa forces
have been discussed by the A. F. of L.
leaders in this couniry with President
Gompers, and thesa will ba put before
the annual convention of tha fedaration

which will be held In Atlantle Clty be-|

ginning on tho first Monday in June
That the convention representing 1.000,-
000 American workmen will uphold the
hands of its leaders Mr. Frayne has no
doubt, since evidence will be supplled to
the delegntes to prove that the menmcs
ix greater than has beon generally recog-
nized, no great indeed that aven a few
ofMcars of the A. F. of L., though men of
leasor consequence, have apparently
been talnted by the Bolshevist propa-
ganda. ‘Thess men are not influsntial in
the organization. Mr. Frayne states, and
will be got rid of unless they sincerely
yecant un-Amarican views

Most Tmportant Convention,

*“ths coming convention of the feder-
ation will be the most important in the
erganization’'s history.” Mr. Frayne sald
yesterday at the Hotel Continental, Tt
will have up for onnsideration some of
the biggest problems with which labor
wall soclety, even—has ever been con-
fronted, but the higgest problem of all
s how to protect our country against
the anarchists now assembling under
half a dozen flagn and demanding the
destruction of government and the
downfall of capital.

*T have matisfled myself that the peril
is no mere bogy: that it is very real,
and that without the patriotie efforta of
American union labor It might make ter-
rible headway. There Is our big fight
and we are going Into it with the same
spirit that our soldiers showed mgminst
the Germans on the fighting line.

“It Is well to make clear that the
American Federatlon of Labor ls Amer-
fean through and through, belleving In
American democracy, In the Constitution
of the United States, In the enforoemant
of law, In the recognition of properly
constituted authority, In the church and
in all other ideals upon which our re-

public stands. Therefors it never could |

have sympathy with
Trotzky and Lenine now be'ng cirou-
lated here and slsewhere. That point
eatablished, 1t is equally clear that unlom
Iabor'a intorest In putting down BHolahe-
vinm in America is equal to or grialer
than that of any other class, WBolshe-
vism would dentroy Iabor unlonlsm,
That (s true no matter what sugary
promisea the Bolshevikl hold out. It
would destroy a system of go ernment
which s annually dolng more and more
for the working men, more ani more
toward attaining just and [alr wnges,
bours of work and working and living
conditions.

Therefors we wiil fight
it with all of our power,

Soviets Teach Anarchy.

“We shall try to teach Amerlean In-
bor that the soviet’ form of ‘govern-
ment’ Is eimply not government at all,
tut anarchy, chaos, which would mean
the destruction of the home, tha na-
tlonalization *of women and children, the
drying up of the fountalns of production
and the reduction of working men to the
status of driven cattle.

May Get After Reoimnllers.

Mr. Fravne Intimated that the con-
vention may ba asked to favor some
proponitton by which swollen profils can
be prevented In the fulure, some pro-
gramme under which business can he
prevented from earning B0 (o 100 per
cant. when neither the amount of In-
vestment nor the methods employed jus-
tify any such return.

Ho wan speaking particularly of re-
tallers that have been gouging the public
under the hypoeritieal pretence of ac-
celerated costn He thought that sooner
or later labor would demand that profits
In such cases be reatricted to from 6 tn
12 per cent.: that retaflers engaeed in
rupplying the necessaries of lifea be
lleensed under A system that would re-
quire character and competency gunr-
anters, and that labor should get the
benefit of some of the profits now belng
extorted from the consumer.

"When Prealdent Wilson returns 1
shall lay thessa matters befors him,”
sald Mr. Frayna. "Something hae got
to be done if Iabor unreat and goneral
dissatisfaction is to be stilled. Thers I
no reason on God's earth why the neces-
sariea of life should cost what they do
now. Hotels and*restaurants ara mak-
Ing unreasonable profits, So are dealars

in shoea and clothing. This morming 1
wan charged 30 cents for three ririps of
very poor bacon. Do yvou realize what
that meana? Jt means that the res-
taurant keeper Is getting about $4.80 a
pound of bacon that he pald lesa than 60
centa & pound for. This s merely a
sample. These are questions that touch
the very heart of unrest.”

A. F. of L. lenders have been In con-
stant communication recently as re-
gards the Bolshevist problem. Thay
have bean getting reports {rom their 112
Internntional unlons s to the progress
of the Infection, and some of the reparts
have besn disturbing.
