yards ahead of his stafT, and behind

The troops will wear steel helmets and

will carry the gas mask alung at the
left hip, and light packs.

The formation will be In a column or
half battalions closed In mass, making
four squads plus the guldea, according
to the orders which have been Issued.

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FLIERS START

AT ROCKAWAY

Cross Sea Planes to Follow
Coast and "Jump Off" at

Newfoundland.

SEVERAL PLANNING TRIP

Fuel Question May Be Settled
by Taking Supplies at

Azores.

Washington, ljfarf.lt 24, Naval sea-
planes which are o attempt a flight
across the Atlantic Ocean In May will
start from Rocka-a- Beach, but the
actual "Jumping off" place will bn much
further up the coast, powlbly at some
point In Newfoundland. Whether the
machines will steer a direct course fort
Ireland or follow the longer route via
the Azores apparently has not yet been
determined.

Acting Secretary Boonevelt announced
y that the destroyer Barney had

been ordered to proceed to Newfound-
land to Investigate the harbor facilities
along the roast to determine the best
base from which the planes could put
out oorseas and harbors In which land-
ings could be made In the event It be-

came necessary for them to descend dur-Jn- g

the voyage from Bockaway to the
flight base.

Lieut. Commander J. Ij. Knufman will
command the Barney, which Is one of
tho most modern destroyers, and Com-
mander P. N. I Bellinger of the trans-
atlantic fectlon of the office of the Di-

rector of Naval Aviation, and Lieut. E.
F. Stone of the Coast Ouard have been
detailed to make the Investigation.

Unless difficulties with Ice floes are
encountered the Barney Is expected to
return to the United States within about
ten days, when the officers will submit
their report nt Washington.

In disclosing that the planes would
leave the naval aviation station at nock-awa- y,

Mr. Boosevelt said It was re-

garded as preferable to fly the machines
to the base to be selected for the flight
rather than to transport them by ship.
The aircraft will be refuelled and given
a flnal tuning up before they actually
depart overseas.

Several machines are being prepared
for the flight and two or moro probably
will make the start. Three planes of
the N-- type have been completed and a
fourth Is nearlng completion at the Cur-tls- a

plant at Harden City, New York. Ex-

tensive test of the N-- 1 have been
made and flfty-on- e passengers were car-
rier! c or.e of t.--r flights.

Whether It will be possible for the
machines to carry sufficient fuel to
drive them across the ocean lias not been
made known. They could refuel at the
Airfrea without difficulty, and somo of-

ficers believe It would be entirely possi-
ble under favorable weather conditions
for them to replenish their gas supply
In mlilatlantlo from a ship with which
a rendezvous could be arranged before-
hand.

Detailed plans of the flight arc being
carefully guarded, and there has been no
Intimation as to whether the machines
will keep together or follow different

ALLIES iWITHOUT

PLANS TO CHECK

NEW OUTBREAK

Bolshevism at Very Doors of

Western. Europe While
They Debate.

UKRAINIA IS LOST ALSO

Karolyi's Downfall Duo to

Boundary as Fixed by the
Peace Council.

Paris, March 24. Bolshevism has
broken through the feeble barriers
which tho leaders here had sought to
erect in Central Kuropo and Is now
actually grinning derisively at the
Peace Conference. It Is almost Impos-
sible to depict the gloom enveloping
the Peace Conference now that Bo-
lshevism's conquest of Hungary has
burst upon It.

The grcTft contributing factor to
this Is the realization that ono of the
conference solutions to Europe's na-

tionality problems, approved by Presi-
dent Wilson himself, has been respon-
sible for this breakdown of the barTler
and letting In tho full tide of Bolshe-
vism at the very doors of Western Eu-
rope.

The conference Is confronted now as
never before with a dangerous social
revolution founded on entirely new
principles of government, showing
greater cohesion and force and laugh-
ing in defiance at tho indecision and
ineptitude of this gathering of world
peace makers too busily engaged In
framing a new world charter to pay
attention to the peril at Itu portals.

Alllea Without Programme.
These are the outstanding features

now grasped by all .

P.rst That It was the boundary dis-
pute which carved up a large part of
Hungary to satisfy Rumania that broke
down the Karolyl Uovernment.

Second That reports to the confer-
ence now ahow that Ukrainla Is now an
out and out ally of Bolshevism.

Third That the new Herman Govern-
ment Is now working In alll.incp with
Bclfhevlsm to enable It to rcfuso to
elfn the peace treaty, having sent a
mission to .Moscow for this purpose.
Lenlne Is now negotiating with both the
Ebert Government and the Hpartlcans.

