The complaint, after clting that Mr,
Jomas I» presidant of the Manufacturers
Trust Company, charges the Jowrnal
with printing “a Talse and Hlballous ed-
Hterial concorning him. The sditorial,
Mr. Jonas clleges, “'was Intendad to and
wan understood by persons reading the
article" to mean that in prealding over
the Academy of Music moeting "he had
ncted in a deapotie, contemptibla amd

n properly attending sald mesting
to be arbitrarily and brutally ejected.”

CHEAP FOOD NEAR,
SAYS TRADE CHIEF

Chairman Peek of Commerce
Board Prediets Early Drop
in Prices.

Conference With Food Admin-
istration in New York Re-
sults in Announcement.

Wasningrow, Mageh 34 —Cheaper
food In the mear fwture was predicted
to-day by Chalrman Pesk of the De-
partmant of Commerce Industrisl Board,
s n result of a conferemce with Food
Administration offielals in New York.

Mr. Peak and Willlam M. Ritter, &
meambaer of ths board, returned from New
York thls morning where they went to
seoure from officials of the Food Ad-
ministration and ils grain corporation &
statement of thelr policy on feod pricea
Mr, Peek made this statement:

"Food Administration officlals felt
that it was unfortunate that there had

been such general minunderstanding of
Mr. Hoover's statament that ‘wa might
soe wheat at §8.80 a bushel'

"What Mr. Hoover sald was "We
might ses wheat at §5.50 & bushel, as it
was (n the spring of 1917, If there In
a frea market In wheat and uncontroiled

prices. S0 much for the 1918 erop.
Thera ¢an be no fres market of 80 per
cent. of the world's exporta As to the
1919 crop, it im of course too sarly to
come to any precise conoluwalon.'

It {s clear that, as Mr, Hoover says,
‘thers can be no free market at pres-
ent’, In the frst place, because of the
unsettled conditions in bDusiness—enpe-
clally In shipping and finance,

“Further, the phrasing of tha grain
appropriation bill clearly Indicates that
the §1,000,000,000 appropriation was
made by Congreas, not only to maka
good the §2.26 guarantes to the farmers,
but to enabls the Government to ssll
what wheat and flour at the guaran-
tead prices, or at such prices and on
such terms or conditions as may be
necessary to carry out the purposes of
tha act, and te snabla the paople of the
1'nited Biates tn purchass wheat prod-
uels at reasonable cost. Wheat is the
basie food commodity, What s a rea-
sonable cost must bs datermined by the
conditiona. In July the new wheat crop,
estimated at mors than a billlon and a
quarter bushels, will begin to come to
market.

“1 belleve, thersfore, that thers (s
evary reason to expect lower food
prices In the relatively near future,
This view, 1 bellave, the men In charge
of the affairs of the Food Adminlstration
will share.”
