The smoke fund doesn't make a state-
ment Ilka this to have it denominated
"crass" as It easily might be by those
who have paid no attention to the cloud
of witnesses that arose In the army ns
soon as Its work there began. And the
readers of this column, where as much of
this testimony has been printed as could
be squeezed In according to the exigencies
of space, are awnre what the soldiers felt
about the fund and what they still feel.
The returned soldlors are quick to add
their oral praise to what they gladly
wrote back to the donors who made the
flind possible. Really, everything con-
sidered, the smoke fund feels that had
the cheering changed around It would
have come In for a share.

Meanwhile along come the cards from
the soldiers who are still "over there"
and likely to be there for some Indefinite
time. These are written often by men
who Jiave written before to thank the
smoke fund and It contributor, but
their gratitude Is quite as fresh and
lively and big after getting a second or
third, or even a fourth gift of tobacco as
It was In the early days of the fund. In
fact. It often reads moro emphatic be-

cause the soldiers are themselves a little
surprised by their good fortune. So
many things which used to be done for
them when the war was new are not
done nny more, so If The Sun Tobacco
Fund had quit shortly after the signing
of the armlstlee they wouldn't havo ut-

tered a word of complaint. The fact that
It has gone along for months since No-
vember 11 fills them with exceeding ad-
miration.

SUFFS WILL FORM

LEAGUE OF WOMEN

Xon-1'artis- Organization Is
Agreed Upon at Jubilee

Convention.

Sr. Louis, March 23. A League of
Women Voters urged by Mrs. Carrie
Chapman' Catt, president of the Na-

tional American Woman Suffrage Asso-

ciation, and recommended by the Execu-
tive Council will come before the annual
convention for final action,
Its supporters declaring there
would be scarcely any opposition. The
recommendation was taken up later this
afternoon, but a final vote was postponed
until

That the'teague Is to bo
was assured by the adoption of a
recommendation containing a resolution
stating that the national association
"shall not affiliate with any political
party nor Indorse the platform of any-part-

nor support or oppose any political
candidates unless such action shall be
recommended by the board of directors."
The resolution, however, does not limit
the liberty of action of any member as
an Individual.

When the recommendation that the as-
sociation "continue to support and In-

dorse the Federal amendment which has
been pending before Congress for forty
years" came up Miss Laura M. Clay, a
delegate, from Kentucky, objected. She
proposed that certain sections be
amended, with particular reference to
those parts that would permit en-

franchisement of negro women of the
South.

With three delegates voting "No" the
convention voted to support the amend-
ment In the original form, but the Con-
gressional committee was authorized to
formulate changes In the wording.

Other recommendations were adopted.
Including one providing for the next
convention to be held February, 1920,
as a centennial celebration of the birth-
day of Susan B. Anthony.

Women of the twenty-si- x States that
have the vote adopted a resolution
urging the Missouri State Legislature to
pass the Senate bill which would grant
suffrage to Missouri women.

FIGHTING MEN ORGANIZE.

Dlsrharsred Soldiers Join Labor
Federation.

Chicago, March 25. Fighting men
who have Just returned from Europe
and have their discharges from the
army to-d- took Anal action to gain
the charter which will admit them to
the American Federation of Labor.

The new union Is called the Soldiers,
Sailors and Marines Council. The ap-
plication for admission to the federation
was approved by John Fltzpatrlclc
president, and Edward X. NockeU, sec-
retary of the Chicago Federation of
Labor.

The purpose of the union Is to obtain
employment for Its members. The plan
Is said to have worked well at Seattle
and Tacoma. It Is planned here to raise
a fund to support the men until they
obtaln Jobs.

GASOLENE A WAR WINNER.

Tremendous Unlpnt Told In AVaah-tnnto- u

Flsrores.
Washington, March 26. Gasolene

production In the United States In IMS
was said y by Van H. Manning,
director of the Bureau of Mines, to have
borne out at least In part the statement
of a British Admiral shortly after the
cessation of hostilities that "we floated
to victory on a sea of oil."

A little less: than 30,000,000 barrels of
gasolene was produced In the United
States In 1916, Mr. Manning said, while
in 1917 the production was Increased
under the spur of war's neceslty to
68,000,000 barrels, on Increase of more
than 50,000 barrels a day,

"It was thought by many that this
must be the peak of American patriotic
effort," Mr. Manning declared, "but In
191S, when the war had assumed even
greater proportions, the production of
gasolene was more than 83,000,000, an
Increase for the yenr of more than

barrels. The dally Increase for
the year over .the record breaking year
of 1017 was about 47,000 barrels, or al-

most as much moro as the Increase of the
previous jear."

