Brings & or 6 Cents a Pound
Under Quotation for Home
Produet.

FIRST CARLOAD SOLD OUT

Success of Experiment May
Lead to Permanent Bene-
fits for Consumer.

Men in the meat trade were interested
yeaterday in the arrival of a carload of
frosen New Zealand lamd and mutton
at Wast Washington Market for Dulany,
Tull & Bpitler. It was the first sonsign-
ment of Ita kind ever received from the
star soclalist lsland in the Pacifle, 10,-
000 miles away, and thers was much

speculation an to developments that may
follow the Innovation.

Thia particular carload waa one of
forty cars, representing a total of 1,800,-
000 pounds of lamb and mutton, shipped
from New Zealand to Vancouver in &
refrigerated steamship and then over-
land to Toronto. It was only one of &
number of earloads coming to the New
York market and the distribution of the
Now Zealand products In competition
with American lamb and mutton will
give the trade a lot to think and talk
about. Heretofora the Britlsh Islea
have been the principal market for lamb
and sheep from New A

May Undersell Home Produets,

It |s undarstood that ths plan for the
importation of frosen lamb and mutton
from New Zealand te Canada had its
Inception 1n the hellsf that It could be
brought in below the price demanded
for the Canadian and Amerlcan pros-
ucts. The experiment has shown that
the bellef was fully justified. Although
evarybody was satisfied with the prices
obtalned, lambe which were s0ld In the
New York wholesale market yesterdis
brought 27 centa a pound, or B or @
centa below the price for the same grade
of American lamb. Thin was accom-
plished In the face of the fact that the
freight charges by steamehip from Now
Zealand to Vamcouver and by rall from
Vancouver via Toronto lo New York
make up a very conaldarable itam that
enters Into the ocost of lamb o the
ultimate consumer.

Wholesalers and retallers who In-
spected the carcassag at Dulany, Tull &
Spitler's place of business saw some-
thing new In the way of packing lamb
and sheep for long distance ehipments.
Each carcass wans bisected and the hind-
#saddle was telescoped inside the body,
making a very compact bundle Just ane-
half the size of the original body. The
whole waa encased In shesp bage of net-
ting, protecting It from all contact.

Baving of Carge Space.

Bacauss of this manner of packing It
‘s possible to ship twice am many car-
casses In & glven space than it Ia by the
prevalling method in thin country of
shipping lamb and sheep whole, It not
only saves cargo space, but there s a
almilar saving of space In cold storage
plants, and all this means the saving of

Superintendent Based Refusal
on Wish to Keep Schools
Free of Politics,

BOARD ORDERS ACTION

Misinformation and Confusion
of Thought Seen in May-
or's Letters.

Dr. Willlam L. Bttingée, City Supere
intendent of Bchools, was Inmructsd by
vote of the Board of Educalion yester-
day afternoon to parmit Mayor Hylan's
Commissioner of Accounts to examine
the mocounts of the Department of Edu-
catlon. This motlon followed ths Issu-
ance of & long statement by Dr. Et-
tinger expressing his desire to keep the
schools fres from political Inflyence and
stating the reasons he refused an exam-
ination. He also sald that he 4id not

belleve Commimsioner Firshfield should
ask to see the books so long as the mat-
ter had been taken before the courta in
an order to H. . M., Cook, nuditor of
the Board, directing him to show causa
why he should not be punished for con-
tempt In falling to obay a mubposna of
the Commimsloner.

Dr. BEttinger sald he had obtained
counse! to protect the rights of Mr. Cook
and himesll when the case comea up in
court to-day.

Arthur B Bomers, president of ths
Board of Education, wrote last wesk to
Mayor Hylan asking him on behalf of
the Board to make an Investigation. In
epite of this letter Buperintendent Et!-
tinger turned Commissioner Hirshfield
and his examiners away on Monday., At
ths meeting of the Board yestordny
Mr, Bomers naked If he were to be sus-
tained In tha powsition he had taken.
Voting with him for the resolution di-
recting Buperintendent Etilnger to per-
mit the examination were Anning 8
Prall, George F. Ryan, Joseph Yeska
and Mre, Pmma L. Murray. Only two
meémbers opposed the motion—Frank D.
Wilsey and Mrs. Ruth F. Russell.

Application to Regents.

A letter was recelved by the Board
of Education from Buperintendent IEt-
tinger In which he sald:

“My decinlon In the matter of per-
mitting the Commisslioner of Accounts
to examine Into the records of thes de-
partment was based also on the fact
that on March 22, 1919, T addresssd a
communication to the Regenis of the
University of the Btate of New TYork,
who according to. Article § of the Blats
Constitution have supreme control over
all educational matters within the lim-
its of the Siate, requesting them Lo
appoint a eommittee of competent per-
wona familiar and conversant with proper
methods of education administration,
with full powers to Investigate the afl-
faire of this school system, the opera-
tion of the Biate law and tha matter of
{ta appllieability to the School Distriet of
New York."

Mr. Bomors in asking for tha pasrage
of tha resolution eald that the power
to Investigate the books of the Board
of Education was not a legal right of
the Comminsioner of Accounts, i1 wnas
& moral right and he wanted the public
to know that the Foard of Education
had nothing to conceal

“1 belleve that you have repeated!iy
informed hin Honor and the Comptroiler
that your board stands ready and will-
ing to give in the utmost detall any In-
formation that may ba demanded con-
cerning financial matters,” wrote Su-
perintendent Ettinger In a letter (o Mr
Bomaers, *but such willingneas should
not be construed to mean the reduction
of the Board of Education, both In mast-
ters of finance and investigation, to the
level of the Department of Street Clean.

