XEA.T THICK UNEARTHED

Commissioner's Speech Said to
Havo Been Used as Club by

v Flrq Prcvontlon Gang.

Dr. "William V. Doyle, head of the
Bureau of Firs Prevention, personally
reported a. violation of the fire laws
against the Comet Theatre on Third
avenue. The manager of the theatre,

rant Anson, had subscribed to the
Colonial Film Exchange, from which,
lie never tot any Alms, and the
violation against his theatre was pigeon-
holed. '

These facts, It was learned yesterday,
were among the first to draw the atten-
tion of the District Attorney's office o
Dr. Doyle In the Inquiry Into allega-
tions of grafting by the Fhre Department
on proprietors of moving picture the
atree. The investigation resulted In the
arraignment of Dr. Doyle. Captain
Frank McGinnls of the Bureau of Pub-
lic Assemblies, Leon Wallace, a restau-lan- t

manager and proprietor of the film
exchange, and Frank XlcOoey, charged
with receiving and holding the alleged
tribute.

All four of the accused men pleaded
not guilty yesterday In General Ses-
sions, and were released on ball,
Moses It Grossman, attorney for Dr.
Doyle, and Abraham Levy for McGoey
declined to make any statement other
than to say that they would demand a
speedy trial, confident that their clients
could prove their Innocence. Doyle and
McGoey were prominent In the Ilylan
campaign.

According to the Information contained
In the Indictment the plan for doing busi
ness with the moving picture houses waa
arranged elaborately. Wallace, wnoae
confession Is asserted to have been the
most Important evidence produced before
the Grand Jury, was ready with a long
list of one reel thrillers when hie cue
tomers called to subscribe. None of this
film. It Is believed, ever waa delivered.
Wallace asserts that tt waa purchased,
but this, too, was denied by other famil-
iar with the case.

Drennsn Aided Unwittingly.
Although Fire Commissioner Drennan

Is not suspected of having been In tho
Dlot. a epeech which he made to 250
movie men Is alleged to have been used
as a club to drive In subscriptions to the
Colonl.xl exchange.

"Don't be Involved In paying graft to
uniformed firemen," Commissioner Dren
nan is said to have told the movie men.
"If you have a complaint go to Dr. Doyle
or Capt. McGinnls.

According to the District Attorney's
office Doylo suggested to Commissioner
Drennan that such a meeting and such a
speech would be the beet means of root-
ing out graft, and Commissioner Dren-
nan undoubtedly acted in "good faith.
It was ho who started the Investigation.

Terrer.ce llcllanua, attorney for Capt.
McGinnls. said last night that he would
be able to show that everything McGin-
nls had done resulted from orders of his
superiors. It was in McGlnnls's desk
that the Investigators found the viola-
tion of the fire law which had been
pigeonholed. It was also McGinnls who
brought to Wallace tho list of the thea-
tres which might be expected to do busi-
ness with him.

Grant Anson, manayer of the Comet
Theatre, said yesterday to a reporter
for Tit Sun that when he subscribed
to the Colonial Film Exchange the first
tlmo he believed It was a bonaflde ven-
ture, as a salesman for the concern had
come to his theatre and offered him a
aeries of one reel pictures which he was
desirous of obtaining. He went to the
Colonial Film Exchange at 144 Colum-
bus avenue. There Wallace showed him
a typewritten list of fifty "one reelers."

From this he ordered two, "Japan and
China." a scenic film, and a one reel
comedy entitled "Peace at Any Price."
He admitted that he never saw the
films and said that when they were not
delivered to him he became suspicious
nnd did not send his subscription for
the second month.

It was explained yesterday that the
matter of fire law violation In n moving
picture house Is an extremely flexible
affair. Few persons want to sit near
the screen, and there are always vacant
seats In front. Frequently also while
the front seats arc vacant people will
stand In the rear In violation of the lire
law. It was said that many Inspectors
will not report these standees as violat-
ing the law If there are vacant seats In
front and if It Is shown that the man
agement had endeavored to persuade
the standees to take the seats, in sucn
cases the chances for graft appear.