Fourth That the new situation finds
the allied leaders utterly without a pro-
gramme to stop the onrushlng tide or
to defeat the German plan, their hopes
renting entirely on a speedy peace which
the President Insists must contain the
league constitution to allay social dis-
content, but to this their only plan ap-
pears tho yet unconquered obstnrle
their own differences on such vital mat-
ters as boundaries and reparation.

American circles continue to Insist
that President Wilson's leajrue pro-
gramme Is not responsible for the de-
lay, this being due primarily to the
boundary question and the unchanging
attitude of tho French In reparation and
economic matters affecting Germany.

Amerlra'a Aid la Needed.
Bnck of the Inaction so strikingly em-

phasized y In Bolshevism's triumph
li. unquestionably the bankrupt condi-
tion of a large part, of Kurope. America
Is the only nation with a purse and na-
tions like France profess to bo unable to
stand the expense of fighting this new
peril unless America comes to the rescue
financially Indeed, the question of
tending Polish divisions to Danzig Is
now largely financial, the problem being
who Is goln to stand the expense.

Ono plan for meeting the Bolshevists
Is to reassemble the allied armies and
'begin a campaign under Foch. The
other plan Is to svllt the Bolshevists by
entering Into negotiations with the nf.
leged conservative element and to give
tf.Jfc elemunt ' eiznltlo'rrv such was
accorded to the French revolution.

The council met jesterday with the
proposal to send the Polish divisions
still unsettled. While It Is hard to place
the blame on an Individual It would
appear that the proposal for the Prln-klp- o

conference was one of the greatest
mistakes the Allies ever made, encour-
aging both Germans and Bolshevists.
Thl Is according to French opinion.
The other mistake was not In Immedi-
ately taking up tho Russian problem
when tho futility of tho Prlnklpo plan
became evident,

This matter wns discussed In council
and there was great expectation that the
President would be willing to consider
the proposal as soon ns he returned
from America, But the President
showed plainly on his arrival that he
did not want to discuss Russia until lie
had put through the League of Nations
project.

London, March 24. The British of-

ficial attitude toward the outbreak of
Bolshevism In Hungary Is marked by
calm and unruffled consideration.
There is a tendency to attribute the
threats of a Red peril to German and
Austrian politicians, who, It is pointed
out, would not bo above resorting to
this method In tho hope of getting
moro lenient peace terms.

Tho British press treats the out-
break as a political move, which was
incited from Berlin because the day
for the fixing of tho peace terms Is
drawing nearer. The tactics of Presi-
dent Ebert and Chancellor flehelde-man- n

show they are detormlned not
to accept a stringent treaty for Ger-
many.

London Itemalna Calm.
Several late editions view the hys-

terical stories from Paris with almost
calm Indifference, making amused
comments upon the frightened state-
ments appearing In nearly every Paris
paper.

The British believe the Hungarian
proclamation has served a good pur-
pose. In that It will speed up the peace
negotiations, but they refuse to take
fright. It is the firm belief here that
tho political game In the East has been
too clumsily played to have-- any effect
on the Entente Governments. Hun-
gary, they point out, has been more
or kss Bolshevlsed ever since the ar-
mistice, so the formal declaration
would not make much difference
despite the exchange of greetings be-
tween the Hungarian leaders and
Inlnr.

To the British mind It doesn't make
much difference what form the Hun-
garians Intend to give to their fight
against the restoration of Rumanian
and Bohemian territory, nor how Hun-
garian Jingoism presents itself,

Tendency to KxaRtceratr.
Outside of Government circles in

England there Is a great tendency to
exaggerate the Rod peril and continual
reports are being circulated of Bol-
shevist outbreaks oven In Entente
countries. These reports state that
this is a contagious disease and that
It Is sotting firm foot In Belgium and
England and that It will come to a
head before the last of March. They
ascribe the W'elsh miners' strike to
spreading Bolshevism nnd profess to
believe that tho responsible labor lead-
ers cannot suppress the radical ele-
ment who have tcn feeding on Bol-

shevist literature.
Somo responsible trade unionists

predict a labor upheaval as the result
of secession of extremists from the
regularly organized unions and warn-
ings nre being Issued by men who
have made a close study of the Rus-
sian situation, who declare that unless
Immediate action Is taken nil civilized
communities will bo In gravo peril
from- - the rapidly spreading disorder.

TREATY ENDANGERED
'BY HUNGARY? FALL

Haste by Peace Council Urged
as Only Hope.