How this country sent an ever Increas-
ing flood of this gasolene to the Allies
and to friendly countries Is seen In the
export figures, he said, In 1916 there
were 8,173,102 barrels of gasolene rent
abroad. In 1917 the exports Increased
to 9,901,8" barrels and In 1918 to

barrels, an Increase of nearly
11,000 barrels a day more than In 1916.

Lonls I'm Inn of Boston Accused of
Seditious Speech.

LvwnBNCK, Mass., March 23. Louis
Fratna of Boston, Editor of the Revolu-
tionary Age, was held 'for the Grand Jury
an a charge of Inciting textile strikers
here to riot, after a hearing In the Muni-
cipal Court Ho furnished S200
bonds.

Newspaper men who attended a, mass
meeting of strikers on February 21 testi-
fied that Fratna had made an address In
which he told the strikers that they did
not yet realize their power: that the
streets belonged to them and they should
not be afraid of being sent to Jail.. He
urged them to unite and "form a rreat
(1st which would smash capitalists."

Police officers told of the disturbances
which followed the meeting when the
crowd paraded the streets and stones
were thrown.

START HOME FRIDAY

"Boston's Own" 101st Will Be

First, of Hegriments to'
Embark.

Boston, March 25. Major-Oe-

Clarence n. Edwards announced y

that the Fifty-firs- t and Fifty-secon- d In-

fantry brigades and two artillery regi-
ments would be the first units of the
Twenty-sixt- h Division to sail for home.
These troops will leave Brest on Friday,
probably on board the transports Aga-
memnon and Mount Vernon.

The brigades, which Include the 101st,
102, 103 and 104th infantry regiments,
will be accompanied by the 101st and
103d Field Artillery regiments. Field
and staff officers and headquarters com-
panies will accompany tho men.

Major-Ge- n. Edwards said the War De-

partment hoped to place all members
of tho brigades on board the two trans-
ports, but If this were impossible those
unable to get away on Friday would
be sent as soon as a transport was
available. The 101st Infantry. "Bos-
ton's Own." will be tho first regiment
to embark, Major-Ge- Edwards said,
and then the order will be 102d, 103d
and 104th Infantry regiments and the
101st and 103d Artillery regiments.

The parade of the division probably
will be held on some day In the first
week In May, according to Major-Ge-

Edwards. The committee In churgo of
the grand stand to be erected on Com-
monwealth avenue to accommodate rel-
atives of members of the division has
decided that each soldier shall be allot-
ted a proportion of the seats. Ever'
request for seats Bent to the committee
will be turned over to the soldier men-
tioned In tho application for his ap-

proval, Herbert Parker, former Attorney-G-

eneral, Is chairman of this com-
mittee.

Mr. Parker said that a speelal com-
mittee would hae charge of applications
for tickets from families of members of
the division who had lost their lives.

Millions Spent on Sparrow's
Point Steel Works.

Baltimore, March 23. Baltimore lias
an intensive Interest In the projects of
the Bethlehem Steel Corporation at
Sparrow's Point and has likewise become
keenly concerned In all tho affairs of
this corporation.

The management already has spent
ast sums at Sparrow's Point since

Charles M. Schwab took control. A few
months before the war Mr. Schwab made
the statement that It was Intended to
spend 150,000,000 at Sparrow's Point to
bring its shipbuilding and steel-makin- g

capacity up to that of any of the sim-
ilar plants along the Atlantic seaboard.

In the report which will be submitted
to the meeting of stockholders next
month he further emphasizes this fact
and states that during this year $20,000,-00- 0

of this promised sum will be spent
at the local plant. Ills own words to
the stockholders are as follows;

"The net additions to property account
during the year 1915 amounted to

and the present construction pro-
gramme contemplates for Its completion
the expenditure In 1919 of about 320,000,-00- 0.

ThlB programme covers mainly the
commercial steel plunt at Sparow's Point.
Maryland; which, when completed, will
result In making productive an Invest-
ment of upward of 150,000,000. The
corporation will then have annual ca-
pacity of over 3,000,000 tons of steel
Ingots with finishing plants of sufficient
capacity to convert this entire tonnage
Into commercial products, thus complet-

13 ARMY CAMPS TO

BE SOLD APRIL 15

; Buildings, Tracks and Other
Facilities Will Go to High-

est Bidders.

HOSPITALS NOT INCLUDED

States to Be Given Preference
Industrial Concerns
Likely Purchasers.

Washington, Marcn 25. Army camps
to be abandoned by the War Depart-
ment, Including . buildings, railroad
tracks, sewage systems and other fa-

cilities, are in be sold to the highest
bidders, and April 15 has been nxed as
the date for receiving bids,

The plan Is to sell entire camps for
lump sums and big Industrial concerns
are regarded as the most likely pur-
chasers.