In hia public statemant Dr FEttinger
said he would not descend ta the op-

SENATORS SUSPECT
TRICKS IN LEAGUR

Will Not Aceept Amendments
Until Wording Can Be
Studied Carefully.

SWISS REMEDY OPPOSED

Covenant Still Makes Possible
Use of Army in Euro-
pean Quarrels.

WasninaroN, March 26.—The evident
trend of the Peace Conference In Parls
toward the adoption of amendmenta to
make the Leagus of Natlons covenant
at leant partly acosptable to the Unitsd
Biates Benale wan noted with evident
matisfaction to-day by thoss Henalore
who are In Washington. However, thoy
preferred to maintain silence until the
fate of the many proposed amendments
is definitely and finally determined. The
amendments proposed to safeguard the
Monros Doctrine, making such a domes-
tle queation as immigration a matter
for each nation to determina for It-
seif and providing meraly for recom-
mendations affecting lrmitation of na-
tlonal armaments, ure entirely In

ma to expreasions of Benators
which have reached Paris In one WAY
or another.

Bhould all thess amendments be
adopted and thelr lsngusge be found
by the Henate to bs stralghtforward and
supoepiible of only one Interpretation
ft is even then wvery doubtful (£ ths
revised league constitution would mest
with ths approval of the Senate. The
most conservative estimate of the num-
ber of Ssnatora oppossd to the original
draft of the league constitution, which
the President for a long time inslated
must not be nltered in a single word,
s placed at fifty-three. More optimistle
eatimaten placs the number, Ropublicans
and Democrats allke, at sixty.

Objectiona Atill Remain.

Of this number, Henators pointed out
to-day, thers are a sufficlent number who
in all-probability will refuse to sanction
any league no matter how many of lia
teeth are drawn, whers Amgrica would
ba such a hopeless minority and control
would e In the hands of Europs and
Axla. Thess Ben: tors, however, carefully
refrained from committing themsalves
even privately to estimaten of how meny
votea would bs affected (f the proposed
amendmenta regarding the Monroe
Doctrine, domestic questlonn and dis-
armament were adopted an® proved to be
written In plain, unmistakalls language
which could be Interpreted In but one
waY.

The ohjection etill would .remaln, It
was pointed out to-day, that with Euro-
pean and Aslatlc control of the proposed
TLaague of Natlanw, the United Btates
Army and Navy would be virtumily at
the beck and call of the nations of an-
othar hemisphere and would hiave to obey
that call and take part In every petly
squabble In Furope or violate solemn in-
tarnational obligationa by the preposed
league.

Swisse Amendment Opposed.

The Iangunge of every proposed
amendmeant, as fast as it {5 obtalnabls
hers, Is being clonely scanned and ana-
lysed to find ponsible flaws or worda
and phrases capable of more than one
Interpretation. The Swiss amendment
wnn designed on ita face to reserve to
every natlon ita completa soversignty
and  Independence except what It
voluntarily gave up through “adhering’
to the league constitution. This Im-
mediataly was rajected by the Henators
now here on the ground that mare en-
trance Into the league aasily could be
construed as “adhering” to the league
constitution and thus the amendmant
would be without valus as a safeguard
of natlonal soverslgnty.

The danger the nats faces now, 1t
in sald, is that the Presidant may bring
home n revised draft of the league con-
stitution which & cursory reading of
would appear to meeat the objections
mada by the Henate. Although this draft
on ita face may maeat these objectionn
Senators gravely fear that it will be
filled with language capable of ma
Interpretations and that the amaend-
ments will not remove the objections
when It comen to the test. The Banators
then will ba placed In the position of
apparently carrying on a ty wrangle
over the wording of the league consti-
tution. They reallze that a great many
parsona not thoroughly cognizant of the
trus mituation will not back them whols-
heartedly If the nght between the Presi-
dent and tha Senats narrows down te
that point.

Thars are now groups in the Henate
econfident that no amendments to the
Wilson league draft will prove satls-
factory and will fight againet It on the
general ground that the peopls of the
United Btales thoroughly abhor any
plan which would commit the Unlited
States to continual obligation to take
A hand In Furopean and Asiatic affalre.
They feel that whan the part of the
league deallng with mandatories Is
mads thoroughly plain thare will be a
revulsion of feeling against any leagua
committing America to such a pre-

ETamme.

Another group holds the view that 1t
would ba a serlous mistaks to oppose
any League of Natlons that s presented.
They want it fudged purely on its merits
by the Senate. They frankly fear mome
trick or other Yy the proponents of the
lengue, They fear that the Wilson sup-
porters may try t» construe ohjeotion
to the Wilson league pian by Republi-
ecans Into objection to any sort of
schame which would prevent wam In
the future, and In that way arouse pre-
league sentiment throughout the coun-
try. These Benators would draw the
festh from the leagus constitution, maks
ft a harmless and innocucus document
which would not Invade Amerioan
rights, liberty of actlion or sovereignty,
approve the innocuous covenant and put
it anide. This would be better politices
in any event, these Senators hold, be-