Caot. McGInnla was described by mov
ing picture men as one of the strictest
ufnclals with wnom tney naa 10 aeai.
He was always a stickler for having the
Are Dalla filled and for seeing that the
law was observed to the letter. It was
also asserted by Grant Anson of the
Comet Theatre that Capt. McGinnls was
mi strict that he had refused a Christ-
mas' present from the theatre, though
these presents of 5, 110 or 130 to po-

licemen, firemen and letter carriers were
considered a regular and legitimate
thing by the theatre men and by most
nf the recipients.

Did ?fot Expect to Get Films.
' Many other moving picture irien,-- ?i Is
charged, paid tneir triDuie ai me

Exchange In the full knowledge
that they would get no films. Many of
these theatre men speak little or no
English and they looked on" this as a
regular way of finding protection. This
phase of the case has (particularly
stirred the District Attorney's office. It
wa In the little theatres of the East
Ride and among the foreign born popu-
lation, none too tafe against, fire any-
way? that the crowding of the aisles
was passed over.

Tho indictment of Dr. Doyle caused a
sensation in political circles yesterday,
as did that of Frank McOoey. Doyle
was described as Mayor Hylan's choice
for a high position last year when at
the vigorous protest of John II. y.

the Brooklyn leader, he was

DR. ELIOT ADVISES

CAPITAL AND LABOR

Harvard Educator Offers 10
Points, Warning Each Side

of Intolerance.

Eighteen points suggested by Dr.
Charles W. Eliot, president emeritus of
Harvard University, for the bringing
about of "Industrial democracy" were
offered for discussion yesterday at the
seventh annual convention of the New
Jersey State Chamber of Commerce at
the Robert Treat Hotel, Newark. Dr.
Eliot was not present and his sugges-
tions were read by II. R. Heydon, the
secretary. Eight points are addressed
to employers, six to employees and four
to both.

Dr. Eliot would have employers "aban-
don every form of despotic or autocratic
government" in all Industries dealing
with the necessities of life. Cooperative
management and discipline and welfare
measures regarding the health, protec-
tion and education of workers are sug-
gested. He urges Intimate relations be-

tween employer and employee and favors
dealing with all complaints Justly and
promptly.

Well trained employment managers
should be present. Dr. Eliot thinks, to
deal with the engagement, shifting, pro-
motion and dismissal of employees. He
would have a "genuine partnership sys
tem between capital and labor" wherehy
the profits to both, after wages are paid.

shall vary with the profits of the estab
lishment, the percentage of profits going
to the payroll never to be called upon to
make good losses." He urges that every
effort be made to do away with monot-
ony and pleads for "universal accept
ance of collective bargaining tnrougn
elected representatives of each side."

In his suggestions to the workers Dr.
Eliot favors abandonment of the doc
trine of limited output and "of the Idea
that It la desirable for workers of any
sort to work as few hours a day as pos
sible and without zeal or interest during
those few." He would have "absolute
rejection of the notion that leisure
rather than steady work should bo the
main object of life."

Dr. Eliot wants employees to abandon
also "the conception that capital Is
the natural enemy of labor and that un
organized laborers are traitors to their
oause." These ideas. Dr. Eliot says.
"belong to an Industrial era which Is
really passed." His last suggestion to
workers Is that they abandon all vio-

lence toward property or persons In the
prosecution of Industrial disputes.

In his suggestions to both employers
and employees Dr. Eliot asks for "will'
Ing adoption by both parties of the
methods of conciliation, arbitration and
ultimate decision by a national Govern'
ment board as sufficient mesns of bring'
ing about Just and progressive settle
ments of all disputes between capital
and labor." He declared that during the
last two years the war had demonstrated
the feasibility of these means.