In some cases State governments are
expected to bid for the camps for use'
as National Guard training centres.
Such bids will be given preference. Thir-
teen camps to be sold on April 15 In-

clude all which the War Department has
definitely decided to dispose of. Others
may be sold later. "

The thirteen are : Camp Beauregard,
Louisiana : Bowie, Texas ; Colt. Penn-
sylvania ; Hancock, Georgia; Kendrlck,
New Jersey ; Logan. Texas ; Polk, North
Carolina; Sevier, South Carolina;

y.Aonn uamp jacsson, Houiu Carolina;

Wadsworth, South Carolina, and
Wheeler, Georgia.

In each case the buildings are offered
as they stand, with all fixtures In place,
with the electric, water, sewer and sew-
age disposal systems and all Govern-
ment owned railroads, culverts and
bridges.

Chambers of Commerce Interested In
placing industrial plants will get consid-
eration over wrecking companies, of
which a large number already have
made Inquiries.

Division storehouses and the utilities'serving the storehouse area are ex-
cepted from sale, and for the present the
Government will reserve the right to
withhold from sale the base hospital and
the remount station at each camp. Bid-
ders are advised, therefore, to Bubmlt
alternate bids taking Into consideration
the possibility of these exceptions. Con-
struction placed by charitable organiza-
tions also Is withdrawn from the sale.

In the case of Cimps Beauregard.
Hancock, Logan and Sevier, the base
hospitals already have been turned over
to the public health service.

Tentative bids have been received
from the state of Louisiana for Camp
Beauregard and from Alabama for
Camp Sheridan, the expressed Intention
In each case being to utilize the sites
for the mobilization of state troops in
case of emergency. The amount of
these bids was not made public.

Bidders will ba required to assume
all land and property damage cUlms,
and must give the Government satisfac-
tory proof within one year that these
claims have been met. Substantial bond
will be required for performance of
contract. The Government will continue
all leases for five months after date of
sale In order that the purchaser may
have his time to remove all buildings
and debris.

'GENERAL' COXEY TO

RENEW CRUSADES

Has Brand New Scheme to
Cure All the Country's

Evils.

Pjitt.ADELriiiA, March 25. "Coxey's
army, 1919 model." Is about to be dis-
played to the world. "General" Jacob
Sechler Coxey himself says so.

At present It exists only with one man
power engine, but the "General" says at
least 500,000 more Americans will Join
It before ho Is through.

The motive power this time Is "Initia-
tive and referendum as tho only possible
antidote of Bolshevism," and Coxey gave
a vivid prospectus of the new army In
a word picture, all his own, In an Inter-
view here

Unlike the commonweal army of the
unemployed of 1894. the 1919 model Is
not going to "hoof It to Washington.

Railroad trains, airplanes, motor cy-

cles, bicycles and various other vehicles
will supplement tho locomotlvo power
of the 1S94 army.

"General" Coxey came to Philadelphia
y to Interest men here In the new

movement, "which Is to bring real de-

mocracy to tho nation."
And after this succeeds and the

"Gtneral" says It will another move-
ment will begin to put prohibition Into
the ash heap.

Here's the way the "General" himself
tells about it :

"The prohibition amendment Is per-
fectly legal, only the people of the coun-
try didn't have anything to say about It.
It was slipped over on them while they
were busy making war on Germany.

"My waj lb the Giiiy way Lc t
back the rights of the people. It Is the
only way to avoid Bolshevism In this
country. The people must havo more
actual say In tho Government. They
elect their representatives, but these
men do as they please when they get
Into the legislative halls.

"My plan Is to to to Washington Im-

mediately upon the opening of the extra
session of Congress. I will spend two
weeks In "buttonholing' Congressmen and
trying to make them declare themselves
for the initiative and referendum.

"If I fall In that I will send nut a
call to all those who favor the move-
ment to gather in Washington within
thirty-fiv- e days and camp there until
Congress does what they want.

"No, they will not all be hoboes this
time. They will be bankers, lawyers,
business men, manufacturers and every
other profession.

"If fifty women, picketing the White
House, can come within one vote of gain-
ing: the suffrage, what could 300,000 men
do? And that Is tne number I expect
to see pile Into Washington as soon as
I send out the call,"

"Gen," Coxey exhibited a letter he
has sent to William Jennings Bryan
Inviting him to Join the cause. The let-
ter was sent last Friday. No reply has
been received.

Postmaster-Gener- Burleson is "the
greatest Bolshevist of thenl all,' the
"General" says, because of his. taking
over the telegraph nnd telephone- lines
after the war had ended.

Coxey started his famous march with
the commonweal army of the unem-
ployed on arch 25, 1891, They arrived In
Washington at noon on May 1. Coxey
and two of his followers were Jailed for
"treading upon the turf or grass and
Injuring the shrubbery," In 1914 an-
other rather unsuccessful march was
made. Government policies have been
tho object of both marches.