Dr. Eliot's last three suggestions are:
"Recognition by both parties that a

new and formidable danger threatens
civilization and that all good citizens of
the republic should unite to suppress
anarchy and violent Socialism and to se-

cure all sorts and conditions of men 'life.
liberty and the pursuit of happiness.'

"General acceptance of the view that
American liberties ars to be preserved
lust as they have been won. They
have been slowly achieved by genera
tions of sturdy, hard working people
who value personal Independence, In
dustry, thrift, truthfulness In thought
and act, respect ror law, ramuy lire,
and home, and who are ready to fight
In defence of these things.

"Acceptance of the truth that the
democracy which Is to be made safe In
the world. flosx rot efan equality of
possessions or powers, or a dead level
of homogeneous una monoionuus bu- -
clety, but on the contrary the free cul
tivation of Infinitely oiversinea numan
gifts and capacities and liberty to each
Individual to do hla nest lor me com
mon good."

Judge John F. Mclntyre, who Is sitting
as a Magistrate at the hearings, and
who Incidentally waa one of the attor-
neys for Becker, asked the witness yes-
terday to tell what he knows relating to
the Becker case.

In Raymond street Jail two years
ago when the latter Informed him that
his brother, Morris Luban, had helped
frame up tho evidence which resulted In
the conviction and execution of Becker
for Instigating the murder of Herman
Rosenthal. The Jacob Luban referred to
by Davis Is the man whose schooling of
wttneses to testify falsely has been told
of by several witnesses at the present
hearing.

with suggestions made to him by Luban
and Philip Muslca he had been trans-ferre- d

CHRISTIAN SCIENCE

HEADS GO TO COURT

Injunction Against Directors
of First Church Continued

Until April 4.

CLASH OVER EDDY TRUSTS

Publishers of "Monitor"' Sue
to Prevent Interference

With Paper's Policies.

Boston', March 2S. The temporary In-

junction Issued on Tuesday restraining
the directors of the First Church of
Christ Scientist from Interfering with
the trustees of the Christian Science
Publishing Society In the discharge of
their duties waa y ordered con-
tinued pending a hearing on the merits
of tho case. It Is alleged In the bill that
the directors of the church stneo the
death of Mrs. Eddy "have been grad-
ually endeavoring to assume and exercise
powers with regard to the publishing so.
clety which the directors never assumed
or attempted to exercise" during her
lifetime.

After hearing brief arguments Su-

preme Court Justice H. It Braley or-
dered the pleadings to be completed on
or before April 4, after which a master
will be appointed by the court to hear
the facts unless counsel In 'the mean-
time agree upon a master.

When Judge Braley Inquired how
much evidence there would be In the
case Sherman L. Whipple, counsel for
the complainants, replied that Inasmuch
as the respondents had not yet filed an
answer It would be difficult to say how
many facta were In dispute. Much of
the evidence, to be Introduced Mr. Whip-
ple thought would be documentary. The
Issues of fact would be narrow, he said,
but It waa doubtful if counsel could
agree' on tho facts.

Former Gov. John L. Bates, who
represented all the respondents except
John V. Dlttemore, said that the ques
tion would narrow down to one of law,
whether the directors In the exercise of
power given them and the trust had a
right for the best Interests of the churcn
to remove certain persons from their
offices as trustees. Mr. Bates said that
he represented the directors of a great
church extending all over the world.
The respondents, who were carrying out
what they believed to be the purposa of
the founder" of that church, had been
enjoined, he said, without notice.

Counsel read Into the record a copy
of a telegram which he said he under
stood had been sent by the board of
trustees of the Publishing Society to
newspapers In the United States and
Canada. The message asked the co-

operation of the papers to provent the
publication of "unauthorized statements
regarding the question at Issue and ad
ded that any desired information would
be furnished by the society. Counsel
asserted that this action by the
trustees was Improper, as tt appeared
to be an attempt to prejudice tho cose In
the public mind.

The court suggested that the re
spondents might file a cross bill of In
junction If they wished.