GEN. BLACK DEALS

JOLT TO RAIL MEN

No Business Peace Until New

Bate Method Is Adopted,

Ho Says.

PRESENT SYSTEM L'xVJUST

Chief Engineer of Army Tells
Traffic Club Cost Basis

Should Bo Used.

In an address on 'Transportation" at
the monthly meeting of the Traffic Club
of New Tork at the Waldorf-Astori- a last
night, Major-Ge- William M. Black.
Chief Engineer of the United States
Army, made many railway men and
others alt up and take notice by declar-
ing that he la convinced railways and
communities will have no business peace
until a more reasonable method of trans-
portation charges can be adopted.

He said that tho entire system of
charging "what the traffic will bear,"
of making arbitrary' differentials, and of
granting water competitive rates Is "no
other than a system of unequal taxa-
tion, of making one set of men, or one
set of communities, pay for services ren
dered to another set of men or another
set of communities."

Advocates Cost Oasis.
Gen. Black featured the Idea that

freight rates should be made on a "cost
basis," Just as costs are determined In
any other business. The trouble has
been, he said, that the railroad busi
ness has not been conducted In an open
and understandable manner. He said It
has been a deliberate part of a railway
that It shouldn't know costs.

Are not our common carriers simply
agencies of the people granted necessary
powers by the people for certain duties
essential to the end for which the people
nre associated Into a nation the general
good?" Gen. Black asked. "Is there any
Justification, then. In permitting destruc-
tive competition between these agencies?

"One class of our carriers has beep
permitted so to order Us business as
practically to wipe out another class; As
a general proposition Inland water trans
portation has been killed. This has been
accomplished by a manipulation of rail-
road freight rates, rendered more easy
by an arbitrary system of freight classi-
fication. In what other class of business
Is a scale of charges permitted which Is
Independent of the scale of values of the
service rendered? Where else within our
countrj' Is It permitted to make one
chargo to one community and a different
charge to another for the same article?"

Calls It Vnjnat Taxation.
Pronouncing discriminator- - freight

rates to be "unequal taxation," he con-
tinued : "It la taxation unauthorized by
law, nnd outside of the powers granted,
or which should be granted, common car-
riers. It Is the Rind of taxation without
representation which caused our fore-
fathers to revolt against the mother
country. It Is this policy which makes
the continuous work of adjusting dis-
criminations of the Interstate Commerce
Commission, or as a member of one of
the State railway commissions recently
puts It, "of removing a discrimination at
one place to make it nt another.' It Is
this which is In part responsible for
much of the hostile railway legislation
of recent years.

"Is there any Insuperable difficulty in
devizing a Just system of rates? Can
not there be devised and ndpoted a sys-
tem of freight classification based on
the cost of handling and moving freight?
If such a system were adopted would
there be great difficulty In determining
the cost of movement of each class, and
the amount of terminal cost for each
class? If so, knowing the average vol-
ume of each class carried and the aver-
age haul for eaoh class annually, can-
not costs be determined? Is It not then
possible to add to each of these costs
its proper proportion of a road's over-
head expenses. Including Interest on In-

vestment, a fund for betterments, ic?
Adjusting Scale of Clinrgr.

"In the case of competing roads of
unequal length, cannot the scales of
charges be adjusted to the cost by the
cheapest line? Would not this bo ly

In line with the practice of manu-
facturers In general? Finally, would
not such a coarse make If, possible for
definite valuations to be made of the
usefulness of other transportation
agencies, so that capital would lose its
fears, and these agencies be free to de-

velop Into their proper degrees of pub-
lic usefulness?

"I doubt whether communities now fa-

vored by arbitrary rates would suffer
any serious setback, and, In fact, whether
their business would not bo the more se-

cure were Its artificial props replaced by
a natural foundation. New York's nat-
ural advantage cannot be surpassed on
the Atlantic coast. If her shipping busi-
ness Is efficiently conducted and Its costs
are based on actual and not arbitrary
conditions, she has no cause to fear. In
fact, such a change will tend to cause
the establishment of new Industries at
Interior rolnts and thereby to decrease
the congestion of population in New-Yor-

a congestion which leads to in-

dustrial agitation and Bolshevism."

who are trying to complete a full thrift
book .before they ure dltcharged. One
new arrival bought s0 worth of stamp',
he said. An honor roll Is being kept In
thn office of Joseph W. Crowley, deputy
warden and secretary of the thrift so
ciety.

The New York Central, through Li, F.
Vosburgh, has Btarted a $600,000 thrift
campaign and Is appealing to Its em-
ployees to buy two thrift stamps n day.
Ilesults so far are satisfactory, he re-

ported.