Later Mr. Whipple remarked that the
respondents had started out to dominate
tho business not only of the church but
of the publishing society connected with
the church. Judge Braley replied that
he was not dealing with a church con
troversy but only with a question of law
which had arisen as to the Interpretation
of certain trusts.

John Joseph Fllnn, for nearly eleven
rears an editorial writer on the Christian
Science Monitor, announced y that
he had resigned because, he said, "of
some differences of opinion regarding
the present management of that Journal."

CLOTHING WORKERS

TO MANAGE STRIKE

Powers, Organizer, Promises
Victory to Workers at

Passaic.

The Amalgamated Clothlnsr Workers
of America took charge of the Paeialc
wool workers' Btrike yesterday, the for-
mal delivery being accomplished at a
visit made by Passaic strike leaders to the
Manhattan headquarters of the union.
Julius Powers, 11 general organizer, has
been at work In Passaic several days,
and in same quarters is held to bo re-

sponsible for the walkout on Thursday,
when It was supposed the trouble was
over.

Powers said the Amalgamated Cloth-
ing Workers have begun organizing the
wool Industry from the time the raw
material Is dyed to Its manufacture Into
goods, and that new affiliations have
been formed at Lawrence, Mass. ; Phlla-dtlrh- la

nnd Chicago.
The Passaic police are continuing a

roundup of radicals and hope to have
them all out of town by Tuesday, when
the mills will reopen. Workers who re-

turn on that date will be considered new
employees and will lose seniority rights

The reason for the affiliation of the
wool workers with the International
union was given as need for funds. The
strikers have been out eight weeks. The
sum of HD.OOO .which they have depos-
ited at the Passalo post office cannot be
touched for relief purposes under the
rules, although these may now be
chHnged,

A serious situation exists, lii New
lirunswlck. N. J where It Is charged
that strikers of the Acme Underwear
Company had thrown red pepper at girls
who refused to quit work and had made
threats upon their lives.

SHIP UNIONS REFUSE
TO SIGN AGREEMENT

Pacific Men Obdurate; Others
Preparing Terms.

Wasiukoton, March 28, No new
working agreement between Pacific coast
shipbuilders and the metal trades
unions will be signed by the conference
of shipowners and union delegates In
session here. Representatives of the
unions to-d- informed the employers
that they would have to submit the pro-
posals to their unions for final consid-
eration.

While the Pacific coast union men
were holding a final meeting late y

delegates of the Atlantic and Gulf Coast
yards completed the drafting of an agree
ment which Is to be submitted to the
employers. The two agreements would
affect about 200,000 workers on the cast
coast and 125,000 on the west coast,

The Atlant(c and Gulf Coast agree-
ment approved by the men provides for
the creation nf a conciliation board.
which would adjust wages and working
conditions with the proviso that exist-
ing .wages and conditions continue until
October I next.

The board's headquarters would be
maintained at Philadelphia at the Joint
expense of employers and workers. The
agreement alto provides for a 44 hour
'waste la alt yards.

Washington, March 28. The Navy

In Ilrltlah waters, will start for the
United States Tho sub-
marines are being brought over to give
American naval expertB an opportunity
to study them and to be used for ex-
hibition purposes In the next Liberty
Loan drive.

Owing to weather conditions and to
the unfamlllarlty of their present crews
with their machinery the undersea boats
are not expected to arrive here until late
In April. Plans for their disposition
when they make port will be completed
after full details have been received
from Admiral Alms.

while the 7 Is one of the
small mine layers and the U-l- ll Is a
regulation submarine that destroyed
commerce.

LEADERS OF HARBOR

STRIKE IN ORAL WAR

O'Connor, Who Favors Com-

promise, Is "Aiding Enemy,"
Delahunty Charges.

The split between T. V. O'Connor,
president of the International Longshore-
men's Association, and Thoman L. Dela-
hunty, president of the Marine Engineers'
Affiliation, widened yesterday when the
two met in Impromptu debate before a
meeting of the Lighter Captains' Union
In the latter's headquarters, 21 Court
street, Brooklyn.

Mr. O'Connor, favoring a compromise
to settle the port strike in order that
about 36,000 of his men might return to
work, maintained his position In spite
of the attack of Delahunty and his fol-

lowers, who charged htm with "giving
aid and comfort to the enemy," and
adding that O'Connor ought to be on the
payroll of some corporation Instead of a
union, because he Is an Interloper."

Delahunty declared further that the
action of the longshoremen has caused
a prolongation of the strike. Had they
gone out In a body when the engineers
went on strike Instead of quitting at
docks where boats with non-unio- n crews
were unloading, he Bald, the strike would
have ended long ago.

After a meeting of longshoremen yes-
terday the following statement waa
given out :

"The District Council officers of the
I. L. A. fully lnforce the stand taken by
Mr. O'Connor In the strike of the Ma-
rine Workers' Affiliation. The I. L. A. Is
directly Interested In the harbor strike
Inasmuch as 25,000 to 30.000 of Its mem-
bers have been made Idle by the tleup.
Also Inasmuoh as four of the unions of
the Marine Workers' Affiliation are part
of the I. L. A, the District Council off-
icially declared that the I. L. A. has In
the past supportsd the 'Marine Work-
ers' Affiliation's strike, still does so, and
will continue to do so.

"However, the District Council wishes
to state most emphatically that It re-

sents the aspersions which have been
cast b officers of the Marine Work-
ers' Affiliation on the International off-
icers of the I. L A. to the effect that they
are not supporting the strike. The Dis-
trict Council wishes to affirm Its full con-
fidence in Mr. T. V. O'Connor, and an-
nounces that the I. L. A. will abide by
his ordem in all matter affecting the
strike."

At the meeting of lighter captains
Mr. O'Connor presented the proposition
of the boat owners, which would allow
them an Increase of about El cents a
day. This Is about half of the advance
the strikers obtained from the railroads
and consequently they voted down the
offer.

They declared that they would accept
no proposal unless It be as high as that
given to the men by the Railroad Ad-

ministration.

ANDERSON DROPS OUT
OF BREWERY'S SUIT

Counsel Withdraws His Peti-
tion to Intervene.

William II. Anderson, superintendent
of the Now York State Anti-Saloo-

League, withdrew yesterday his petition
for leave to Intervene in the suit of the
Jacob Hoffman Brewing Company to
restrsln the Government from Interfer
ing with tho brewing of 2,75 per cent,
beer.

Robert G. Davey, as counsel, said to
Federal Judgo Learned Hand that his
client appeared to have asked for more
than the circumstances warranted. He
fald that he had talked with W. D.
Guthrie, counsel for the brewing com-
pany, and that Mr. Guthrie had eald
there would bo no objection to a brief
being filed lor the Anti-Saloo- n League,
Mr. Guthrie had been very courteous,
added Mr. Davey, and his attitude made
the petition for leave to Intervene un-

necessary.
Mr. Davey did not file o brief he had

prepared. It recited that Mr. Anderson
is superintendent of an organization that
Is working against the manufacture and
sale of liquor and thus had a direct In-

terest In the litigation. Mr. Guthrie's
memorandum, which likewise was not
filed, pointed out that neither the peti-
tioner nor his league had any property
Interest or other special legal rights to
protect as a party to the litigation.

"His organization Is under no official
or statutory duty or reeponslbllty what-
ever," said the memorandum. "It Is
not charged with the enforcement of any
law."

Dr. Krchwey Accepts Sum to

Continue Work for Ex- - ,

Service Men. !

GAP LEFT BY CONGRESS

Failure to Make Appropriation
Threatened U. S. Employ-

ment Office.

The sum of $104,000 the amount
necessary to maintain tho United States
Employment Service In this city until
July 1 haa been offered by J. P. Mor-

gan & Co., to Dr. George W. Klrchwey.
dlroctor, in order that the work of find-
ing jobs for soldiers, sailors and civil-
ians may continue. The gift waa an-
nounced and accepted In Carnegie Hall
at the employment rally of the United
War Work Organizations.

"A great crisis came In tho employ-
ment sen-Ic- when Congress did not
make the modest appropriation neces-
sary to continue this work," Dr. Klrch-
wey said. 'The American people, how-
ever, know what to do, when Congress
left them in the lurch. Four hundred
officers of the service will be continual
as the result of publto generosity. I
shall be greatly surprised If the service
records do not show as good results In
the coming three months as In the past."

Dr. Klrchwey then quoted the letter
from the bankers, which states that the
firm "quite agrees with you that It would
be most unfortunate that that service
should now be cut down owing to the
failure of tho deficiency' bill In the last
Congress."

Rez-Tlc- Cot Unless Aid Camas.
The letter continues: "Tou have In-

formed us that It must be cut down un-
less you can obtain up to $100,000 be-

tween now nnd the first of July of thla
year. In order to avoid this, we will

The fact was
brought out at a recent hearing before
a United States Senate committee that
these packers control 400 different
products, embracing the necessities of
life, which the consumer Is compelled to
purchase at a price fixed by these profit-
eers. There Is no hope for the con-
sumer unless the United States Govern
ment puts an end to this monoimlv and
profiteering iu the necessities of life '

Hylan TrIU of City's IVxprnaea.
The Mayor pointed to the fact that

the city was appropriating millions of
dollars for sewers, highways, public
school buildings and other Improvements
as an Indication that New York Is doing
Its beet to relieve unemployment He
praised the work of tho Employment Ser-
vice and urged that Irrigation projects
be begun by the Government ns well as
other public works.

John B. Densmore, Director-Gener-

of the Employment Service, declared
that there was no Bolshevism In the
United States. He added that It was
necessary to get business started Im-

mediately. This would take place, he
said, when employer realise It Is better
to ?o ahead on prevailing high prices
rather than to take chanced with un-

employment. He stated that soldiers
are registered for positions when they
embark In France for this country. In-

stead of waiting until they arrive In
demobilization camps. This saves much
time and prevents temporary unemploy-
ment, he added.

WEISGERBER SEES

PLOT TO GET SECRET

Captain Refuses to Testify,
Fearing Questions May

Bnro Fuel Formula.

PERSECUTED, HE SAYS

Antagonistic Interests Are

I Blamed as Disloyalty
Charges Aro Denied.

Capt. Edwin C. Welsgerber refused to
take the witness stand In Mm own behalf
In his trial by court-marti- al at Gov-

ernors Island on charges of disloyalty
yesterday, but submitted a statement to
the court In which he said that the
charges against him were the. result of
opposition from Interests who wish to
get control of the synthetic gasolene
which he claims to havo Invented. Capt
Welsgerber said he feared that on

he .might be compelled to
reveal the formula, of his Invention.

Describing in his statement the efforts
which havo been made to gain posses-
sion at his secret, he said;

".Every effort has been made to ex-

tract from me the formula for thla fuel
and many subterfuges have been adopted
by those seeking to gain this Informa-
tion. I have been constantly watched
and my purchases of chemicals have
been closely followed by persons having
ulterior designs. After I entered the
military service I continued many ex
perlments on various substitute fuels
and did my utmost to aid the Govern'
ment of the United States In develop'
Ing a fuel which might be an Improve'
ment upon gasolene In Internal com'
bustlon engines.

"During all of these activities on my
part I have been' compelled to meet the
open and bitter antagonism of fuel In-

terests which sought to prevent the com
petition of a fuel which they did not
control."

Capt, Welsgerber denied he ever tried
to sell the formula to the British Gov-
ernment, and stated that the British
officers who conferred with him and to
whom he submitted a Humple were so
Impressed with It that one of them has
since made application for the foreign
rights to the Invention. He did not deny
that he had made the remark attributed
to him by Capt. Belcher with regard to
obtaining promotion for himself and
Major Zimmerman, but insisted that the
remark was made In a Joking way and
asserted that he had never had any pin
pose to obtain promotion by dishonorable
oj questionable means.

Ills suinrestlonH relative to standard
ization of gas equipment, (Jap Wels
gerber stated, were made after a con-
ference with Capt. George R. Malqne,
head of the Welding School and an au-
thority on the questions at Issue, and at
the suggestion of Major Zimmerman.

FISH DINNER HELD
TO BOOM SEA FOOD

Dillon Shows How to Cut Cost
of Living.

One of the surest methods of reducing
tho high coat of living by bringing about
better economic distribution of food is
to pass a bill now before the State Leg-
islature which alms to separata the De-
partment of Markets from the Depart-
ment of Agriculture and elect the com-
missioner at Its head rather than have
him appointed, said John J. Dillon,
former Commissioner of Foods and
Market', at a "Victory Fish Dinner"
held at the Hotel Astor last night.

The dinner was given for the purpose
of Introducing to the housewives of New
York "an article of food that Is at once
abundant, delicious nnd extremely eco-
nomical." As has been stated in the
newspapers, 10,000,000 pounds of frozen
fish are stored away In New York ready
for distribution as soon na the public
realizes the economy of Its use. Thla
fish waa collected for Government use,
but the sudden end of hostilities has
csused a vast oversupply.

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REVIVING GREECE'S

MERCHANT MARINE

Varounis Plans to Sell
American Boats and Con-

struct Shipyards.

George Varounis, president ot the
Compagnln Generale Transatlantlque of
New York city, will sail for France on
tho eteamthlp Touralno early next week
to consummate several Important ship-

ping projects Involving the sale of some
wooden steamships owned by the United
States Shipping Board ns well as by
ssveral American shipbuilders.

Mr. Varounis has an unusual plan for
the development of a Greek merchant
marine, which he contemplates' laying
before tho Greek Government, and which
Involves the use of American manufacr
turlng facilities, it Is planned to estabv
llsh a shipyard on some Island near th
Greek coast, probably Crete, where labor
Is relatively cheap, to build vessels foj
Oreek purchasers.

During the last sire weeks Mr. Varounla
has had negotiations with a number of
American shipbuilding concerns, esper
clally those equipped to manufacture
partw for ship construction, and thetf
negotiations have led to the completion
of arrangements whereby several of the
companies will supply the material
needed for the establishment of the pro-
posed shipyard li Greece.

Mr. Varounis Intends to get machinery
from several shipyards In this country
thats are about to abandon operation.
and send the same to Greece for use In
rhlp construction. During the war
Greek ship owners took advantage of the
tremondous rise In vessel values to dis-
pose of their shipping properties, with
the result that the Greek merchant ma-

rine has greatly diminished. The Greek
ship owners In many cases reaped profits
as high as 400 per cent.

It Is estimated that Greek ship owners
have more than $300,000,000 In Greek
banks, which sum they expect to spend
to replace the tonnage they sold at war
prices. After an extended survey Mr.
Varounis declares that Greek ship own-
ers would rather purchase new vessels
built In a Greek shipyard than place
their orders with Kngllsh shipbuilders,
an the poet of construction would be In
favor of the Greek builder.

At the present time the Balkan States
do not boHHt of n single shipyard ot a
size capable of building ocean vessels or
repairing ocean vescels. The problem of
repairing steamships that have become
dlsnbled between the Suez Canal and
southern Italy has always been a dis-
turbing factor nnd the location of a ship-
yard on the Island of Crete, It Is con-
sidered, would be a strategic point to
talto are of Sues Panal steamships re
quiring urgent repairs.

Climatic conditions in southern Greece
enable continuous operations throughout
the year, accordlngf to Mr. Varounis,
while there Is on ample supply of skilled
labor, which can be secured at relatively
low wages.
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
